Bronchos beat Memphis 1 7 - 9
The Clarendon Bronchos 

closed their season Friday 
night against old rival 
Memphis with a 17-9 win. 
The Bronchos finished the 
season 8-1-1 and 3-1-1 in 
district play. Despite the 
Brones fine season record, 
they sill sit at home while 
Panhandle and Wellington 
advance to the playoffs.

The Bronchos began the 
game on their first posses­
sion with all cylinders click­
ing. Booney Gardner re­
ceived the opening kick-off 
and returned it 11 yards to 
the Memphis 35. On 1st 
down Rodney Smith made 2, 
Glenn Weatherton added 9 
on 2nd down for a Broncho 
first down at the 46 yard line. 
On first down, Booney Gard­
ner made 3 and then QB 
Dyron Howell hit tight end 
Johnny Gaines with a perfect 
pass that Johnny took to the 
Memphis 1 yard line. Curly 
Weatherton carried it in and 
Arlis Thomas added the 
extra point to give the 
Bronchos a 7-0 lead early in 
the first quarter.

The Bronchos seem ed 
poised to put the game away 
early as they pulled off the 
“ surprise’’ onside kick with 
Glenn Weatherton recover­
ing at the 50 yard line. 
However, this momentum 
was short lived as Dyron 
Howell’s pass attempt was 
intercepted by the Cyclones 
Coby Smith. This inter­
ception set up the Cyclones 
only touchdown of the night. 
The Broncho defense stood 
tough, however, and forced 
Memphis into a 4th and 25

situation. Coby Smith’s 36 
yard pass to Sam Carter was 
good for a Cyclone TD that 
cut the Clarendon lead to 7-6 
as the kick failed. The 
Cyclones would take a 9-7 
lead in the second quarter 
when Brian Whitten hit a 39 
yard field goal.

The Bronchos came back 
to put points on the board 
before the half. The 
Bronchos put together a 
drive that would end at the 
Memphis 18 yard line with 
an Arlis Thomas field goal. 
Rodney Smith and Glenn 
Weatherton accounted for 
the yardage on the ground. 
Rodney scampered for 50 
yards on a 4th down play to 
set up the Broncho's scoring 
attempt. On 1st down from 
the 10 Glenn Weatherton 
carried to the Memphis goal 
line before being knocked out 
of bounds. However, an 
illegal procedure penalty 
nullified that gain. Two
running plays and a pass
attempt could gain only 5
yards - the Bronchos were
faced with 4th down. Arlis 
Thomas came on to kick a 36 
yard FG to give the Bronchos 
a 10-9 halftime lead.

Neither team could put 
together a scoring threat in 
the 3rd quarter. But the 
Bronchos would add another 
TD in the 4th quarter. The 
“ Maroon Magic’’ converted 
a 4th down fake punt into a 
1st down that would set up 
the Broncho TD. Facing 4th 
down at the Memphis 39 
yard line, the Bronchos 
pulled off the biggest play of 
the night. Doug Walker, the

short man in the punt forma­
tion took the snap, attempted 
a pass to Brian Smith. The 
pass was deflected and 
caught by Broncho Leland 
Howell as he was trailing the 
play. The play was good for 
18 yards and a Broncho 1st 
down. From the 18 yard line 
Glenn Weatherton made 2, 
and on 2nd down Dyron 
Howell hit TE Johnny Gaines 
again, this time for 16 yards 
and a Broncho TD. Arlis 
Thomas added his 2nd extra 
point to extend the Bronc 
lead to 17-9.

The Broncho defense 
stymied the last Cyclone 
scoring attempt as Richard 
Gaines in tercep ted  his 
second pass of the night in 
the end zone. The Broncho 
defense held Memphis to 57 
yards rushing and 2 of 14 for 
56 yards passing. The 
Broncho offense rolled up 
342 total yards gained while 
limiting the Cyclones to 113 
total yards.

This was a hard game for 
the Bronchos. They des­
perately wanted to end the 
season with a win to secure 
their 8-1-1 season record - 
but the heart was wanting to 
be in the playoffs. For a 
team that began the season 
picked to finish 5th by both 
Top of Texas Magazine and 
the Harris Rating System, 
the Bronchos proved that 
desire, hard work, and en­
thusiasm can bring success.

Prussic Acid poisoning 
in livestock

A killing frost will be 
hitting Donley County before 
long, and this could lead to 
prussic acid poisoning in 
livestock grazing certain pas­
ture grasses and forage, 
points out Ronald Gooch, 
Donley County Extension 
Agent.

Although many plants con­
tain the toxic material that 
causes poisoning, those 
causing the highest mortality 
in livestock when grazing 
after they have been frozen 
and wilted are Johnson and 
Sudan grasses and sorghum 
or hybrids of these.

