Peter Herschend who developed 
S ilver D o llar C ity  in  Branson, 
M issouri. W hen the Quitaque 
group went to Branson with another 
interested party from  Clarendon, 
Herschend cautioned them to start 
slow ly and build a firm  foundation 
fo r any project. "W e've taken the 
time to do things carefully and to 
involve all the community," U lrey 
explains.

Together, the public and private 
entities involved plan to begin fu ll 
operation in the Spring o f 1993. 
Burlington Northern hopes to have 
the rails and ballast removed in a 
few  m onths. A t that tim e 
interpretive exhibits and the actual 
trails w ill be developed.

Ranch Tells Tales of Past
■ y>

A  ranch is m ote than just grass 
and cows. The land itself holds the 
heritage made by the people and 
events that have'louched it.

The Triangle T a il Ranch lies 
southwest o f Claude and speaks as 
eloquently o f its history as any 
ranch in the area.

Although the Triangle Tail was 
created in 1917 when Edward 
Harrell bought its 35,000 acres 
from  the original JA Ranch, the 
land's history is as deep as the Palo 
Duro Canyon which crosses it.

Thousands o f years ago the 
Prairie D og Town Fork o f the Red 
R iver began to carve the steep walls 
o f the canyon, providing shelter 
adopted by Indians o f the region. 
Artifacts and historical accounts 
in d ica te  that the d e c is iv e  
Cavalry/Indian battle o f the Red 
R iver W ar occurred in this segment 
o f the canyon.

A fter hostilities ceased, pioneer 
rancher Charles G oodnight and 
partner John Adair formed the JA 
Ranch and a line camp near the 
Harrell fam ily 's  present ranch 
headquarters. The stone bunkhouse 
and smokehouse o f the JA's Rush 
Creek division still stand where the 
high plains descend into Palo Duro.

Standing in the river bottom , 
surrounded by the songs o f red­
winged blackbirds and the whispered 
flow  o f water, one can almost hear 
the creaking leather saddles o f 
cowboys past and the breathing and 
muffled hoofbeats o f their horses.

Otho Stubbs incorporates natural history western art.

M any o f Stubbs' finds arc o f 
Native American origin. There are 
over 600 catalogued and indexed 
piecea in  his collection, some over 
20JOOO yean old.

Other finds include spun and ring 
bits le ft behind by S p a n is h  
explorers north o f S ilv e r to n . 
Another highly prized item  is a 
prehistoric horse skull which he 
estimates to be over 1.500.000 
yean old.

According to  his w ife. Dr. Dora 
Crandall, "Every tim e someone 
finds a rock or an artifact, they 

it  to Otho to learn what it
is :

Sometimes the artifacts actually 
become port o f his art A  buffalo's 
shoulder Made became die "canvas" 
fo r his 1972 pa in ting en titled  
"Buffalo W allow ."

Numerous specimens o f local 
w ild life are preserved by Stubbs and 
displayed around his home. Among 
them are a ring-tailed cat and a huge 
six-foot-long rattlesnake.

Otho is a  talking encyclopedia 
with a historian's remarkable ability 
to remember dates and places. In  
recalling die origin  o f the town o f 
Turkey. Stubbs said that Turkey 
Roost (d ie town's first name) was a 
line camp fo r the Lazy F  Ranch. 
The early structure, a favorite 
roosting place fo r w ild  turkeys,

became a store w ith u n o ffic ia l 
mailboxes fo r nearby residents. In 
1892, Stubbs explained, the officia l 
post o ffice was established there.

The "museum" in Stubbs' home 
is open to the public. "I never turn 
anyone away," he says, "but call 
f in t "

H e has recently written a book 
entided Otho Stubbs: A Lasting 
Legacy. I t 's  a lo t o f history that 
goes way back in die Caprock-the 
V a lley  o f Tears, B lanco Canyon. 
Mackenzie's Raiders-all authentic,” 
Stubbs said. The book contains 51 
color photographs o f his paintings, 
sketches, and some o f the artifacts 
in his collection. It is available

A nna in Flom ot, south o f Turkey. 
Cutting horse compctittoa and team 
penning are scheduled fo r Friday. 
Youth hone riding events and the 
team roping begin on Saturday. 
Sunday morning the team roping 
concludes, and the entertaining 
pasture roping events begin at 1:00 
p.m.
. Proceeds from  the three days o f 

events benefit the Ranch and 
Feedlot Operations Scholarship 
Fund at Clarendon Junior College.

In  the nine years since it  was 
founded, the Scholarship Fund has 
allowed 25 young men and women 
to participate in the Ranch and 
Feedlot program.

Rodeoing at Flom ot, Texas is a 
long-standing tradition  in the 
Burleson fam ily. As early as 1939, 
W . E  Burleson and Norman Martin 
sponsored and promoted the Flomot 
Rodeo near the town.

W an tin g m ore than the 
customary makeshift arena, made 
by parking cars in a circle, Burleson 
and Martin set to work building the 
arena, later named in their honor.

