If you plan to substitute either 
wheat for feed grain or feed grain 
for wheat, be sure you fully un­
derstand the substitution pro­
visions. If you haven't talked 
with us about this matter, be 
sure and do so before May 1.

Any wheat which you do not 
want counted against your wheat 
permitted acres, must be de­
stroyed and reported to this of­
fice by May 1. We will not re­
visit your farm to measure 
wheat for grain unless we are 
requested to do so.

A recent study by the Eco­
nomic Research Service of the 
USDA showed that the average 
weekly food bill for a family of 
four—which included two teen­
agers— was $32.11 over a three- 
month period. During this time, 
the food bill varied from month 
to month. For the first month, 
the market basket averaged 
! >33.04 a week, and one month 
later the cost of the identical 
food was $1.13 less. By the third 
month ,it had dropped another

51 cents.
Lower prices for meats and 

some vegetables were responsible 
for most of the differences, the 
survey showed. Meat, which ac­
counts for one-third of the fam­
ily’s weekly food bill, was the 
item most frequently on sale.

Among tne meats on sale dur­
ing the survey, chuck roast was 
the first followed by frying 
chickens, ground beef and lunch­
eon meats. Also listed were veg­
etables, dairy products, fats and 
oils, fruit and vegetable juices, 
fresh and canned fruits, coffee 
and soft drinks. These items can 
add up to a well-balanced diet, 
the specialist says.

Farmers, especially those liv­
ing near large cities, would get 
a big tax break under a constitu­
tional amendment now penauig 
in a House committee.

Bill by Rep. W. T. (Bill) Dun- 
gan of McKinney, calls for farm 
land being used for agricultural 
purposes to be taxed on its pro­
ductive capacity, instead of its 
market value.

Witnesses testifying before the 
House Constitutional Amend­
ments Committee said that in 
some cases taxes exceed the dol- 
lar-yleld of the land being used 
for farming and ranching. In 
those cases, pressure to sell the 
land for residential or commer­
cial development virtually is im­
possible to resist.

Testifying in favor of the reso­
lution, Rep. Alonzo Jamison of 
Denton said Texas soon may get 
to the point when only people

with city jobs will be able to 
afford land in the countryside.

Other supporters were repre­
sentatives of the Texas Farm 
Bureau, the Texas Farmers Union, 
the South Texas Milk Producers 
Association and farm bureaus of 
Nueces and Hays counties.

Dungan said the proposal pro 
vides for land to be assessed at 
lower rates so long as it is in 
agricultural use.

At the time the land is taken 
out of agricultural production, 
it would have a lein for the dif­
ference between the agricultural 
tax evaluation and the market 
value the seven preceeding 
years. Tax would be payable 
either by the farmer or the buyer.

STUDENT LOANS — Texas 
students from junior college to 
graduate school level would be 
able to get state-financed loans 
to pay for their education under

a proposed constitutional amend­
ment due to go to the voters in 
November.

Senate approved the measure 
by Rep. George Hinson of Mine- 
ola to set up a $79,000,000 bond- 
supported loan fund. .

State, denominational, private 
college and university students 
would be eligible to borrow sums 
needed for tuition and reasonable 
living expenses. Loans would be 
repayable in 10 years at four to 
four and a half per cent interest.

Gov. John Connally recom­
mended the program in his mes­
sage to the Legislature last Jan­
uary.

If voters approve the plan, 
Hinson estimates $28,000,000 to 
32,000,000 will be borrowed by 
Texas students within the next 
two years.

LONGER TRUCKS PERMIT­
TED — Larger trucks, twin trail­
er trucks and three unit combin­
ations soon may be traveling 
Texas highways.

A bill passed and sent to the 
governor will extend maximum 
single trucks from 39 to 40 feet 
and tractor-trailer maximums
from 90 to 99 feet.

Three-unit combinations up to 
69 feet long, now not allowed, will 
be permitted on Texas highways.

DRINKING HOUR CHANGES 
—Bars would stay open later and 
liquor stores close earlier under

a House Liquor Regulations Com­
mittee recommendation.

Committee okayed a bill by 
Rep. Dick McKissack of Dallas 
to extend beer-drinking hours to 
2 a.m. seven days a week and 
make beer available at noon in­
stead of 1 p.m. on Sundays.

Also approved was a bill by 
Rep. L. DeWitt Hale of Corpus 
Christi to close package stores at 
8 p.m. instead of 10 pjn. Excep­
tion would be hotel room service 
which would be permitted until 
10 p.m.

Hale said his bill would help 
curb liquor store burglaries by 
closing during hours when most 
holdups occur.

Committee also heard' testi­
mony on a bill regulating liquor 
sales to minors. It places the bur­
den of responsibility on the pur­
chaser rather than on the seller. 
Bill calls for Texas Liquor Con­
trol Board identification cards 
for persons age 21 and over.

Retailer could require that 
cards be shown before making a 
sale. Misuse of identification 
cards or misrepresentation in ac­
quiring them would subject pur­
chaser to fine and jail term.

