The Balance-of-Payments 
Problem

The nagging balance-of-pay- 
ments deficit plays a continuing 
major role in influencing United 
States policy decisions. The Unit­
ed States consistently has an un­
favorable balance of payments. 
From 1947 to 1957, deficits were 
relatively small — averaging 
about $1 billion a year. In 1958,

the problem began to accelerate, 
and deficits have exceeded $3 
billion a year in every year since 
then. Although the average citi­
zen is not now affected by the 
situation, the problem could 
mount to such proportions that 
the dollar would have to be de­
valued with a resultant serious 
impact on the stability of inter­
national trade and payments. 
Some suggest that the financial 
crisis that would result would 
be followed by a world-wide de­
pression.

United States exports exceed 
imports by a wide margin. But 
this trade advantage is more than 
offset by other factors. One of

the big ones is the high cost of 
maintaining a huge military es­
tablishment in foreign countries. 
Other factors involved are U.S. 
tourist dollars spent abroad, pri­
vate investment and lending 
transactions with foreign nations, 
and foreign aid.

The major drain on our dollars 
has come in recent years from 
an outflow of private capital, 
ranging from short-term bank 
loans to the purchase of stocks 
on foreign exchanges to the con­
struction of plants abroad by 
American industries. Many A- 
mericans have determined that 
more money is to be made by in­
vesting dollars abroad in one 
way or another than by invest­
ing them in the domestic econo­
my.

Properly, I believe, our govern­
ment has consistently refrained 
from taking the drastic step of 
instituting exchange controls, of 
limiting the freedom of Ameri­
cans to spend or invest in foreign 
lands. But the situation is the

foreign countries; there, the citi­
zens are prohibited by govern­
ment order from investing their 
surplus money in the United 
States economy. And, by the 
same token, American irwestors 
are sometimes surprised to find 
that the high rate of return lur­
ing them into foreign investments 
has a serious catch; They can put 
their dollars into foreign securi­
ties earning high interest but the 
withdrawal of capital is limited 
to amounts authorized by the 
foreign governments. Were these 
foreign controls to be lifted, bet­
ter balance would be achieved 
in this investment phase of the 
problem.

A legislative proposal before 
the Congress, the so-called “ in­
terest equalization tax,”  would 
raise the cost of foreign long­
term borrowings through new 
bond issues and other loans and 
place a purchase tax on foreign 
securities bought by American 
investors. The purpose of this 
step, which might be termed a 
"tariff on money,” would be to 
reduce the investment gap. Part 
of its purpose would be lost, 
however, by the proposal’s call 
for an exemption o f most Cana­
dian issues.

Our government has tied most 
foreign aid purchases to the 
United States. Instead of money, 
the foreign aid program has in 
recent years called for assisting 
underdeveloped nations by giv­
ing them American-made goods. 
Less than 20 percent of new for­
eign aid commitments results in 
an outflow of dollars and the 
program has continued its ap­
peal to manufacturing and labor 
interests in this country who find 
in it an economic prop.

One of the objective of tax cut 
legislation, which has passed the 
House and is pending in the Sen­
ate, is to stimulate the invest­

ment of capital in American 
business and to assure continued 
economic growth in this country. 
Time will be required for this 
measure to have the impact 
sought for it. Another measure 
that will take time to become 
fully effective, and to have a 
significant impact on the balance 
of payments, is the Trade Expen­
sion Act of 1962, which is part 
of our effort to lower import 
barriers abroad. Meanwhile, a 
vigorous campaign is being con­
tinued in an effort to promote 
more U.S. exports of a wider 
variety.

The economic well-being of the 
entire Free World is tied to that 
of the United States. This fact 
is recognized in the capitals of 
Western Europe, where the 
economic boom in the years since 
World War II is directly related 
to United States assistance and 
encouragement. It is in the inter­
ests of all Free World nations 
that the United States find solu­
tions to its balance-of-payments

Two Accidents Occur 
During September

The Texas Highway Patrol in­
vestigated two accidents on rural 
highways in Donley County dur­
ing the month of September, ac­
cording to Sergeant J. W. Wilson, 
Highway Patrol Supervisor of 
this area.

These wrecks accounted for an. 
estimated property damage of 
$1,900.00.

