To keep hair healthy, 
don’t over-blow-dry, overdo 
curling irons/heated rollers, 
overbrush or back-comb 
hair.

Drownings and water-re­
lated fatalities decreased 
during 1982, the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department 
said.

W ater safety officials 
documented 531 drownings 
during the year, compared to 
572 in 1981 and 575 in 1980. 
Greenbelt Lake held it's state 
record of water safety with 
no drownings or fatal water 
related accidents.

Swimming accounted for 
the most victims, with 164 
deaths; falls, 75; fishing, 53; 
wading, 44; and 36 misc. A 
total of 27 persons died in 
accidents where motor ve­
hicles fell into the water. 
Proving that it doesn't pay to 
drive and swim.

Swimming at Greenbelt 
Lake is relatively safe if you 
stay in the designated 
swimming areas. There is a 
problem most swimmers will 
agree, with having boats 
come into the swimming area 
to beach. It does pose a 
problem with children on 
floats and a motor boat 
comes chugging in. But no 
harm has come of it yet.

There were 181 deaths in 
lakes; 96 in rivers; 60 in 
tanks, ponds and pits; 54 in 
creeks, bayous, resacas and 
streams, and 52 in pools. 
Our area has a lake and
several ponds or Dits and the 
swimming pool nerc has a 
great record for safety.

Approximately 67% of the 
fatalities involved persons 
under 25 years old. If you 
are older than 25. you should 
wear water wings or stay on 
land. Of these, 73% were 
males and 27% were fe­
males. Proving that men are 
dead weights and women are 
full of hot air.

This is a problem we 
should be aware of, however 
Reflexes are slowed, breath­
ing becomes shallow, and 
feelings of personal strength 
and stamina are exaggerated 
all adding up to a potential 
drowning or accident while in 
a boat or swimming. Par­
ticularly if you are a male 
over 25 years of age on a 
lake!

Plan on a safe summer at 
Greenbelt lake! Don't drive 
while swimming, don't drink 
while on the water or in it.

"This bill would i'f' an 
' economic buruen Ir >m many 

families who n,ed to concen­
trate their energies on a child 
who suffers from a serious 
illness," Bentsen said.

Senator Bentsen noted a 
recent survey by the Univer­
sity of Texas System Cancer 
Center which indicates that 
43% of its patients over ■ 
1-month period required 
housing accomodations. Of 
these visits, which generally 
included one parent and one 
child, 79% were return visit* 
and each visit averaged 5 
days.

"It doesn't take long to 
realize that in this situation 
the housing expenses, the 
absence from home and job 
and the uninsured portion of 
expensive medical treatment 
can create an astronomical 
financial burden on fami­
lies," Bentsen said.

REDUCES HEART ATTACKS?
r

Heart attacks are experienced- by about 
one and oneJialf million.Americans each 
year. The typical attack occurs when one or 
more of the blood vessels, serving the heart 
muscle become-blocked in some manner... 
often by small blood dots Because platelets 
in blood play a significant role in the 
formation of clots, much research has been 
focused on drugs that prevent platelets from 
helping to form clots.

A recent issue of the Journel of the 
American Medical Association .reported on 
the results of a seven year study of men 
having unstable angina...a condition often 
associated wit heart attacks. Some of these 
men received small daily doses of common 
aspirin, a medicine known to partially 
prevent platelets from helping to form blood 
clots. According to this study, there* were 
fewer, heart attacks in men who- received 
aspirin. The death rate following heart 
attacks was 50% lower in men who received 
aspirin as compared to men who did not 
receive aspirin.

This study does not indicateihat we will all 
have fewer heart attacks and live longer if we 
take aspirin every day. It does, however, 
point out that we can sometimes reduce the
consequences of this leading cause of death.

Biologist for information 
about other counties dates.

The current high popula­
tions of turkeys is somewhat 
unusual, since hen-pbult 
counts completed last sum­
mer indicated low produc­
tion. "It appears that the 
percentage of hens produc­
ing poults was fairly low in 
most areas,” Biologist Dave 
Dvorak said, "but the dif­
ference is that there were so 
many mature hens available 
for production.'’

The spring gobbler hunt­
ing season is held after most 
breeding activity has oc-

cured. There always are 
more gobblers available than 
are actually needed for 
breeding, a portion of the 
surplus gobblers can be 
taken without harming the 
populations.

"Spring turkey hunting is 
an entirely different situation 
from fall hunting,” Dvorak 
said. "Most turkeys har­
vested during the fall are 
taken incidentally to deer 
hunting, and most from deer 
stands. In the spring, it’s 
almost essential to be able to 
use a call to bring the 
gobblers within range."

And that, Dvorak believes, 
is the challenge which has 
made spring turkey hunting 
one of the fastest-growing 
hunting activities in Texas.

There were 54.600 turkeys 
harvest this past fall. It is 
probably that there will be an 
excellent harvest this past 
fall. It is probably that there 
wilt be an excellent harvest 
of gobblers this spring as 
welt.

You should insure that you 
have a hunting license and 
land owner permission be­
fore you hunt. There is no 
hunting out of vehicles off of 
county roads.

Cosmetology, the art and 
science of beauty care, has 
been a successful part of 
Garendon Junior College 
since 1973. The class, under 
the instruction of Mrs. Dal­
ton (Virginia) James has an 
enrollment of 17 at the 
present compered to an en­
rollment of 14 a year ago.

To the contrary of what is 
believed. Cosmetology offers 
a variety of career oppor­
tunities to a person in­
terested in a future in Cos­
metology. They include such 
things as a state board or 
Commission of Cosmetology 
member, public and private 
school instructor, salon 
owner or manager, competi­
tion stylist, platform stylest, 
research technician, field 
technician, manager-opera­
tor. licensed or registered 
cosmetologist, member of 
the state board of examiners 
and cosmetology student. 
But before any of these 
careers can be persued, a 
person must comply with the 
Texas Cosmetology Com­
mission Rules and Regula­
tions Agency rules.

Under these rules, a pros­
pective student is required to 
have a physical check up and 
a TB test before entering 
classes. After enrollment, 
they must complete 1500 
hours of classroom and 
clinical work before being 
allowed to take the state 
board examination given to 
graduates of Cosmetology.

In order to graduate, a 
student must maintain a 
grade level of 75 in classroom 
work and clinical work. 
Classroom work covers 
things such as "Careers in 
Cosmetology ” , "  Sanitizing
Implements and Equip­
ment” , "Giving Scalp Treat­
m ents” , Selecting Hair 
Styles, facial treatments, ap­
plying makeup, and manicur­
ing nails. Of importance and 
also covered in this class are 
anatomy and physiology, 
bone structures, muscles and 
nerves; and the vascular 
system and the endocrine 
system.

After these many hours of 
study, a student has earned 
the right to take the state 
board exam. This examina­
tion includes a practical 
exam ination  covering all 
phases of cosmetology and a 
written exam consisting of 
100 questions. The practical 
exam also includes an oral 
p resentation  on chemical

semces.
