In acting on 
the Agriculture Department ap­
propriations for the fiscal year, 
the House Appropriations Com­
mittee, stated in its report, "In the 
opinion of a majority of the Com­
mittee, the adoption of such 
changes would be a definite step 
backward, since it would result 
in a failure to fully utilize the 
results of extensive research in 
this area.” In addition, informal 
assurances were given Members 
of Congress by Department of­
ficials that no skip-row rule 
changes would be made.

Secretary Freeman can make 
the farm program work as Con­
gress intended. If he does not. I 
predict that Congress will reopen 
its debate on farm legislation— 
and that an increasing chorus of 
voices will be heard from Cap­
itol Hill asking for Secretary 
Freeman’s resignation.

site. An evaluation of regulations 
issued to county ASSC commit­
tees on November 19 made it clear
that grain sorghum producers 
would face an average loss in 
total gross income of about $3 
per base acre. Soon after that, I 
and other Members of Congress 
made strong protests to Secretary 
Freeman asking that an adjust­
ment be made in regulations. 
However, nothing has been done— 
and no explanation hop been 
forthcoming.

Part of the problem lies in rules 
issued by the Department con­
cerning the common High Plains 
conservation practice of skip-row 
cotton planting. Grain sorghum 
crops were planted, under past 
practices, in the "skipped” land— 
the land left fallow between two 
or more rows of cotton—and the 
practice was a sound, economical 
one from several standpoints. The 
Department's change in regula­
tions in the way this land is 
measured for participation in 
farm programs is having a serious 
effect on the producers. Depart­
ment officials were well aware 
of the problem the change would 
cause; they were also aware that 
the stated intent of Congress was

As a case in point, I cite the 
farm program enacted last sum­
mer. The Department of Agricul­
ture is administering this new 
law in such a way that substantial 
numbers of farmers are being hit 
in their pocketbooks—and this 
was never the intent of Congress 
in passing the farm bill. The 
problem has developed because of 
rules and regulations adopted by 
the Agriculture Department.

I am sending a letter to Agri­
culture Secretary Freeman to 
point up again the serious prob­
lems American farmers are fac­
ing because of what I am con­
vinced is faulty administration 
of the new agriculture act. I am 
asking the Secretary to take 
necessary steps to correct the 
situation at the department level. 
If Secretary Freeman does not in­
dicate a move to make correc­
tions, Congress will be asked to 
enact new legislation to do the 
job.

Despite Secretary Freeman’s 
announced objective in pushing 
for enactment of the new farm 
program, that of maintaining farm 
income, the effect on feed grain 
producers and others in the grain 
trade has been the direct oppo-

FARM PROGRAM 
ADMINISTRATION DEFIES 

CONGRESS
The responsibility of Congress 

is to pass sound laws. The re­
sponsibility of departments and 
agencies of the Executive Branch 
is to administer those laws well 
—and in line with the intention 
of Congress in passing them. Good 
lawmaking breaks down when it 
runs up against bureaucratic 
bumbling, mismanagement, or de­
liberate undercutting. As I have 
noted often, Congress is some­
times at fault for passing legis­
lation so broad in scope that too 
many decisions are left to the 
discretion of administrators, who 
have been known to abuse their 
powers. And too often Congress 
is victimized by deliberate dis­
tortions of objectives intended

A substantial tax increase will 
be needed next year to provide 
for fast growing state colleges and
universities.

Frank Erwin, chairman of the 
Committee for the Governing 
Board of Texas Colleges and Uni­
versities, estimates that higher- 
education expenditures will go up 
$100,000,000 for the coming bi­
ennium — above the present 
$432,000,000 budget. That’s a hike 
of nearly 25 per cent.

Some authorities feel that In­
creased expenditures for educa­
tion will run closer to $170,000,- 
000.

Erwin predicted that college- 
university enrollments will double 
by the early 1970’s and admitted 
that the task of providing facili­
ties for all appears virtually hope­
less.

Texans, he said, must be as en­
thusiastic in support of new taxes

for education as they were in 
backing increased appropriations 
last year.

Other sources, said higher edu­
cation budget looming next year 
may reach $650,000,000. In that 
event about $500,000,000 may 
have to come from direct taxa­
tion.

