Final date
to certify crops

Whether you are partic-
ipating or not participating in
the acreage reduction
program, farmers have until
August 2nd to report their
1982 planted acres to the
ASCS office.

Program participants are
required to report crop
acreages planted. the use to
be made of the crops and
cropland acreages to be set
aside. Non participant
farmers need to certify their
crop acreages for future
programs, such as proving a
farm commodity vyield and
protecting the farm crop
history.

ASCS will randomly check
farms to verify that acreage
reports are accurate.

To be planted
acres, farmers can request
measurement service for a
nominal fee.

Crop certification is neces-
sary before the farmer can
receive price support loans or
deficiency payments.

Tax Considerations

COLLEGE--Many farmers
in Texas and other states are
“*selling out'’ because they
see no way to survive finianc-
ially. Of course, some far-
mer$ also sell their oper-
ations when they retire.
Whatever the reason for
selling, certain con-
siderations can reduce tax
dollars. .

**A major factor in sellin
a farm or ranch is timing.
says Dr. Wayne Hayenga,
economist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas- A&M University
System. ‘‘Since sel_linf' the
farming business will likely
produce a large amount of
taxable income, it's best to
spread the income. One wa
to do this is to sell livestoc
in the fall, sell machinery the
next spring, and pcrhags
wait another year to sell the
Jand."”’

Delaying certain sales un-
til specific time periods have
elapsed can also reduce the
tax burden, notes Hayenga.
For instance, breeding ani-
mals acquired after Dec. 31,
1969, must be held for at
least two years. Delaying the
sale of such animals can
qualify the income for capital
gains treatment.

‘*‘Another factor to con-
sider is the allocation of costs
to different assets,'’ notes
the economist. ‘‘An allo-
cation of the sale price for
land, buildings, growing
crops, livestock and machin-
ery should be agreed ugon by
both the selling and buyin
parties so that this wi
appear on the Purchase con-
tract. This will reduce many
potential tax problems."’

Also, on a farm held less
than 10 years, part of the soil
and water conservation ex-
penses that have been
claimed will have to be
recaptured as ordinary in-
come.

Investment credit is a-
nother thing to consider
when liquidating a farm busi-
ness, says Hayenga. Invest-

ment credit has to be 5
tured if the. sale results !;1
items computed. ;

Regarding the meth8d of
sale, a farmer generally has
three choices: sell for cash,
sell on the installment met-
hod or a combination. The
seller needs to deter_mine his
tax liability regarding each
method before making a final
decision. A large capital
gain can mean additional
taxes, notes the economist.

““When sale of a farm or
some of its components
thrusts a farmer into a con.
siderably higher income
bracket than over the past
four years, income avcuginﬁ
can come to the rescue,
says Hayenga. ‘‘This allows
part of an unusually large
amount of taxable income to
be taxed in a lower bracket.”’

A farmer who - sells his
operation, which also in.
cludes his home located on
the land, must allocate part
of the selling price of the
farm to the home, adds the
economist. Special tax rules
apply to the sale of a resi-
dence. If the farmer buys a
new residence two years
before or after selling the
farm and home, only the gain
from the sale of the old
residence compared to the
cost of the new residence is
taxable.

Any sale of capital assets
does not affect Social Se-
curity taxes or retirement
benefits, notes Hayenga.
However, sale of inventory
items and growing crops
does. Any item reported on
Schedule F in the income tax
return may affect Social Se-
curity benifits or taxes.

“*“When preparing to sell a
farm, the operator needs to
determine whether he still
receives two-thirds of his
gross income from the busi-
ness of farming as required
for tax purposes,’’ Hayenga
points out. ‘‘Gains from
sales of farmland and de-
preciable farm equipment
are not considered farm in-
come. So a farmer who sells
his business may find he no
longer qualifies as a farmer
and thus must file a Declar-
ation of Estimated Tax."’

Hayenga advises any far-
mer preparing to sell real
property to visit with his tax
consultant or accountant.
Also, the Economic Recovery
Act of 1981 provides num-

erous changes in tax laws,
including depreciation and
investment credit. A farmer
should be familiar with these
changes before selling his
business. J

Summer Scholarship
program at WTSU

Dr. Roy E. Thorman, di-
rector of the Texas Bureau
for Economic Understanding
summer scholarship program
at West Texas State Univer-
sity announced that the Pol-
itical Science Department at
WTSU has received a grant
from the TBEU to conduct a
special summer program
which will deal with the free
enterprise system.

