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FARMERS MUST FILE 
INCOME TAX RETURN 
BY JANUARY 15

Farmers who earned at least 
two-thirds of their 1967 gross in­
come from farming should file 
their declaration of estimated 
Federal income tax (including 
self-employment) for 1967 on or 
before Monday, January IS, 1968. 
Form 1040-ESS should be used for 
this purpose.

However, Ellis Campbell, Jr., 
District Director of Internal 
Revenue for North Texas said 
that farmers need not file an es­
timate If they file their 1967 
Federal income tax return. Form 
1040, and pay in full any tax due 
by February 15, 1968.

“Farmer’s Tax Guide,”  (Pub­
lication No. 225), which furnishes 
information on this subject may 
be obtained from the Internal 
Revenue Service or from your 
county farm agent.

U.S.D.A. COTTON MARKET 
NEWS FOR WEEK

Cotton harvesting in the Pan­
handle area is in the final stage 
with harvest slowed last week by 
inclement weather. As of Decem­
ber 21 the Memphis office re­
ported no unclassed samples on 
hand.

Quality continued to remain 
good with the season total of 
samples being classed 128,000 
compared to 106,000 as of the 
same date last year.

Sixty-three per cent was Light 
Spotted with 2 percent tinged. 
Staple lengths were predomin­
ately 31/32. Mike readings re­
mained for the most part in the 
3.5-4.9 range.

Cotton continued to sell freely 
with none having feen placed in 
the government loan. Average 
prices paid ranged from 26.65 to 
17.80. Cottonseed brought $60 
per ton at most gin points.

CHRISTMAS PLANTS 
PROVE POISONOUS

AOUDAD SEASON SET 
FOR JAN. 6-JAN. 10

The open season on aoudad 
sheep in the Texas Panhandle 
begins Jan. 6 and runs through 
Jan. 10 in counties having surplus 
animals which have resulted from 
stocking efforts by the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department, 
according to a Department 
spokesman.

Bag limit on the aoudad is 
one per hunter; and they may 
be hunted by permit only.

The counties in which the sea­
son applies are Armstrong, Bris­
coe, Donley, Floyd, Hall, Motley, 
Randall, and Swisher. The coun­
ties of Armstrong and Briscoe 
were stocked 10 years ago with 
44 aoudads, and the herd has 
spread and is now estimated at 
more than 600.

The Parks and Wildlife Depart 
ment makes an aerial survey of 
the herd each year and issues 
permits to the landowner based 
on how many sheep he has on the 
ranch.

A sprig of mistletoe tacked 
above the doorway at Christmas­
time is a good excuse for stealing 
a kiss, the Texas Safety Council 
Association noted today, but 
warned homemakers that there's 
a potential danger in having mis­
tletoe and some other Christmas 
plants around the home.

Although it is not commonly 
known, the waxy-white, sticky 
mitsletoe berry is highly poison­
ous and fatal if swallowed, the 
Safety Association pointed out. 
Adults as well as children have 
died from tasting these harmless- 
looking berries.

But mistletoe is not the only 
poisonous plant. The leaves of 
the poinsettia can also be deadly 
if eaten and one leaf can be 
enough to kill a child. Yew 
branches, too, can be lethal if 
either the berires or foliage is 
eaten.

Placing mistletoe overhead is 
probabl ythe safest place in the 
house for it, the safety group ad­
vised. However, homemakers 
should keep a check for berries 
dropping to the floor which could 
be picked up and eaten by small 
children. Place other poisonous 
plants out of the reach of chil­
dren and warn other members of 
the household of their hazards.

If someone should swallow 
parts of a dangerous plant, call a 
physician immediately or contact 
the nearest poison control cen­
ter. It is not always advisable to 
induce vomiting, because some 
plants contain corrosive juices 
that could severely damage tis­
sue of the digestive tract during 
vomiting.

3 ACCIDENTS IN COUNTY

SCHEDULE FOR QUARTER

The Social Security Schedule 
has been released for the months 
of January, February, and March 
of 1968. A representative will be 
at the Courthouse in Clarendon 
on Thursdays from 9 a.m. to 12 
noon January 4, 18; February 1, 
15, 29; and March 14, 28.

Zip Code Required T o 

Obtain A uto T ags
If you want 1968 automobile 

license tags you had better re­
member your Zip Code and be 30 
cents richer.

These are just two of several 
new procedures needed to ac­
quire your new license plates 
next year between Feb. 1 and 
April 2.

For example, as usual an ap­
plicant for automobile tags must 
have his car ti*le and last license 
receipt with him.

But he must know his Zip Code 
number. This data is necessary 
for computer use.

The increase was ordered in the 
hope that an additional $7 mil­
lion a year would be put into the 
state’s treasury.

Also, there will be a charge of 
30 cents for each tag sold. This 
will be put into a fund to pay 
for luminous license plates, which 
are scheduled to begin in 1969.

Four price categories have been 
established under the new fee 
schedule. There are no changes 
in price for commercial vehicles.

The first category is for cars 
weighing up to 3,500 pounds. The 
fee will be $12.30. Presently 
the fee varies according to the 
car, from $3.08 to $13.86.

For automobiles up to 4,500

pounds the charge will be $22.30. 
Presently the fee varies from 
$19.01 to $23.76.

To get tags for cars up to 6000 
pounds, $30.03 will be required. 
At present the fees range from
$23.30 to $33.

For cars heavier than 6000 
pounds the fee will be 55 cents 
per 100 pounds.

A small, 100-pound trailer can 
presently be registered for 66 
cents. However, beginning Feb. 
1, it will cost $5.30.

Social Security 

Recipients Must 

File Income Report
Social security beneficiaries 

who earn over $1500 in 1967 must 
file an annual report of their
earnings with the Social Security 
Administration by April 15, 1968, 
according to Travis C. Briggs, 
District Manager of the Amarillo 
social security office.

The exempt amount is $1500 
and beneficiaries earning this 
amount are not required to file 
a report. The report is required 
in order that a proper determina­
tion of benefits paid and payable 
irr'1967 can be made.

Reports will be automatically 
mailed to beneficiaries receiving 
some payments in 1967. They 
should be received some time in 
February 1068. Beneficiaries not 
receiving a report by mail be­
cause of not having received bene­
fits in 1967 or some other reason 
should contact the social security 
office before April 15, 1968.

Briggs said that the annual re­
port should not be confused with 
a tax return. The annual report 
must be filed with the Social Se­
curity Administration while a tax 
return is filed with Internal 
Revenue Service.

Persons desiring help in the 
filing of this report should con­
tact a representative of the Am­
arillo office who will be in Clar­
endon at the Courthouse several 
times each month during the 
first quarter of the year.
