From
time to time, the proprietor,
or his bookkeeper transcrib-
ed the pencil-notes of the
Day Book, by ink into pages
in a ledger. This latter vo-
lume was permanent record
of credit-transactions, num-
bered pages of heavy paper
measuring 10 x 15 inches,
ruled in thin horizontal blue
lines, perfectly true, and
fewer vertical, blue and red,
thin as spider-webs, but
enduring.

Bookkeepers, then at
least, were noted for iheir
handwriting. Custom requir-
ed that it be clear, easily
read; Spencerian script with
all the curliques of capital
letters and unmistakable
lower-case “‘r'’, ‘“‘v'’, “‘e and
“i"’. They had pride in their
skill, their accuracy, their
dependability. Their pride
was justified and as enduring
as the ink they used, com-
monly black, now a clear
faded brown.

In the basement of the
building that for seventy-od
years was Stocking's Drug
Store (now Todd's Furniture)
was an accumulation of odds
and ends of junk interwovern
with spider webs. Among the
debris were two Day Books
ind three Ledgers. They
were there when the flood of
1924 (?) filled Main Street
and those adjacent. That th
basement was filled was
incidental to greater dam-
age. There is no suitable
proceedure for drying-out a
basement. The first step-
pumping it dry - is commonly
the last, as substructure
cavities are out of reach of
the sun.

In time the volumes aned.
Those at the Bottom decayed
considerably before
dessicantion. But by good
luck and random chance,
three are yet legible for the
most part. :

The skilled hand of the
bookkeeper is yet apparent in
names inscribed in large
Spencerian curves at the top
ofeach page, along with
dates 1888, 1889, 1890.

The ledgers, the names

cluded window glass and
putty for it, slates, watches,

. books, wallpaper, cigars,

linseed-oil, kerosene, paints
(burnt umber, venitian red,
white lead), stove polish, and
that for shoe: flower seeds,
mustard seed, celery seed
and, of course, bird-seed.
Swans Down (it must have
been a face-powder), pencils,
tablet, envelopes, even pos-
tage stamps and a complete ,
myster: milk shakes. They
were five - cents and in the
seventy-odd years of Stock-
ings’s Drug Store there was
never a fountain. No food or
drink was ever served across
the counter.

In a town so small as early
Clarendon, a busy doctor,
druggist and merchant did
not know intimately every
customer. Moreover, Clar-
endon was a railroad town, a
sub-division point on the Fort
Worth and Denver City Rail-
way (also a customer) and
employees of it were semi-
transients. Following names
of a few customers at the top
of a ledger-page were one
word identifications in the
same Spencerian flourish as
the name: McDermitt (Old
Man) is readily distinguished
from: McDermitt (Young
Man) Mr. Morris was a
(Blacksmith) and Mr. Atter-
bury was (Shan’'s Bro.).

Some eighty citizens were
employees of the railroad
and some were customes of
the Store: Mr. Clawson was a
(Train Master); Jackson a
(Dispatcher); Grady a Con-
ductor) and Taylor and (En-
gineer). Mr. C. C. Woods-
worth was a (Barber) who
‘‘Skiped out’’; James May
was a (Gambler) and Bella
Catowza a (Prostitute). A few
were identified by nationa-
lity: Mr. Remer was a (RR
Man) and (German). When
(Mexican) was undoubtedly
*“Juan’’.

The McClelland Brothers
were faithful customers of
the Store, real-estate and
land agents, and small
ranchers. They traded in a
joint account, apparantly
instruction that their pur-
chases be identified by their
initials. Inconsistently, they
were. In order to understand
the entiries of their April and

The accounting continues
for another year and the
section here is not typical
becasue .of illness in the
McClelland family.

In the big ledger to which
Day Book entries were trans-
cribed, none of the ruled
lines were prominent, but
they were apparent. The
clearest was one vertical
squarely down the center of
the page-thin blue flanked by
two thinner red lines. The
assemblage divides debtor
entries on the left from
credits on the right. The left
half of the page tells what the
customer bought; the right
half how he paid. The great
majority paid *‘By Cash . ..”",
in amounts from $0.25 to
$25; most frequently some-
thing between, and either
monthly or several times a
month. A few paid two to five
times a year and a very few
paid once each year. The
notation ‘‘Skipped out’’ is
rare. ;..

Quite a few paid in barter,
in goods. Butter is frequently
noted as credit in amounts of
.25 or larger, but pounds are

not recorded. Two watermil-
lons gave .30c credit and it is
likely they were not common.

