Gilvin-Terrell Inc., of Amarillo 
received a $2,995,799 contract to 
rehabilitate 13.7 miles o f the route in 
Donley County. Amarillo Road 
Company will rebuild a 5.5 • mile 
section in Hardeman County under a 
$3,170,620 contract. Using a rule-of- 
thumb developed by the federal 
government, the two projects will 
sustain the equivalent o f 146 jobs in 
the area.

In Hardeman County, both sides of 
the four-lane divided highway will be 
reconstructed, extending from a mile 
west of Acme to FM 2568 in Quanah. 
In Donley County, the work will 
indude the southbound lanes only in 
sections between Clarendon and 
Hedley.

US 2o7 carries an unusually high 
percentage of truck traffic-about 35 
percent-compared to the statewide 
average of about 15 percent. It is the 
major route for traffic from Houston, 
the Gulf Coast, and the Dallas-Fort 
Worth metroplex bound for north­
west Texas, the Pacific Coast by way 
of Interstate 40, and Colorado.

State Comptroller 
Reminds Businesses 
Of Sales Tax Increase

Austin, Texas -  State Comptroller 
Bob Bullock Tuesday reminded 
Texans not to forget the increase in 
the sales tax rate that begins New 
Year’ s Day -- January 1, 1987.

“ Only the rate has changed. In 
every case, what is and what is not 
taxable under current sales tax law 
remains the same when the new law 
goes into effect January 1,”  remind­
ed Bullock.

A special session of the Texas 
Legislature raised the state's sales 
tax rate one and one-eighth percent 
to deal with a shortfall of tax revenue 
caused by the collapse of oil prices.

The state sales tax rate goes from 
4.125 to 5.25 percent.

Comptroller Bullock said that in 
many areas of Texas the state rate 
and local aales taxes, including 
transit and city sales taxes will put 
the combined rate to as much as 7.25 
percent. In making accounting 
changes to collect the new tax rate, 
business should have adjusted cash 
registers and alerted and trained 
their personnel to pollect sales tax at 
the new local rates. -*

The new law also raised the motor 
fuels tax 5 cents-from 10 cents to 15 
cents a gallon.

’ ’My office has contacted taxpay­
ers and sent new rate cards and 
updated information on these state 
tax changes." Bullock said.

The new tax law repeals the 6 to 10 
percent investment credit rate on 
many depreciable assets used in 
business, says an economist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Service 
The Texas A&M University System. 
Unused investment credit from pre­
vious years can be carried over and 
applied 100 percent in 1986 against 
income tax liability. Any remaining 
investment tax credit carryovers are 
reduced by 17.5 percent after 1986 
and by 35 percent after 1987. The 
new law also eliminated the Acceler­
ated Cost Recovery System at the 159 
percent rate and replaces it with a 
new ACRS at 200 percent of the 
declining balance rate. Expensing 

.the cost of depreciable business 
property also has changed.

A farmer can gift cotton or grain to 

children or grandchildren, keep the 
expense deductions and have them 
report the cotton or grain as a capital 
gain.

Such a gift also will reduce the 
producer’s self-employment tax, and 
if the producer is receiving social 
security benefits, the gifted grain 
won’t reduce his or her social 
security benefits, points out a Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
economist. 1

“ This only works for farmers; it 
won’t work for a crop-share land­
lord,”  says Dr. Wayne Hayenga. 
“ Recipients o f the commodity cannot 
be farmers or cotton or grain 
dealers.”

A  formal gift must be made, notes 
the economist. Recipients must have 
total control o f the cotton or grain. If 
they ate minors, a custodian can be 
used to control it for them. The 
commodity should be locked in a bin 
or with the recipient or custodian 
being in total control o f the facility. 
Control also can come from a 
warehouse receipt or physical 
possession o f the commodity.

The recipient should own the grain 
for some time to show "control over 
it,”  Hayenga.points out.

