Plant a Tree!
AAost crises around the world are little influenced by events in Clarcn- 

4don. But in at least one area, local residents can make a difference.
Since the middle 19(X)’s western nations have been burning fossil fuels, 

mainly coal, petroleum and natural gas. Only lately have scientists begun to 
realize that the released by fossil fuels were altering the atmosphere of the 
planet and disrupting the way in which nature operates. As more CO2 
accumulates in the atmosphere it traps more heat from the sun-somewhat 
like the way a greenhouse works. Hence the nickname “the greenhouse 
effect”. In the last few years, this has been aggravated by the destruction of 
tropical rain forests.

The accumulation of carbon dioxide may also have local repercussions. 
In the latest issue of the Texas Fanner Stockman there is new report on a 
scientist at A&M who postulates that increased COj-along with other 
factors-may be responsible for the pernicious invasion of mesquitc into 
former grasslands, an all-too-familiar phenomenon in Donley County.

Now Donley Coi.nty residents cannot do much about the wanton destruc­
tion of forests on the Amazon River or in the Congo. But local citizens can 
plant trees here. Each tree that is planted is a potential scrubbing machine, 
removing a bit of pollution from the air.

Whether or not one is concerned about the greenhouse effect, there is 
ample reward for planting new trees. Who doesn’t enjoy the cool shade of 
a pecan tree in summer or enjoy the green of a pine in an otherwise drab 
winter scene. Is there anything prettier than a flowering plum in springtime, 
or (he bright golden leaves of an autumn cottonwood?

Earth Day Proclaimed
A lmost twenty years ago, more than twenty million Americans 

joined together on the first Earth Day in a demonstration for 
the environment. Their collective action contributed to the passage 
of sweeping new laws protecting our air, water and land.

Despite much progress, nineteen years later we find ourselves 
confronted by even more serious threats to the health of our 
environment. Global climate change, ozone depletion, tropical 
deforestation, water pollution, toxic and radioactive waste disposal 
and desertification are among the grave challenges that require the 
attention and action of all sectors of society.

Earth Day 1990 is a national and international call to action for 
all citizens to join a global effort to save the olanet. Earth Day 1990 
activities—such as tree plantings and recycling events-wili educate 
citizens of the importance of adopting more ecologically sound 
lifestyles.

^veterinarian practice of Drs. Charles Deyhle Sr. and Jr.
But the two say the major focus of their business is communicating with

Charles “Chuck” Deyhle began practicing in Clarendon right out of 

school in 1951. His home office is still in Clarendon. Aircraft are used for 
transportation to the various feed yards.

Deyhle started out as a large animal veterinarian with a ranch type 
practice, he said. From 1951 to 1961 his practice was aimed at single-animal 
treatment.

That started to change with the coming of the 1960’s when preventative 
medicine seemed the way to go, he said, he became more involved in the 
management aspect of veterinary medicine from 1961 to 1971, doing a lot 
of equine work.

But this was also the golden era for the cattle feeding industry, which 
came booming into the Texas Panhandle and changed the scope of Dcyhlc’s 
practice.

He started acting as a consultant for feed yards in the late 1950’s, doing 
his early work at the Hereford Fccdyard. Another early associate was the 
Sugarland Fccdyard, which was originally a division of Holly Sugar.

His son, joined the practice in 1977 and today they consult with 25 feed 
yards and arc licensed to work in Australia.

Accomplishments in the practice of feedlot medicine, competency of 
veterinary service and contributions to organized veterinary medicine and 
the beef cattle industry recently won the fathcr/son team the 1989 Consult­
ant of the Year Award by the Academy of Veterinarian Consultants.

Good Planets Are Hard to 
Find

The Clarendon News has a firm policy against running editorials 
The paper tries to report the news in a fair and impartial manner It 
tries to build up our community, to work out a consensus that benefits 
everyone. But there are times when the rational couise is to make an 
exception to what is otherwise normal policy. This is such an exception.

Governor William Clements has issued a special proclamation 
naming April 22 as Earth Day in Texas In doing this, he joined millions 
of others around the world who are concerned about their home 
planet Earth Day is not a partisan political celebration. Democrats 
and Republicans, conservatives and liberals, people of all faiths, all 
races and all nations are concerned about this planet. That concern is 
well justified. Since industrialization, mankind has done so much to 
our globe, yet even now the best informed experts know relatively little 
about the results of our actions.

