Coke Stevenson held a substan­
tial lead over Pierce Brooks for 
lieutenant governor by 433,815 
votes to 390,817 on the latest count 
by the Texas Election bureau. 
Bascom Giles won the land com- 
mlssionership over Incumbent W. 
H. McDonald, 453,961 to 378,034.

Associate Justice Richard Critz, 
in the race for the supreme court, 
topped W. H. Davidson 475,712 to 
328,050. For the court of criminal 
appeals, Justice Harry N. Graves 
defeated James Stephens 429,395 
to 361,599. Giles, Critz and Graves 
were O’Daniel-favored.

Voters in the other state races, 
on the election bureau’s latest tab­
ulation, were: Attorney general 
Mann 480,740. Woodul 351,898; 
railroad commissioner: Sadler 453,- 
961, Terrell 378,034. The returns 
were from 253 out of 254 counties, 
153 complete. In the congressional 
races, the tabulation was: Third 
district, eight counties of eight 
complete, Beckworth 29,274, Gen­
try 26,137; thirteenth district, 15 
counties of 15 complete, Gossett 
29,767, McFarlane 27,469.

In Texas, the railroad commis­
sion is the oil-regulatory body. E. 
O. Thompson and Lon A. Smith 
are the other two commissioners. 
They often did not agree on poli­
cies, and Thompson and Terrell 
often agreed.

O'Danlel's candidates for lieu­
tenant governor and land com­
missioner won their races, as did 
the men he endorsed for the su­
preme court and the court of crim­
inal appeals.

O'Danlel Satisfied
O’Daniel, the Fort Worth flour 

merchant who ignored precedent 
by endorsing six candidates for 
state offices in Saturday’s run-off, 
blandly took credit for stimulating 
interest in what had started out to 
be the dullest of run-off campaigns 
and expressed pleasure “ that I  was 
66 2-3 per cent right.”

O'Daniel, mixing hillbilly music 
and politics in radio broadcasts as 
he did in his astonishingly success­
ful race for governor in the July 
primary, when he overwhelmed a 
field of veteran campaigners, plug­
ged hard for the six men he chose 
throughout the run-off.

Observers will always wonder 
who would have won in the runoff 
If O'Daniel had not interfered. 
Some are inclined to believe that 
the outcome would have been the 
same.

Youth had its day in the runoff 
election. Three of the six men e- 
lected are In their thirties. 8adler 
*s 30, Mann 31, and Giles 37. Stev­
enson is 50. Associate Justice Rich­
ard Critz Is 56, and Judge Harry 
Graves of the Court of Criminal 
Appeals 61.

Local highway boosters were 
jubilant today as the outlook was 
promising for a Clarendon-Turkey 
road and the hardsurfacing of a 
portion of Highway 88.

With 89 W PA workers technic­
ally idle, Donley County commis­
sioners were working overtime to 
secure right-of-way for an all- 
weather extension on Highway 88. 
The project will keep the men busy 
until construction can be started 
on a caliche “cut o ff”  from the 
Sawyer corner into Clarendon.

The extension will be on the 
north end of the recently complet­
ed river hill project.

Meanwhile state engineers were 
surveying the proposed new route 
Into town which will intersect 
Highway 5 near where the Fort 
Worth and Denver section house 
was situated.

According to commissioner G. G. 
Reeves and J. H. Hermesmeyer, 
the project will ultimately result in 
a paved road from Clarendon 7%  
miles north on 88.

A survey for the new state 
highway from Clarendon to Turkey 
was also started this week after W. 
J. Van London, state division engi­
neer Saturday promised local dele­
gates, headed by Reeves, to start 
the work immediately. The survey 
had been indefinitely pigeon-holed 
before the conference.

Talks of Hardships

Quit His Horse In Quicksand 
On North Fork But Filled 

His Appointment

Faithful were those godly men 
who brought the gospel to strag­
gling pioneers 35 and 40 years ago 
in the Panhandle. Among them 
were Rev. G. A. Oiler o f Vernon 
who came up for the picnic Friday. 
He formerly lived north of Hedley 
and says his coldest day was in a 
huggy between here and his home 
when he and his daughter, now 
Mrs. Bill Crawford, came near 
freezing to death.

When Mrs. Jones, widow of "Big 
Johnnie" Jones north of Shamrock 
prepared a place for him to preach 
beneath a walnut grove on her 
farm, when he was living in 
Wheeler county. He preached un­
der the grove until a schoolhouse 
was built. He also preached at 
Storey, now Lela, west of Sham­
rock. In 1902 while going from 
Storey over to the schoolhouse 
above mentioned, he crossed Salt 
Fork north of Shamrock. The 
water was about 15 feet deep, he 
said, and his horse plunged in wet­

ting him to his chin. On reaching 
the north bank, the horse became 
mired in quicksand. Rev. Oiler 
pulled o ff his saddle and laid it on
a sandbar with his books. He then 
went on to the schoolhouse, wet as 
he was. When he reported the con­
dition of his horse, several men 
rushed to the point on the river, 
but could see no horse. Many be­
lieved the animal had reached a 
quicksand grave, but soon a man 
spied the horse back on the south 
side of the river a half mile off. 
The horse was secured and the 
minister filled his monthly preach­
ing appointment without changing 
clothing.

Many are the hardships and 
pleasures related by this venerable 
old gentleman when he began 
preaching for the Baptists out 
here forty years ago. He is now 
hale and hearty at 82 and has re­
tired from active service.

AUSTIN, Aug. 28.—Texas high 
way patrolmen charged 5,174 driv­
ers In traffic complaints and warn­
ed 23,314 others during the month 
of July when Texas was credited 
with a continued decrease In street 
and highway fatalities, according 
to state police reports.

During July 278 patrolmen in 
vestlgated 280 traffic accidents, re­
covered 34 stolen automobiles and 
apprehended 43 fugitives while 
working with local peace officers, 
The force was credited with travel­
ing 751,351 miles in automobiles 
and 84,259 miles on motorcycles 
enforcing traffic regulations.

The report stated that 75 drivers 
were arrested for intoxication, 283 
were charged with misdemeanor 
intoxication and eight were arrest­
ed for leaving the scene of an ac­
cident. Patrolmen also rendered 
first aid treatment to 44 travelers 
and assistance on 20,991 occasions.

In the same report Chief Fred 
Hickman of the highway patrol an­
nounced a 14.5 percent reduction in 
traffic deaths for the first seven 
months of the year.
