Screening To
Be Held

A free skin cancer screening
clinic will be held on Satur-
day, May 12 at the Harrington Can-
cer Center in Amarillo from 9 a.m.
to 3 p.m. Dermatologists and nur-
ses will be on hand to do a full skin
examination or to check anyone’s
moles or other suspicious areas on
the skin.

The clinic is sponsored by the
American Cancer Society, The
American Academy of Der-
matologists and the Harrington
Cancer Center. Last year’s screen-
ing drew nearly 400 people, and
197, or 50%, had suspicious areas
and were referred to their
physicians for follow-up.

The skin is the body’s iargest
organ, and skin cancer is the most
common from of cancer. Research
has proven that we live in an area of
the country in which skin cancer is
prevalent. Heavy sun tanners,
farmers, ranchers and construction
workers who spend their days in the
sun and those who use tanning
booths often show signs of skin can-
cer.

Sun exposure can happen even
when the body is covered if the rays
of the sun penetrate light weight or
light colored clothing or the rays
are reflected from the clothes onto
the face even if the person is wear-
ing a hat. “Tanning” not only in-
creases the chances of skin cancer
development, but also contributes
to the aging appearance of the skin.

In general, skin cancer is charac-
terized by a waxy, pearly nodule
which may eventually ulcerate and

posed to the sun. But if they’re
detected and treated early, there is
a 95% cure rate of basal cell car-
cinoma.”

Drake adds, “Squamous cell car-
cinoma is the second most common
form of skin cancer. These skin
cancers resemble wart-like growths
that ulcerate in the center. They
typically develop on the ears, face,
lips, mouth, hands and other sun-
exposed arcas of the body. These
can be cured 95% of the time if
they're deiected and treated early.”

Malignant melanoma is the most
serious skin cancer. melanomas ap-
pear without warning and can
develop from or near a mole. Al-
though melanoma is less common
than other skins cancers, it is in-
creasing at a faster rate than other
forms of skin cancer. In its later
stages, melanoma spreads to other
organs and usually results in death.
Excessive sun exposure in the first
10-15 years of life increases the
chances of developing melanoma
threefold, according to Drake.

The American Academy of Der-
matologists suggests people “mind
their ABCD’s” in looking for signs
of malignant melanoma.

A - Asymmetry--one half a mole
or pigmented spot is unlike the
other half.

B - Border - irregularities--scal-
loped or poorly circumscribed bor-
der.

C - Color varied-- from one area
to another; shades of tan and
brown; black, sometimes white, red
or blue

D - Diameter larger than the size
of pencil eraser.

Medical experts suggest ex-
posure to the, sun by using sun
screen correctly:

* avoid excessively exposure to
the sun by using sun screen correct-

crush, or by a red, scaly, sharply ly

outlined patch according to the Na-
tional Cancer Institute.

The NCI says most skin cancers
appear after the fifth decade of life,

. and unfortunately, few people take

any preventive measures until they
develop their first cancer. But
harmful effects of sunlight begin
carly and may be severe by the age
of 20.

Over 500,000 new cases of skin
cancer will be diagnosed inthe U.S.
this year and about 80% of these
will be basal cell carcinomas.

“Basal cell carcinoma,” says
Diane Drake, R.N., M.S.N. of Har-
rington Cancer Ccntcr “usually
occurs most often on lhc head,
face, neck, hands and trunk of the
body--arcas that are usually ex-

directors from Districts #1 and #4
to serve a three-year term. District
#1 is composed of all of Wheeler
C9un_ly cast of U.S. Highway 83,
District #4 is composed of all of
Collingsworth County south of the
Salt Fork River, including
Childress County.

In early April, each member will
fcccive by mail a notice of the meet-
ing, along with the Co-Op’s annual
report. Everyone is encouraged to
look over the report before the
meeting since the financial state-
ments in the report will be reviewed
during the business session. Direc-
tors, management, and employees
of GEC will be at the meeting to
answer any questions that members
may have concerning the Coopera-
tive,

The annual membership meeting
dates back to the very beginning of
Greenbelt Electric Cooperative.
The founding directors, back in
1938, felt the members should have
a specific opportunity each year to
learn more about their organization
and to participate in a forum in
which they could receive answers to
any questions concerning the
Cooperative. The directors felt the
annual meeting was so important to
the success of the Cooperative that
the bylaws of the Cooperative were
written to provide for such a meet-
ing.
Greenbelt Electric Cooperative
was established as a non-profit or-
ganization with its goal to bring
electricity to the rural communities
which were lighted by kerosene
lamps and heated by wood, and
places where water was pumped by
hand.

Before the Cooperative was es-
tablished, the existing power com-

panies refused to serve the rural
areas because they felt the expense
involved in building electric lines
would outweigh the return they
would receive in electricity sales.

Greenbelt Electric was created
when concerned rural people of the
area realized that if they were ever
to have electric service they would
have to provide it themselves.

