Lettef to Baird from
the Publisher

This is one of those all
purpose communications;
it’s a thank you, an apol-
0gy, an explanation and a
promise.

First of all, it is a sin-
cere expression of our
appreciation to those who
are subscribers, advertis-
ers and readers of the
Callahan County Star.
Though like so many, we
don’t say it often enough,
wedoappreciate our faith-
ful customers. (A little
confession might be ap-
propriate here: secretly,
we wish that the
newspapers name were
still the Baird Star, but it
was changed many years
ago by a previous owner.)

And then an apology for
the slip-ups, errors and
goofs that the paper has
suffered during an assort-
ment of local manage-
ments. The Starbecame a
part of our little group
back in the '80s, at the
end of what we all like to
recall as the “little boom”
era. We acquired the
paper because we and the
previous owner felt that
its best chance for sur-
vival would to be contin-
ued as a local, hometown
paper as apartofaunited
program. That wassound
thinking then, as it is
today, because in this day,
a small-town newspaper
cannot normally bear the
tremendous expense of a
press and other assorted
printing expenses alone.

The Star’s problem
evolved as a result of per-

sonnel who did not truly

have the “local spirit” and/
or the personal or profes-
sional qualifications to
make the grade as small-
town community newspa-
per editors. This is not to
say that all were unquali-
fied; just the opposite:
those who were, served
‘well and moved on to big-
gér thingsin their careers.
And corporate manage-
ment must also bear a
large share of the respon-
sibility in not more care-
fully evaluating some who
were sent to be the Star’s
editor. Perhaps our phi-
losophy, which is that
everyone is a “straight
arrow” until he or she
proves otherwise, didn't
always send the right
person for the right job.
Personnel mistakes were
made. Things happened
over which no one had
control.

An edi-
tor has to be mindful of
what is important to the
people for whom the pa-
per is being edited.

Right now we believe
we havein the young man
Lupe Garcia, a trained
journalist, who wants to
be the best Baird editor
he can be. He is truly
dedicated. He recognizes
thathehasmuch tolearn,
and is willing to labor in
this vineyard in order to
become proficient in ev-
ery area of the newspaper
business. We are im-
pressed with his enthusi-
asm, and though he, like
most of us, sometimes
stumbles overit, we would
be remiss torein himin or
put a halter on him. He's
made mistakes. He's oc-
casionally .left your ar-
ticlesout ofthe paper. But
he’s learning to be more
mindful of the little de-
tails, knowing that the big
ones will take care of
themselves.

And he has the team
spirit. He's willing to work
within the environment
that he finds himself. He
knows that tearing down

other individuals and/or
businesses through word
ordeed never elevates the
one doing the tearing one
iota. He knows that much
more can be accomplished
by recognizingand accept-
ing the frailties of others
without finger-pointing
and dwelling on the nega-
tives. To capitalize on the
positives is the young
man’s goal. He, like all of
us, must depend on his
readers and customers to
guide and direct him,
through encouragement
and motivation to provide
the sort of local paper we
all want.

For those who don’t know what water tubing 15, the
American Academy of Orthopaedic Surgeons deseribes 1t
as similar to water skiing. However, the participant sits on
a rubber inner tube pulled by a power boat.

Many of the injuries sustained by the water tubing
youngsters involve a glaring lack of respect for basic safe-
ty rules by the boat driver. As a result, children are injured
when the boat strikes a dock, for example, or when the boal
driver runs into shallow water or hits a submerged rock or
other object. The children may be thrown out and become
entangled in the tow rope, or be in danger of drowning if
they are not wearing life vests.

AUSTIN — State Reps. Harold
Dutton and Scott Hochberg, both
Houston Democrats, have filed
scparate bills that would make
public schools more accountable
for the academic progress of special
education students.

Included in the legislation are
provisions that would remove in-
centives for schools to place low-
achievers in special education pro-
grams.

“We have more kids being
pushed into special education for
the wrong reasons. More often
than not, it is a place where kids
are languishing in an educational
cesspool that forever labels and
stifles their educational progress,”
Dutton said.

