Operation Lifesaver Urges
Caution At R.R. Crossings

of holiday celebration. Winter, however, is also the scason when
vehicle-train crashes significantly increase in Texas and the nation.

In each of the past ten years, December and January have been the
months with the highest number of highway-rail grade crossing crashes,
according to the Federal Railroad Administration (FRA). This sharp
increase deviates from other types of highway collisions which most fre-
quently occur during the summer, according to the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration.

“The increase in vehicle-train crash frequency during these months
may be attributed to more severe weather conditions, decreased daylight
hours, holiday traffic, increased drunk driving, but it’s hard to attribute to
one factor,” said Thomas D. Simpson, president of Operation Lifesaver,
Inc., a national non-profit, public education program dedicated to reducing
crashes, injurics and fatalitics at highway-rail grade crossings.

“Vehicle-train crashes are notably different than other accidents
involving motor vehicles in that they are eleven times more likely to result
in a fatality. Vehicle-train crashes are almost always preventable,” said
Simpson.

Every 90 minutes, on the average, a vehicle and train collide sonte-
where in the U S. Last year there were 579 people killed and 1,975 injured
in 4,910 grade crossing crashes according to the FRA.

Texas ranks number one in the nation for vehicle-train crashes. Last
ycar there were 486 crashes which resulted in 59 fatalitics and 196 injuries.
This year doesn’t promisc to be any better for Texas. FRA's preliminary
statistics for the first six months of 1993 indicate a five percent increase in
vehicle-train crashes and a 60 percent increase in fatalities in Texas com- °
pared to the same perioghin 1992.

* Never attempt to beat a train through the crossing. If it’s a tic, You

If you receive Social Security
and work, remember that you can
carn more money in 1994 before
your benefits are reduced. If you're
under 65, you can carn up to $8,040
next yeat with no reduction in
benefits. If your 65 to 69, you can
earn up to $11,160 in 1994 with no
reduction. If you're 70 or older,
there is no limit on your carnings.

If you receive benefits and
worked inn 193, you need to report
your carnings to Social Security be
April 15, 1994. The 1993 limits were
$7,680 for people under 65 and
$10,560 for people 65- 69.

Medicare and Hospice Care

When a Medicare
beneficiary needs hospice care for
aterminal illness, Medicare Hospi-
tal Insurance (Part A) may cover
the cost of the required services.
Home care, inpatient care-when
needed- and a number of other ser-
vices may be paid for under the
hospice benefits.

To receive this coverage, the
patient must meet three conditions:
(1) a physician certifies that the
patient is terminally ill-with a life
expectancy of six months or less if
the disease runs its normal course;
(2) the patient chooses to be cared
for by a hospice instead of using
standard Medicare benefits for the
terminal discase; and (3) care is
provided by a Medicare- par-
ticipating hospice program, The
approved hospice and the
beneficiary’s attending physician
must jointly establish the plan of
care. Medicare will pay almost the
entire cost of the following services
if they are provided by a Medicare-
approved hospice: physlclans ser-
vices; nursing services; drugs, in-
cluding outpatient drugs for pain
relief and symptom management;
short- term inpatient care, includ-
ing respite care; home health aide
and homemaker services; physical
therapy, occupational therapy, and
speech/language pathology, medi-
cal social services; counscling, in
cluding dictary advice; andmedwal
supplies and equipment.

Hints For Business Owners
Filing for SS

If you own your own business
and you're getting ready to retire,
Social Security has some hints to
help you prepare to file your claim
for benefits.

In taking your claim for
benefits, we will need to know
whether you'll be completely
retired or whether you plan to con-
tinue some involvement in the busi-
ness. To get all of your Social
Security retirement benefits, you
must retire, or at least reduce your
carnings below certain limits.
Otherwise, some-or all-of your
benefits will be withheld. Here's
how it goes: in 1994, if you are
under age 65, you can earn up to
$8,040. For every $2 you earn over
this limit, $1 is withheld from your
benefits., For people age 65-69, the
1994 limit is $11,160. For every $3
you earn over this limit, $1 is with-

held from your benefits. These

who work for wages and those who
are self employed. If you are age 70
or over, there are no limits.
When you work for wages, it’s easy
for us to determine whether you're
retired. Your earnings record tells
the whole story. But when you are
self-employed, it’s not as simple.
For example, if you decide to file
for benefits but continue to work
part-time in the business, you could
be in a position to control your
carnings. In that case, we probably
will ask you for additional informa-

tion-such as tax returns or cor-
porate records. This will help us to
decide whether you have reduced
your services in the business to
match the reduction in your in-
come. In other words, the income
you receive from the business must
match the work you do. You cannot
simply pay yourself a small salary to
stay under Social Security’s earn-

ings limits. When you file for Social
Security benefits, several situations
require additional information and
evidence to help us decide your
level of retirement. Additional
evidence would be necessary if you
are: (1) involved in a family busi-
ness or another family member is
assuming some, or all, of your
duties (2) continuing to render ser-
vices for the business at a reduced
rate of compensation (3) still the
owner, or part-time owner of busi-

ness and own stock in the business
(4)splitting wages with others
(dividing former salary between
you and your spouse or children,
for example).

Here’s an example of a situa-
tion that would require an exten-
sive interview and documentation
because the person is retiring from
his or her own business. Let’s say
Mr. Davenport owns and manages
a furniture store. His net profit was
$65,000 last year. He turns 62 in
1994 and plans to file for Social
Security retirement benefits. He
decides to incorporate the busi-
ness, naming his wife president, his
oldest son as vice-president, and
declare himself treasurer-paying
himself $8,000 so he will be under
Social Security’s carning limit. But
he intends to continue to control
and manage the business just as he
did before he incorporated. While
Mr. Davenport makes the arrange-
ments with the best of intentions,
only when he talks with Social
Security representative does he
lcam that his arrangements mybc

also reducing the services he
provides to the business. For-
tunately, Mr. Davenport talked to
Social Security before he had to file
amended tax reports and before we
would have had to make adjust-
ments to his Social Security record.
All of these actions could have
delayed the processing of his retire-
ment claim.

We encourage you to check
with us before filing for benefits to
make sure you are aware of the
documentation you will need for
the interview. Remember-you have
to “retire” to collect “tenrcment"

Heat Therapy Cools
Aches and Pains

(NAPS)—Heat up with a water
bottle to help minimize discomfort
from minor aches and pains.

Doctors often recommend ap-
plication of heat as an effective
way to bring relief from tight mus-
cles, arthritis pain, and menstrual
cramps. To help prevent injury,
heat can also be applied before an
athlete or “weekend athlete”

If an injury does occur, the
appropriate time to apply heat is
48 hours after the initial injury to
help the healing process and regain
flexibility. This delay ensures the
risk of internal bleeding is mini-
mal. Heat should not be applied to
an acute injury, such as a sprain,
