Some of the smaller conveniences 
of modern life seem so natural and 
ndispensable to us that it is not easy 
to think of. the time when people had 
to do without them. Yet less than 
a. hundre 1 year”* ago there was no gas 
in the houses o. the streets, and the 
only illumination was that of dingy 
oil lamps. .We now have not only 
mineral oils, which give a brilliant 
ilarne, but a!sc' electrieity and gas, 
and not only gs*, but self-lighting 
gas-fixtures. . FT ...

It is scarcely more than half a cen­
tury ago that matches were invented, 
and before them the flint and steel 
were used in lighting fires and lamps.

“ The first matches,” says an ex­
change, “ were about six inches long, 
capped with sulphur, and caught fire 
easily from the spark of the hint.' In 
1825, an elaborate apparatus called 
the ‘eupyrion’ was in general use in 
the cities. This was a large-mouthed 
bottle containing sulphuric acid, 
soaked in fibrous asbestos, and the 
matches, which were about two inches 
long and sold for twenty-five cents a 
box, were tipped with a chmical com­
bination of which chlorate of potash 
was the principle ingredient. When 
the end of the match was dipped into 
the acid and rapidly withdrawn hre 
was produced. But the acid was in­
convenient, the matches were likely 
to be spoiled by damp, and the 
eupyrion soon went out of use.

“ In 1832, the first friction match 
was made, and it was jokingly called 
a lucifer. Lucifers were substantially 
the same as our- present matches 
pulled through a piece of sandpaper* 
The only change since then has beeig 
altering it from a silent to a noisy 
match, and the invention of the safety 
fuse, which -vill ignite only when 
rubbbtt upon chetmalry---j|^ep£.^ud 
paper.” — Youths Companion.

A re W o m e n  Better Dressed  
than Men!

Liabilities for In jury to Patients 
D u rin g Operation.

The decision of Judge Me Adam, 
in a recent suit before the Marine 
Court of this city, brought by Thom­
as I. Kelly against the dentist Colton, 
to recover for injuries caused by al­
lowing a piece af tooth which wasbeing 
extracted, to dropdown the plaintiff’s 
throat while he was under the influ­
ence of laughing-gas, is one full of 
importance, not only to dentists but 
to general surgeons as well. It is 
for four week* thereafter the plain­
tiff was troubled with a cough until 
he finally expectorated the piece. 
The court held that while a patient 
was under the influence of an anaes­
thetic which deprived him of the use 
his faculties the operator was bound 
to exercise the highest professional 
skill and diligence to avoid every 
possible danger, and in this case it 
was the opinion of the court that the 
circumstances shown wore sufficient 
to carry the case to the jury on the 
question of negligence.

The judgment appealed from was 
in favor of the plaitiff for $500 dam­
ages, and this judgment was affirmed 
by the present decision.— Scientific 
American.

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D m r M ac.—Since rny last com- 
luieation we have had a taste of 

winter in Wisconsin, and after a year 
m thy “ ethereal mildness” of Texas 
it is very severe. There has been 
one flurry of snow and the ground is 
frozen hard. Overcoats, mittens and 
warm wraps generally are in order. 
W e hug the fire-side and long for a 
climate less adapted to the white bear 
«jnd the Esqumaux.

The past year has been a very pros 
perous one generally, in Wisconsin 
] never saw business as active here at 
this season of the year as now. Every 
one seems to be busy and hopeful, ex 
cept the inveterate croakers, a few of 
whom, I am sorry to say, still live. 
To their vision a panic is just visible 
above the business horizon. It is 
purely coming—they can smell the 
grease on the red hotaxios—and they 
warn everybody not to venture on 
board of any business craft. These 
fellows are always left at the depot 
with their thumbs in their mouths.

Large amounts nf money have been 
invested during the year in pine lands 
in Northern Wisconsin, whilst con­
siderable amounts arc slid locked up 
in pine lumber here awaiting a mar­
ket. This makes money a little scarce 
here just now. Crops have been good 
throughout tke state, but the farmers 
being in easy circumstances, have not 
yet commenced to move thir gram, 
i Owing to the heavy rains and the 
sudden freeze, the roids are horrible. 
W e notice large numbers of ladies 
and gentlemen about the cities here 
on horseback. One might, for a mo 
merit almost fancy himself in Texas, 
exceptgthat the horses are all large 
Kentcuky horses. They are fine look­
ing but not as nimble, graceful and 
easy riders as our Texas saddle hor­
ses. It .would be a good speculation 
to ship a car load or two of good sad­
dle horses up here. The only draw­
back would be the fact that our Texas 
horses do not remain sufficiently do­
cile when they become “ big fat.”

