if Filed in Houston 
Against Confractors-Union Group
With the filing of the anti­

trust suit in Houston June 15 In 
connection with the Contractors- 
Unlon conspiracy, Attorney Gen­
eral Will Wilson has once more 
gone to battle against a “public 
be damned” attitude.

Since he took office In 1857, 
Wilson has aimed legal guns a t 
Texas gamblers, quack doctors, 
and loan sharks.

“This suit probes a new fron­
tier In our economic system," 
Wilson said, “the area of collu­
sive agreements between a trade 
association and a union. Here 
a group of contractors worked 
through the union to exclude 
and punish their competitors."

The suit charges the South­
east Texas Chapter of the Na­
tional Electrical Contractors As­
sociation known as N. E. C. A. 
with a strong-arm, hand-hold­
ing friendship with the Inter­
national Brotherhood of Elec­
trical Workers. Local 718.

The alleged unholy alliance 
baked rich luclous pie of electri­
cal bids. The suit states the 
agreement between N.E.C.A. and 
the defendant contractors con­
trolled allocations of Jobs and 
bid Drlces for the Installation of 
electrical equipment.

The Attorney General charges 
that to insure the conslstant co­
operation of the union several o f ; 
the defendant contractors from) 
time to time, nald large sums of 
money to B. B. Morgan, the then 
business agent of local 716.

According to Morgan’s testi­
mony In the court of Inquiry 
held Anrll 6 In Houston, the con­
tractors held the pie knife and 
sliced generous portions. Bids 
were passed around to the con­
tractors In “good standing."

Morgan disclosed how he sab­
otaged electrical cpntractors 
who refused to go along with 
price fixing schemes. This sab­
otage was done by sending wlnos, 
drunks and otherwise Incompe­
tent electricians to work for "un­
cooperative contractors."

Assistant Attorney General 
Gordon Cass, head of the anti­
trust division, Bald the results of 
the Inquiry revealed a serious, 
vicious situation.

The attorney general’s Inves­
tigation began in April, 1958. af­
ter an outraged Houston citizen 
complained of belfig'skinned a- 
llve by the alleged conspirators 
A Houston school board member 
also voiced suspicions of school 
building bids.

As the evidence piled up, Cass 
and Joe Carroll, assistant attor­
ney general in the anti-trust di­
vision, led a 20 man platoon of 
assistants Into Houston. They 
swarmed Into offices of N.E.CA., 
Local 718, and then Into 15 con­
tractors to question Individuals 
and examine records.

This investigation resulted In 
the court inquiry where 31 wit­
nesses were subpoened as well as 
numerous records from the of­
fices of the electrical contrac­
tors.

Facts developed through the 
hearing are the basis for the an­
ti-trust suit. This Is similar to 
action taken last December &- 
gainst six Houston shell firms. 
They paid a $120,000 fine.

Penalties for anti-trust vio­
lation range from $50 to $1500 
fine for each day of violation.

The alleged conspiracy, dating 
back to 1951, operates in this 
manner, according to Cass.

For example: plans are an­
nounced for the building of a 
new public school. Date for bid­
ding Is set two or three weeks In 
advance. N.E.CA. has a bid de­
pository in the local bank. Forty 
eight hours before the bidding 
date, the contractors must re­
gister with the bid depository 
and only those who have regis­
tered can bid. This permitted N. 
E.CA. to know which contractors 
would bid forty eight hours In 
advance.

Twenty - four hours before the 
bid opening, contractors send in 
their actual bid.

"The registry gives the associ­
ation the inside Information re­
garding Identity of ; bidders,” 
Cass explains.

"The consplrarcy begins here 
because this is the time the con­
tractors decide who will get the 
bid. The rest cooperate by sub­
mitting a complementary bid, 
one higher than the earnest bid. 
Whoever submits the lowest bid 
to the depository gets the Job, 
but that is all cut and dried, be­
cause N.E.C.A. has decided who 
Is to be the lowest bidder."

Cass pointed out that If a'non- 
member contractor wants to bid, 
N.E.CA. finds out from the elec­
trical suppliers and’ the previous 
agreement goes out the  window.

Bids are then submitted a t a 
figure forcing the non-member 
to bid the Job on a non-profit 
basis," he concludes.

Gertie did not want to eat her 
feed Friday morning because 
Howard Lowe, her owner, had 
Just finished painting his new 
milk parlor where the registered 
Nubian goat and others like her 
produce milk for the retail mar­
ket.
"*Lowe held formal opening Sat­
urday at his goat dairy a mile 
south of Clyde and a half mile 
east on old U. S. 80. now called 
FM 18. He designed his facili­
ties so he can produce Grade A 
goat milk. Lowe says he knows 
of only two other systems of this 
sort In Texas.

The temperamental Gertie was 
just upholding her ancestor’s re­
putation for being fastidious 
eaters. The Nubian Is one of the 
best breeds for giving top quality 
milk, but they normally do not 
produce as much as the Swiss 
breeds. They are natives of 
Egypt and Ethiopia. The breed 
was Improved In England and 
Imported to the United States In 
1896. Lowe says of the six pro­
ducers he is now milking, the 
top one gives about a gallon a 
day. He has a couple of new 
members to his herd that have 
not come to top production yet, 
so his average runs about two 
quarts a day for each animal.

Besides the six producing does, 
he has 10 young does, two dry

much as the market will allow, 
and also produce animals to selL

Lowe, a former employee of 
Kraft Cheese In Oklahoma, be­
came Interested in the project 
last November. He feels a ready 
market awaits Grade A goat 
milk In the Abilene area. The 
milk Is a complex solution of 
colloids resulting In what many 
food experts term natures most 
perfect food. The delicate mol­
ecules are more easily digested 
because of their small asslmu- 
lated globules. Many doctors 
recommend the milk for babies, 
convalescents, and people with 
digestive trouble.

Grade A goat milk is produced 
under the same strict inspection 
laws that govern production of 
cow’s milk.

Lowe does not plan to pasteu­
rize his product because he feels 
It would defeat Its purpose by 
killing beneficial enzymes and 
alleviating vitamin C. Also the 
process would harm the milk 
taste. Since he Is going to re­
tail the milk in its raw form 
many cities will not let him put 
In retail outlets, but he believes 
most of his market will be a t the 
dairy anyway.

His herd has been tested for 
Brucellosis.

He feeds a special goat chow 
along with alfalfa hay.

He plans to use any unsold
does, and his herd buck. He milk for cheese making. Ice 
plans to expand the dairy as cream Is also In his plans.

A game warden’s life has Its 

excitement and dangers and he

But, according to the Director of 
Law Enforcement, Game and 
Fish Commission, many times 
this man to be envied has his 
moments of sorrow, moments 
that no one would want to 
share.

Each year hundreds of persons, 
Including many Innocent chil­
dren, are victims of one type of 
accident or another. “Our lakes, 
streams, rivers, bays, and beach­
es take their toll of sportsmen, 
swimmers, and boatmen every 
year,’’ said the Director, “usually 
because of carelessness.’’ 

Wardens stationed a t or near 
these lakes and other waters 
many times aid in rescuing vic­
tims of accidents and careless­
ness; They also help In the 
search for the less fortunate 
with grappling hooks. "The 
lifeless body of a small child, 
who only the day before played 
In the school yard, is not a pret­
ty sight," continued the Direc­
tor, “but this la a sight seen often 
by wardens."

The Humble warden said, "It 
tears my heart out to see a 
drowned child without a preser­
ver, a ch ild , th at had faith in 
someone who was supposed to 
be looking after him.”
