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Drought Takes Toll
On Texas Cotton

Texas Agriculture
Commissioner Rick
Perry reported that the
first production esti-
mates of cotton, corn,
sorghum and hay for
1998 show the severity
of the drought on Texas
agriculture.

Texas cotton produc-
tion is estimated at 3.1
million bales, down 40
percent from last year
and the smallest crop
since-1989. If the pro-
duction estimate holds
for the remainder of the
year, this would be the
fifth smallest crop in
the past 20 years.

“These numbers tell
just how severe this
drought has been and
the toll its taking on
agriculture and our
producers,” Perry said.
“Right now, we're look-
ing at almost 2 million
acres of cotton being
abandoned across Tex-
as because of the severe
conditions.”

Perry said that more
than 1 million acres

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alone were abandoned
on the Southern High
Plains, the state’s
largest cotton-produc-
ing area. Production in
this region is estimated
at 1.5 million bales,
down 43 percent from
last year.

The production fig-
ures are based on grow-
er surveys conducted by
the Texas Agricultural
Statistics Service arou-
nd Aug. 1.

Texas grain
sorghum production is
estimated at 59.2 mil-
lion cwt, down 43
percent from last year
and the smallest crop
since 1953. Although
statewide yields have
been cut by the drought,
Texas producers also
planted fewer acres of
sorghum this year.

Some producers who
lost their cotton replant-
ed to sorghum, but
Perry said that late-
planted acreage also

“failed.

Perry said that Texas

corn production is esti-
mated at 175.8 million
bushels, down 29 per-
cent from last year’s
record-high crop. The
average yield has
dropped bushels an
acres across Texas.

The continued drou-
ght has cut Texas hay
production in half.
Total production of all
hay is estimated at 5.3
million tons, down 51
percent from last year.

“With little or no
available pasture
across the state, our
producers have had to
rely on hay and supple-
mental feed for their
livestock. I'm remind-
ing producers to contact
the Texas Department
of Agriculture’s Hay
Hotline to get a list of
suppliers who have hay
for sale,” Perry said.

The telephone num-
ber for the department’s
Hay Hotline is 1-877-
429-1998.

“TDA continues to
work with the private
sector to get donated
hay delivered to pro-
ducers at no additional
cost to Texas taxpay-
rs,” Perry said.

Adopters are re-
quired to provide a fa-
cility with a minimum
of 400 square feet per
animal that is made of
protrusion-free materi-
als. The facility must
be a minimum of 6 feet
high for horses and 4
1/2 feet high for burros.
The facility must have
adequate access to feed,
water and shelter. Once
the animal is gentled,
it may be released into
a normal pasture set-
ting. A veterinarian
certification form, in-
cluded in the adopter
packet, must be signed
by a veterinarian to
certify that the appli-
cant’s facility meets
BLM’s minimum re-
quirements.

In order to transport
the animals from the
adoption site, adopters
must have a stocker
trailer with a covered
top and side swinging
gates. BLM crews sort,
halter and load the ani-
mal(s) onto the
adopter’s trailer.

The BLM has re-
sponsibility for 270
million acres of public
lands, mostly in the 11
western states. In 1971,
Congress assigned the
BLM with the steward-
ship of the wild horse
and burro populations
in addition to the their
existing role as stew-
ard of public lands. In
order to find good
homes for these ani-
mals, the Adopt-A-
Horse or Burro pro-
gram was created to
allow private citizens
the opportunity to adopt
a part of America’s her-

itage.

The sound of gun shots ina small

Arkansas town continue to ring like a bell—a bell that
tolls for four little girls and a dedicated teacher who put
herself in mortal danger to shield a fifth child from a
hail of bullets, unleashed, God help us, by a 13-year-old
boy and his 11-year-old pal.

But the bell sounds not only for the innocent dead in
Jonesboro. It also tolls for a nation that is turning its back
on the moral law it once cherished—a law written on
every human heart, yet unrecognized by many members
of the younger generation who have never heard abour it
from their elders.

Are we surprised at the spectacle of children killing
children? Are we shocked to open our newspapers, turn
on our TVs and look into the faces of a couple of Opie
and Beaver look-alikes charged with five counts of cap-
ital murder? Didn’t we see it coming?

DECEMBER 1997: A l4-year-old boy in Stamps,
Arkansas, allegedly fired sniper rounds outside his
school, wounding two students.’

MARCH 1998: In Dallas, Texas, four teenagers claiming
to be vampires went on a drug-crazed destruction spree,
vandalizing dozens of cars and homes, spray-painting
racial slurs and burning down the office and fellowship
hall of Bethany Lutheran Church.”

APRIL 1998: In Yonkers, New York, a 15-year-old girl,
upset that her teacher called her parents about her poor aca-
demic performance, attacked the pregnant instructor with a
hammer. The teacher suffered multiple skull fractures.”

APRIL 1998: In Indianapolis, Indiana, police have begun
random searches for weapons on school buses and in elemen-
tary schools after an 8-year-old boy allegedly pointed a gun at
a female classmate who was teasing him about his ears.”

APRIL 1998: Four tecnagers in Santa Cruz, California,
were arrested on charges of drugging an 11-vear-old girl

Are we surprised at the spectacle
of children killing children?

