London, March 25.—The withdraw­
al of the nritlsh forces along the 
battle front In France was long ago 
planned In the event of the Germans 
attacking In great force. Thla an 
nounrement comes from the Urltlah 
front through the Associated Press 
correspondent, who describes the op­
eration of the British army as a 
masterly withdrawal, made possible 
by gallant shock troop* In the front 
lines who checked the advance of 
the Germans, while artillery, machine 
gun and rifle fire worked appalling 
slaughter among the masses of Ger­
man infantry as they were sent for 
ward, thus enabling the main body 
of the British troops to fall back de 
llberately and without confusion to 
the line of the Somme river.

This army, it is declared, has beer, 
conserved, and few counter-attacks 
have been made against the Ger­
mans. Where the British have storm­
ed the German's newly acquired po­
sitions they have driven them back 
But each mile of advance makes the 
bringing up of supplies to the Ger 
man artillery and Infantry more and 
more difficult, and unquestionably 
the British strategy as demonstrated 
since the beginning of the rreat at­
tack Is to let the enemy, so far ns 
he may, wear himself out against a 
powerful defense.

The town of Chauny. southwest of 
St. Quentin, situated on the road to 
Compiegne, the gateway to Paris, 
has been occupied by the Germans, 
and, according to the Berlin official 
communications. everywhere be­
tween the Somme and Oise rivers 
the Germans are pressing their ad­
vantage.

In addition to Chauny the Germans 
are claiming the capture of both Pe 
ronne and Ham. and to have In­
creased the number of prisoners tak­
en to more than 30.000. In addition 
to 600 guns and large stores of war 
materials.

It now has been definitely ascer­
tained that considerably more than a 
million Germans have been brought 

| to the western front In an endeavor 
to crush the British army holding 
the line from the region of Arras to 
tha south of St. Quentin.

It Is claimed also by the Germans 
that American and French regiments 
which were brought up to reinforce 
the British have been defeated, but 
no further Inforn^tlon than this 
mere statement has been vouch­
safed.

All Clocks to Be Moved Forward One 
Hour Last Night in This Month.

Washington.—The daylight saving 
bill has been signed by President 
Wilson. It puts all clocks forward 
an hour on the last Sunday in March 
and turns them back again the last 
Sunday in October.

The daylight saving plan will go 
into effect and be observed without 
the slightest disorganization or im­
pairment of existing conditions 
Trains will run as usual and every 
feature of dally Ufa Into which the 
element of time enters will remain 
unchanged.

Before retiring on the last Satur­
day of this month the American 
householder will set his clock an 
hour ahead and then may go to sleep 
and forget entirely about daylight 
saving until the last Saturday of Oc­
tober. On that date he wiU reverse 
the process, turning back the hands 
of the clock an hour, and the next 
day the nation again will run on b u s  
time.

Wood Wants Army of 4 or 5 Million.
Washington—.Back from e risk to 

the western battle front, Major Gen 
eral Iv^onard Wood. In a statement 
before tb* senate military committee, 
declared that allied military opinion 
la unanimous that the German offen­
sive will fall, and urged a great in­
crease to four or five million men— 
In Americas army. It was General

Prohibit Import of Various Articles.
Washington.—The first list of im­

ports to be prohibited entrance Into 
this country in an effort to conserve 
tonnage for prosecuting the wai baa 
been made public by the war trade 
board under authority of President 
Wilson's proclamation of Feb. 14, 
which put all imports under license.

Tlu* /re-iteet battle in this war or 
any other war is raging in France 
anil l he destiny of the world hangs 
in the balance It is Germany's 
last desperate effort to win the war, 
and it is inconceivable that Germany 
can win hut if they do it will be the 
darkest day in the world's history 
since the barbarians extinguished 
Roman civilization.

