Dealer utterly lacking in sympathy for this part o f the country. T o  

turn down a native son for the ultimate benefit o f  an unfriendly stran­
ger, they say, would be a foolish performance.

T a ft is certain to be the choice o f  O hio for the Republican 
nomination, Vandenberg the choice o f  Michigan, Dewey the choice 
o f  N ew  York. Even Styles Bridges, who has not a chance to be 
nominated, will go to the Republican convention backed by his home 
State. In former times, Democratic aspirants have been similarly cir­
cumstanced. Alabam a’ s long stand for Underwood became historic. 
Missouri fought a losing fight for Clark in 1912 , for Reed in 1928. 
Georgia went, wittingly, to defeat for George in 1928. Texas backed 
Garner in 1932 , although he had fewer delegates in the nation than 
Roosevelt or A1 Smith.

But now, with a native Texan the only avowed candidate for 
the Democratic nomination, Texans are being asked, not only to re­
fuse him an endorsement, but to endorse a candidate who isn’t running 
A s  indications multiply that the proposed endorsee will not run, many 
third termers frankly state they wish to have Texas delivered to 
'Someone to be designated by the President.”  They don’ t pretend to 

know who that someone may b e ; anyone acceptable to the President 
will be satisfactory to them.

N ow  John N . Gamer might be defeated in Texas by some other 
Texan. He might be defeated here by Roosevelt. But if he can be 
defeated, on his native heath, by 'Someone to be designated by the 
President — a sort o f Masked Marvel or Mr. X — a great change has 
come over the spirit o f Texans.— Austin Daily Tribune.

AUSTIN —  Governor W. Lee 
O'Daniel. announcing his candi­
dacy for re-eJectlon this week, 
told the voters the governor's 
race this year is going to be 
a mere sideshow, and the big 
exciiemml was going to be over 
the eject Ion of 150 House mem- 
i.ers nnd 14 Senators.

COTTON AND FOOD 
STAMP PLAN TO 
BE EXPENDED

WASHINGTON —  Food and 
clothing stamp (plans will be ex­
panded by July 1 to supply sur­
plus food and clothing for near­
ly 2,000,000 persons on relief,
agriculture department officials 
said today.

Confident that a Senate-ap­
proved appropriation of $187,- 
000,000 to operate the (programs 
during the next fiscal year will 
pass the House, officials expect 
to put them Into operation in
100t or more cities by the end
of this fiscal year.

Officials said the food stamp 
plan, begun last May in Roches­
ter, N. Y., had proved ‘ ‘an un­
qualified success" and predicted 
a similar success for the cotton 
plan which will be started In 
Memphis, Tenn., on an experi­
mental basis about May 1.

The need for the new cotton 
plan, both because of the 12,- 
000,000 bale cotton surplus and1 
the demand for clothing by re-, 
lief families, Is fully as great as I 
thnt for the food plan, officials* 
said.

Other experimental operations 
by the end of June will be made 
In three or four cities yet to he 
selected, they said. More than 30 
cities have asked for the cotton 
plan, but officials will choose 
from those where administrative 
machinery has been set up for 
handling the food plan.

The food stamp plan now Is 
supplying approximately 1,200,- 
000 persons in 49 cities with 
more than 12,000,000 worth of 
free food a month. Twenty-one 
other cities have been selected 
for operations to start this 
month.

The cotton plan may be ex 
panded to include all food Btamp 
cities by next fall If its opera 
tlon In the experimental cities 
proves practical. Officials said a 
trial period of three or four 
months will be necessary.

Operation of the cotton stamp 
plan will be similar to that of 
the food plan. It differs In that 
food stamp purchasers pay $1.0 
for each $1.60 book of stamps 
whereas cotton stamp purchasers 
get $2.00 worth of Btamps for 
$ 1.00

COURSES NEEDED

The addition of several more 
courses to the Olarendon Junior 
College curricula would result 
in a much larger enrollment than 
the college now has, because the 
students would be able to get the 
courses that they desire here in­
stead of going to some other 
college.

A Junior College should be so 
constructed as to turn out com­
petent secretaries, stenographers, 
and bookkeepers,. To do this, 
the Business Administration De­
partment should be strengthened 
by the addition of a second year 
or shorthand, credit given tor 
typing, courses In use of mlmeo 
graph, muitlgraiph, and dicta­
phone.

Clarendon High School has a 
strong FFA Department. Many 
of these boys are Intensely inter 
eated in their FFA work and 
would like to continue it.

BIOLOGY INTERESTS 
COLLEGE STUDENTS

Biology is a whiz.
A strawberry isn't a berry.
But a watermellon is.

