Wag staff Enters 
Race for Congress

The Star has been authorized 
to announce the candidacy of R. 
M. (Bob) W’agstaff of Abilene 
for the office of Representative 
in Congress for the 17th District 
o f Texas.

Wagstaff is a leading attorney 
of Abilene, a graduate of Hard- 
in-Simmons University and the 
University of Texas I>aw School 
and a veteran of World War I. 
He represented his district in 
the 42nd and 43rd I.egislature8, 
being the author of much import­
ant legislation.

His wife is the former Texas 
Orms, whose father was the late 
G. W. Orms, for many years 
District Agent for A. &. M. Ex­
tension Service. The couple has 
two children, a girl and a boy.

WagstafCs record in the legis­
lature included the authorship of 
the oil and gus conservation 
statutes, which were sponsored 
by the independent oil operators 
of this district and were passed 
through the legislature over the 
opposition of several major oil 
companies. 'These conservation 
statutes have been judicially con­
strued and upheld by all courts, 
including the Supretne Court of 
the United States.

Other laws which Wagstaff 
sponsored were the Water Prio­
rity Act, the law which gives 
cities and towns and farmers and 
ranchmen full priority to use 
of the waters of the West Texas 
streams in preference to utilities 
companies and hydro-electric pro- 
ject.s; the Confederate Pension 
Transfer Act of 1931, under 
which excees funds of the high­
way department were transferred 
to the Confederate Pension fund, 
with provisions for later repay­
ment, so as to make the Confed­
erate pensions payable at a time 
when the pension fund was ex­
hausted; and the first act setting 
aside the Big Ben Park as a 
state park.

W’agstaff also took a promin­
ent part in the legislation af- 
fectng Hucation. He supported 
the legislature which raised the 
per capita payments in 1933 from 
$7.50 to $17.50. He was also 
the author of the law changing 
the method of leasin f̂ the public 
school lands for oil and gas. 
which act provided for the selling 
of oil and gas leases by com­
petitive bids. This act has re­
sulted in the permanent school 
fund receiving many millions of 
dollars additiq^^al as bonus for 
oil and gas leases.

He took a leading part in the 
passage of the act for the as- 
suniption of the county road 

! bon«ls. He was chairman of the 
j sub-committee of the Highway 
and Motor Traffic Committee 

I which wrote tl^ act. and was a 
■ member of the conference com- 
j mittee which prepared the final 
i act, which was adopted by the 
legislature. As a result, the 
state took over the payment of 
the out.standing indehte<lnes8 of 
the counties, insurred for the 
building of state highways.

“ High level of prices for pro­
ducts of farms and ranches is 
the most important issue affect­
ing the prosperity of this dis­
trict.’’ says the candidate in his 
platform. Declaring that for 
seventy-five years all the power 
and influence of the national gov­
ernment as been used to benefit 
Industrial and Manufacturing 
areas of the nation at the ex­
pense of the Agricultural regions, 
he stresses his support of fair­
ness and justice for farmers and 
ranchers.

points as refreshers
1. There is still time for plant­

ing sweet corn in home gardens. 
The smart gardeners will plant 
one or two rows now and then 
wait for thirty days and make a 
second planting This will keep 
the supply of fresh roasting ears 
flowing onto the table over a long 
period of time. The loana or 
Golden Ci;oss Bantam varieties are 
the best choice. When the plants 
have reached knee-high, start re­
moving the suckers to give the 
main stalk all the plant food, and 
increase the size of the one to 
three ears that will develop on it.

2. Some gardeners plant ve­
getables in the same spot every 
year. It is a good idea to rotate 
all vegetables to different rows 
each year and w’here ever possi­
ble a different garden spot, parti­
cularly in cases of root rot trou­
ble. All vegetable seed before 
planting should be treated with 
one of the seed treatment mater­
ials. For amounts or kinds to 
use write the County Agent or 
the Home Demonstration Agent

3. Tomatoes: Don’t rush the
season with small, spindly plants. 
Wait until you can get plants 
seven or eight inches In height, 
wdth large stocky bodies When 
the plants are set out, put two
tablespoonsful of 5-10-5 commerc­
ial fertilizer in a gallon of w’ater 
and pour a number 2 tomato can 
full of this solution around
each plant as it is being set out 
or soon thereafter. The Rutgers. 
Margodle, or Prichard varieties 
are good because they are re­
sistant to wilt. Do not put the 
plants this year in the same rows 
where they grew last season. Go 
to the onnoslte side of the garden 
if possible.

