mals can be worked into present
day land use without reducing
the economic returns from the
land. Practical methods of game
habitat improvement which can
be applied to similar ranges un-
der private management will be
developed. According.to the Exe-
cutive Secretary these areas will
also provide refuges to insure the

preservation of certain game
species,
Restoration and maintenance

of soil fertility for the best pro-
duction of agricultural products
as well as wildlife will be an im-
portant part of the program.

Trained game men will live on
the areas and will maintain close
cooperation with the Seil Con-
servation Service, the United
States Department of Agricul-
ture, the Forest Service and oth-
er land use agencies as well as
schools and colleges.

This coordination will give the
Commission the benefit of spec-
jalized knowledge. In return it
will enable the cooperators to

study at first hand the progress
of the program.

Another important function of
these management preserves will
be to spread game into adjoining
ranges. According to the Execu-
tive Secretary some game species
will be trapped and moved to
suitable ranges where in time
they may provide better hunting
for sportsmen. Some of these
areas may also be developed to
provide important resting sites
for migratory waterfowl.

The Executive Secretary fur-
ther stated that landowners and
sportsmen would be invited to
visit the areas and see at first
hand what is being done through
management fo increase our
game supplies. Thus, they may
learn practical game manage-
ment methods which may be ap-
plied on their own properties or
on areas where they hunt.

You may even pick up a watc!
with a second hand and count the
number of thumps you feel in
that pulse in a minute. The aver-
age adult pulse rate is around 72
beats per minute but averages al-
s0 run ail the way from 50 tot 90
beats, depending upon the age,
circumstances, exercise, diges-
tion, emotional disturbances and
even excitement such as taking
your own pulse.

When the heart contracts, you
feel the reaction in the arteries
such as the pulse there in the
nck, in the temple, in the wrists
or any other blood vessel that lies
or
There’s a lot more
feeling the pulse than the mere
count, however. When your doc-
wr feels your wrist he's also
checking on the nature of the pul-
sation, the feel of the artery, the
rhythm of the beat. Sometimes
you might think you .fegl .two

beats when oniy one long drawn-
out beat was really there.

With that pulsation in your
wrist, maybe your doctor at the
same time listens to the sounds of
your heart. He's expecting to get
a lubb-dubb, lubb-dubb, lubb-
dubb, sort of thing, over and over
in the same rhythm, the same
tone, the same slightly louder
lub than the higher pitched dubb.

Your heart is two pumps, work-
ing simultaneously. The left side
of the heart pumps oxygen-laden
blood into the big artery that tak-
es it to all the organs of the body.
The right side of the heart re-
ceives the blood that has been to
all those organs and comes back
impure. The blood goes inta the
top of the right side of the heart,
called the right auricle, through
a valve into the bottom of the
right side of the heart, called the
right ventricle. When the right
ventricle gets enough blood to be
full, it closes that yvalve from ihie
auricle above so no more blood

the lubb sound.

Then the right ventricle emp-
ties the blood into the pulmonary
artery, the blood vessel to the
lung, and after the blood has left
the ventricle it closes the bottom
valve; this is when you get the
dubb sound.

The blood goes through the
lungs, leaving the carbon dioxide
there aand picking up oxygen.
Then it goes over to the top of
the left side of the heart, the left
auricle, and enters the left' ven-
tricle from there. When the left
ventricle is full of blood, it closes
that valve from the left auricle,
at the same time that the right
ventricle is closing its valve. If
those two valves don't close at
the same time, your doctor hears
an extra sound in his stethoscope,
a sound that can best be describ-
ed as T-lubb - - dubb. ’

From the left wventricle the
blood goes down into the great
aitery that leads it to the circuit
of the body and as the leit ven-
tricle is emptied, you feel the re-
action in your pulse, that bottom
valve goes down and you have

A valve that
doesn’t open wide enough will
end up as a “Efff” or blowing
sound.

So you can see there are all
kinds of different versions of
melodies that your heart can beat
out, Some of the variations from
the basic beat can mean trouble
and some don’t mean much of
anvthing.

checking the heart is the taking
of the blood pressure. Your doc-
tor pumps air into that cuff a-
round your arm until he hears no

e |sound from the stethoscope he's

applied just below that cuff. Then
he siarts letting the air out. When
the air goes out, the column of
that mercury in the box by your
arm starts going down. At the
moment that the doctor hears a
slight click in the stethoscope he
notices*what the reading ig on the
mercury column. That is, roughly
speaking, the highest pressure at
which #blood flows through your
vessels.

Your doctor keeps listening un-
til there is no more noise in the
stethoscope and notices at what
point the mercury column stands
when the sound dies out.
number makes the lowest point at
which the blood flows and usual-
ly stands around 80 after ado-
lescence.

The high point, called systole
pressure, will normally run 110 to
140, going up about . 20 'points
higher in elderly people.
