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1953 CROP PRODUCTION GOALS
ANNOUNCED FOR TEXAS

The 1953 production goals for
spring-seeded crops in Texas re-
flect the need for more grain and
forage crops and less cotton and
wheat. If the goals are attained,
says H. M. Breedlove, County
Agent, total agricultural produc-
tion must continue at a high level
and would equal or exceed last
year's output.

The largest increase—92 per-
cent—is for grain sorghums for
grain. The acreage goal is 5,150,-
000 acres, says Breedlove. The
goal for all sorghums which in-
cludes those used for forage such
as hay and silage and for grain
has been raised 22 percent above
last year’s figure to 7,385,000
acres. The corn goal has been in-
creased to 2,500,000 acres or 9
percent above the 1952 acreage.
The goal for tame or planted hay
crops has been increased by 5 per
cent and stands at 1,400,000 acres,

These increases, points out
Breedlove are urgently needed to
restore the depleted stocks of
grain and roughage feeds because
of the drouth and reduced plant-
ings in the state during the past
two years. Unusually large quan-
tities of hay have had to come
from other states, says Breedlove,
to help meet the demands for

The goals are carried to the
farmers through the State and
County Mobilization Committees,

Other 1953 goals for Texas
spring-seeded crops include rice,
550,000 acres, a decrease of 1 per-
cent from last year; sudan for
seed, 27,700 acres, an increase of

32 percent and sweet potatces
38,000 acres.
Breedlove urges farmers to

plan spring planting schedules in
accordance with the goals pro-
gram and to utilize abandoned
wheat acreage — should moisture
deficiencies make this necessary

HIHG-PURITY LIMESTONE
DISCOVERED IN REEF
NEAR MARBLE FALLS
_ AUSTIN — An _estimated six
million tons of high-purity lime-
stone has been discovered in a
reef south of Marble Falls, Uni-
versity of Texsa geologists report.

Dr. Virgil E. Barnes and his
Bureau of Economic Geology
associates made the discovery
while studying geology of the
Marble Falls area. The stone is
a good source of lime for the
chemical industry and is excep-
tionally pure, comparing favor-
ably with deposits in Virginia,
Missouri and Illinois.

A Bureau bulletin gives details
of the limestone’s distribution
and chemical content.

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Texas’ Growing

Water Problem
(Writien Dec. 7, 1952)

Here is a basic fact!

The future of our state depends
upon how we use or mis-use our
soil and water resources, Today,
as never before, ® water has be-
come Tekas' greatest economic
need. The amount available in the
coming years will control the
growth and wealth of Texas.

This fact has been brought
home to us in a forceable manner
during the past two years. We
have experienced one of the hard-
est drouths in our history, We had
no control over this disaster, but

it cost millions oi dollars, just
the same.
Lack of rain is no longer the

concern of just the farmer. Our
cities have felt the pinch by re-
duced supplies of underground
and surface water. This year,
some cities in West Texas were at
times only seven days away from
a bone-dry lake bed which meant
their municipal supply was ex-
hausted. Even cities the size of
Dallas were endangered.

This situation occurs all too
frequently in scattered sections of
the state. It was more apparent
this year because it was more
widespread. As our urban popula-
tion ~increases, the problem will
become even more acute unless
we take steps to prevent it.

The Texas Legislature has been
working for a solution since early
in this century when it establish-
ed the old State Levee and Drain-
age Board. It has made numerous

attempts to establish ‘a practical
water and control program since
then, but none have met with any
large degree of success,

Next year when the Legislature
meets, the water problem will be
a top item on the agenda, Pro-
grams have been suggesied which
are similar to the proration of oil,
There are plenty - of snags and
vigorous opposition 1n  such a
plan for water—just as there were
for oil., ¢

A lot of oil was wasted and the
oil market crashed before prop-
erty owners were convinced that
proration was necessary, Our
water supply is extremely low
now-—and it, too, is exhaustable.

Fortunately, water can be re«
plenished. We must 'look far
enough ahead to plan measures
which will replace our supply,
both on the surface and under-
ground. But since the situation is
acute now, it may be decided by
the Legislature that statutory re-
striction is necessary to preserve
water in the state—Released by
the Texas Dept. of Agriculture.

Gov. Shivers Says

School Teachers
Need More Pay

FINDING THE MONEY
IS THE BIG PROBLEM

(NOTE: The Governor of Texas
says our school teachers must
have a cost-of-living increase in
pay. The problem is finding the
money. His plan, as presented to
the Legislature recently, will be
outlined in a series of articles of
which this is the first.)

