On September 1, 1946, the U. S. Dept. of
Agriculture reported that in the entire country there
were 356 million pounds of meat stocks in cold stor-
age. That is a lot of pounds. But actually it is the
lowest on record for that date . . . and compares with
626 million a year ago and a 631-million average for
1941-1945. Here in America we eat about 50 million
pounds of meat a day, so the September 1 supply of
meat in cold storage was barely enough to fi us for
