Texas Cities Shruld 
Have The Right 
To Levy Taxes

A U S T I N  (Special) — Texas 
Cities should have the right to 
levy taxes without intervention 
from the State, according to State 
Representative Elbert Reeves of 
Matador.

Reeves made the statement 
shortly after tossing House Bill 
758 into the committee “hopper”, 
which was one of the representa­
tive’s last bills during the first 60 
days of “Free time”. Since March 
13, all bills must have a four- 
fifths majority of the House to be 
introduced.

"My House Bill 758 is not to 
raise city taxes, but to allow 
cities to work out their own 
financial problems,” he said.

State Dictates To Cities
During this 53rd Legislature 

laws have been made that forced 
cities to raise the salaries of em­
ployees, and other obligations 
have been forced upon them 
without the State offering any 
means of financing such actions, 
the legislator pointed out.

At present, even without the 
additional obligations forced 
upon them by the State, cities are

having serious, financial troubles. 
This does not only pertain to the 
metropolitan cities, but to towns 
and villages as well.

In a report to the 53rd Legisla­
ture, the Texas Legislative Coun­
cil, composed of lawmakers from 
both the House and Senate, re­
commends that more taxing pow­
er be given to cities. At present 
the State is forcing a centralized 
control upon cities by assumption 
of more and more responsibility 
for arising taxes to support the 
local units of government and 
control of their programs, ac­
cording to the report.

Would Give Local Power
“I am sincerely interested in 

returning the power of local tax­
ation back to local people,” Reev­
es added. "And my bill simply 
offers this power to municipali­
ties."

The state of Pennsylvania has 
had similar legislation for some­
time, and has found that it great­
ly aided in local problems and 
their finance.

New Uses For 
By-Products

After a lifetime of faithful 
productivity in the dairy barn. 
Old Bossy now mjght wind up as 
a vital component of the new 
plastic curtains in your kitchen. 
And the porker in your pigpen 
might conceivably be a part of 
your next tablecloth.

It’s all because of a new deve­
lopment in which specially treat­
ed inedible animal fats and 
vegetable oils can be used as 
plasticizing agents in the manu­
facture of new plastic products. 
Hence, the garden vegetables of 
today may be the garden hose of 
tomorrow. Or today’s farm ani­
mals can be tomorrow’s farm 
implements.

Sounds fantastic?? It’s really 
very simple, according to Dr. 
G. E. Hilbert, industrial chemist 
of Philadelphia. The acid portion 
of the inedible fat is treated with 
hydrogen peroxide in such a way 
that a specially oxidized oil re­
sults. This oil is used as a soften­
ing agent in plastic manufactur­
ing.

Some of the final products of 
this research are plastic floor tile, 
drapes, tablecloths, table place 
mats, upholstery material and 
refrigerator gaskets.

In some cases, this new pro­
duct is superior to previous 

afternoon with Mrs. Lacy Noble.1 agents. It is especially valuable

for chlorjlne-containing plastics, 
shielding them from discolora­
tion and weakening caused by 
hydrochloric a^iu. This apid forms 
when plastic is exposed to heat 
or sunlight. And, unlike other 
modifiers, the new plasticizer 
does not make the final product 
opaque or hazy.

This new utility of inedible 
animal fats represents a forward 
step in the battle to find uses for 
the acute fat surpluses. Animal 
fats are by-products of the meat 
packing industry and the sur­
plus has increased rapidly. Hil­
bert says this burdensome over­
flow amounted to approximately 
700 million pounds in 1953.

The discovery also will be use­
ful in case of full-scale war pro­
duction. Plastics can serve as 
metal and rubber replacements 
for many essential military needs. 
Since the supply of plasticizers is 
usually low in wartime, modified 
fats and oils prepared by the 
new process may relieve this 
shortage.

One thing is certain—in a way, 
it gives Old Bossy a new lease on 
life. Reincarnation, so to speak.

