Began Sept. 8, 1940 and ended
two weeks later,
every minute of it too) when|
daughter Esther was returning |
home to Hot Springs, N. M. after
a short visit with us.

West of Hereford we visited
daughter’s old friends, the Law-
rence family. He showed us his
farm, He waters from a well, and
had as good feed and other crops
as one would wish to see. Then to
Melrose, N. M. and to bed at 9:30.

The next morning every thing
was new to me, as I had never
been west of this town, and had
breakfast at Ft. Sumner on the
Pecos River. Land here is watered
from the Alamogordo reservoir,
The salt lakes was new to me.
There is quite a few lakes that
have salt several inches deep in

(and I spent‘

places, and farther on we came
to the bean country, and at
Mountainair they seem to grow

extra well.

At East Vaughn, we pickod up
an old friend of daughter’s, Mrs,
Mae Miller, who proved to h( in-
teresting, lively and an intelligent
person.

Then came to view the Rio
Grande. Just why this river was
called the Rio Grande no one
seems to know, but the man who
named it. Perhaps the discoverer
came upon it on a rainy day in
the wet season, surely not on such
a day as I first saw it.

At this point we enfered the
main road, No. 85 from Albuquer-
que to EI Paso. On this road you
will see things you do not see in
Texas, for passing us was an oil
truck that was so long I could not
keep from asking questions about
it. I found that, as the driver ex-

plained, he could not drive it to

El Paso, but had to stop at the
state line, where another man
brought the gas, in small loads,

(the Texas way) and there he
loads his truck with 4,647 gallons
of gas, and back to Albuquerque.

Then to Hot Springs at 5 p. m.
This town seems to have been
built about 12 inches oo close to
the ground, for when they get a
“good” rain, the water will run in
the houses, but it does not rain

A trip to the great divide—went
with Curtis to deliver a truck load

Continental divide. The sun had
disappeared when we arrived,
and we found the men in their
tents with fire in their stoves.
