Graham pointed out that the
law brings the responsibility of
soil and water conservation dis-
tricts more sharply into focus,
stipulating that ‘‘approved conser-
vation plans develeped in co-
operation with the soil and water
conservation district in which
their lands are situated shall form
a basis for contracts.”

“The success of this program
can be assigned to the willing-
ness of landowners to enter into
formal contracts with the Secre-
tary of Arigulture to move
ahead faster toward completing
the conservation job on their en-
tire units,” Graham said. ‘“This
often includes an agreement to
shift cropland to grass where
the cropland is incapable of sus-
tained, safe production, The whole
idea of the Great Plains Con-
servation Program is to enable
the landowner to make needed
changes in his cropping and graz-
ing system, to change the use
of his land as indicated by soil
information, and to install need-
ed soll and water conseryation
treatment measures.”

AUSTIN, Tex. — A !g consti-

tutional amendment did not af-
fect the amount of fees that
should be paid county tax asses-
sor - collectors for assessing
and collecting county taxes, but
it limits the amount that may
be paid by the state, So ruled
Atty.

Whole cottoniseed may be used
as a source of protein and energy
when the price of a pound of
cottonseed does not exceed the
cost of two-fifths of a pound of
cottonseed meal and three-fifths
of a pound of ground sorghum
grain, reports County Agent,
Ronald Gooch.

He said the question of feed-
ing cottonseed is often asked
ldu:ing this time of year. Cotton-
sced, he added, is a 20 percent
crude protein feed, Four pounds
of seed will furnish as much
pretein and more than twice as
much energy as two pounds of
41 percent cottonsced meal, But
ne more than four to five pounds
of cottonseed should be fed daily
per head to mature cattle, the
county agent neted,

If cattle are fed toc much cot-
tonseed, they may scour badly
due to the high oil content of
{the seed. There is no advantage

Due to increased greenbug acti-
vity producers are urged to in-
spect their fields regularly for
this indect and its damage, Un-
der heavy infestations of this
insect entire fields of small
grains can be killed, Conditions
during the past few weeks have

| been favorable for greenbug popu-

lation buildups, according to
County agent Ronald Gooch.

Greenbugs reproduce well at
temperatures between 40° and

95° F. and predators and para-
sites that prey on greenbugs in-
crease slowly at temperatures
below 65° F, Thus, in cool weath-
er the greenbug may increase to
enormous numbers while its na-

| tural enemies multiply slowly.

Information on determining the
need for applying an insecticide
for control of greenbugs is given
in MP-339, “Texas Guide for
Controlling Insects and Mites
and Forage Crops.”
This guide can be obtained at the

county agricultural agent’s of-
fice,
Insecticides listed in MP-339

for control of greenbugs are mal-
athion, methyl parathion, para-
thion and phospehamilon. Since
the guide was printed, disulfoton

(Di-Syston) has been cleared for
control of ereenbugs on wheat on.
ly. Disulfoton should be applied
only once per season and treated |
fields should not be grazed. These
insecticides ave more elfective
when the temperature is about 50°
F. Malathion is not as elfective
as disulfoton, methyl parathion
and parathion but may be used
where a less toxic material is
preferred for ground applica-
tions,

Producers should read and fol-
low closely information given on
the label. Safety precautions in
handling insecticides should be
given careful consideration.
