AUSTIN—As this is written 
(Sunday) it appeared that the 
governor’s race was decided last 
Saturday, as the writer predicted 
ten days beforehand.

Re-election of Governor O’Dan­
iel means a telling blow has been 
dealt autocratic department heads 
in the 100 various bureaus at 
Austin. Most of these department 
heads will now come out from be­
hind and declare undying fealty 
to the governor. But they are not 
fooling anybody. For instance, 
one high-salaried official in the 
State Department of Public Wel­
fare had taken time out to cam­
paign for one of the opposing can­
didates for governor and he will 
be found back on the payroll af­
ter August 1st. He had merely 
“resigned” for 60 days. Just one 
of the many instances of how they 
tried to beat the governor. The 
last four weeks of the campaign 
saw one of the bitterest fights 
ever made on a governor running 
for his second term.

On last Friday night, at 7 
o’clock, a “news-cast” was broad­
cast over the State network dur­
ing which various salaried news­
paper reporters and others scat­
tered over the state took the mike 
to tell how the Kernel was win­
ning everywhere. It sounded like 
a real newscast but those who 
listened to the end saw that it was 
paid propaganda in a desperate
lut-minule ellorl to defeat the
RovernfiT Vrt some of the
daily newspaper editors wonder 
why the “dear peepul” have lost 
a lot of their old-time confidence 
in the press! Small town editors, 
for the most part have learned

long ago that methods employed 
in political campaigns by the big 
papers are oftentimes crude and 
fail utterly to influence the aver­
age reader.

The vote for Governor O’Dan­
iel was, after all, largely a protest 
vote against the “professional pol­
iticians” . By the term “profession­
al politician” is meant the meth­
ods employed by old-timers to 
win their races by fooling the 
people. Yet the editors of some of 
the big dailies seem to think they 
still can influence a state-wide 
campaign when they use devious 
methods in an attempt to put 
something over.

Most people will now see, as 
soon as the smoke clears, that 
paid publicity men put over col­
umns of reading material in the 
papers that was pure buncomb. 
For instance, “political pages” in 
some of the state’s largest news­
papers carried “special” releases 
that were filled with pure fancy, 
the creation of half-baked pub­
licity writers. Real honest to God 
reporters will not stoop to writ­
ing such silly rot, but there are 
still some papers that will use a 
lot of the stuff. File away a copy 
of some of these pages, then pick 
one of them up 60 days from now 
and see hot utterly ridiculous the 
stories sound in the common 
sense realm.

After all, this is still America. 
It couldn't have happened in a 
totalitarian state such as domi­
nate Europe today. This is the 
real democracy and our recent 
campaign is an example of how 
a free people can act for them­
selves in spite of all human limi­
tations.

Why not sing, “God Bless 
America”? Wc can all join in that.

As a fellow newspaperman who 
has been in Pampa eleven years, 
I want to commend and congratu­
late you for your fair stand in the 
congressional race. As you know, 
this is the first time in a genera­
tion that editors of Panhandle 
newspapers had a chance to be 
tested in a congressional race, be­
cause Marvin Jones has been tak­
en for granted by the editors these 
25 years, and the people have 
been waiting to see just how the 
editors of their papers would de­
port themselves in a wide-open 
race. I have read your paper care­
fully since the campaign began 
and I think you have been fair 
and just, and I think it has been 
your purpose to let the people 
hear and see the candidates and 
iet them decide tor themselves.

rock is 60 miles from Pampa. But 
Mr. Worley made such a good 
record in the legislature, he is 
such an able speaker, and he is 
such a clean candidate that it 
would only be natural for the 
people of this county to vote en 
masse for him.

CATTLE SHIPMENTS FALL 
OFF, REPORT SHOWS

AUSTIN, July 31.—Slumping 
16.4 per cent from the like period 
of 1939, livestock shipments from 
Texas ranches to the Fort Worth 
stockyards and out-of-state points 
from the first six months of 1940 
have totaled only 36,278 car­
loads, the University o f Texas 
Bureau of Business Research re­
ports.

Falling cattle movement ac­
counts for most of the decline, the 
bureau report indicates, while 
sheep shipments show the only 
gain.

The June movement o f live ­
stock followed the 1940 trend, 
dropping 17.9 per cent from June 
1939. A  total of 2,212 carloads o f 
cattle moved, a drop of 23.5 per 
cent; calves 799 cars, down 12.2 
per cent; hogs, 583 cars, down 21.6 
per cent; and sheep 1,106, down 
5.1 per cent.

Shipments for the first half o f 
the year included 21,745 cars o f 
cattle, a decline of 24 per cent 
from the corresponding period o f 
1939; calves, 5,066, down 5 per 
cent; hogs 4,312, down 9 per cent; 
and sheep, 5,155. up 9.4 per cent.

Indications are that more than 
90 percent of the 1940 wheat har­
vested in the major wheat coun­
tries of Texas will be placed un­
der government loan.

Reports from county A A A  of­
fices and an inspection tour of 
the major counties indicate that 
nearly all the wheat producers in 
123 Texas counties will take ad­
vantage of the loan offered by the 
Commodity Credit Corporation, 
P. C. Colgin, state wheat loan 
supervisor. predicted. During 
June, the first month in which the 
loan was offered, 257 loans were 
made on a total of 205.436 bushels. 
The supervisor expects the a- 
mount of loan wheat to greatly 
exceed the 15,759.986 bushels, rep­
resenting 10,807 loans, stored last 
year in both farm-storage bins 
and warehouses.

Greater emphasis is being plac­
ed this year on the advantages oi 
farm storage of loan wheat, and 
much of the wheat placed under 
the loan w ill be stored on the 
farm in counties eligible for that 
type of storage. Held over under 
the extension of the 1939 loan 
were 187,452 bushels of wheat in 
farm storage.

Three main reasons why the 
loan is attracting more wheat this 
year than last were listed by Col­
gin; (1) the loan rate is equal to 
or a little above the current mar­
ket price; (2) producers who a- 
vailed themselves of the loan last 
year netted a profit by holding 
their wheat for a better market; 
(3) the loan makes it possible for 
the producer to realize some cash 
return immediately and at the 
same time keep possession of his 
wheat while awaiting a market 
upturn.