The most dangerous time 
as far as grazing of these 
plants is concerned is fol­
lowing frost when the plant 
material begins to wilt, em­
phasizes Gooch. Livestock 
should not be allowed access 
to the wilted material until it 
has dried completely. This 
usually takes three or four 
days of good sunlight. New 
plant growth usually be­
comes nontoxic and can be 
grazed within 10 days to two 
weeks following rain.

As far as prussic acid 
poisoning is concerned, the 
poison acts rapidly and can 
kill animals within minutes. 
In most acute cases, animals 
become affected within 10-15 
minutes after eating toxic 
material and can die in two to 
three minutes. Symptoms 
may include a brief period of 
stimulation followed by de­
pression and paralysis. 
Signs of colic may be 
present. Stupor (loss of 
sensibility), difficult breath­
ing and frequent convulsions 
may result. Death is caused 
by suffocation since oxygen 
remains in the blood and is 
not exchange to the tissues. 
This also causes the blood to 
appear bright red.

To prevent prussic acid 
poisoning in livestock. Gooch 
outlines these steps:

1. Allow plant material 
affected by frost to dry 
thoroughly before grazing. 
This may require a week or 
more of good sunlight.

2. Feed animals hay or a 
supplement before turning 
them in on plants that may

contain prussic acid. Ani­
mals that are not hungry will 
not be affected as seriously 
by toxic material since their 
intake will be limited.

3. Remove all animals 
from the pasture if one in the 
herd shows any signs of 
poisoning.

4. Call a veterinarian im­
mediately if an animal 
appears to be poisoned. An 
antidote to treat affected 
animals is highly efficient if 
given early. This product is 
available from veterinarians.

The overall key to prevent 
prussic acid poisoning in 
livestock is to be award of 
plant materials that may 
cause poisoning and then to 
keep the cattle from grazing

On November 17, all 
across the country people are 
going to be putting down 
their cigarettes and tobacco 
for one day.

GASO is sponsored by the 
American Cancer Society in 
order to possibly help some­
one kick the habit. This year 
our local theme for the 
smokeout is called “ Never 
Say Never to a cure for 
cancer in our lifetime” . 
Each day we see another 
friend or relative battling 
against cancer. It is time we 
refuse to let cancer dominate 
our society.

Smoking cigarettes is no 
laughing matter; neither is 
quitting. But once a year 
thousands of serious quitters 
do have some fun as they try 
to make it through the day 
without a cigarette. The 
occasion is the Great Ameri­
can Smokeout, an annual 
celebration when the Ameri­
can Cancer Society urges 
smokers to go a full 24 hours 
without cigarettes. This year, 
Smokeout Day is Thursday, 
November 17.

Good times are the order 
of the day. Festivities 
designed to amuse smokers, 
lift spirits and keep minds off 
cigarettes will be in full 
force.

The serious side of quit­
ting will also be addressed. 
The Surgeon General has 
labeled cigarette smoking 
the "chief avoidable cause of 
death in our society.” Statis­
tics bear this out. Smoking 
has been shown to be 
responsible for more than 
75% of all lung cancer, the 
number one cancer killer of 
men. By the end of the 80’s, 
lung cancer is expected to 
replace breast cancer as the 
number one cause of cancer 
death among women.

Larry Hagman of "Dallas” 
will serve a third year as 
national Great American 
Smokeout Chairman. This 
year. Hagman has a special 
m essage for nonsmokers 
eager to help smoking 
friends through the day: 
"Give 'em sympathy, give 
’em understanding, but 
don’t give 'em a cigarette.”

Special Stop Smokin' Wrist 
Snappin* Red Rubber Bahd” 
will again be available.

This is the seventh 
anniversary of the Great 
American Smokeout.

State C om ptroller Bob 
Bullock told Texas officials 
the worst df the economic 
recession is aver in Texas but 
the state Treasury shouldn't 
expect any windfalls.

Bullock released a revised 
estimate of available reve­
nues to top state officials and 
members of the Legislature.

“ The worst of the state’s 
economic skimp is behind 
us.” Bullo£ wrote state 
leaders, "however, there 
has been no dramatic tverall 
change in the revenue esti­
mate I gave you last May.”

Bullock predicted Texas 
will have abbot $1$ million 
more than nfeesaart to meet 
state exptdles when the 
current 196465 state budget 
ends on A ssist 31. 1965.

"That's a good d«al better 
than the $36466 left unspent 
at the en d ' of thd special 
legislative tAsion last sum­
m er.” Ballodt said.

The following article was 
submitted by Fire Chief Del­
bert Robertson.

bill. This bill would help all 
the fire departments in the 
state.

During the most recent 
session of the Texas Legisla­
ture, the State Firemen’s and 
Fire Marshals' Association of 
Texas sponsored a bill calling

tor a constitutional amend­
ment to create an emergency 
equipment fund to help 
Texas fire departments make 
major equipment purchases. 
That bill was passed by the 
House of Representatives by 
a 136-0 vote,-but got bogged 
down in a Senate committee 
and never reached the floor 
of the Senate for debate.