A t the sam e tim e, the 
"Downtown Flom ot Daredevils." a 
group o f working cowboys (and one 
cow girl) were making a  name for 
themselves at all the local rodeos. 
Known fo r their toughness, skill 
and com petitiveness were Dude 
Barton (later named to the Cow girl 
Hall o f Fam e), John Bourland, 
R ooster G ilb ert. France., and 
Clayton Barton, Bob Echols, Jr., 
Buster Durham. Pete (Ceding, and, 
naturally, Martin and Burleson.

They spent m any Sunday 
afternoons practicing, often  in  
sandstorms. The cowboys claimed 
this im proved their times, since 
they w ere acclim ated to th ese 
conditions, w hile their opponents 
were not. This gave them an edge 
in actual com petition should the 
south wind kick up the dust (as it 
was prone to do).

S. C.*and Lou Burleson are 
continuing the fam ily tradition o f 
rodeoing at Flom ot. They host 
many youth-oriented team roping 
events. The events are held in an 
arena they built on land which has 
been in the fam ily for generations. 
S.C.'s grandfather, I. E. M artin , 
established his homestead there in a 
dugout around 1891. .-

Memorable Night

Editor's Note: V/e are grateful to Glenna Haley Garrison o f Amarillo fo r  
sharing this photograph and personal recollection o f an interesting encounter 
her family had in the early 1900's.

When I was 3 1/2, my mother's sister and fam ily came to visit us 
in Clarendon. M y dad. W ill Haley, rigged up a covered wagon and w e 
traveled to Col. Goodnight's ranch to see his buflalo. That evening we were 
to spend the night in  the wagon yard at Claude. A fter a meal o ff the chuck 
wagon, we were ready to sleep in the wagon when the building next to us 
caught fire and burned to the ground. M y dad and my unde were able to get 
us out sa fdy inducting his bdoved mules. Col. Goodnight was at the scene 
and was kind enough to o ffer us a night's lodging in his bunkhousc. He 
also took care o f the mules.

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SHADOWS SEEM 
TO FOLLOW CORINNE

Editor's Note: T b it is  the third a id  
final installment in  a three-part 
series about Corinne Goodnight, 
.he second w ife  o f pioneer randier 
Colonel Charles Goodnight. The 
first part appeared in our Autumn, 
1991 issue and the second part in  
our Spring, 1992 issue.

What litde is currently known o f 
Corinue's life  w ith Charles Good­
night and her place in history is 
contained in  die catalogued papers 
winch are deposited in the archives 
o f the Panhandle-Plains Historical 
Museum in Canyon, Texas. About 
ten years ago. her brother, Thomas, 
arranged fo r the museum to receive 
them.

SYNOPSIS: Charles G oodnight 
married Corinne Goodnight (also 
her maiden name) in March 1927 in 
Clarendon, Texas. Press coverage 
o f the event focused on his advanced 
age and legendary career as a trail 
blazer and rancher. His, union with 
an unknown, - 26 y e a r - o l d ,  
independent Montana woman raised 
curious eyebrows about propriety 
and motivation. This was particu­
larly true since his wife o f 56 years. 
Mary Ann Dyer Goodnight, had 
been dead less than a year. News­
paper and magazine stories after 
their marriage portray Corinne as 
hik'Companion, chauffeur, hostess, 
nurse, secretary and amateur bio­
grapher. ?

In her co llabora tion  with 1.

Evetts Haley on Haley's biography,
C fw fa  Gw dnlgM. Cw mon ami
ClOiMoan, she expressed high 
hopes that the book would make 
them both renown, if not wealthy. 
However. Corinne eventually had to 
face the fa ct that not only would the 
royalties be small, but the part she 
had played in the Colonel's life  had 
been cut from  the manuscript (with 
apologies from  Haley).

Without the largar-than-life Colo­
nel or any other, ties to the Texas 
Panhandle, Corinne returned to  
Arizona, where she would be closer 
to her brother.. * • .*• »• •«* v.> 4'

W ithin fiv e  months o f Charles 
Goodnight's death, Corinne. his 
w ife  o f less than three years, took 
an apartment in Phoenix. By 1933, 
she was liv in g  In  Los Angeles. 
She had at least two jobs, one as a 
survey taker for the Federal Emer­
gency R elief Administration to bdp 
assess employment and other needs 

’ fo r the Depression's unemployed. 
In 1937, she was a payroll clerk for 
Monogram Productions in H o lly ­
wood.

Whether Corinne was le ft finan­
c ia lly  secure by the C o lon d 's  
estate, w e can't be sure. Mystery 
and controversy overshadowed the 
question o f rightful heirs. Corinne 
may have been "property poor" and 
the heiress o f uncollectible debts, a 
casualty o f the depressed economy 
in the 1930's

December 1929 in  Tucson at age ✓  
93. Corinne appeared  to be his sole 
heir. According to his obituary, no 
children were bom  during either o f 
his marriages, although a strange 
clipping in Corinne's files  teases 
the mind. It was a photo reprint 
attributed to the U n ivers ity  o f 
Texas and clipped  from  what 
appears to be a Sunday magazine 
supplement. The date is uncertain 
but an advertisement on the reverse 
side would place the time about 
1950-60. The caption reads: "Char­
lie  Goodnight, at 91, with a woman 
thought to be his second w ife. A  
child bora to the union failed to 
survive."