ELECTION INVALIDATED— 
A justice of the peace and a con­
stable elected by write-in votes 
in Mitchell County last November 
cannot hold their offices because 
at the time of the election the

precincts for which they were
elected did not exist, Atty. Gen. 
Waggoner Carr ruled.

An order of the commissioners 
court changing precinct boundar­
ies has been entered, but it was 
made effective January 1.

However, Carr added that it 
is perfectly lawful for persons 
to be elected to an office which 
is not printed on a ballot by 
writing in the name of the office 
and the name of the person they 
wish to vote for. Election in this 
manner is valid even if only a 
small number of persons partici­
pate.

APPOINTMENTS ANNOUN­
CED — Four University of Texas 
regents have been named by 
Governor Connally. Three of 
them were confirmed by the Sen­
ate a few days later.

Connally reappointed W. W. 
Heath of Austin. Also named were 
Jack S. Josey of Houston, W. H. 
Bauer of Port Lavaca and former 
Congressman Frank N. Ikard of 
Wichita Falls. Josey, Bauer and 
Heath were confirmed. Ikard, 
who is working in New York, has 
not yet been interviewed by the 
Senate nominations committee.

Connally also announced nine 
appointments to the Texas State 
Historical Survey Committee. Re­
appointees are Patrick E. Tag­
gart of Waco, Charles R. Wood- 
burn of Amarillo, Edward H.

Harte of Corpus Christi, and 
Lewis R. Timberlake of Austin. 
Others named are R. Don Thorne 
of El Paso, Thomas C. Unis of 
Dallas, Harold L. Kennedy of 
Palestine, A. M. Pate Jr. of Fort 
Worth and Robert L. Lowry of 
Houston.

RURAL PHONE SERVICE 
HIT — Rural citizens are open to 
discrimination by some telephone 
companies, House State Affairs 
Committee was told.

Witnesses from East, Central 
and North Texas testified at a 
hearing in favor of a bill to give 
commissioners courts or a state 
commission power to regulate 
rural area telephone rates.

Bill by Reps. Dick Cherry of 
Waco and James D. Cole of 
Greenville was sent to sub-com­
mittee.

STATE PARK IMPROVE­
MENTS—Nearly 100 piney woods 
residents jointly presented Gov­
ernor Connally the report of the 
Big Thicket Park Study Commis­
sion.

Included were recommenda­
tions that an additional 2,000 
acres be acquired for the Ala- 
bama-Coushatta Indian Reserva­
tion; that a 200-acre camping area 
be set aside immediately south 
of the reservation; that a 10,000- 
acre Big Thicket State Forest be 
created south of the camp area: 
that 15,000 acres be acquired and

TO HELP SMASH THE SMUT 
PEDDLERS

The House of Representatives 
acted April 5 to protect American 
families from the forced intrusion 
into their homes of morally ob- 
jectional material. On your order, 
under the terms of this bill, the 
Postmaster General must require 
the sender to halt his mailings to 
you or your children of any mail 
matter you believe to be obscene, 
indecent or vile.

You make the determination 
of what is obscene, under the pro­
visions of this bill, and mailers 
must respect your decision or 
face a contempt charge.

Under existing statutes aimed 
at smut peddlers, defining what 
is and what is not obscene is a 
question often tangled in court­
room controversy. On the same 
day the House passed the bill to 
help you control your own mail, 
the Supreme Court agreed to hear 
the appeal of one Ralph Ginz­
burg, who in December, 1963, 
was sentenced to five years in 
Federal prison and fined $28,000 
upon his conviction for sending 
obscene material through the 
mails. The Federal judge who 
tried Ginzburg termed his publi­
cations "dirt for dirt's sake and 
dirt for money’s sake.” It re­
mains to be seen whether the 
Supreme Court will sustain Ginz­
burg's conviction, and the crucial 
point at issue will be the defini­
tion of obscenity.

The bill just passed by the 
House makes an end run around 
the problem of defining obscen­
ity. Each person who receives 
mail is free to apply his own defi­
nition. If he feels that unsolicited 
mail addressed to him—or to his 
children—is obscene, he may re­
turn such mail to the Postmaster 
General and require him to notify 
the sender not to send additional 
such mail. The Postmaster Gen­
eral so advises the sender—who, 
if he fails to comply, can be hail­
ed into Federal court and punish­
ed for contempt.

Enactment of this bill will go 
a long way to help curb the vile

traffic in pornography. The mass 
mailers of filth will find that 
millions of American parents 
have suddenly come into the pos­
session of a means to curtail their 
operations. Its enactment would 
be one more blow aimed at what 
some have called the “porno­
graphy industry" — a business 
“earning” its unscrupulous prac­
titioners millions, perhaps bil­
lions of dollars each year. Last 
year, according to Post Office 
Department estimates, more than 
a million American school chil­
dren were sent material solicit­
ing their purchase of smut dis­
guised as "art,” or "literature," 
or “culture,” or "education.” 