The rural traffic accident sum­
mary for this county from Janu­
ary through September of 1963 
shows a total of 27 accidents re­
sulting in one person killed, IS 
persons injured and an estimated 
property damage of $20,548.00.

darkness are much longer than 
those of other months of the year.

If these three months follow true 
to form as they have over the
past years, it will mean more 
traffic accidents.

A survey was made comparing 
the number of accidents occur­
ring during the months of Octo­
ber, November and December of 
the past three years to the three 
months in which occurred the 
greatest number of accidents out 
of the other nine months during 
this three year period. The re­
sults were 20,000 more accidents 
occurred in October, November 
and December.

The veteran patrol supervisor 
listed some laws and procedures 
for night driving: (1) Turn on 
your low beam headlight before 
dusk. The law requires head­
lamps burning from one half hour 
after sunset to one half hour be­
fore sunrise, and during daytime 
when a person or vehicle cannot 
be seen 500 feet away. (2) The 
law requires you to keep head­
lights on low beam when you 
approach an oncoming vehicle 
within 500 feet and when you are 
following a vehicle within 200 
feet. (3) Do not overdrive your 
headlights. Good visebility on 
high beam may vary from 250 to 
300 feet. (4) If blinded by oncom­
ing lights, ease off the accelator 
and glance along the right edge 
of the pavement across the hood 
to be sure you keep in your lane. 
(5) Watch shoulder of highway 
for cyclists, pedestrians or ani­
mals, and (6) Do not wear sun­
glasses at night, at dusk or in 
daytime when visibility is low.

AUSTIN — President John F. 
Kennedy is coming to Texas a- 
round November 22 to help lift 
the 1964 Democratic presidential 
campaign off the launching pad 
in this state.

As early as he is, the President 
appears to be somewhat behind 
the political timetable of Texans.

Gov. John Connally, who an­
nounced the President's visit, 
called in nearly 50 of his top sup­
porters to begin getting his own 
campaign organization in shape.

Republicans also summoned 
key local leaders to Austin for a 
“ leadership conference." They 
pow-wowed over finances, talked 
up their talent scouting for candi­
dates and began organizing a 
drive to register 600,000 new 
members of the GOP.

The Republicans picked up an­
other candidate for the U.S. Sen­
ate, Dr. Milton V. Davis, Dallas 
chest surgeon. George H. W. 
Bush of Houston announced last 
month.

SHELL-DREDGING WRAN­
GLE — A coastal region crisis is 
being claimed by the state’s four 
largest shell-dredging firms.

Firms are Parker Brothers, 
Inc., W. H. Haden Company, 
Horton and Horton, and Bay 
Dredging Company.

State Parks and Wildlife Com­
mission took under advisement 
their application to expand 
dredging activities in Galveston

Applicants claimed $1,000,000,- 
000 worth of industry and 10,000 
jobs are threatened by an acute 
shortage of oyster shell in au­
thorized areas. Dredgers supply 
shell to roadbuilding and con­
crete industries, as well as chem­
ical, paper and other manufac­
turing firms in the state.

Oyster fishermen, sports fish­
ermen and conservationists also 
were on hand during the two-day 
hearing. They claim that they 
would face a crisis if shell-dredg­
ing areas are expanded in the 
two bays. Commercial fishermen, 
who produced 64 percent of the 
1962 oyster crop in Galveston 
Bay, claimed they would be run 
out of business. Sportsmen said 
destruction of live oyster reefs, 
or reefs which can be revitalized, 
would destroy every natural at­
traction in the bays.

Both sides feel that the appli­
cation fight is a life-or-death 
situation . eithei for the shell- 
dredgers or for the oyster men 
and the vast sporting industry 
on the upper Gulf Coast.

CATTLE KILLER — Agricul­
ture Commissioner John White 
warned Texas farmers against 
the "deadly danger” of letting 
livestock graze in fields which 
have been defoliated by the use 
of certain cotton chemicals. 
Warning came after a Brecken- 
ridge farmer lost more than half 
his herd of cattle from the ef­
fects of arsenic poison.

White urged farmers to seek 
full information on the effects 
of any chemical before applying 
it to their fields.