Should an incrrease as large as 
now foreseen become necessary, 
pressure almost certainly would 
be renewed to hike the $50 a sem­
ester tuition fee required, at state 
institutions. In the past, however, 
legislators have been quicker to 
raise taxes than tuitions.

After hearing the sobering story 
of the financial plight of the col­
lege, the Coordinating Board for 
the Texas College and University 
System settled down to its first 
meeting of the year.

Board authorized a -local elec­
tion on establishment of a new

junior college district to serve the 
Port Arthur-Nederland-Port Nec- 
hes area, but postponed until July 
a decision on a similar institution 
for Scurry County.

Board members learned that 
Texas’ new $85,000,000 state-sup- 
ported loan program for college 
students will be fully operative 
by next fall.

CANDIDATES FILING — A 
rash of entries in Democratic 
primary races for statewide of­
fices indicates there will be plenty 
of action on the political front this 
spring after all.

Houston natural gas producer 
Stanley C. Woods, 43, announced 
he will take on Gov. John Con­
nally and called for a supporting 
team of candidates to oppose 
other major incumbents. State 
Rep. Bill Hollowell of Grand 
Saline was scheduled to reveal 
this week whether he will join 
Woods’ team as a candidate for 
lieutenant governor.

Hillsboro friends paid the filing 
fee for Secretary of State Craw­
ford C. Martin for attorney gen­
eral. Whether he gets opposition 
from State Sens. Franklin Spears 
of San Antonio and Galloway Cal­
houn of Tyler is in the hands of 
the State Supreme Court which 
has heard arguments on their eli­
gibility to run.

Incumbents Treasurer Jesse 
James, Comptroller Robert S. 
Calvert, Agriculture Commis­
sioner John White, Land Com­
missioner Jerry Sadler, Supreme 
Court Associate Justice Clyde E. 
Smith and Court of Criminal 
Appeals Judge W. T. McDonald 
are among those who have de­
posited their hats in the ring. 
District Judge John F. Onion of 
San Antonio is opposing McDon­
ald.

Liberals still are looking for a 
Democratic opponent to run 
against Atty. Gen. Waggoner 
Carr in the race for U. S. Sen­
ator.

State Rep. Paul Haring of 
Goliad already is actively cam­
paigning for Byron Tunnell’s seat 
on the Railroad Commission.

OIL ALLOWABLE EDGED UP 
—Texas’ oil allowable has been 
edged up for the second month in 
a row — to 32.7 per cent of ca­
pacity for February.

The percentage factor applied 
by Railroad Commission adds up 
to a production ceiling of 3,100,000 
barrels a day next month. Jan­
uary allowable of 32.6 per cent 
permitted slightly less. But it was 
the most promising start Texas 
oilmen have enjoyed in eight 
years.

Commissioners, after setting the 
allowable, went into conference 
with an Air Force general to learn 
what effect the accelerated fight­
ing in Vietnam would have on 
petroleum demands. Best guess 
at the moment: not too much.

RECREATION GRANT SET —

Texas has established eligibility 
for a $3,500,000 grant from the 
Federal Land and Water Conser­
vation Fund for acquisition and 
development of state and local 
outdoor recreation areas.

Will Odom, chairman of Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Commission, 
said Texas’ statewide outdoor 
recreation plan was approved by 
the Department of Interior’s Bu­
reau of Outdoor Recreation.

Funds will be allocated to the 
state for sharing among agencies 
on a city and county level. In­
cluded are water improvement 
districts and river authorities.

Texas’ plan may include initial 
emphasis on development of 
existing park and recreation 
areas, particularly those located 
on lakes and streams.

Parks and Wildlife Department 
is preparing a manual of in­
structions for political subdivi­
sions to guide them in making 
applications to share in the pro­
gram.

PROJECTS APPROVED—Gov­
ernor Connally has okayed three 
“Head Start" programs for needy 
pre-school children in Travis, San 
Patricio and Collin Counties.

He also cleared a $102,078 fed­
eral grant for Community Action 
Program development in Dallas’ 
war on poverty.

Travis County Head Start 
funds of $199,247 (matched by 
$23,761 in local support) will help 
train 616 children in Austin, Del 
Valle and Manor.

A San Patricio County project 
planned by a Sinton group will be 
financed by $22,271 in federal 
money plus $2,542 in local sup­
port and will provide a program 
for 50 children of Odem Inde­
pendent School District.