This 6-hour, graduate level
program, designed mainly
for social studies teachers,
will be offered during the
1982 second summer term.
There are approximately 30
scholarships to award.
Those receiving scholarships
will be able to enroll for six
graduate credit hours, with
the scholarship providing
free tuition, fees, books, and,
in some cases, free univers-
ity housing!

The two courses making
up this program will be

stimulating and  beneficial.
“Political Svstems and Capi-
talism’ (POSCS55912-1) and
“*American Government and
the Free Enterprise System”
(POSCS5991-1) will both be

offéred in the afternoon, with
the latter beginning at 1:00.

President Carrol Chaloupka
has called upon U.S. Agri-
culture Secretary John Block
to use his ‘‘discretionary
authority’’ to make disaster
payments to the hundreds of
cotton and grain farmers in a
30-county area of West Texas
hit in recent weeks by heavy
rains and hail.

In a letter to Block, Chal-

' oupka pointed out that an
estimated 22 million acres
of cotton have already been
lost by the severe weather.
In some areas, Chaloupka
observed, cotton fields have

been hit as many as five

times, wiping out first, se-
} cond and even third plant-

ings. The most severe
damage resulted from hail
ranging in diameter from
golf ball to baseball sized
pellets.
Deputy Secretary of Agri-
culture John Ford inspected
the South Plains area June 29
to receive a general assess-
ment of the crop damage.
A decision on disaster

f:kas Farm Bureau

payments will not be known
until an evaluation of the
extent of damage has been
completed, Ford told West
Texas reporters and farmers.

Chaloupka said farmers
would try to plant ‘‘second-
ary- crops’’ such as grain
sorghum, soybeans and
Guar, aware that they are
beyond the optimum growing
season for such crops.
“These producers have suf-
fered a major disaster at a
time when most already in a
tight financial bind,”” Cha-
loupka stated.

A relatively small number
of producers in the deva-
stated area have federal crop
insurance because premiums
have been excessively high
for anticipated returns in the
case of crop losses, Cha-
loupka observed.

Dr.James R. Supak, Lub-
bock, area extension agro-
nomist-cotton, says the total
cotton losses could be wors-
ened by further moisture.

‘I wish I could give you an
accurate assessment of the

total damage, but that won't
be known for at least a week
after the rain quits,”’ Supak
stated.

“It's safe to say this has
been a record-setter--the
worst year for West Texas
cotton farmers,’’ Supak said.

Supak called 1982 an ‘‘un-

usually wet and humid (cot-
ton) season."’
Historically, West Texas has
been among the leaders in
cotton-producing regions in
the nation, averaging about
20-25 percent of the total
U.S. yield, Supak said.

However, the weather
could cut the cotton yield by
half if the weather does not
clear soon, Supak said. He
expressed doubts that many
farmers would attempt - to
replant cotton this year.

“l would imagine most
(cotton farmers) are now
looking to some alternate
crops,’’ specifically, soy-
beans, sorghum planting this
and sunflowers, Supak said.
Supak said even sunflower,
soybean and sorghum plant-
ing this late would not hold
prospects for any normal
yield levels this year.

Sorghum, for example,
must be planted beneath the

HICCUPS

Senior Citizens
Receive

Almost everyone has experienced hiccups.
..the result of sudden bursts of activity of the
diaphragm and the muscles responsible for
inhaling and exhaling air. Hiccups are
annoying but, when they continue for long
periods of time, represent a. major health
hazard. They can become fatiguing and
prevent sleep.

What can be done to stop hiccups? A
number of unproven measures have. been

recommended.. These include holding your
breath, standing on your head, drinking from

the wrong side of a cup, taking nine sips of
water (to ‘‘drown’’ the hiccup), and
breathing into a paper bag. There are others
and you may have yaur own ‘‘special’’
approach to stopping hiccups.

Very few scientific studies have . been
carried out in order to determine the cause of
hiccups and the relative. value of different
forms_of care. During .the nineteen
seventies, researchers concluded that hic-
cupscanresult from disorders of the stomach
and intestine, from brain. lesians, following
surgery, and with_use of certain drugs. We
also know that hiccups occur for reasons that
are not apparent.

One scientific investigation did conclude
that individuals swallowing.one teaspoonful
of white granulated sugar often experienced

cessation of hiccups. Other studies showed
varying degrees .of success with carbon
dioxide gas and drugs such as quinidine and

chlorpromazine.