Several loads of wood total
$11 credit. There was no
producing coal mine nearer
than Ohio and no rails for its
transport. Clarendon burned
wood only. Once in a while
there is ‘““Cr by Haulage
$5.40'’. James Parks ran a
butcher shop (there were no
‘‘meat markets’’ then),
where now is the Farm-
ers State Bank. Parks met his
drugs and sundry bill with

The Doctor’s first wife,
mother of their sons Fred
and Roy, had died of tuber-
culosis early in 1887 in Old
Clarendon, year the old town
was abandoned, She lay in
that tiny cemetery east of the
Colony, high on the broad
slope to Salt Fork. Her grave
now is marked by a stone in
Citizens Cemetery. The led-
ger credits March 1, 1889,
one G. W. Graham ‘‘By
digging Grave $3.50"" It was
a gesture of loyalty toward
the old, as the Doctor turned
to face the new: on March 21,
1889, Jerome Daniel Stock-

ing and Sarah M. Ward were *

married in new Clarendon.

There are other credits of
interest: ‘‘By 8 meal tickets
at 450 . . . 32.00”". The
arithmetic is not exact. As a
widower, the Doctor had care
of two boys about 14 and 12.
A February credit (1889) in
Judge Murdock’s account is
‘‘By boarding boys. .. 30"
and another in September for
19.00. The accountant never
used a dollar sign. Omission
of it offered no confusion.
Numbers in accounting are of
three kinds, readily separa-
ted by position: dates in the
far-left column; charges in
the center column and cre-
dits on the far-right.

Some, of course, paid not
at all. Only two accounts are
marked ‘‘Skipped Out’’
There is one page in the
ledge that strikes a sad note:
the left-half is filled and the
right half, for credits, is
empty. In seven days there
were twenty-one visits by the
Doctor, plus charges for
medicines. One may rea-
sonably surmise the account
ended in death.

A few customers-paid ‘‘By
Service™. OR",,A Hedrick
was an employee, perhaps a
clerk. His salary was $50.00.
It was a time when a top
ranch hand got $20 and a
wagon boss $30 or $35. Mr.
Hedrick was well paid.

An account unique in ap-
pearance is that of James
Givens, a persistent reader
of The Dallas News. Begin-
ning in March, extending
through April and May he
was daily charged 0S, an
entire page of only those
figures. At the bottom is the
total of $2.80 and a pencilled
notation: ‘‘Rendered at
Sherman Aug 1, 1889.”.

those days, day or night and
they did not bankrupt their
patient by their attention.
The most frequent charge
was 2.50 (the bookkeeper
never entered the decimal.
Dollars and cents were in
separate columns). One may
note in the McClelland Ac-
count ‘‘Visit to TS 3.50"". The
McClellands were of the
affluent in Clarendon, where
affluence was rare. More
common charge to others
was the 2.50. Very frequently
the charge is 1.00 and there
are quite a few entries such
as ‘‘Five visits 4.00"".

Prescriptions the Doctor
compounded himself. In fact,
the fundamental reason for
the drugstore was its support
of his medical practice.
There was no other that
might have filled a prescrip-
tion near than Dodge City,
north in Kansas, or Wichita
Falls, south in Texas. From
the front beyond more than
half-way back, the north side
of the Store, below counter-
level, was column after
column of drawers. It was
forbidden ground for the
adolescent, of which the
Doctor came to have eleven,
and the drawers were highly
aromatic even unopened.
They contained boxes, sacks
and jars of herbs - condi-
ments for prescriptons.

Very rare is the entry in
bookkeeping of ‘‘To Sur-
gery’’, and never an explan-
ation of what happened.
Also, Clarendon had no den-
tist, so the Doctor pulled
teeth: 1.00 per; two for 1.50,
a bargain not be found
anywhere now.

Babies, without hospital,
just mothers, doctor and
baby were delivered at 20.00
A decade later, the Doctor
had a nurse, but in 1890, he
was the whole crew of assis-
tance, excepting, of course,
the mother. The nurse, name

long forgotten, provides a
tiny element the unusual: In
the early 1920-ies, among
cobwebs in the cellar be-
neath the Store was a wood-
en barrel containing several
books and, of all things, a
side-saddle. Query of the
Doctors wife was answered:
It belongs to the nurse who
used to help your father’.
““What became of her?’’ “I
do not know. After three or
four years in Clarendon she
joined the Grenfell Mission
in Labrador.”

April 7, 1888, is a typical
day at Stocking’s Drug Store.
All entries in the Day Book
were in the same hand, in
pencil:

Lee Dyer, 1 gt castor oil.
75. Dyer was a brother of
Mrs. Goodnight. With Lea G.
Coleman, he owned the ex-
tensive ‘‘Shoe Bar’’ Ranch in
Hall County, which later was
sold to Thomas S. Bugbee,
and yet later, to Word.

Adair & Goodnight: 1#
Chloroform 1.00, 6 glass 12 x
14 1.50, 15 glass 10 x 14 3.00.
Likely the chloroform was for
treatment of worm infected
livestock. The ‘‘glass’’ are
window-panes. The pur-
chaser is the *JA’’ ranch.