Commodities produced after June 
22, 1984, may become a long-term 
capital asset for the recipient if held 
for more than six months. The 
producer’s holding period may be 
tacked onto the recipient’s holding 
period, giving a child a long-term

Which official to talk to depends 
upon your area and the amount of the at CJC 
check.

I f  you are a merchant who ac­
cepts checks in payment for goods 
sold, you have_ undoubtedly had 
checks returned to you stamped “in­
sufficient funds." H ot checks are 
something all merchants and many 
private citizens have to deal w ith at 
one tim e or another.

H a n d lin g  Charges

I f  you know the person who 
wrote the hot check, or are lucky 
enough to find him, you may be able 
to get additional money to cover the 
amount your bank charged you for 
handling i t

State law allows you to  charge a 
“ reasonable amount" not to exceed 
$15 more than the face value o f the 
check. I t  makes no difference how 
much your bank charges you for pro­
cessing a hot check, you may add not

more than $15 in collection charges. 
And the $15 lim it applies whether 
you collect the check yourself or hire 
a collection agency.

Looking at the law from the 
perspective o f check writers, they do 
not have to pay more than $15 above 
the value o f the check to either the 
payee o f the check or a private collec­
tion agency.

For information veterans should 
contact the nearest VA office listed in 
their phone directory under U.S. 
Government.

c The Veterans Adm inistration 
reminds former servicemen and 
women that wareness o f VA burial 
benefits can often spare the family of 
a deceased veteran anxiety and 
financial hardship following the vet­
eran’s death.

Interment in a national cemetery is 
available to veterans discharged 
under conditions other than dis­
honorable. Also eligible under 
certain guidelines, are a veteran’ s 
spouse and minor children.

VA will furnish a headstone or 
marker to memorialize a veteran or 
mark the grave of a veteran buried in 
a national, state, or private 
cemetery. VA will also provide 
markers to e lig ib le  dependents 
interred in a national or state 
veterans’ cemetery.

A  memorial marker or headstone 
for veterans whose remains have not 
been recovered or identified is also 
provided by the VA. This includes 
those who were buried at sea, those 
whose bodies were donated to 
science, and those who were cre­
mated and the ashes scattered. A 
m em orial section in national 
cemeteries honors these veterans.

The VA provides, if death is not 
service connected, a burial allowance 
o f $300 if the veteran was entitled at 
the time o f death to VA compen-

FM Road 
funding
continues

Even though the highway depart­
ment lost funds during the Texas 
Legislature’ s last special session, the 
department’ s farm-to-market road 
construction program will be contin­
ued.

A t their Novem ber m eeting, 
members o f the State Highway and 
Public Transportation Commission 
approved funding o f the program for 
the current fiscal year and the 
1987-88 biennium.

The farm-to-market road program 
seeks to meet the most pressing 
needs o f farming and ranching areas 
throughout the state ' by the 
conatsuatiao o f . paved, all-weather 
roadx. Texas now has more than 
41,000 miles on the FM road system 
which was created to “ get the 
farmers out o f the mud,’ ’ to enable 
them to get their produce and 
livestock to market, and to provide 
safe highways for school buses and 
mail routes.

Since the inception o f the Colson- 
Briscoe Act in 1949,' the Texas 
Legislature has appropriated $15 
million annually from the State 
General Revenue Fund to be used 
for farm-to-market roads. Another 
$8 million in state highway funds 
provided for an annual $23 million 
construction program.

The State Legislature cancelled its 
appropriation for construction for the 
current year, but highway funds will 
be used to continue the program. 
The highway funds are made 
possible through the additional five- 
cent gasoline tax passed by the 
Legislature in the special session.

The recent commission action 
allows for continued construction o f 
all projects previously approved 
the 1985-86 Texas Farm-to-market 
Program. The commission also 
ordered the department to proceed 
with development o f the 1967-88 
Farm-to-Market Program, with the 
total allocation o f $46 million for the 
biennium coming from the State 
Highway Fund.