Several years ago American astronauts landed on the moon Per­
haps the most valuable legacy from lunar exploration is a photograph. 
That photograph shows the earth from the perspective of our nearest 
neighbor. It looks small, frail and infinitely vulnerable Now all of us 
are beginning to realize that our planet is delicate and easily damaged.

During the lifetime of this generation, astronomers have expanded 
our knowledge of the universe by large multiplication factor. Mankind 
has seen farther into space, discovered more galaxies and more stars 
than ever before. Yet no one has found another spot in the universe 
that will support life of any sort, much less humans. Some one has 
remarked that “Good planets are hard to find.” Buckminster Fuller 
called the planet “Spaceship Earth”. Both should remind us how 
precarious our living space really is.

The Clarendon News is primarily concerned with local news. But 
“local” is a relative term. From the next galaxy, our entire solar system 
i$ rather “local". And global problems like the greenhouse effect and 
increased ultraviolet radiation have immediate local results. The latter 
will aggravate existing local problems with skin cancer, while the 
former will increase local temperatures and reduce precipitation.

On the positive side, Donley County residents can do something to 
help alleviate some of the global problems. Most of us can plant trees. 
All of us can protect bats. Each of us can waste a little less and learn 
a little more about how to help our planet recover. Ultimately our 
survival depends on willing individual action by each resident in our 
local solar system.

Bats Are Important to Donley 
County

O ats may well be the most misunderstood creatures in North America.
Centuries of superstition and ignorant myth picture the little crea­

tures as dirty and evil. Yet biologist have learned that virtually everything 
people “know” about bats is false.

Bats do not fly into women’s hair (although it might liven up things around 
town if they did once in a while!). Bats are not particularly dirty and are not 
destructive. They do not chew on wires or track in sewerage the way that 
rodents do (and bats are not rodents.) Bats seldom become rabid (less than 
one-half of one percent-household dogs pose a greater threat than bats). 
Whether healthy or ailing, bats are shy and retiring. They do not attack 
humans.

But bats are not simply harmless flying mammals. In fact they are among 
the most beneficial animals in the Panhandle.

Bats have a very high rate of metabolism. They are always hungry. And 
the only thing that local bats eat is insects. A single bat may eat 3,000 or 
more insects in a single night. A  large colony- like some in central Texas- 
-may consume a quarter of a million pounds of insects. Since Austin began 
protecting its bats, the city has become virtually mosquito-free.

What can Clarendon residents do to conserve such a valuable natural 
resource as bats?

First, people need to stop killing the harmless creatures. If bats are 
getting into an area where they are-not welcome, the solution is not to kill 
them, but to seal them out. If a bat strays into a house or business, call 
someone who is willing to capture the little creature and release it outdoors. 
If no one else is available, call The Clarendon News.

Second, bats need additional housing. This issue of the paper contains 
drawings of simple bat houses. Put up a bat house and the furry little fliers 
will reward you by eating mosquitoes.

/clarendon is very lucky to have 
^practitioners of one of the 

prime rules of keeping a viable suc­
cessful town. Since I’ve become 
semi-optimistic, I’ve made an unof­
ficial and unscientific study of the 
application of that rule in Claren­
don and other surrounding towns.

Simply stated the rule, written 
somewhere in the great book of 
rules, is to put on the facia if not the 
actual demeanor of caring. My 
country friend “Lake Fork Sam" 
puts it more succinctly. “People in 
a town have to a least act like they 
give a d—!”

Many of the towns I’ve been to 
lately have the look of a wounded 
animal. There is a certain amount 
of desperation involved in the look 
of a street with more empty build­
ings than occupied and trash that 
was there in the same spot last year.

When we moved to Clarendon 
years ago, many of our friends ex­
pressed concern that we might be 
moving to a town that could allow 
itself to slide into the description 
used in our cities of “dirty little 
West Texas town”. Every time I 
hear that term, I see the scenes 
from “The Last Picture Show”, a 
picture about a town in the throws 
of losing its last vestige of com­
munity.