Today, as when it was founded,
Greenbelt observes basic coopera-
tive principles in its operation:

* Each member, no matter the
amount of electricity purchased, is
entitled to one vote,

* Nonprofit operation with affor-
dable electric service to members is
the primary objective of the
Cooperative.

All members are encouraged to
mark their calendars today to be at
this year’s annual meeting April 27,
Without members’ involvement
and concern, Greenbelt Electric
cannot continue serving as it has
since 1938.

Bcrna.rd'me “Boots” Broussard of Angleton, Texas, spent ten years of

her life as a single girl at the Sabine Pass Lighthouse. :

Life in lighthouses wasn’t as beautiful and serene as romantic novelists
might have us think, though it wasn’t necessarily bad either. It all depended
on what the people you lived with were like. .

Mrs. Broussard moved to Sabine Pass with her parents, two sisters and
one brother in 1938. The lighthouse, however, was far older than that,
having been built by the federal government back in 1857. - ;

The lighthouse still stands just above the mouth of the Sabine River on
the Lousiana side of the channel. It is an octagonal red brick tower that
was whitewashed during all its years of service.

At the base of the tower stood a large apartment-like dwelling for the
keeper and his assistants, an oil house, a boathouse, and other outbuildings,
all of them up on wooden pilings above the surrounding marshes. “We had
three rooms,” Mrs. Broussard remembered, “living room, bedroom arnd
kitchen,” and these for a family with six members.

Every day one of the keepers and assistants went by boat across the river
to Sabine Pass, Texas, for groceries and mail, while all the children from
the light station went to school in the Texas town. Otherwise the people at
the lighthouse were isolated from all direct contact with anyone except for
visitors by boat.

“It was a lonely life,” Mrs. Broussard related. “My mother hated it. She
said it was so lonely. To pass the time she crocheted.”

The Broussard girls frequently walked to the end of the long wooden pier
from the lighthouse out into the Sabine River Channel, where the boathouse
was built. There they would sing song after song, their voices being audible
across on the Texas side.

“We'd go down to the end of the dock and sing all the songs we knew,”
she said. “"La Paloma’ was one of them; "Old Spinning Wheel’ was another.

"Let Me Call You Sweetheart’ was my mother’s favorite.”

CHS Dedicates Annual to
Renovation of Building

earbook themes are not often accurate in their representation of a

school year, but "New Beginnings," the theme of the 1990 Broncho, is
an exception. The 1989-1990 school year marks the embarkation of the
Clarendon Independent School District (formed in 1888) into its second
century of existence. As we celebrate our 101st anniversary this school year,
many fascinating things are occurring in our school system. The most
spectacular of which is the renovation of the old college building. The
Annual Staff feels that it is appropriate at this time to step back and reflect
on the history of the building that is the highlight of the year.

In 1908 the Methodist-Episcopal Church South (now First United
Methodist Church) of Clarendon constructed the building to house the
administration and class rooms of Clarendon College. The three-story
structure was a beautiful local landmark with brick columns and intricate
masonry work gracing its facade. Inside the auditorium, the building
sported a magnificent balcony above the regular seating area.

Clarendon College attained status as a full rank senior college in 1926
and existed as such for only one year. Then conflicts within the Methodist
Conference caused the endowment for Clarendon College to be given to
McMurry College in Abilene. The building and property were sold to the
Clarendon Independent School District, and Clarendon College opened as
a municipal junior college in the fall of 1927. Clarendon High School moved
into the building with the college the same year.

In June of 1941 Clarendon was hit by a tornado. The twister completely
demolished the third story and north wing of what is now the old gym
building. It also knocked down the east wall of the football stadium. At the
main building, the storm destroyed the top of the auditorium, ruined the
balcony within, and severely damaged the decorative masonry. Tragically,
despite some protests from the public, the balcony was not restored; and
what little remained of the masonry had to be removed. Thus, leaving the
building with a plain yet stately image.

The ag classes of the 55-56 school year sodded the school yard with
bermuda grass. Despite criticism by some locals that "nothing would grow
on that rocky hill," the grass did well and much of it remains today. The
following year, the ag classes planted trees and shrubs as a landscaping
project.

In January of 1962, the high school moved into a new building. The
college separated from the CISD that year and move to its modern campus
six years later. "Old Main" was left virtually vacant with the exception of the
band and a couple of other classes. During the next several years, the
building quickly began to deteriorate because of lack of maintenance.

The school reforms of Housebill 72 in 1984 created the need for more
classrooms in public schools. The school board considered demolishing
the old building to make way for new classrooms. Ultimately, however, they
tossed the idea aside because of the building’s sentimental value to ex-stu-
dents and its standing as a local landmark. The school board decided
instead to renovate the old building.
In late 1988, a demolition team began the gutting of the interior of the
building. By summer of 1989 construction of the building’s new steel
interior had begun. The project is expected to be completely finished in
about two weeks at this writing. It now contains such luxuries as: carpeted
class rooms, an elevator for handicapped individuals, a student lounge with
vending machines, a new auditorium with dressing rooms, and (best of all)
central heating and air-conditioning!
All of this creates quite a pal:a?ox for the laymen’s names for the school
buildings. Should the 1908 structure now be called the "new building" and
the 1962 structure the "old building;" or should it be the "new-new building"
and the "old-old building;" or should it be the "new-old building" and the

All Aboard the Nation’s

“Skinniest” State Park

Authentic steam engines make daily runs through the Texas State Rallroad, Texas'
“‘skinniest’’ state park. The park is dedicated to raliroading'’s golden age.