The proposed laws would keep
school districts from routinely ex-
empting special education students
from state achievement tests. They
also would count special education
students’ scores in schools’ evalua-
tions.

Education’ Commissioner Mike
Moses believes special education
students should be tested and their
scores counted. “We need to get as
many children as possible in the
assessment system,” he said.

House Passes Tax Work-off Bill

Citizens 65 and older would be
able to work for school districts
to pay off their school property
tax, under legislation passed by the
Texas House last week.

The measure, sponsorcd by Rep.

school districts to contract with
older citizens who want to work of f
their tax debt at minimum wage.
The money earned is credited to
their property tax bills.

“School districts in many cases
have trouble finding people to do
certain jobs in schools,” McCall
was quoted in the Ausrin American-
Statesman.

“If a community has a concert
pianist and they are short in the
music department, they can bring
in a retired concert pianist to work
with the students.”

Auto Insurers Discriminate?

A study by the Austin-based
Center for Economic Justice says
insurance companies writing auto
policies for Texas drivers are
discriminating against low-income
and minority areas by forcing
residents to pay higher premiums.

And, the study says, the overall
rejection rate has increased and in-
surance availability worsened over
the past five years.

Insurance industry spokesman
Jerry Johns, in a report by
the Associated Press, said, “Any
allegations that this is a racial
or minority issue are absurd
and totally without foundation.
What apparently has occurred is
groups have cobblestoned numbers
together to prove what they want to
prove.”

Jim Davis, a spokesman for the
Texas Department of Insurance,
said the department recently estab-
lished a hotline for people who be-
lieve they have experienced insur-
ance discrimination by ZIP code,
also known as redlining.

Senate Approves Adoption Bill

The Texas Senate last week
approved a bill that would make
adoptions quicker, in some cases.

Sponsored by Sen. Judith Zaff-
irini, D-Laredo, the bill is aimed
at expediting adoptions of children
who have been removed from their
parents by the state because of
neglect or abuse.

They move from foster
home to foster home, and they age
out (turn 18) and they’re out on the
street,” Zaffirini said.

The bill also would create a
paternity registry, making it easier
to terminate the parental rights
of fathers who don’t claim their
babies and allow the infants to
be adopted, the Associated Press
reported.

Commission Merger Opposed

Gov. George W. Bush is op-
posed to a bill by Sen. David Cain,
D-Dallas, that would merge the
Public Utility Commission into the
Texas Railroad Commission. The
PUC regulates electric and tele-
phone utilities, while the Railroad
Commission regulates the state’s
oil and gas production, as well as
gas utilities.

Under the measure, which the
Senate State Affairs Committee
approved 10-3, the appointed three-
member PUC would be abolished
and its staff and duties taken
over by the Railroad Commission,
whose three members are elected.

“The governor is opposed to the
bill,” Karen Hughes, Gov. Bush's
communications director, said of
Cain’s bill.

But Charles Matthews, chairman
of Railroad Commission, said he
favors passage of the merger
legislation.

Other Capital Highlights

s The Texas General Land Office
said its annual spring sale of leases
on state land to explore for oil and
gas has collected $26.6 million, the
highest since 1964. A majority of
the lease bids were concentrated in
the coastal bay area and in the Gulf
of Mexico.

s The Texas Alcoholic Beverage
Commission this spring will use
undercover agents to reducc under-
age drinking at senior proms and
graduation events across the state.
Agency spokesman Rolando Garza
said agents will inspect 60 to 70
percent of the celebrations around
the statc and will step up under-
cover operations aimed at catching
minors who illegally buy alcohol

and vendors who illegally sell it.

$775,000. For example, say you received retire-
ment income of $195,000 in 1996. Since this was
$40,000 more than the threshold of $155,000, you
would havepaid a penalty ofup to $6,000 ($40,000
x 15%), plus regular income tax on the entire
amount. What happens if you receive the same
payout through 1997? You'll still pay regular
income tax, but the penalty will be waived.

No telling what that same guy
would have said had he been shopping
in Tokyo where — on average — that
same jug of milk sells for around $6 a
gallon. The fact is no one in the world
pays less of their disposable income for
food than Americans.