1 find that a number of parties fro/n 
Oshkosh and vicinity have gone to 
Texas and invested in the cattle busi­
ness. They are all doing well, and 
everybody is inquiring about the stock, 
raising business. The spirit of enter­
prise of this age is wonderful. There 
is general alarm felt by the mur y 
thoughtful throughout the conntr /, in 
view of the searcety of beef cattK 
here. All the beef cattle of the state 
are consumed and the butchers are 
now slaughtering the two-year-olds. 
Beef in the shops, so far as we, have 
observed, is thin and light, and shows 
but. very little fat. The beef-produc­
ing business is more susceptible of act­
ual calculation, as to the future, than 

any other business iiy the world.
The city of Oshkosh, our present 

home, has taken wonderful stride 
ahead during the past year. Street 
railways traverse the streets; a new 
Optra house is in process of construc­
tion; a large number of very fire resi_ 
d*nc«8 have been built, and the Wio. 
cousin Central Rail Road has extern 
ed itself from Neenah down through 
Oshkosh and Fond du Lac and thence 
}o Milwaukee. The main depot for 
our city in in the business center o 
town, and the probabilities are that a 
considerable business will be don- 
here by that road. Another road is 
n contemplation from our city to 
some point in Northern Wisconsin, 
making an outlet at this p int for the 
logs and lumber of the north.

This is quite a literary center, being 
the seat of the largest Normal School 
of the state, besides a good system oi 
welnconducted city schools and sev­
eral select schools and a large and well 
managed Business College. There 
have been several changes in the fac­
ulties of the Colleges of the State 
The serious difficulty at Appleton, in 
regard to the President of Lawrence 
University, resulted of Prof. Sawyer, 
the most prominent man in the faefc- 
ulty, retiring and he has taken a po­
sition in the faculty of the State Nor­
mal School here. He takes the po 
sition formerly occupied by Pnd’ 
Graham now State Superintendent 
of Public Instruction. Religiously 
there seems to be a complete and ter 
lille  deal lb. A dead ness, such a 
sharuie/.erized the middle ages, seems

t0 îave Hlkm upon the church. This 
is especially true in respect to the 
Methodist Church. Her membership 
has suffered.a serious decrease \\i '.the 
state during tbe past year, and there 
is a sad lack of ministers to supply he 
pulpits. A general feeling of dissat 
sfaction prevails among ministers and 
members and a manifest spirit of 
<Ts rust of men in power and authority 
in the church. In many cases  ̂ con­
gregations have diminished to alums 
nothing, and many of the leading 
and wealthy men have withdrawn 
from the church. What the final 
result will be none can tell.

T h e  F e e s  i n  t h e  P r e s i d e n t ’ s  

C a s e .— The public is at present being 
treated to a discussion about the fees 
of physicians and surgeons in con- 
nction with tho*e handl'd in by the 
attendants of President Garfield. It 
is obvious, says the Med. and Surg. 
Reporter, from the amount of money 
placed at the disposal of the commit­
tee, that Congress did not contem­
plate paying claims of any such 
magnitudes as have been put in. 
Probably the public also ave of this 
way of thinking. The total amount 
of the fees claimed by the physic.ia 
is §85,000, or, including the relativ 
claim, $110,000— considerably mor 
than $1,000 a day.

F in e  S h eep  C o m in g  to T e x ­
as.

N e w  Y o r k , Nov. 10.—'The steam­
ship Hermada which arrived here to­
day from Havre had on board fifty 
one sheep of the famous Rambouillet 
breed, some of which are worth over 
$500. This is the largest lot of this 
kind of sheep ever imported to the 
United States, and the only one im­
ported during the last thirty-eight 
years. These sheep are imported by 
Mansi Carp, of Texas, and notwith­
standing a hard voyage, they are in 
splendid condition.

One M ore Cattle C om pany.

A commercial dispatch to the Gal­
veston News, dated the 20th ins., 
says that uthe Francklyn Land and 
Cattle company (limited), capital, 
$2,000,000. President Charles G. 
Francklyn, of the Inman line of 
steamers, has just been chartered 
under the laws of the state of New 
York. They^have purchased, in round 
nugibers, 700,000 acres from the 
New York and Texas Land company 
(limited)— the International and 
Great Northern railroad Land com­
pany— at an average price of $1.25 
per acre. Lands are situated in Car- 
son, Gray and Hutchison counties. 
Their agent, Mr. B. B. Groome, of 
Louisville, Ky., is now in the Pan­
handle with posts, wire, etc., and a. 
force of men to fence the entire pur­
chase, and the immense tract is now 
being stocked with cattle. The con­
nection of the Inman line of the 
steamers with this enterprise indicates 
the intention to enter largely into the 
shipping of stock to England.”— Stock 
Journal.

The cattle business of South Amer- 
ca is ultimately destined to be an 
immense business. We see by the 
English papers that some of the ranch 
men from South America are buying 
Herefords in England. On the 8th 
of July Mr. E. Grassett, of Wetmore, 
sold to Messrs. Humphries & Daniels, 
of Rosario, South America, three 
choice Herefords. Mr. Daniels had 
been in England some time, and re­
turned to South America on the 9th 
of August. Mr. Grassett has been 
selling.Hercfords for a number of 
years for exportation to South Amer­
ica, lie having sold Mr. H. J. Stephens 
of Buenos Ayres, many valuable ani­
mals, and has shipped him as many 
as fifteen in the last two years. 
He has also shipped Herefords to 
Messrs. Strange & Smythies, of 
Rosario, South America. The pro­
duce of these cattle and the thrift of 
the cattle themselves is what has in­
fluenced Messrs. Humphries & Daniels 
to buy Herefords, as they had been 
using short-horns, but had concluded 
to use Herefords in the future.—