We should have known . . . should have anticipated . . .
that children who have watched thousands of murders
on prime-time television, followed the deadly exploits
of Dr. Kevorkian and been taught that there are no
moral absolutes, might come to see little harm in gun-
ning down their classmates.

Jonesboro marks a point of crisis, but one that is
hardly new or unique. What happened in this small
town in Arkansas symbolizes America in moral free fall,
America on a rapidly descending spiral, America with-
out God—an America that has forgotten what her
founding fathers meant when they warned that only a
virtuous people could remain free. If that statement is
accurate, and history has consistently validated it, then
we are living in the twilight of our liberty.

As always when a culture begins to unravel, 1t is the
youngest members who are most wounded and disturbed.
Consider the following reports of unspeakable crimes
committed not by hardened thugs, but by lost children:

SEPTEMBER 1995: A family made a wrong turn down a
street in Los Angeles and was subjected to a hail of gunfire
that killed their little girl. Gang members poured bullets
into the car for the sheer fun of it.’

NOVEMBER 1996: A teenage girl delivered a child in
a Delaware motel, then she and her boyfriend allegedly
beat the child to death, placed it in a plastic bag and
dropped it in a dumpster.’

JUNE 1997: A New Jersey teenager gave birth to her
baby in a bathroom stall at her high school prom. She
dropped the baby in the trash, then returned to the
dance floor, where she asked the band to play her
favorite song, “The Unforgiven.”’

OCTOBER 1997: A 16-year-old boy in Pearl,
Mississippi, allegedly slayed his mother, then went to
school and shot nine students, killing two, including his
former girlfriend.’

DECEMBER 1997: A young boy opened fire on a
prayer meeting at Heath High School in West Paducah,
Kentucky, killing three and wounding five of his classmates.’

women. And the list goes on. How much carnage must we
witness at our feet before we will raise our eyes to Heaven?

The American people know we are in a moral crisis.
According to a poll conducted by Luntz Research, 80 per-
cent believe immorality is our greatest problem as a
nation." But our leaders don’t seem to comprehend what
is happening. It’s time we all pulled together—Americans
of every political party and religious faith—to recover a
sense of what God wants us to do for our nation.

Let’s begin by giving priority to our children. In days
gone by, the culture acted to shield them from harmful
images and exploitation. Now it’s open season for even the
youngest among us.

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Amish Family Tackles West Texas

Cisco -- Ivan Peter-
sheim lives a lifestyle
that hasn’t been seen
for nearly 100 years,
even in the rugged,
dusty, wide-open spaces
of West Texas.

He has no car. No
television. No oven.

And, perhaps most
courageously, no air
conditioning.

Petersheim and his
family are Amish, and
they moved from
Pennsylvania to begin
a colony in a sparsely
populated area outside
Cisco, a town of 4,000
about 45 miles east of
Abilene.

Sol far, there are 14
residents, including
Petersheim’s parents,
three younger siblings
and another family, the
Johnathans. The fami-
lies live in three houses
on 15 acres owned by
Ivan. They gather
every Sunday to wor-
ship at the home of John
Petersheim, Ivan’s fa-
ther, who is a preacher.
They expect more
Amish families from
Pennsylvania to join
them soon.

Petersheim says they
were attracted to West
Texas by the promise of
cheap land, and lots of
it.

Ivan, his wife,
Sadies and their
daughters, ages 4 and 2,

they sell on occasional
trips to town. They
don’t make much
money from the items,
but they don’t need
much. They grow most
of their own food and
have few bills to pay.
Petersheim would not
disclose his age or
allow his family to be
photographed.

“ We felt this was the
kind of place where you
could be one with na-
ture,” Petersheim says.
“The land was nice
and we fell we can
make a good life here.
We welcome the chal-
lenge of living in na-
ture.’

But some Cisco resi-
dent fret that the
Petersheims will not be
able to conquer the
rough terrain without
assistance from the
20th century.

“This is Texas!
Sometimes it’s hard for
people to live out here in
the their houses with air
conditioning,” says

"Martha Carson, who

has lived in Cisco all of
her 89 years.

“lI remember a year
when half of a family
died because of heat one
summer, and the other
half died from cold that
winter . . . I think these
people could be in over
their heads.”

Petersheim, whose
muscular arms and
leathery skin are proof

heat, for example, the
Petersheims drink 10
glasses of water every
day.

“People have forgot-
ten how to live in na-
ture,” Petersheim says.
“The cowboys did it.
Many people have done
it. You have to learn
how to stop fighting na-
ture. All the things that
so many people have,
we don’t want.”

The trip from their
rural property to down-
town Cisco, which
would take 15 minutes
by car, takes the
Petersheims more than
two hours by horse and
buggy. Cars zoom past
on the highway.

“Sometimes I think
people in the (outside)
world move too fast,”
Petersheim muses.

Some Cisco resident
have decided to look out
for the family.

Yellow caution signs
with a silhouette of a
horse and buggy put
drivers on alert. And
Helen Gaeta, who
works at the Cisco
Chamber of Commerce,

routinely offers to
bring supplies the fam-
ily needs.

“They are wonder-
fully nice people and
we want to make sure
they survive out there,”
she says. “We are con-
stantly looking for
ways to make thing
easier for them without