T hk Star was in error last week 
in stating that old Hindenburg had 
not started to Fans. He started 
Thursday, but the news did not reach 
thia country until late Friday. The 
German army has advanced 20 miles 
in s x days with a loss of perhaps 
over a half milli on urn and ne is at 
this writing. Wednesday, fifty miles 
from Fan*. It is estimated that 
the Germans lost twenty thousand 
men for every mile of territory gain­
ed, by the time they get to Paris the 
Kaiser will have one million four 
hundred thousand fewer men than he 
had the day he made his last drive 
for Paris Losses on both sides are 
heavy, hut Germans most, as they 
advanced in the open.

BATTLE RAGING

Last Thursday the great German 
drive, so long promised, began on 
the British front. The British army 
has given back about 20 miles at the 
gft?aif*t depth against the massed 
assau.ts of the German army but no 
where has the British line broken. 
The retirement was not unexpected 
as it is considered better to give 
ground than to attempt to suddenly 
stop a massed assault in overwhelm 
mg numbers, but nevertheless the 
retreat of the allied army is causing 
gieat anxiety in the allied nations, 
as so much is at stake.

Army officers in this country and 
Europe profess to believe thst it is 
impossible for the German army 
to reach Paris, but history teaches 
us that anything may happen in war.

We have an abiding faith that the 
allies will win in the battle eventual 
ly and that the hydra headed mon­
ster. Prussian militarism, will be 
crushed and the Huhenzallern fami. 
ly will fall with it. We believe this 
because the allies are fighting for 
freedom, liberty, right and right 
eousDcss against the worst form of a 
military despotism that ever curs, 
ed the w rid, but it is going to take 
every ounce of strength the allied 
nations can muster to win. even if the 
Kaiser is for a third time defeated 
in bis efforts to reach Paris.

We are up against tbe most dan­
gerous force ever organized to plun­
der and despoil the world. We 
must have no thought of losing, we 
must not lose; we cannot lose i f  all 
Americans will do their duty.

It  is the most critical time in tbe 
world's history and events will soon 
prove whether the war is to end soon 
or drag out for years. I f  the allies 
lose before Paris the war has just 
begun, because neither England or 
America will ever submit to he 
trampled opon by the iron heel of 
the crack brained German Kaiser.

Per­
haps In the mtnda of moot It la the 
holly that waa the bush from which
Christ’s crown of thorns earn#; Indeed 
holly la a shortened form of “holy." 
for the “holy tree" waa Ita aarty name. 
In Germany too the people call the 
holly Christdorn. In Cornwall It la 
called "Aunt Mary's Tree," “aunt" be­
ing a term of endearment there, and 
they believe the red herrtee of tbe hol­
ly stand for the blood drope of Christ. 
The purple spathe of the Jack-ln-the 
pulpit, known In England as “lords 
and Indies," marks where Christ’s 
blood also fell at tbe Crucifixion. Many 
flowers died of sorrow that night, hut 
the Jasmine merely folded Its leaves 
anil suffered Its pnln quietly. In the 
morning when It reopened, tt wns no 
longer pink, nnd that Is why It has 
never shown Its color since. The vio­
let droops heennsh the shndow of the 
Cross fell on It the day of the Cruci­
fixion. The anemone Is called In the 
Holy I.and the “blood drops o f Christ 
a name also given to the wall flower. 
Mnny who have visited the quaint old 
cemetery of 8t. Roch In New Orleans 
will recall the clover growing there, 
with n red henrt-shaped spot on the up­
per aide of the leaf, and how the chil­
dren who ask you to buy the plant, 
say this red spot Is “ Jesus’ blood.”

The hawthorn it was with which the 
mngples covered our Lord as he was 
resting in a wood from the pursuit of 
his enemies Just before the Crucifixion, 
which the swallows, the “fowls of 
God," removed as soon as his enemies 
had gone. Another bird who showed 
pity to our Lord at the time of his 
Crucifixion was the robin redbreast. 
Seeing him In pain from the thorns 
that were piercing his brow, It hov­
ered over his head, and as It plucked 
out a thom from the crown, our Sav­
ior’s sacred blood tinged its breast, 
and that is why it ts red now.