Biology Is the study or science 
of all llvng organisms Including 
both animals and plants. There 
are two main divisions in the 
study of biology; botany, which 
is the study of all plants, and 
zoology, which is the study of 
animals.

Plants are divided Into four 
divisions having a total of 246,- 
600 Individual kinds. Animals 
are divided into fourteen divis­
ions having a total of 894,730 in­
dividual kinds. This may give us 
an Idea not only of the number 
of species, but the greatest num­
ber of individuals in each spe­
cie.

Biology may be divided itno 
a series of subsciences. Some are;

1. Marphology —  the study of 
the form and structure of plants 
and animals. %

2. Physiology —  the study of 
the functions of organs and parts 
of animals.

3. Taxanomy —  the study of 
the classification of plants and 
animals.

Fly Traps Greatly 
Protect Cattle

COLLEGE STATION —  “ The 
horn flies were bad and the cat­
tle were nearly crazy. Out of 
the brush comes an old cow at a 
dead run. She heads for the trap, 
goes through it, and starts graz­
ing easy on the other side.”

That is an example of the 
stories going the roundB about 
the new horn fly trap designed 
by W. G. Bruce of the USDA 
Bureau of Entomology and Plant 
Quarantine, and tested experi­
mentally on several Texas 
ranches.

The trap resembles a carni­
val "crazy house ’ and is placed 
where cattle must pass through 
It on their way to water and in 
similar locations. ,

Weighted flaps knock off the 
flies and traps— placed to take 
advantage of the insect’s habit 
of flying to the side when dis­
turbed—catch them.

There has been no difficulty 
In familiarizing livestock with 
the trap. Once the flies become 
annoying, the cattle soon learn 
to make for the trap.

A list of materials and an 11 
lustration of the trap— which can 
be built from scrap material by 
anyone with tools —  may be 
obtained by writting to Cameron 
Slddall, entomologist of the Tex 
as A. & M. College Extension 
Service, College Station, Texas.

WHEAT LOANS MAY 
BE EXTENDED TO 
APRIL 30, ’41

DONLEY TO RE INCLUDED 
IN SECTION TO 
RECEIVE BENEFITS

COLLEGE STATION —  Loans 
on 449,000 bushels of farm-stor­
ed wheat in 27 Texas counties 
may be extended until April 30, 
1941.

Texas counties in which the 
loans may be extended are: 
Armstrong, Bailey, Brlsoe, Car- 
son. Castro. Dallam, Deaf Smith. 
Donley, Floyd, Gray, Hale, Hans­
ford. Hartley. Hemphill, Hutch­
inson, Lipscomb.

Ochiltree, Oldham, Parmer, Pot­
ter, Randall. Roberts, Sherman. 
Swisher, and Wheeler.

The extension will enable far­
mers having wheat under the 
loan In sections where 1940 win­

ter prospects are unfavorable to 
hold more of their 1939 crops, 
E. N. Holmgreen, state AAA ad­
ministrator. pointed out. Exten­
sion of the loan is available on 
farm-stored wheat only.

Under Commodity Credit Cor­
poration rulings, the adminis­
trator said. farm-stored loan 
wheat in Texas, other than in 
the 27 counties in which the 
loan may be extended, and all j 
warehouse-stored loan wheat will 
be taken over by the conporation j 
April 30 of this year. The wheat | 
will be pooled and sold, with the 
net proceeds, if any, over the! 
loan rate, carrying charges and 
other costs to be distributed a- 
mong producers on a flat per 
bushel basis.

No extension of loans will be 
made unless reinspection of the 
wheat and storage facilities 
shows the condition to be satis­
factory. Holmgreen said. Far­
mers wishing to extend their 
loans must notify their county 
ACA committees of their inten­
tions before April 30.

LIVESTOCK SHIPMENTS IN 
TEXAS DECREASED

AUSTIN —  Movement of Tex­
as livestock In February dropped 
16 per cent below the preceding 
year, totaling only 3.64 7 cars. 
University of Texas agricultural 
statisticians reported today.

Slackening of cattle shipments 
from 2.691 to 2.028 cars ac­
counted for the bulk of the loss. 
Dr. F. A. Buechel, assistant di­
rector of the Bureau of Business 
Research, explained.

Shipments of hogs dropped 
15.5 per rent to 591 cars.* hut 
calves and sheep shipments picked 
u,p. A total of 628 cars of calves 
moved, a gain of 4.7 per cent, 
while sheep movement totaled 
400 cars, up 20.8 per cent.