The plane is said 
to have about ninety-three per 
cent of the capacity of a railroad 
car.

MA.XIMUM PR()I)l ( TK)N 
OF PEANUTS URGED

In view of the present food 
situation si^cial efforts should 
he made to increase peanut yields 
per acre, according to E. A. Mil­
ler, agronomist for the A. and 
M. College Extension Service. 
Peanuts rank high in food value 
and there is a big need for full 
production.

Several things are necessary 
for maximum production:

At least 25 to 30 pounds of 
shelled seed or 45 to 60 pounds 
of unshelled seed should be plant­
ed per acre. A good stand is 
necessary for good production, 
and it doesn’t pay to economize 
on seed.

The shelled seed should be 
chemically treated to insure good 
germination. The treatment pro­
tects the seed against molds and 
fungi in the soil. At the Steph- 
enville Experiment Sub-Station 
shelled seed treated with three 
ounces of two per cent ceresan 
gave u three year average stand 
of 73̂ 8 per cent as compared with 
22.9 per cent stand from un­
treated seed. Arasan and sper- 
gon also increased germination 
considerably and may be used at 
the same rate as two per cent 
ceresan, but ceresan gave the 
most oustanding results. Five 
per cent ceresan should not be 
used as it has seriously injured 
the seed in previous experiments.

At the Stephenville station 200 
pounds of 4-12-4 produced the 
highest average yield of nuts and 
hay and gave the highest net 
profit over cost of fertilizer— 
$13.88 per acre. The next re­
sults were obained from 180 
pounds of 20 percent superphos­
phate—$12.32 increased profit 
per acre,

DEPENDS UPON MEN
‘ ‘Good Govornmint" is .something that everybody praises, 

desip : and d-fend., but what various individuals mean by 
the t: rm, “ gcxxl Government,” is not always the same 
thing.

Occa. ionally, a .siH*aker comes out with the ob.servation 
that “ giKxl Government” is impossible under existing 
forms, but we are inclined to believe that, in es.sence, 
‘ ‘good Government” depends upon an intelligent citizen­
ship and officials who are efficient and incorruptible. In 
brief, "g(KxI Government” is a product of good men and 
women rather than of a particular framework of govern­
ment.

TheoreticHlly, government justifies itself when it serves 
the interests of the governed. As it is impo.ssible to have 
any form of government which plea.ses everybody, a 
government is consid- red good when it happens to suit a 
large majority of its citizen;. It is bad when it acts 
contrary to the wishes of a di.stinct majority.

A government, however, cannot function properly by 
giving unrestrained expression to the wishes, desires and 
interests of a mere majority. There must be a recogni­
tion of the rights of the existing minority and a scrupulous 
regard for constitutional and legal principles designed to 
protect them from the tyranny of a majority.

One of the faults of moilem political adminstrations is 
the tendency of majorities to ride roughshod over the legal 
right.  ̂ of minorities. This is evident, we think, in the deter­
mined drive of various majorities to compel minorities to 
conform to the wishes of the majority. In some instance.s, 
of course, it is neces.sar>' if government is to function prop­
erly, but there is a wide field of human activity in which 
insistence upon too much uniformity amounts to an un- 
justifieil usurpation of minority rights.

High Wages Popular
There is »uch a thing at opprei- 

tion; I have teen it in China, There 
w such a thing at exploiUtion of 
l a b o r — ignorant labor. But it's fool­
hardy to miitreat workers in a 
modem American factory. If an 
employer should try holding wages 
down to fatten hit own bank ac­
count, hit customers would all favor 
higher pay for hit workers because 
(in such a case) it could be done 
without boosting prices.

In most cates, when waget ad­
vance prices have to advance to 
cover the expense. There it no 
other way to raise wages except by 
boosting prices unleti the prices al­
ready In force are fictitious and 
unfair, which compeUtion seldom 
permits. Cuitomers object to wage 
increases only when they call for 
price increases to cover them. Even 
then.

prtate and economically sound even 
^^en prices kove to be raised Im­
mediately to cover them. Boosting 
prices to pay better waget it good 
business, up to a point. But vhai 
point? Up to the point that John Q. 
Public get* slow about buying. So 
long at volume can stay laage, the 
price it sound. When volume drop* 
off and price* have to be boosted to 
pay for the blunder, that’* unsound.