By ALLAN SHIVERS
Governor of Texas

The public school system is a
subject close to the hearts of all
of us. .

We want to see our schools
rank among the best in the na-
tion. To have good schools, we
must have good teachers.

And to keep good teachers we
must pay them decent salaries.

The lot of Texas teachers has
improved considerably sinte 1949,
when the Legislature installed a
new system popularly Known as
the “Gilmer-Aikin program.” But
inflation has wiped out some of
their financial gains.

Texas teachers must have cost-
of-living salary raises. There is
hardly anyone who disagrees. 1
have listed this as one of the
netessities faced by the 53rd
Legislature now in session at
Austin.

As Governor, I have to ask a
couple of questions—and you, as
citizens and taxpayers,
do the same:

How much,

Who pays it?

There isn’t enough state money
in sight for next year to cover
salary increases for our 55,000
teachers. Thus we will either
have to raise more money, or re-
distribute what we have or do
both.

The plan I suggested for the
Legislature’s consideration had
something of both factors in it. Tt
would mean, in effect, that (1)
some state funds now going to
make rich school districts richer
would be spread among the less
fortunate schools of the state, and

(2) the local districts would be
asked to pay the same proportion

need to !

of the total Gilmer-Aikin pro-
gram expense as they did when
the program was started in 1949,

Before T explain this plan in
more detail, a couple of terms
need to be defined.

The “available school fund”
consists of money dedicated by
the comstitution and statutes to
the public schools and distributed
by the State on the basis of scho-
lastic-age population. This is the
familiar “per capita apportion-
ment.” At present this payment is
$68 a year per student.

The “minimum foundation
fund” was set up by the Gilmer-
Aikin program in 1949 to equalize
educational opportumtles through
out the State. This Gilmer-Aikin
plan, a great milestone of pro-
gress, provides money for school
districts on a basis of need. The
more prosperous districts get no
Gilmer-Aikin assistance at all.
Poor districts receive -sufficient
amounts from this fund to main-
tain a “minimum standard’ pro-
gram,

These two funds represent en-
tirtly different kinds of aid. The
State’s school finance pants have
two pockets.

What can we do now to raise
the teachers and yet avoid an in-
crease in State taxes?

Obviously, it would help if
some of the excess payments now
going to certain districts by “per
capita” allocation could be given
instead to districts that really
need the money. Then we would
not be continuing to enrich a few
districts out of one State pocket
while we spend millions of dol-
lars from another pocket to keep
needy schools up to decent stand-
ards. Some of the money from the
luxury pocket belongs in. the
necessity pocket.

The per capita payment auto-
matically would be lowered from
$68 to about $58 per student if we
would go back to a strict inter-
pretation of the State Constitu-
tion. Actually, about $15 million
is going into the “available school
fund” now from taxes not so
earmarked by the Constitution.
That is a generous situation ex-
cept, as I indicated before, the
extra money goes into the wrong
pocket. I think this $15 million
ought to be reallocated to the
Gilmer-Aikin pocket.

What else can we do? We can

restore the former one-to-three
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balance between local and state
support of the Gilmer-Aikin pro-
gram. That one -to-three ratio was
considered fair in 1949 when the
program went inio operation. At
that time $45 million represented
a fourth of the Gilmer-Aikin cost.
But the school districts are sti
paying the same $45 million an~
nually—while the cost of the pro-
gram has risen steadily. The State
has been making up the differ-
ence. I think the old ratio of one
local dollar to every three State
dollars ought to be reinstituted.

In this connection, let me quote
from the annual report of the
State Board of Education:

“It is highly important that an
appropriate balance be maintain-
ed between local and State sup-
port of the public school system.
The mainienance of a proper bhal-
ance between State and local fi-
nancing of the public school pro-
gram will help insure the con-
tinuation of local control of pub-
lic schools.”

The Board evidently believes
that local control cannot be main-
tained unless proper local support
is maintained. We face the same
problem at the State level when
we accept too much “easy” money
from Washington. We find that
Washington wants to tell us how
to spend the money.

I don’t want to see any weaken-
ing of local control of our public
schools. The school is too close to
home to be controlled by any-
one besides the homefolks.

(Next week Governor Shivers
will describe in move detail some
of the problems that must be
overcome to put Texas public
school financing on a sound
basis.)