Schools Holding 
Civil Defense 
Safety Drills

AUSTIN—A large majority of 
school systems in the Panhandle 
are now holding regular civil 
defense safety drills and are 
working to perfect other defense 
measures, a survey recently com­
pleted reveals.

A total of 39 school systems in 
the area reported that complete 
disaster drills are held regularly, 
while five more reported partial 
ones. Only six said that no safety 
drills are held.

Also, 37 school systems said 
that safety education is a regular 
part of their programs, and an­
other 13 systems reported that 
partial safety programs are now 
underway.

And with an eye toward the 
rigors of our atomic age and the 
world situation, every school 
which took part in the survey 
with only one exception reported 
that some form of citizenship

training is being given students 
now. Many of these include 
mental hygiene, conservation oi 
resources and other activities 
aimed at helping the stale's civil 
defense and disaster relief pro­
gram.

A number of the school systems 
are going even further with their 
civil defense set-ups by designat­
ing safety areas for school build­
ings, making evaluations to de­
termine what natural disasters 
are most likely to occur, and by 
appointing civil defense coordi­
nators.

The survey was a cooperative 
project of the State Division of 
Defense and Disaster Relief and 
the Texas Education Agency. It 
was carried out on a state-wide 
basis and broken down into 16 
districts.

meeting, which will be a steak 
supper. Hoyle will provide re­
newal and prospect cards and 
membership kits to Ihe workers. 
Each worker will be given cards 
on farmers in his community. 
The renewal cards contain infor­
mation on expiration dates of 
present or past members and the 
other cards are for prospective 
new members.

A report meeting will be held 
at the same place one week from 
the night of the kick-off supper 
At that time, the community 
membership chairmen will report 
on the results of the drive in 
their respective communities.

Holly Wood, president of the 
Donley County Farm Bureau, 
stressed the need for a 
farm organization—one that the 
fanners can use effectively to 
gain a fair share of the national 
income.

"Our farm prices are on the 
decline, but the prices of things 
that we must buy are rising 
steadily,” the local fann leader 
said. “We can correct that situ­
ation only by self-help, and the 
Farm Bureau organization is the 
tool that we can use to get the job 
done. It is a voluntary and inde­
pendent organization of, by, and 
for the farmers, and the ranchers. 
Policies are determined demo­
cratically, and every one in the 
organization has an opportunity 
to voice his opinion.”

To illustrate the value of the I 
Farm Bureau to farmers, Wood | 
pointed to the legislative work, 
being carried on in the state

refund. H. B. 388, which was in­
troduced by Rep. James W. 
Yanqy of Houston, would take 
away one-fourth of the refund on 
the non-highway gasoline tax.

This is but one of the issues 
where the Fann Bureau is look­
ing out for the interests of the 
fanners. Wood said. During the 
last legislative session—two years 
ago—the Texas Farm Bureau 
Federation not only defeated an 
attempt to take away all of the 
tractor gas refund, but was also

instrumental in saving the rural1 
road program and the county 
road bond assumption monies. 
Before that hectic session was 
over, the farmers and ranchers of 
Texas had also pushed through a 
natural gas tax bill which is still 
being fought in the courts.

Farm Bureau also is busily en­
gaged in looking after less con­
troversial problems the county 
president said. These include bet­
ter seed, herbicide, insecticide, 
pink bollworm control laws and 
many others.

AUSTIN (Special)—In an ef­
fort to clear up some misunder­
standings of House Bill 16 and 
Senate Bill 7, which were pro­
posed to place a minimum natur­
al gas price at the wellhead of 
producers in the Hugoton * and 
Panhandle Field of northwest 
Texas, State Representative El­
bert Reeves of Matador, pointed 
out the following:
1. The two bills are definitely not 
tax measures; of course, there is 
at present a 5.72 per cent tax on 
production valuation, and if a’ 
uniform price was set, compar­
able to Oklahoma and Kansas 
which are located in the same 
field, it would increase the tax 
—but only as much as the valua­
tion of production was increased.