The losers were the 1,600 
fire departments and the 
hundreds of thousands of 
Texans who depend on those 
departments to protect their 
lives and property. Fire
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departments have lost two 
major sources of funds in 
recent years: (1) low-interest 
loans previously available on 
a competitive basis through 
federal revenue-sharing pro­
grams have dried up, and (2) 
traditional fund-raising bar­
becues and fish fries no 
longer net enough money to 
buy a major item like a 
pumper — which costs over 
$100,000.

Many firefigh ters in 
Texas -  perhaps some in 
your community — fight fires 
with 30-year-old trucks, 
inadequate equipment, and/ 
or little or no protective 
clothing or breathing appara­
tus. They deserve better — 
and the citizens of your 
community deserve better. 
This legislation can give it to 
them.

Monies for the fund would 
come from an existing draft 
made by the State Board of 
Insurance on fire insurance 
premiums collected in Texas 
each year. Estimates are that 
the fund would make avail­
able the first year $20 million 
to be allocated to individual 
fire departm ents through 
gran ts .and  low -interest 
loans.

The SFFMA, meeting in 
June in Beaumont, voted to 
petition Governor Mark 
White to include this essen-
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tial piece of legislation on the 
agenda of any called special 
session of the Texas Legis­
lature.

‘‘The need is immediate,” 
says SFFMA President Ray 
Williamson of W harton. 
‘‘Fire departments can wait 
no longer for this kind of 
help. We don’t want to get to 
the point where the fire 
service of Texas can no 
longer provide first rate fire

protection to all our
citizens.”

Created in 1876, the 
SFFMA is the largest state­
wide firefighters’ association 
in Texas dn represents all 
firefighters in the state.

F all fruit 
tree
spraying
controls
diseases

Fall is often the time when 
fruit tree care is forgotten or 
neglected, but it’s a critical 
time for controlling many 
peach and plum tree diseases 
to insure a good crop next 
year.

With the arrival of fall, 
there’s often a tendence to 
forget our peach and plum 
trees that served us so well 
last summer, notes Ronald 
Gooch, Donley County Ex­
tension Agent.

Gooch says that applying a 
copper fungicide now can 
stop or reduce three of the 
six diseases that attack peach 
and plum trees in Texas.

These are peach leaf curl, 
bacterial leaf spot and 
bacterial canker.

Puckers and distorted  
peach tree leaves that were 
either bright red or light 
green in diseased areas last 
spring were due to peach leaf 
curl fungus. The only time to 
effectively control this 
disease is in the fall with a 
copper-containing fungicide 
such as Kocide 101.

Timing of the fall spray is 
critical for effective control 
and for avoiding tree dam­
age, Gooch explains. Copper 
is a metal and may cause 
severe defoliation unless ap­
plied correctly.

Bacterial leaf spot affects 
both fruit and foliage. The 
infection causes fruit to crack 
and leaves develop angular 
spots which drop out. Bac­
terial canker will kill trees 
slowly. Infected trees will 
have gum or wax forming on 
the trunk and main limbs.

Fall spraying is important 
to the health and production 
of fruit trees, Gooch says, 
because there’s no other 
time when 50 percent of 
peach and plum tree diseases 
can be controlled with one 
spray.

WRAPPING

The Texas Crop and Live­
stock Reporting Service will 
begin contacting farmers and 
ranchers across the state in 
late November for final 1983 
crop acreage, yield and pro­
duction totals and end-of-

year livestock 
inventories.

State Statisticican Dennis 
Findley reported that pro­
ducer compliance with the 
current farm program s 
reduced crop acreage across 
the state, and many farmers 
and ranchers are depending 
on this survey information 
for an accurate picture of the 
1983 agricultural situation.

Findley explained that the 
confidential interviews, con­
ducted by mail or in person 
by field enum erators,! 
provide information used by 
producers to make their pro­
duction and marketing plans 
for the coming year.

‘‘Without these reports, 
farmers and ranchers would 
have to rely on other sources 
for crop and livestock infor­
mation,” he added.

To reduce survey costs, 
Findley is urging farmers 
and ranchers to return the 
mailed questionnaires as 
soon as possible. The repor­
ted information will be com­
bined for state as well as 
county estimates.

Annual county estimates 
are published for livestock, 
dairy, poultry, cotton, field 
crops, small grains, fruits 
and pecans, vegetables, and 
cash receipts from the sale of 
farm products.

CO LLEG E STATION — 
The day is coming when Ameri­
cans—notorious for their love 
of tender steaks—can order up 
a custom-made tenderlo in  
made from a combination of 
meats such as ribeye, sirloin 
and even pork roast.