The woman in the photo does 
indeed appear to be Corinne Good­
night. Perhapf Corinne's own 
words, in a congratulatory note to 
another couple upon the birth o f 
their child, reveal more truth about 
the question. Corinne wrote o f her 
private pain for never having had 
children.

In his w ill dated September 29, 
1927, signed and witnessed in Clar­
endon, the Colonel bequeathed all 
o f his estate, with one exception, to 
"m y beloved w ife  Corinne" and 
named her executrix. He set the 
wheels in motion within two weeks 
o f their marriage by arranging fo r 
approximately four sections o f land 
in Armstrong County to be deeded 
to Corinne and W . C. (C le o ) 
Hubbard. Each was entitled to an 
"undivided ha lf interest.” The 
Colonel identified  C leo as "the 
young man I raised, consideration 
in this deed were his services from  
childhood to manhood, he never 
was paid a dollar o f salary...I 
reserved all the income from said 
land during my lifetim e."

N ot until 1935 was 
C leo Hubbard able to. buy Corinne's 
1,440 acres. By that time, Corinne 
had given power o f attorney to her 
brother Thomas who completed the 
transaction.

Digging Into Ancient Past
Editor's Note: The Pra irie Dog 
Gazette is very grateful to D r.

Geosciences at West Texas State 
University in Canyon.

Students and fans o f the O ld 
W est, and its cow boys, cattle 
drives, railroad settlements and 
ranching em pires, are on ly  
scratching the surface o f history. 
The land itself still holds some o f 
the secrets o f creation and evolution 
that are between nine and eleven 
m illion years old.
The first local examples o f that 

era's fossils were found in the early 
1890's. The most extensive search 
fo r fossils was fro m 1929-1960 and 
spurred the prom inence o f 
Clarendon resident/rancher W ill 
Chamberlain, a co llector fo r the 
Frick Laboratory in New  York and 

k site gu ide fo r  u n iv e rs ity  
archaeologists. They inspired the 
organization two years ago o f the 
Clarendon Archaeology Society and 
its members' interest in protecting 
die fossil sites and remains.

According to David Lowrie, head 
o f the Science Department at the 
college, a class w ith "an archae- 
ology/anthropology emphasis" may 
be added to the Fall 1992 course 
offerings. "The hold up is an 
instructor,” Low rie said. "Y o u  
don't find an archaeologist under 
just any old rock."

A t more than 30 sites north and 
cast o f the town o f Clarendon along 
the Salt Fork o f die Red R iver, the 
silt, sand, gravel and caliche o f the 
Ogailala Formation have yielded the 
flora and fauna o f the Clarendon an 
Age. They correlate generally with 
finds in the Nebraska plains and

excavated about tw o dozen horse 
skeletons and severa l other 
mammals from  a sink on a ranch 
northeast o f Clarendon.

Due to the rugged nature o f the 
canyon, the Harrell fam ily has made 
few  changes to the land. Only one 
steep road, requiring a four-wheel 
drive truck, provides access to the 
canyon floor from  the north. In the 
early days o f the Triangle T a il, a 
cable trolley delivered cattle feed  
from the high ground and brought 
firewood back up from the banks o f 
the river. Even wagons were 
mov^d in pieces via the trolley, 
since travel was lim ited  to 
horseback or a steep hike on foot. 
Although now inoperable, the cable 
rigging and an (rid wagon remain as 
mute reminders o f ranch life  in the
past.

Jim Denton, who helps the 
Harrells run the Triangle Tail, notes 
that nature still challenges the 
operation o f the ranch. "W e can't 
keep cows in the river bottom 
during the summer because o f 
excessive heat and the deer flie s " 
that attack the cattle. A lso, much 
o f his time is spent bu lldozing 
invading mesquite trees which have 
crept northward into this area. - 

From the canyon rim the ranch 
does not reveal some o f the m ore 
subtle changes made in m odern 
times. O rig in a lly  one, large 
35,000 acre pasture, the Triangle 
Tail has now been fenced into a few 
smaller areas, and cows with Black 
Angus breeding are replacing the 
traditional Hcrefords.

Cattle were form erly roped, 
branded, and doctored in open  
pastures, but now a few  corrals dot 
the ranch to  contain  them, 
providing easier access. Central 
heat has put an end to collecting 
firew ood  from  the banks o f the 
river, but the canyon still provides 
shelter from winter's north wind.

W hile the business o f running 
the Triangle Tail is a day-to-day 
business fo r owner Ed Harrell and 
his fam ily, a ride through the ranch 
reveals not only natural beauty, but 
a rich past. Its story is o f 
thousands o f years, hundreds o f  
people, their struggles, and their 
dreams.