Ginzburg's publications, for 
which he was convicted in Phila­
delphia, were being sent to teen­
age children. When this matter 
came to my attention I immedi­
ately embarked upon a course to 
help put a stop to this entire ven­
ture. The offensive magazine was 
Eros Magazine, Inc. It was only 
after a heated exchange of corres­
pondence that I was able to find 
out that this corporation (?) was 
nothing more than a protective 
front. It had been incorporated by 
Ginzburg, his wife, Susan, and a 
Mrs. Celia Abelaon. ALL of the 
stock was owned by Ginzburg. In 
his own words, he wrote, “I am 
the only stockholder in Eros 
Magazine and the Board of Di­
rectors consists of myself, my 
wife and Mrs. Celia Abelson.” 
The people of this country can 
draw their own conclusions as to 
why these peddiers of filth think 
they need some kind of semi-false 
front behind which to hide. It 
might be well to remember that 
their first defense is always, “My 
Constitutional rights of freedom 
of speech and freedom of the 
press.” It has been my opinion 
for many years that the entire
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procedure is nothing more than a 
sinister attempt to create legal 
entanglements that will defeat 
the very purpose of the laws and 
the Constitution behind which 
they are trying to hide. The 
Communists have been using this 
method for a long time— for ex­
ample, their constant plea of the 
Fifth Amendment.

The time has come in this coun­
try to recognize the fact that 
words can be as offensive as 
physical blows. Hie written word 
can be more offensive many 
times than the spoken word, and 
much more widespread. It is 
time to stop begging the question 
and to face the fact that obscen­
ity, filth, pornography, whether 
spoken, written, portrayed on 
the screens of movie houses, or 
shown on television, can produce 
nothing more than an immorality 
and corruption of morals than 
can and will destroy this nation 
as surely as Sodom and Gom­
orrah were destroyed. Let us 
hope the Supreme Court meets 
this challenge.

Eight more memorial books 
have been given to the library 
dedicated to the memory of Doc­
tor and Mrs. Sarah Stocking.

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NEWS FROM 
CITY HALL

The front page article in the 
last Donley County Leader in­
dicated the business of the City 
Council last week, so I’m going 
to answer some specific questions 
in which I think we are all in­
terested.

Yes, Mr. X, we do have a bud­
get and we have remained with­
in the limits of that budget. At 
no time in recent years has the 
City of Clarendon operated in 
the red." True, some months we 
spend more than we take in (as 
this last month, income was 
$7835.11 and expenditures $10,- 
947.75), but the city has invar- 
ibly ended the year with a sur­
plus. The City Policeman and the 
City Administrator ore included 
in this year’s budget and we ex­
pect to have a surplus at the end 
of the year. As you may have 
noticed last week, the City A1

dermen have changed the fiscal 
year to correspond with the tax 
year. A good idea, I think.

Mr. Y, there are some short 
term notes in the local banks in 
the amount of $22,500. The cost 
to the taxpayer was primarily for 
extensive sewage line, which 
was badly needed in the east part 
of town, north of Highway 287. 
An additional line was install- 
el in the west part of town. Mr. 
Lohoefer had this completed on 
the request of the City Health 
Officer. Briefly, this area was a 
public health hazard last summer 
when “sleeping sickness” be­
came so prevalent in nearby com­
munities. The City Council was 
asked at that time to remedy 
the situation or the State De­
partment of Health would be 
notified. What you may not 
know, Mr. Y, in these same 
banks there is also over $35,000. 
on deposit in sinking funds and 
time deposit, due to the foresight 
of good city councilmen in years

past. These funds will remain on 
deposit for bond retirement and 
not to be used for current ex­
penses.

Yes, Mr. Z, we are in the pro­
cess of collecting delinquent tax­
es. We received about $61.00 this
month in back taxes. Our total 
delinquent taxes are over $20,000. 
Last week the City Aldermen de­
cided that we should start en­
forcing the collection of these 
back taxes, even by public sale 
when necessaiy. But when we 
stop to think about it, this $20,000 
isn’t a great amount since the be­
ginning of taxation in Clarendon. 
In fact, it indicates a pretty good 
collection ratio.

Yes, we do have a “dog catch­
er’s wagon.” It cost less than $500. 
This vehicle will be used. Many 
citizens were also upset by the 
city ordinance which did not al 
low dogs to run loose. The real 
reason for this ordinance is to 
cause licensing and vaccination 
of the dogs in town. There were 
a lot of rabid skunks in Claren 
don this spring, and many dogs 
were bitten by these skunks. How 
many “loose dogs,” unvaccinated 
running around the city isn’t 
known. But these unvaccinated 
dogs present a real threat to chil­
dren and adults alike. Just one 
case of rabies in a human being 
is one too many. This is the real 
reason for the ordinance and the 
dog catcher’s wagon.

Mr. Z, there are two small 
water wells that the city has 
leased for $1.00 from the railroad. 
The city maintains these wells 
and may use them if necessary 
The railroad has the option to 
use the water if necessary for 
their steam locomotives, (and 
you just don’t see these old steam­
ers any more). These two wells 
will only pump 300 gallons of 
water daily together, but they 
will act as an “ace in the hole.” 

Now just a brief word about 
our general finances. At the pre­
sent all debts of the City of Clar­
endon will be paid by 1970, and