OIL INDUSTRY WOES — 
The Texas oil industry is in a 
three-way bind, Governor Con­
nally told the Texas Independent 
Producers and Royalty Owners 
Association. Stabilization of for­
eign imports would strengthen 
the troubled industry, he said, 
but Texas oil also is losing mar­
kets to other states and to natu­
ral gas. TIPRO backed legisla­
tion to require pooling of small

tract oil and gas leases for opera­
tional purposes. Connally went 
to Washington to ask Secretary 
of Interior Stewart Udall for 
more imports controls.

OLD-AGE HEALTH PLAN 
UNDERWAY — Fifty-three in­
surance companies have joined 
the statewide coop, authorized to 
write health insurance for citi­
zens over age 65. Among the first 
senior citizens to sign up for in­
surance were Gov. John Connal- 
ly's mother and father-in-law, 
Mrs. J. B. Connally of Floresville 
and Arno Brill of Austin.

The voluntary health insurance 
plan is available to all those 65 
and older, regardless of their 
health condition. Plan was au­
thorized by the 58th Legislature.

BUDGETMAKERS BALK — 
Legislative Budget Board de­
clined to give its immediate con­
sent to a new $1,000,000 confer­
ence center building at the Uni­
versity of Texas. Members said 
they feared Governor Connally 
might red-line the item.

Board approved additional out­
lays for new high speed data 
processing equipment for the 
State Highway Department and 
a study to determine future 
needs of all agencies for such 
equipment.

Board Director Vernon McGee 
warned of an approaching reve­
nue problem. He said scare stu­
dies of smoking results might 
drastically cut tobacco tax in­
come.

EDUCATION FUNDS NEED­
ED — The Committee of Govern­
ing Boards of State Colleges and 
Universities estimated $15,000,- 
000 more will be needed by Tex­
as’ 20 tax-supported colleges and 
universities this fiscal period to 
keep up with the national pat­
tern of teaching salaries, libraries 
and research.

Committee will work with the 
Governor’s study committee nnd 
the Texas Commission on Higher 
Education to blueprint education­
al growth. Governor G

told the college board members 
they should take a searching 
look at their own schools to see 
if all programs are necessary.

HAPPY WITH PARKS GIFT 
—Land Commissioner J e r r y  
Sadler applauded the gift of 3,000 
acres of lake property in Jeffer­
son County to the State Parks 
and Wildlife Department. Gift 
was from the J. L. McFaddin 
Estate. He withdrew an old re­
quest to the Attorney General to 
push a State claim to the acre­
age. Sadler predicted the waters 
will be developed into a ‘ sports­
man's paradise.”

COURTS SPEAK — Vending 
machine operators selling items 
which cost less than 25 cents 
each have to pay the state sales 
tax on their take, the Supreme 
Court ruled. However, the Leg­
islature now has adopted amend­
ments to exempt vending ma­
chines, newspapers and mer­
chants with a majority of sales 
less than 25 cents.

The Supreme Court ordered the 
state to pay back to four utility 
companies in Houston, Corpus 
Christi, Shreveport and Abilene 
$355,000 plus interest in franchise 
taxes. It found the corporations 
were exempt from paying the tax 
on sums kept in reserve to pay 
deferred federal income taxes.

The high court heard new ar­
guments over constitutionality of 
the 1961 dedicated reserve gas 
tax.

HUNTING LEASE LOTTERY 
—Sportsmen will cast lots for the 
right to hunt game on six State 
preserves. Applications, available 
from State Parks and Wildlife 
Department, must be returned 
before October 31. Winners of 
the drawing will be notified a 
few days thereafter.

Preserves open for the hunt 
include Kerr Wildlife Manage­
ment Area; Sierra Diablo area 
in Culberson County; Gene Howe 
area in Hemphill County; Ange­
lina area in Sabine and Cherokee 
counties; Black Gap area in
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Brewster County; and Engeling 
area in Anderson County.

TRUCK DRIVERS COMPLI­
MENTED — R . L. Atwell, Jr., 
of Houston says Texas truckers 
have an excellent safety record 
because "we live with safety, we 
breathe it, we think it all day 
and dream about it at night."

That’s why the Texas truck 
driver is known and recognized 
as the safest man on the highway, 
the TMTA director stated.