McKinney Independent School 
District in Collin County will re­
ceive a $43,132 federal grant (and 
put up $5,383 locally) to operate 
a program for 100 youngsters.

DRAFT QUOTAS TOLD — 
State draft boards are scheduled 
to induct 1,372 single and married 
men without children during 
February.

Quota actually is less than Jan­
uary’s 1,475 and December’s 1,523 
and represents Texas share of 
national call for 29,400 men. In­
ductees will be 19-25 years old.

Col Morris S. Schwartz, State 
Selective Service Director, em­

phasized that no married men 
with children or expected chil­
dren, will be selected to fill the 
February call. But he warns that 
information on unborn children 
certified to by a doctor should 
be promptly transmitted to draft 
boards.

ATTORNEY GENERAL RUL­
ES — Community Mental Health 
Centers and state financial aid 
for them are constitutional. So 
held Attorney General Carr in an 
opinion requested by Dr. S. H. 
Frazier, commissioner of Mental 
Health and Mental Retardation.

In a separate opinion, Carr said 
the new Code of Criminal Pro­
cedure provides for sale, after 
30 days, of abandoned or un­
claimed personal property seized 
under search warrants.

Earlier Carr informed Agricul­
tural Commissioner John C. White 
that labels on economic pestici­
des must carry either the name 
and address of the registrant of 
the product, the manufacturer, 
or of the person for whom manu­
factured.

MUSEUM PLAN REVEALED— 
A $10,000,000 permanent Texas 
Institute of Living Culture is pro­
posed by Governor Connally as 
the state’s exhibit for the 1968 
HemisFair in San Antonio.

Connally will ask the Legisla­
ture to appropriate an additional 
$5,500,000 for the project.

He described the exhibit as a 
kind of super-museum, capable 
of future growth. It would de­
pict the state’s history and cul­
ture from the days of the cave 
man to manned space flights.

COLORFUL PLATES — Pur­
chasers of Texas personalized or 
prestige license plates will get 
more for their $10 additional fee 
this year. Plates will have a re- 
flectorized silver background with 
up to six green letters or figures.

1965 TRAFFIC FATALITIES 
UP — An unexpected rash of traf­
fic fatalities in December broke 
a year-long downtrend in fatal 
accidents and pushed the 1965 
traffic toll to a new high.

Previous record came in 1964 
when 3,006 deaths were recorded. 
But during 1965, total deaths 
reached 3,018. The December 
death toll is the highest on record 
as 345 persons died.

FEBRUARY PLENTIFULS 
OFFER WIDE SELECTION 
OF FOODS

February offers a wide selection 
of abundant foods, according to 
the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service.

Prunes, prune juice and canned 
red salmon spotlight the eight 
plentiful foods listed by the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture. Other 
February plentifuls include red 
tart cherries, fresh oranges and 
grapefruit; onions, potatoes and 
sweet potatoes.

The 1965 California dried prune 
production is estimated at 170,000 
tons, more than 30,000 tons above 
average, according to the USDA. 
So it’s an ideal time to include 
prunes in your cookery.

Canned red salmon shows a 
sharp increase over the previous 
year. The 1965 pack was 2 mil­
lion standard cases, compared to 
832,000 cases packed in 1964. The 
salmon industry, U. S. Depart­
ment of Interior and USDA are 
cooperating in the effort to move 
these heavy stocks into consump­
tion.

Holdings of both frozen and 
canned red tart cherries are well 
above average — making abun­
dant supplies of cherries for your 
enjoyment.

IRRIGATION FARMERS 
MAY CLAIM DEPLETION 
AS TAX DEDUCTION

The Texas Water Development 
Board will provide information 
for landowners to claim income 
tax deductions for depletion of 
ground water in the southern 
High Plains if land owners want 
the service, Joe G. Moore, Jr. ex­
executive director of the Texas 
Water Development Board, said 
Tuesday.

The Internal Revenue Service 
has requested the State agency 
to explore underground water de­
pletion in the Ogallala aquifer 
south of the Canadian River so 
that cost-depletion income tax re­
fund claims may be supported.