Mr. Brinley: Cr by cash
1.00, Hauling .25.

M. T. Stocking: to bag-
gage on fl,, (?) .25. The
Doctor had a brother of
initials M.T. and he was a
fixture at Ogdensberg, N.Y.
It is wholly unlikely he lived
in Clarendon. He had a son,
Forrest, who did, and was
RR Express agent.

Shan and his brother were
later to be proprietors of the
Atterbury Hotel in Claren-
don.

In those days, next
te nothing was known con-
cerning what now are collec-
tively labeled ‘‘habit-forming
drugs’’. Anyone, anytime
bought whatever drug they
wished. There was a chil-
dren's widespread use:

It is
no wonder it was effective: it
was apotent solution of
opium.

Judge White: Cathatis %2
foot 1.00. Judge White is B,
H. White, first election
clerk when Donley County
was organized in 1882. Later
he was elected County judge,
an office he held until his
death in New Clarendon in
1902. Obviously he was a
man of public spirit and to
him Clarendon is deeply in-
debited: he gave to the
Methodist Conference the
land for a college, built
during Judge White's life-
time and now in its 83 year.

$2700 per year.

A more detailed study of
the 1888 ledger shows the
following income:

Allowing a 20% profit
from store sales and using
the average of the three
months as the average
professional income for the
year, one may calculate that
Doctor Stocking had an in-
come of around $4000 plus in
the year 1888.

If you enjoy carefree spec-
ulation, you might select
$280 as the present cost of

child delivery in the average
U.S. town. It was $20 in the
Doctor’s day. The larger fig-
ure is 14 times the smaller,
an index to inflation since

1889 (economists like to soft-

pedal painful increases by
speaking of it as ‘‘industrial
growth”’).

The Doctor’s income that
year is an estimated $4000.
Then his income in modern
dollars is about :14 x 4000 =
56,000, somewhat less than
that of the non-specilaist MD
who easily makes $70,000 a
year.

could get them I had made a
noise and they was gone.

ran the hat until we give out
and was nearly frozen. We
turned back and hit a canyon
we new went through our
place and started down it and
about dark we got home.
Nearly frozen we both had
long hair. We unplatted it
and tied under our chin to
keep our ears warm. Our dad
came back and found us and
there he had to go tell the
cowboys we was found.

All the school we got we
had to ride horse back 2
miles.

Dayton Shelton was in
Burnet County in the year of
1877. Sept 22 came to Donley
County 1891, 17th day of
May. About '2 mile north of
old Rowe. My family and
Will Rains brought our cattle
and his together. It came the
bigest hail storm that after-
noon I ever saw I was 13
years old and Will was 15.
We moved on to the place
where had filed which was 4
miles northeast of Hedley.

He did not
like it much because he sent
me out there and would not
tell me anything to do. One
day 1 had the horses all
rounded up and one old poor
horse broke out, and he said
bring him back kid or kill the
one you are riding. | took out
after him and run him about
three miles brought him back
and unsaddled my horse and
he walked off a ways and fell
dead, so he fired me.

I got my horse and started
in and met Curtis again, he
said whats the matter kid, |
was just about half crying
and told him, he said “‘well
you did what he told you to
didn’t you,"”" I said, “‘yes’’.

To begin this homemade

holiday decoration, amass a ;

ly supply of pretty evergreen cones, acorns, nuts,
seed pods, and gum-tree “balls”’. You will then need
to oven-dry your supply of cones. Simply bake them
on aluminum-foil-covered cookie sheets, at 150°F, for
about 15 minutes.

The ““base’ of your wreath should be jigsawed from
very thin board. After you've cut a hoop the size you
want, take a drill—with a 1/4” or 3/8" bit—and bore nu-
merous holes at random. (They'll allow you to wire the
foraged baubles in place).

To begin the creative part of your project, take the
end of an approximately 12-inch length of fine wire
and, working from the back of the wreath board, push
it through a hole near the ring's inner edge. Then fold
the wire tip over and twist it . . . to form a “‘knot’’ that
won't pull back through the hole.

Select a number of small, sturdy, nicely shaped cones
(enough to go around the inner and outer borders of the
garland), hold one of them—perpendicular to your
wreath and with its bottom layer of “‘petals’’ under the
inner edge of the hoop—next to the wire “knot", and
wedge the cone onto the thin rim of the wood. Next, se-
cure the decoration against the inside of the ring by
running the wire out around the cone and back down
through another hole . . . so that the working end of the
strand winds up, again, emerging from the underside
of the wreath. Then simply put another cone in place—
pushing it tightly against, and actually enmeshing it
with, the first—and continue the procedure, adding
wire as needed, around both the inner and outer edges
of the hoop.