At a meeting held in the Steak- 
house in Tulia on February 13, 1966, 
leaders o f POWER, STAND, and 
commodity groups determined that a 
task force should be formed to better 
coordinate and accelerate efforts to 
stop the location o f a high-level 
nuclear waste repository in the Texas 
Panhandle. Since forming in Novem­
ber, 1981, STAND (Serious Texans 
Against Nuclear Dumping) baaed in 
Tulia, and later POWER (People 
Opposed to Wasted Energy Reposit­
ory) based in Hereford, has spear­
headed efforts against the reposit­
ory. The Nuclear Waste Task Force 
was formed to allow all organizations 
to come together as an "umbrella”  
group. The earlier work o f POWER 
and STAND gave the NWTF status in 
any legal action that was necessary.

Today, organizations with an 
aggregate membership o f over
180,000 members have joined the 
NWTF. The Task Force employed 
Larry Myers (Muleshoe) and Sam 
White (Stratford) to represent them 
in Washington, D.C. The recent

i in reducing funds 
for the Department o f Energy for 
fiscal year 1987 was to a large part 
accomplished by the excellent work 
o f these two men in Washington.

In addition the NWTF has filed 
three lawsuits on the issues o f the 
environm ental assessment, the 
dropping o f the second round sites on 
May 28, 1986 and the preliminary 
site suitability determination. Alice 
Hector o f Albuquerque, N.M. is 
representing the NWTF, POWER, 
STAND, and individuals in these 
suites which will be heard in the 
Ninth Circuit Court o f Appeals in San 
Francisco. Don Hancock o f South­
west Research and Inform ation 
Center in Albuquerque, N.M. works 
with the NWTF as technical advisor.

The Task Force board meeting at 
their office in Dim mitt on November 
12,1966, approved a budget for 1967 
o f S2S1,500. This represents, in the 
opinion o f the board, a minimum 
budget to accomplish the goals o f 
stopping a repository in Deaf Smith 
County. As we must recognize that

a new 1987 Form W-4 as the 
Tax Reform Act of 1986 will 
probably change the amount 
of Federal income tax that is 
withheld from checks.

The Tax Reform Act of 1986. 
requires all employers to 
submit a new Form W-4 to 
their employers. The new 
Form W-4 is available from 
employers. It contains a  
worksheet and instructions to 
help figu re  how m any  
withholding allowances you 
should claim.

The deadline for turning the 
new W-4's in to employers is 
before October 1, 1987, 
however, by waiting that 
long, one could have too little 
or too much tax withheld from 
one's pay.

W ithholding allowances 
under the old law  are  
probably not correct under the 
new law. If employers do not 
receive the new, W-4 before 
October 1,1987, they will then 
have to withhold tax as if one

whether, the "S ingle" or 
"Married" box is checked on 
one's most recent Form W-4 
on file with employer.

If too little tax is withheld, 
one w i l l  h ave  to pay  
additional tax when, filing a 
tax return. Also, a penalty 
may have to be paid if one 
does not pay at least 90% of 
one's income tax during the 
year, either through income 
tax withholding from pay or 
by making estimated tax 
payments.

I f a husband and wife both 
work, total withholding  
allowances can be figured by 
using one worksheet which ii 
included in the Form W-4 
instructions. Both must give 
employers a Form W-4, but all 
the withholding allowances 
should be claimed by the 
spouse with higer earnings, 
and zero allowances should be

claimed by the other spouse.
The new tax law allows 

students or other people to be 
exempt from income tax 
withholding, but the exemp­
tion is more limited than 
under prior law. If one expects 
to be claimed as a dependent 
on another person's income 
tax return and expects to have 
any unearned income (such as 
interest), and wages plus the 
unearned income are expected 
to be over $500, exemption 
cannot be claimed from  
withholding because one will 
have a tax liability for 1987.

The best source of infor­
mation on withholding is the 
Form  W-4 in s t ru c t ion s  
available from employers. If 
additional information is