Any of a dozen Panhandle towns 
I’ve been in lately could be used for 
that movie. Fortunately, Clarendon 
does not and has not ever fit that 
description. A good many busi­
nesses in Clarendon have always 
shown pride in their appearances. 
That pride will nearly always 
manifest itself in good service and 
decent treatment. Customers from 
the highway will respond to the 
clean lines and the look of a busi­
ness.

The same will hold true for a town. If we want to capital­
ize on the “mobile gold mine” that the highway represents 
then we have to continue showing the world that we care. 
Chamberlains, the Dairy Queen, and Sam Hill’s come to 
mind immediately when you think of well cared for busi­
nesses. There arc many others in town but one in particular 
that I’d like to mention.

There can be no dirtier business than a gin. If you haven’t 
driven out that way lately you should. Mr. Luttrcll and 
company have done a “bang up” job on the yard. The 
trailers are parked in neat rows and the junk pile on the 
back side has been cleaned up. There are a few businesses 
that could take a cue from them. Cleaning up takes lime, 
effort and money, but I can’t help but believe that a clean 
well cared for business will show dividends.

I know that a clean, well cared for town will recover any 
costs in many different kinds of dividends. Here’s hoping 
we can move from the semi-clean to the wholly-clean.

Wow! What a cheap price to 
pay; lo just say “thanks!”.

MENT!!? Qr compensation of 
some sort? Wouldn’t it be nice to 
pull into a filling-station, fill your 
car, put in a quart of oil, pul a gallon 
of antifreeze in the trunk, and get 
drinks and just walk up to cashier 
and say, “Thanks so much.

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Amtrak Seeks 
End to Subsidy

Amtrak. the nation’s intercity 
rail passenger carrier, has commit­
ted itself to a goal no passenger 
railroad in the world presently is 
achieving. The company intends to 
eliminate its need for any federal 
operating support by the year 2000, 
Critical to its effort will be the 
availability of sufficient capital to 
purchase new state-of-the-art, high 
capacity passenger cars and to 
reduce travel times on crowded 
routes

In a statement to the House 
Ways and Means Committee re­
garding the use of the federal tax 
system to improve the environment, 
Amtrak has proposed that a small 
portion of any new revenues gener­
ated bv a future increase in the 
federal gasoline tax could be used 
to help provide this capital assis­
tance, a proposal supported by key 
environmental groups.' Congres­

The Clarendon News

sional action in the next year re­
garding use of gasoline tax reve­
nues will impact the national trans­
portation system for the rest of this 
century and beyond.

Since 1981, Amtrak has increased 
the share of its budget covered by 
its own revenues from 48 percent 
to nearly 75 percent for the present 
year. But improving that to 100 
percent will not be easy.

Amtrak critically needs new cars 
and locomotives to meet current 
demand and to expand its service 
to the millions of potential passen­
gers now being turned away for 
lack of space on trains. Projects to 
permit signifitfantly higher speeds 
on key Amtrak routes also can reduce 
airport and highway congestion and 
thereby benefit the nation’s energy 
and environmental concerns. Capi­
tal funding for rail passenger proj­
ects during the 1980s was too er­
ratic and far too little to enable 
Amtrak to acquire new cars or 
undertake high-speed rail projects

The use of new gasoline ta* 
revenues to fund energy-efficient 
and environmentally-benign trans­
portation alternatives is strongly

supported by a number ot key envi­
ronmental organizations, and was 
a key component in the Blueprint 
For The Environment, submitted 
by environmentalists to the Bush 
Administration last year.

Investing just one cent of any 
new gasoline tax revenues in Am- 
Irak's equipment and other capital 
needs would enable the railroad to 
eliminate its need for taxpayer 
operating support by the end of 
this decade, to expand its service, 
and to play an even more impor­
tant role in the nation’s transpor­
tation system—a role with many 
environmental, safety and energy- 
efficiency benefits.

The Deyhles call on each of the yards at least monthly and, if the problems 

are serious, the visits are more frequent. Each visit can take from four to 
eight hours, depending on how big the yard is and what type of condition it 
is in.