The whistle and chug of steam-
powered trains still echos in the
silence of East Texas’ Piney Woods,
thanks to a remarkable state park in
northeast Texas—the Texas State
Railroad.

Touted as the longest, skinniest
state park in the nation, the Texas
State Railroad makes daily 51-mile
round-trip excursions between Vic-
torian-style depots in the towns of
Rusk and Palestine. Five steam
engines pull restored passenger cars
dating back to the turn of the
century.

Built by the state in 1896 to service
an iron foundry and other industries
at the State Prison in Rusk, the line
was turned over to the Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department in 1972.

Today, it is a rolling historical park
dedicated to the preservation of
steam locomotives and railroading’s
golden age.

The Texas State Railroad crosses
30 bridges on its trek, winding
through pine and hardwood forests
and pastureland. Passengers see
birds, deer, wildflowers and precious
little civilization.

The train runs five days a week,
Thursday through Monday, begin-
ning Memorial Day. In the fall, it
operates on Saturday and Sunday
until closing for the winter in
November. Advance reservations are
recommended. In'Texas, call toll-
free 800/442-8951. Out-of-state,
214/683-2563. The office is open
seven days a week, 8 a.m. to 5 n.m.

Recycling Yard Wastes
Makes Ecological Sense

th landfill space at a prem-

ium, recycling yard wastes is
considered a sound environmental
alternative to conventional dump-
ing.

According to Lawn-Boy, a manu-
facturer of lawn care equipment,
grass clippings left on the lawn
while mowing are a source of
natural fertilizer. For the times
when you want té rake or
bag—when the grass is too long or
thick, around swimming pools, or
occasionally for appearance
sake—the company suggests using
the clippings, leaves and brush as a
mulch in garden or planting beds, or
to begin a home composting pro-
gram.

To get a mulch program started:

® Use a sharp mower blade to get
finer grass clippings and then bag
the clippings.

* Rent or purchase a chipper/
shredder for wood materials up to
one inch in diameter, or cut them
with hand tools.

* Consider using a leaf shredder
accessory and large capacity lu'f
bag for fall clean-up—Lawn-Boy’s
shredder, for example, reduces leaf
volume up to a ratio of 8-to-1—and
then bag the leaves or discharge
them on your lawn for a quick
winter mulch.

By spreading the mulch beneath
plants and between garden rows,
you can control weed growth and
increase water retention. The yard
wastes will work first as a mulch
and then as a soil enrichment as
decomposition proceeds.

NOTE: Grass which has been
treated with pesticides or weed
killer should not be used as mulch
immediately after mowing. Some of
these chemicals take six weeks to
break down, so compost treated
grass clippinis instead of using
them as mulch.

You can recycle yard wastes,
whether you bag the clippings or
use a mower mulching plate attach-
ment (inset).

If you have a garden, trees,
shrubs or even planter boxes, vou
can also make the natural choice to
compost. Composting is a biologlcal
process in which bacteria, over
time, break down plant tissue, with
the resulting organic material re-
turned to the soil. A

Here's how compost makes soil
healthier:

¢ The organic matter produced b
composting improves plant gro
by loosening heavy clay soils for
better root penetration; by improv-
ing the capacity of sandy soils to
hoﬁd water and nutrients; and by
adding essential nutrients to any
soil.

¢ Improving your soil produces
healthy plants which help clean the
air and conserve soil.

Fallen leaves, grass clipp::fs.
weeds and the remains of garden
plants can all be used as raw mate-
rials for composting. An inexpen-
sive, easy, non-polluting way to
compost is with a holding bin. A
four-foot by four-foot holding bin is
recommended to begin a compost
pile. The bin can made with
snow fence, woven wire, spaced
bricks (to allow air to circulate) or
wood. Prefabricated bins are also
available for purchase.

The bottom of the bin should be
open and situated on soil, not sod or
raving. As yard wastes are col-
ected, drop them into the holding
bin. Chopping all garden wastes or
running them through a shredding
machine will speed their compost-
ing. Turn the pile monthly so the
most decomposed material at the
bottom is brought to the top and
new clippings are shifted to the hot
bottom of the pile. Adding some
water each time speeds composting.
As the wastes decay, their volume
will reduce by about 70 percent. The
compost is ready to use when it is
dark and crumbly like rich soil.

If you can’t use your yard wastes,
Lawn-Boy suggests finding a neigh-
bor who can, or checking to see if
your community has a municipal
composting program that can use