According to an old Spanish tradi­
tion. It Is the passion flower that climb­
ed the Cross nnd fastened itaelf about 
the boles mude In the wood by tbe 
nails that were driven through tbe 
bands and feet of our Savior. This 
was revealed to St. Francis of Assisi 
in one of his visions.

(Read Phil. 2:1-11.)
A  great many Sundny schools will 

probably omit the review l.-ason und 
devote the duy to some special Easter 
exercises. This practice we cannot 
wholly condemn, but we would urge 
every school to devote some time to a 
consideration of the lesson text.

Review Sunduv la dreaded by many 
superintendents, *but It Is a test of 
knowledge and skill In teaching, a* 
well as the character of work done dar­
ing the past throe months.

Some codemn Blble-school teaching 
hy comparing It disparagingly with 
that of the duy school without taking 
Into consideration the difference be­
tween paid and volunteer teachers, the 
limited time devoted to study, disci­
pline and other features. It Is mani­
festly unfair to Judge the Sunday 
achool by the same pedagogical stand­
ards as are applied to our public 
pcbools. The Sundny school deals with 
spiritual realities and not alone with 
moral Issnea. It Is a wonderful tea- 
tlmony to the blessing o f Ood that with 
«uch meager equipment, training and 
time at our disposal, the results cd the 
Sunday school are so wonderfully effec­
tive In the Christian development of 
*>ur country. With religious education 
legislated out o f our public-school sye- 
tem. almost entirely neglected In our 
homes, and not one family In five or 
six connected with the Christian 
church, this suggests a condition savor­
ing of cultured paganism. This ought 
not to discourage the Sunday-school 
worker, hut rather challenge him to 
greater concentration and more val* 
lunt endeavor.

I f  a review Is desired, summarize th« 
lessons by allowing twelve clnsscs or 
?wetv* persons to each bring In a brief 
llgest.

Lesson 1 gives us the testimony of 
John the Baptist concerning the one 
“mightier” thnn himself, "whose shoes 
he was not worthy to unloose.”  Les­
son 2 shows the Impeccability of Je- 
pus. In thnt he wns “ tempted In all 
points like as we are, yet without sin." 
Lesson 3 reveals him as the holy one 
3f  Ood. with power over unclean spir­
its and other clcknesses. Lesson 4 
phows ns Jesus as Savior who has 
power on enrth to forgive sins. I f  he 
be not the Son of God the worship of 
Jesus Is nothing less than psgnnlsm or 
Idolatry. Lesson S shows us Jesus as 
Lord of the Sabbath. Lesson *  as the 
Bon of Ood, not only In his healing 
power but In his authority over un­
clean spirits with power to delegate 
ihat authority to others. Lesson 7 
shows Jesus as the great teacher who 
will bring forth abundant fruit nnd 
eternal life. Lesson •  shows the mar­
velous germinal power of the divine 
seed. Lesson 9 shows Jesus ns tha 
Son of God. whom even the winds and 
the sea must obey. Lesson 10 shows 
us Jesus as the Son of Ood with power 
over death. Lesaon 11 shows us Jesus 
ns not only having authority over un­
clean spirits, but possessing power to 
Impart that authority to others, while 
Lesson 12 shows us his compassion 
upon the unshepherded multitude, nnd 
the exercise of his divine creative 
power In feeding them.

Of course such a review will he 
rapid nnd perhaps Incomplete, hut It 
will show that Jesua meets every situ 
ntlon and thnt his grace Is sufficient 
for all the conditions o f life. It will 
also show that his words communicate 
vitality to society but thnt their ef­
fectiveness depends upon the response 
which Ik accorded to them.

I f  a test- Is required of the pupils, a 
set o f questions covering the work of 
the quarter should be prepared and 
given to them a week In advance, 
from which a half dozen might be se­
lected 'for written review during the 
claaa hour. This Is no theoretical 
plan. The writer knows of many Sun­
day schools where written reviews are 
being successfully conducted.