THE QUESTION OF 
PLANT FOOD

Since the problem of what com­
mercial fertilizer to use on which 
vegetables often raised, J. F. 
Rosbrough, horticulturist for the 
Texas A. and M. College Exten­
sion Service, offers the following 
suggestions on the subject.

Commercial fertilizer that are 
available from most seed stores 
are 4-12-4, 5-10-5, and 6-8-4. For 
the leafy vegetables such as let­
tuce, mustard, kale and spinach, 
Mr. Rosbrough advises 6-8-4 be­
cause the higher percentage of 
nitrogen will stimulate rapid 
growth of the folige. For root 
crops such as beets, carrots, ra­
dishes and turnips, a 4-12-4 mix­
ture is probably bests For to­
matoes and peppers as well us 
eggplant. 5-10-6 mixture is re­
commended. If only one fertiliz­
er is to be used for all vegetab­
les, a 5-10-5 would be the best 
choice;

In applying fertilizer, the pro­
per rate is five pounds p^r 100 
feet of row space. The fertilizer 
should be thoroughly mixed with 
the soil before the seed are 
planted. Where vegetables al­
ready have bt'en planted, fertilizer 
may be used as a side dressing. 
In side dressing, take the corner 
of the hoe and 0|>en the furrow 
three to four inches deep on 
either side of the young growing 
vegetables. Sprinkle the fert­
ilizer in the furrow, then mix it 
with the soil and refill the fur­
row. To make cucumbers “grow 
like magic,” a side dressing of 
6-10-6 will do the job.

After the plants have begun to 
grow and have reached the 
height of 12 to 18 inches, a 
second furrow toward the ends of 
the ■ runners with an application 
of three to four pounds aiiditional 
fertilizer will keep them coming.

j A campaign to raise $12,000,-
000 for an organized attack on 
cancer, the second most formid­
able natural killer of mankind, 
has been launched by the Amer­
ican Cancer Society and Bresiilent 
Truman has designated the month

I of April as Cancer Cotrol Month.
It is pointed out that forty per 

cent of the money rai.sed will 
go to the national program, most­
ly for coordinated research, while 

' sixty per cent will be used for 
local  ̂ programs of education, ser­
vice and research. The fact that 
cancer kills 175,000 Americans 
every year, or one each three 

! minutes, and that the disease 
took the lives of 607,000 Ameri­
cans during the war, as compared 
with the 294.000 dead or missing 
in combat, illustrates the neces­
sity for some concerted campaign.

The nationAl chairman of the 
campaign, Eric A. Johnston, savs 
that the American peop'e should 
understand that thirty to fifty 
I>er cent of all cancer cases can 
lie cured, on the basis of pre«ent- 
dav knowledge, if the disease is 
established in its early stages. 
Surgerv and radiation, or a com­
bination of the two, effects a cure 
of at least thirty per cent of the 
cancer case-< that are detected in 

j the early curable stage. He 
points out. however, that even

; facilities for diagnosis and treat­
ment.”

The overwintering area of the 
screwworm fly for the past wint­
er was restricted to approximate­
ly TO per cent of normal, or 50 

I per cent of last year’s areas, ac- 
I cording to the Bureau of Entom- 
I ology and Plant Quarantine,
I Uvalde, Texas. The area was 
j south of a line from Comstock 
I to Camp Wowl. Thence to Kings- 
I ville on the Gulf Coast.
] The population for the adult 
j fly in this restricted area was 
; approximately 80 per cent of 
I normal for the first half of 
March and was extremely spot­
ted. A very restricted area in 
the West Nueces Valley had 160 
per cent of average adults for 
this period—a reflection of the 
exteremely high population of 
the fly in this area for Novem­
ber. 1945.

Prospects for late spring and 
early summer is that the fly will 
appear from two weeks to a 
month later in the eastern area 
than normal; from one to two 
month* later in the western area 
than normal; and in less num­
bers than usual.

Blowfly populations are deve­
loping rather rapidly and in local 
areas have built up extremely 
high populations. They are  ̂at­
tacking dehorned cattle and Inng- 
wool snoep— mostly on the lower 
Rio Grande plain and Western 
Escarpment areas.