2. These bills were designed to 
aid the small producer and roy­
alty owners; this legislation 
would simply require pipeline 
companies (most of which are 
out of state) to pay a reasonable 
price to producers and royalty 
owners.

3. House Bill 16 and Senate 
Bill 7 are definitely not price­
fixing measures. They propose a 
conservation plan that would 
guard against loss and waste of 
West Texas natural gas. Okla­
homa has had a similar law for 
sometime and since it raised the 
price of natural gas to approxi­
mately 10 cents per thousand 
cubic feet, pipeline companies 
bypassed part of the Hugoton 
and Panhandle Field and came 
on down to West Texas where 
they could buy natural gas as low 
as 2.6 m.c.f. In doing this the 
out-of-state companies are virtu­
ally draining the Panhandle

field of its natural gas — at a 
ridiculously low price. 
v"#‘VWso, fWMwo bills are defi­
nitely not contract breaking, as
they would only authorize the 
Texas Railroad Commission to 
place h minimum price on natur­
al gas comparable to that of 
Oklahoma and Kansas, who 
share the same Hugoton and 
Panhandle Field. This, at pres­
ent, could be classed as an acute 
emergency.

“I believe that H. B. 16 and 
S. B. 7 are truly local bills, which 
if passed, would benefit our peo­
ple. Some consumers have be­
come unduly alarmed iver the 
proposed minimum natural gas 
price. They seem to believe this 
would skyrocket gas prices they 
are now paying, but what they 
don’t realize is that setting a 
minimum natural gas price at 
the wellhead would not neces­
sarily raise the present consumer 
price—and even if it did it would 
be very slight. Another fact that 
these consumers overlook is that 
West Texas exports about 96 per 
cent of all of its natural gas in 
this field — meaning that con­
sumers would only bear about 4

per cent of the increase," Reeves 
said.

Faced with its largest budget 
in history, the Texas Legislature
cannot turn its eyes from any 
Source of revenue, and especially 
one that rightfully belongs to its 
people, he added.

Reeves stated that the legisla­
tors who are sponsoring the 
passing of the bills are interest­
ed only in getting West Texas 
producers and royalty owners a 
reasonable amount of money for 
their natural gas.

It seems that economy forces 
are in control of both houses, and 
that they will keep the appropria­
tions \>il 1 down to the amount of 
revenue the state can expect to 
receive during the next two 
years.

The House and Senate differed 
on the amount that should he ap 
propriated. The House said $160 
million, while the Senate put the 
figure at $166rmillion.

The bill approved by the sen­
ate would include pay raises for 
.-.tate employees and college 
teachers.

When House and Senate failed 
to agree, the appropriations bill 
went to a conference committee, 
composed of economy-minded 
members representing both 
houses.

Hope for a quick stack of blue 

chips faded when three pipeline 
companies appealed to the State 
Supreme Court their case against 
the gathering tax on natural gas.

The tax was passed by the last 
legislature and has been in the 
courts ever since. The Third 
Court of Civil Appeals ruled last

month that the tax is valid.
If the supreme court rules 

against the pipeline companies, it 
is expected that they will carry 
the case to the U. S. S u p rem e 
Court.

CyVciitui Aiiau shivers and 
others had urged the companies 
to drop the suit and thereby per­
mit the state to use the tax mon­
ey already paid under protest, 
as well as the million dollars plus 
that is being collected monthly.

If the pipeline tax should be 
declared invalid, the Legislature 
will doubtless pass another one, 
inasmuch as it has already dem­
onstrated its intention of levying 
this kind of tax.

Pâ r Scale Heart 
Of This Problem

By Charles H. Tennyson
(First in a series of three arti­

cles on the needs of our schools, 
written by the executive secre­
tary, Texas State Teachers As­
sociation.)

BECAUSE O U R  SCHOOLS
have "oeen gaining pupils and los­
ing teachers, the No. 1 need of 
public education in Texas at the 
moment is more teachers. Con­
servative estimates indicate that 
by 1960 we will need 11,000 more 
teachers than we have now. At 
the same time our enrollments 
are growing, the number of 
teachei-s ' is actually decreasing. 
About 4,000 teachers quit the pro­
fession each year.