The process, called “co­
extrusion,” combines lean meat 
from one hopper with fat from 
another and allows processors 
to mix whatever amounts or 
kinds of meat the consumer 
wants, said Dr. Cary Smith, 
head of the Department of 
Animal Science in Texas AficM 
University’s College of Agricul­
ture where the technique is 
being developed.

Most of the restructured 
meats sold at grocery stores are 
steaks with a superior mixture 
of muscle and fat to that pro­
duced by Mother Nature, said 
Smith.

She traveled with 
him in the first five years, 
but as their family increased 
in number the Graham’s 
bought a home in Montreal, 
North Carolina and Ruth 
stayed home to raise the five 
children. When asked how 
she managed with Billy away 
so much on crusades, she 
replied "On my knees". 
Her mother and father 
bought a house across the 
road from the Grahams after 
they retired from missionary 
work. Nearly every evening 
one of the children would 
pack his nightclothes and go 
across the street to spend the 
night with the grandparents.

As their father became 
well known around the 
world, the children’s normal 
activities were closely 
watched by neighbors and 
strangers alike. Any be­
havior less than angelic was 
quickly noted and com­
mented on. But Ruth and 
Billy gave them as much 
freedom as possible to make 
their own decisions. The 
children are now young 
adults with children of their 
own.

APPLESAUCE CAKE

1 cup raisins 
1 cup dates 
1 cup chopped pecans 
'/« tsp cloves 
1 tsp vanilla 
1 cup flour
1 cup oatmeal
2 tsp soda
l*/j cup« unsw eetened 
applesauce 
Vi tsp cinnamon 

Cream butter; add eggs, 
sweetner and vanilla. Sift dry 
ingred ien ts and add to 
raisins, dates and nuts. 
Blend butter mixture, flour 
m ixture and applesauce 
together. Pour into buttered 
loaf pan and bake 1 hour at 
350° makes 12 to 16 
servings.
Note: This is a diabetic cake 
not a dietic cake.
Raisins and dates cut very 
small add to the sweetness. 
Dates are very high in potas­
sium.

Donley County approved 
for special haying

A shining piece o f  history 
deals with the kingdom 
which first used precious 
gold as coins.

Today, gold coins are 
within the reach o f  nearly 
everyone Coins for col­
lecting, or numismatic coins, 
are valued for their rarity 
and condition.

Severe drought conditions 
in Donley County prompted 
USDA’s Agricultural Stabili­
zation and Conservation Ser­
vice to give farm program 
participants special permis­
sion to harvest hay or forage 
from their conservation use 
acres to feed their livestock. 
Farm ers previously had 
received approval to graze 
their livestock on these 
acres.

Edwin Cam pbell, CED 
says the special conservation 
use acreage haying and graz­
ing will benefit about 50 
farmers in Donley County to 
this date.

Conservation use acreage 
includes diverted acreage for 
which payment is made, the 
unpaid acreage reduction 
acres and acres removed 
from production through the 
payment-in-kind program . 
“ We restricted the use of 
harvested hay and forage to 
the individual farmer’s own 
livestock to minimize the 
adverse economic impact on 
commercial hay producers,” 
said Campbell, "but it will 
provide some relief to live­
stock producers who are

participating in our acreage 
reduction and payment-in­
kind programs.”

The program participants 
are not allowed to let other 
farmers use their conserva­
tion use acreage. The emer­
gency provisions apply only 
to their own livestock on their 
own land, the ASCS official 
said.

Farmers interested in con­
servation use acreage haying 
and grazing should notify the 
county ASCS office. Produc­
ers who have registered to 
graze their conservation use 
acreage must also sign a 
register to harvest those 
acres.

SYSTOLIC OR DIASTOLIC?

The two .numbers used to record a. person’s blood 
pressure reflect the pressure in terms of millimeters of 
mercury-The numbers, which, represent the “ systolic” and 
“ diastolic” pressures, are written together and recorded-as 
one reading — example, 120 over 80 or 120/80. The first 
number refers to the amount of pressure exerted-against the 
arteries (taring each heart beat. This is the systolic pressure. 
Elevations in the systolic pressure may. result fromJiardening 
of the arteries or other conditions such as thyroid disease.

The second number is the (WastoBc pressure, and refers to 
the amount of pressure exertecLagainst theartieries between 
heart beats-Several elevated diastolic readings may indicate 
that an individual has hypertension (high blood pressure).

-  While both the systolic and diastolic readings ate 
imporatnt- the diastolic is most closely monitored in 
hypertensive individuals. It becomes the  basis for most 
decisions regarding drug therapy (when to use drugs, which 
drugs to use, how long-to use drugs, and how large of a dose 
to use). To. -determine the effectiveness of treatment 
pwgram s.it is usually necessary to obtain several readings at 
different times.