Moore said the Texas Water 
Development Board will make the 
study if enough landowners want 
the service. He estimated the total 
cost of providing the basic data 
for this area would be $165,000 
between now and February, 1967. 
The cost to an individual land- 
owner will depend upon the num­
ber desiring the water depletion 
information.

It is estimated that 10,000 land- 
owners live in the area to be 
covered by the proposed study 
Eligible taxpayers are due an 
estimated $1,000,000 in refunds.

"The Water Development Board 
will need to know how many 
landowners want the survey be­
fore it can begin," Moore said. 
"This way we can determine the 
cost to be charged and the per­
sonnel needed to make the study."

HIGHWAY DEPT. NOTES
The Texas Highway Depart­

ment’s 1966-67 Highway Beauti­
fication Program, Texas’ first ma­
jor push under the recently-en­
acted Highway Beautification 
Act, was tentatively approved 
today by the Texas Highway 
Commission.

The $10.8 million program, 
which will cover more than 300 
projects throughout the state, will 
be submitted to the Bureau of 
Public Roads.

The program, subject to ap­
proval by the Bureau, will be sub­
mitted over an extended period, 
Project plans will go to the Bu­
reau as they are completed.

As prepared by the Highway 
Department, the program repre­
sents Texas’ first large effort 
toward compliance with the High­
way Beautification Act of 1965 
which was passed by Congress

THURSDAY, FEBRUARY a .

and enacted into law last Octo­
ber.

The program proposes work on 
321 projects at a total estimated 
cost of $10,862,400.

Of these, 122 projects are on 
the Interstate System and will 
cost an estimated $7,486,600.

One hundred and ninety-nine 
of the projects are on the ABC 
system — federal aid primary 
roads, federal-aid secondary roads 
and urban extensions of federal- 
aid systems. The ABC projects 
will cost an estimated $3,375,800.

Of the projects proposed, 147 
rest areas are planned; 19 scenic 
overlooks; landscape plantings 
for 133 projects; and right of way 
purchases for 64 projects.

Also, purchase of right of way 
easements for six projects; 68 
comfort stations; 111 water sys­
tems; and lighting on 60 pro­
jects.

Three memorial gifts have been 
given to the library to be dedi­
cated to the memory of Mrs. Nova 
Barker.

Thank you Pathfinder Club for 
your usual generous yearly check. 
For those who do not know it this 
club started the library in our 
school in 1915. They decided in 
1928 to enlarge it and make it A 
community project. They have 
never stopepd supporting it with 
their gifts of money, books and 
time.

“Three Saints and a Sinner" 
by Louise Hall Tharp is not a 
brand new book but is new in 
the library. This one, like her 
"The Peabody Sisters of Salem” 
is about a family, in this case the 
Wards. The only one most of us 
have ever heard of is, the first 
saint, Julia Ward Howe and that 
because she wrote “The Battle 
Hymn of the Republic,” yet that 
was just one of her accomplish­
ments, she was famous as a lec­
turer, writer of books, poetry as 
well as non-fiction and probably 
most important—she was a social 
reformer. All of this in a time 
when she had to do battle with 
public opinion, including her hus­
band, against women taking part 
in any thing outside of their 
homes.

She and Doctor Howe set some 
kind of a record as~every one of 
their daughters became famous 
as writers and are still listed in 
the book, “Great American 
Writers 1640-1940.”

The second saiat, Louisa Ward, 
was the wife of Thomas Craw­
ford, sculptor. His best known 
work is possibly the statue of 
“Freedom” on the dome of the 
capitol in Washington D.C.

Their son Francis M. Crawford 
became famous in 1882 with his 
very first novel “Mr. Isaac." He 
went on to write many more 
and became not only internation­
ally known but immensely weal­
thy. He refuted the old saw. 
"Three generations from shirt 
sleeves to shirt sleeves.”

Annie, the third saint, married 
Adolph Mailliard, grandson of 
Joseph Bonaparte, ex-king of 
Spain and brother of Napoleon 
Bonaparte.

Sam Ward, brother of the Ward 
sisters and the Sinner in the title, 
was quite a character. It seemed 
that he had that personality that 
charms a brass monkey down 
out of a tree. He not only lost 
the fortune his father left him but 
two he made himself. Of course 
when he went down he lost mon­
ey for those who had trusted him.

By the time you finish the 
book you will feel that you know 
each member of the family well.