When the borders are finished, choose a spot to serve
as the top of the wreath, bend hooks in the ends of a 6-
inch length of coat hanger -.. and fasten the wire tips
through holes in the board to form a hanging loop.

Next, split a number of white pine cones into length-
wise halves and wedge them (flat sides down) into the
space left between the two “border” rings of small
cones . . . until the entire surface of the wreath is cov-
ered. (This layer should fit in place snugly enough so as
not to need wiring.)

To be really artistic, you might want to add a *flow-
er' here and there by cutting away all but the two or
three basal layers of “petals” from a squat cone. Glue
an acorn in the bloom's center . . . wire the brittle blos-
som in place ... and surround it with symmetrical
groups of nuts, small cones, etc.

When you're satisfied with the balance of your de-
sign, fill in all of the “holes” with alder seed pods, tiny
hemlock cones, acorns, and so forth ... all glued in
place.

Finally, to hide the network of wires on the wall side
of the decoration, glue a felt cover to the hoop's back
You may also want to protect (and shine) your finished
wildcraft with a light coat of clear acrylic. The result
will be a wreath that is so pretty you may never take
it down!

given by his granddaughter, Miss D’ Laurel Beville, at her home. The birthday
event was a complete surprise to the old veteran, and when he entered the
comfortable living room he was greeted by three comrades of that great internal
strife, T.J. Roberts, J.M. Middleton and W.H. Martin, who had gathered to
help him enjoy his passage of another milestone in his colorful life.

Each of the old soldiers lived in the past once again as they related the
experiences with the outfits with which they fought. Two of the group had been
wounded in action, Mr. Roberts and Col. Kimberlin, but were disabled only a
few days and were back again giving the Yanks ‘‘hell”’, Mr. Roberts was later
captured and placed in the penitentiary at Alton, lllinois, remaining there a
number of months until he was taken with a number of other Confederate
prisoners to Richmond where an exchange was made for Federal prisoners.

Col. Kimberlin was wounded twice during his tenure in the southern forces.
He enlisted in the Confederate army on the 8th of May, 1861, serving four years,
one month and five days against the Federals under General Shelby, one of the
great leaders of the lost cause.

At the family home in Kansas, Jim Lane, who had succeeded John Brown
after he was hung, noted and hated for “‘John Brown’s Raid”’, directed a
message against the southern people. Col. Kimberlin's father was murdered
and his mother and sisters were driven into the snow while their homes together
with many more were burned and property destroyed. He and his brothers, 1.J.
and W.G. were locked in an old blacksmith shop but escaped.

Lane's men burned Kansas City leaving only three houses standing in the
entire city. In 1863 Col. Kimberlin joined with a group under Q Quantrell who
started out for revenge against the savage insults received at the hands of Lane.
The Yanks were camped near Pleasant Hill, Mo., with a force of 1,000 troops.
Quantrell's band of 350 men quietly entered the town and when the leader gave
the signal fell upon the unsuspecting Federals, carrying out Quantrell’s
command to kill every man with hair on his face. Only one southern lost his life
and that was due to his overdose of liquor. Lane escaped.

_Several weeks later Quantrell’'s band were being pursued by a large force of
Federals and the groups met just as the sun was sinking behind the hills. The
lines were drawn facing each other across a deep ravine. The confederates
entered the ravine and escaped unnoticed under the protection of darkness, and
took up camp in a densely wooded area through wich passes a main road. The
Federals were ambushed as they marched down the road resulting in a heavy
loss. Retreat was made and after several weeks rest Jim Lane was caught at
Baxter Springs, where he and his band were killed. Col. Kimberlin and a
number of others came to Texas soon after and were here at the close of the war.

Col. Kimberlin states he never surrendered and never will.

Mr. Middleton served in the 9th Tennessee Regiment under Gen. Bedford
Forrest.

One of the features of the afternoon was the beautiful and delicious birthday
cake prepared for the honored guest by his admirers boasting of eighty-eight
candles. Ice cream was supplied and a truce was declared for a time while the
refreshments were consumed by the hungry soldiers.

Although the infirmities of age are showing in the once strong strides of the
group as they walk, and perhaps the eyesight and hearing of each are not as
good as it once was, but still there is a sparkle of wit every present in the
conversation of the confederates. It was a touching scene when the band
separated at the end of the party wishing each other health and
prosperity—perhaps for the final time before they are drafted from the ranks of
the mortals into the happy army commanded by the God Almighty, when their
battle scarred memories shall be laid away forever in eternal peace.

The parting words from Col. Roberts was the humorous ‘‘Wash his face
before he goes home,"" and back snapped the reply, ‘‘No, if I do they won't know
me when | get there."

The gathering of the four Confederates was indeed a great event in the lives of
these splendid old soldiers, and may their remaining years be as happy.