Dcyhle Sr. generally stays around the clinic in the mornings to take care 
of the necessary work and treatments there. The practice still includes a lot 
of work with horses and ranch work.

As feed yard consultants however, they leave their “working” gloves in 
Clarendon. The duties of a consultant are primarily aimed at preventative 
medicine, Deyhle said: helping recognize problem areas; giving treatment 
advice; providing medicine for yard personnel; and making sure records 
arc kept and in order.

“Because the cattle come from so many diverse areas, we’re totally 
interested in how they arc processed off the truck; the techniques and 
vaccination procedures used.” he said.

“It’s much cheaper to prevent the disease than treat it after it occurs.”
And that’s where the major focus of their work comes in: communicating 

with cattle handlers, from the feed yard manager to the hourly worker.
“We’re in the personnel business,” Deyhle said. (With all the technology 

available, we’re still dependent on that hourly wage earner to be motivated 
enough to pull the sick cattle and treat them properly and on a timely basis.”

Ninety percent of the problems in a feed yard arc respiratory, he said. 
Most of the consultant time is spent in training personnel and making 
concrete recommendations on treatment.

That’s the difference between performance in ohc yard and another, he 
said, the personnel and how well they’re trained to do their job. Most yards 
in an area have the same weather and get their cattle from the same general 
areas, and therefore suffer the same kind of problems.

“The key to the whole thing is a man being able to recognize sickness at 
an early stage and getting it pulled for treatment,” Dcyhle said. “No amount 
of vaccine or drugs can help when the sickness progresses to far.”

Pesticides: To 
Risk Or Not 
To Risk?

J£vcr since the Alar and apples
■'"'scare last spring, the Amcri 

can public has expressed a rising 
concern with regard to pcsti tides 
in the food supply. While scientists 
feel that the pesticide risk to the 
American public is negligible, they 
will admit that all the facts may not 
be in and that certain questions 
remain unanswered.

T he U .S . D epartm ent o f  
Agriculture and the Environmental 
Protection Agency suggests taking 
the following steps if you arc con­
cerned about pesticides in your 
food:

Wash fresh fruits and vegetables 
with plain water. Soap is not 
recom m en ded  b ecau se  their  
residues may be difficult to remove 
from some foods and, in no way, is 
soap tested or considered safe for 
human consumption.

Peel or remove outer layers of 
produce. It is possible that wax 
coatings of such produce such as 
apples, cucumbers and green bell 
p ep p ers can trap p e stic id e  
residues. Outer leaves on let tucc 
and other leafy vegetables contain 
higher pesticide resi dues. How­
ever, remember that peeling fruits 
and vegetables also lowers their 
fiber content.

Buy fruits and vegetables in 
season. Out of season produce is 
often imported and only spot 
checked for pesticide residues.

Know w here your produce  
comes from. Local producers are 
less likely to use pesticides. Ask 
your grocer where their produce 
comes from and if they know of any 
pesticides used.

A final choice is to buy all pes­
ticide free produce. This produce 
is both difficult to find and more 
costly. Consumers wishing to 
em ploy this risk management 
strategy should also talk with their 
local grocers about providing pes­
ticide free produce.

Cancer Screening Tb Be Held
A free skin cancer screening clinic will be held on Saturday, May 12 at

^*the Harrington Cancer Center iq kwarillo from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. 
Dermatologists and nurses will be on hand to do a full skin examination or 
to check anyone’s moles or other suspicious areas on the skin.

The clinic is sponsored by the American Cancer Society, The American 
Academy of Dermatologists and the Harrington Cancer Center. Last year’s 
screening drew nearly 400 people, and 197, or 50%, had suspicious areas 
and were referred to their physicians for follow-up.

The skin is the body’s largest organ, and $kin cancer is the most common 
from of cancer. Research has proven that we live in an area of the country 
in which skin cancer is prevalent. Heavy sun tanners, farmers, ranchers and 
construction workers who spend their days in the sun and those who use 
tanning booths often show signs of skin cancer.

Sun exposure can happen even when the body is covered if the rays of 
the sun penetrate light weight or light colored clothing or the rays are 
reflected from the clothes onto the face even if the person is wearing a hat. 
“Tanning” not only increases the chances of skin cancer development, but 
also contributes to the aging appearance of the skin.