Texas colleges and universities 
are training about 4.000 teachers 
a year. But the public schools 
actually get about 2.000. What 
happens to the other 2,000?

Our present schedule says the 
public schools must pay the be­
ginning teacher with a college

degree a minimum of $2,403* a 
year. Business and industry of­
fer these same people from $3,000 
to $3,600 a year.

If you ware just (scauuaiing 
from college with a degree in 
education, would you go into 
teaching for $2,403 or into busi­
ness for $3,600? About half of the 
college graduates who are train­
ed to teach go into business.

OUR SCHOOLS ARE NOW
using a ’number of substandard 
teachers. Some classes have had 
as many as five different teach­
ers during this school year. Quali­
fied commercial teachers are es­
pecially hard to find in many 
areas. Many typing teachers have 
quit teaching to take jobs as civil 
service typists — at beginning 
salaries of $2,750 usually, with 
automatic raises of $80 a year 
every eighteen months. Civil ser­
vice stenographers usually start 
at $2,950 even though no college 
training is necessary for these 
positions.

You would be surprised at how 
many fofmer school teachers are 
doing common, ordinary jobs that 
require no college training. We
know of some who arc delivering 
milk, driving bread trucks, work­
ing as waitresses and doing 
manual labor. They would rather 
teach school but they can not 
make enough money teaching to 
maintain a reasonable standard 
of living.

Some schools had to delay the 
opening of their fall terms last 
September because they were 
unable to get enough teachers. In 
a recent survey, many school 
superintendents explained why 
they had been forced to employ 
substandard teachers. A typical

Piped to Other States

AUSTIN—State Representative 
Elbert Reeves, of Matador, has 
joinA other West Texas legisla­
tors in a fight to place a 10-cent 
minimum natural ggs price at the 
•well-heads of West Texas’ fabu­
lous number of producers. The 
price would be on the natural 
gas piped to other states that is 
now in the main being used for 
industrial purposes.

House Bill No. 16, which in­
cludes the price-raise, was creat­
ed by West Texas legislators Guy 
Hablett, Granger Mdlhany, Bill 
Andie, Sam Wohlford and Leroy 
Saul, and will be a companion 
bill to Sen. Grady Hazelwood’s 
gas price bill, S.B. 7.

Reeves pointed out that, at 

present in the Panhandle and 
Hugoton fields l«y?a!ed in 10 Pan­
handle counties, gas is bought, to 
be pined in other states, at a price 
a$ low as 2.6 cents per thousand 
cubic feet, while in the same 
fields, which extend into Okla­
homa and Kansas, the same com­
panies have to pay approximately 
10 cents m.c.f.

It is not just the fact that Tex­
as is losing millions of dollars by 
not already having a higher na­
tural gas trice, but thousands of 
gallons of hydrocarbons are wast­
ed, which could be used in this- 
time of emergency, the repre­
sentative declared.

“Some states are buying and 
storing our ‘cheap’ natural gas 
that we will buy back in the fu­
ture if we don’t create some 
means of conservation immed­
iately,” Reeves said.

natural gas is that these o(h er 
states export 00 per cent of all of 
tlm gas West Texas produces, and 
a mere 2 per cent is used by the 
consuming public here in our 
area, which means that by plac­
ing a minimum price at the well­
heads, Texas would gain thous­
ands of dollars of tax money that 
rightfully belongs tp our people,” 
he added. •

Of course, we, who are favor­
ing the minimum price increase, 
know that the consuming public 
will have to pay their share of the 
gas they use, but this change 
would be slightly noticed. And at 
the same time, companies from 
other states who are buying our 
natural gas would also pay thfir 
“fair price” thus allowing a high 
increase in State revenue that 
could be used for various needed 
projects in West Texas, Reeves 
commented.