In general, skin cancer is characterized by a waxy, pearly nodule which 
may eventually ulcerate and crush, or by a red, scaly, sharply outlined patch 
according to the National Cancer Institute.

The NCI says most skin cancers appear after the fifth decade of life, and 
unfortunately, few people take any preventive measures until they develop 
their first cancer. But harmful effects of sunlight begin early and may be 
severe by the age of 20.

Over 500,000 new cases of skin cancer will be diagnosed in the U.S. this 
year and about 80% of these will be basal cell carcinomas.

“Basal cell carcinoma,” says Diane Drake, R.N., M.S.N. of Harrington 
Cancer Center, “usually occurs most often on the head, face, neck, hands 
and trunk of the body-areas that are usually exposed to the sun. But if 
they’re detected and treated early, there is a 95% cure rate of basal cell 
carcinoma.”

Drake adds, “Squamous cell carcinoma is the second most common form 
of skin cancer. These skin cancers resemble wart-like growths that ulcerate 
b  the center. They typically develop on the ears, face, lips, mouth, hands 
and other sun-exposed areas of the body. These can be cured 95% of the 
time if they’re detected and treated early.”

Malignant melanoma is the most serious skin cancer, melanomas appear 
without warning and can develop from or near a mole. Although melanoma 
is less common than other skins cancers, it is bereasing at a faster rate than 
other forms of skb cancer. In its later stages, melanoma spreads to other 
organs and usually results in death. Excessive sun exposure b  the first 10-15 
years of life bereases the chances of developing melanoma threefold, 
according to Drake.

The American Academy of Dermatologists suggests people “mind their 
ABCD's” b  looking for signs of malignant melanoma.

A - Asymmetry-one half a mole or pigmented spot is unlike the other
half. |

B - Border - irregularities-scalloped or poorly circumscribed border.
C - Color varied- from one area to another; shades of tan and brown; 

black, sometimes white, red or blue
D - Diameter larger than the size of pencil eraser.
Medical experts suggest exposure to the sun by using sun screen correct­

ly:
* avoid excessively exposure to the sun by using sun screen correctly
* do not sunburn
* wear protective clothing and hats when out b  the sun
* inspect your skb regularly
* see your dermatologist for any suspicious skb changes

( a c tu a l  m e a su re m e n ts  w ill be  sligh tly  
sm aller) u n trea ted , rough-sided lum ber. 
O ne 6 ft. piece o f  1* s  12* un trea ted , rough 
sided  lum ber (th is will be  the ro o f and 
sides). A pproxim ately  30 six-penny gal­
vanized nails.

Tools: Ski) saw with crosscut blade; 
jigsaw; ham m er, ruler; tape m easure and 
pencil.

Notes: 1. R ead the instructions com ­
pletely through before beginning.

2. D o  not use paint on the sides o r  
in terio r as th e  o d o r might repel bats.

3. Bats need a rough surface to  secure 
a  foothold and fo r this reason, you should 
be sure that all surfaces, especially those on  
the interior, are rough. If rough sawn lum ­
ber is unavailable you may simply roughen 
it manually.

4. Some types o f  lum ber split easily.

2. Use the jigsaw to cut a section from piece (D) as illustrated.
3. Take two of the 27 inch pieces (G) and measure off 18 3/4 inches on one side of each 

e. Make a pencil mark at this point.
4. Draw a diagonal line from the mark to the closest comer on the other side of each 

board.
5. Using a skit saw, cut along the diagonal lines. Set these pieces aside for the moment 

(these will be the sides).
6. Adjust yourskil saw to a 30 degree angle. Take the third 27 inch board (C) and angle 

off one of the ends. This will be the back of the box. Repeat the same for the front piece (B) 
and for the upper end of the roof(A).

7. Take the two sides (G) and, using a ruler and pencil, make the pieces on both sides 
to allow the indicated spacing? between partitions.

8. You're ready to start building. Take the two sides (G), the 27 inch back (C), the 18 
3/4 inch front (B), and nail them together as illustrated at right, angled ends up.

‘ Note that the side pieces fit over the ends of the front and back pieces.
9. Position the ceiling board (D) along line A with the cut out side to the rear.
10. Now you can insert the partitions. Lay the partially completed house on its side. Take 

one of the long partitions and slide it into the box, centering it along the set of pencil lines 
closest to the back of the box. Position the partition so that it is flush with the ceiling.

11. Secure the partition in place with nails from the outside. Use the outside lines as a 
guide for nail placement.

12. Follow the same procedure for securing the other partitions along the lines on the 
boa, as indicated in the drawing below.

13. Place the 10 inch 1* x 10* board on top so that the back edge of the board is flush 
with the back of the baa and creates an overhang in the front and on the sides. Hold Firmly 
and nail the top to the main frame. The completed house should look like the drawing, above.

Your house can be hung in a variety of ways depending upon the circumstances. One of 
the easiest ways is to drill two 1/4 inch holes in the back of the (kw; the holes should be centered 
and about 4 inches from the top and bottom. Drive two stout i.ails into the desired tree or 
wall, and hang the house by placing the holes over the nails. In other situations, hooks or 
hangers may be best. Use your imagination!

Mother bats normally prefer the mast stable temperatures available in the 80-100 
degree Fahrenheit range, though some bats tolerate temperatures as high as 120 degrees or 
more. A nursery colony may include 30 or more individuals in one bat house. Bachelor groups 
lend lobe smaller, sometimes consisting of half a dozen or fewer bats. These frequent ly select 
cooler roosts.

Since appropriate temperature may determine how or whether or not your bat house is 
used, you may wish to consider several geographic factors before mounting it. With increasing 
latitude and altitude, lower temperatures require that bat houses intended fpr use by nursery 
colonies be oriented to receive maximum solar radiation, especially in the morning (southeast 
exposure). They also may benefit from having the roof painted black. In exceptionally hot 
ethnates, plain tops and shaded sates may be preferred. Even if your bat house is too cool for 
a nursery colony, you may still attract bachelors.

Bat houses located near a permanent source of water, especially a marsh, lake or river, 
ate by far the most likely to attract bats. They should be hung roughly 12-15 feet above the 
ground, sheltered as much as passible from the wind. Don't be discouraged if conditions for 
your bat hoaae ate not perfect. Even natural roosts are seldom ideal.

Bats sometimes have moved in within hours, but more often not for as much as one to 
two years. If your bat bouse is not occupied by the end of the second year, try moving it to a 
warmer or cooler location. Unfortunately, in some areas heavy use of pesticides, a lack ot 
hibernating sites, too great a distance to feeding or drinking sites, or even an abundance ol 
already available summer roosting sites may preclude occupation.

A Texas Jury 
Decision

Tohn Washington Lockhart, 
"  for may years a resident of the 

Brazos bottoms, told many tales of 
early days there during the middle 
of the nineteenth century. One of 
these stories dealt with the trial ol 
“Old Phil” Claborn.

Claborn resided in Brazoria 
County, where a neighbor had 
taken into his home an orphan boy. 
The young man had gone there, of­
fering the farmer to do whatever he 
could to pay for this keep. The 
farmer agreed, but whenever the 
boy did anything wrong, he beat 
him unmercifully.

This situation had not gone on 
too long when “Old Phil” dis­
covered what was happening. After

the orphan boy sought Claborn’s 
assistance following an especially 
severe beating, he had his horse 
saddled and rode off in haste tc 
investigate.

By the time that Claborn had 
reached the neighbor's place, he 
was in no mood to listen to any 
excuse. “Although greeted by the 
offender civilly,” Lockhart related, 
“Uncle Phil was in no state of mind 
to hear explanation, but knocked 
the man down and proceeded to 
administer a sound thrashing to 
him,”

The assaulted farmer pressed 
charges against Claborn for the at­
tack, and in due time court met on 
the matter. Claborn employed twe 
local attorneys, W.L. Jones and 
Jones Rivers, to defend him. As the 
latter was young and already be­
coming known as an orator, the 
elder lawyer allowed him to carry 
the weight of representing Claborn. 
During the prosecution stage of the 
proceedings, the farmer was called 
by the judge to show to the jury the 
marks of his injury inflicted by 
Claborn.
