For & time it was uncertaio wheth-
er he would continue with the Baird
Public Schools, because, though it
is not koown to the public, Prof,
Boren has remained at Baird s Su
perintendent of the Schools at &
much lower salary than he has been
offered him at other places, all ow-
ing to the fact that his home is here;
he owns & residence in town and &
small farm north of town,

The Star did not learn what salary
the School Board offered Prof. Bo-
ren to remain, but it is pro,.ble that
they had to raise his salarye—and he
deserves 1t,

Professor Boren has been with
the Baird Public Schools for four-
teen years and the school has grown
wonderfully during that time. First
as Principal, in 1910, when the ed-
itor of The Star was President of
the Schoo! Board, snd Iater succeed
ing Prof. R, D. Green as Superin.
tendent, when Prof. Gireen went to
Cisco at a salary much larger than
Baird could afford to pay.

Under Professor Boren's superin-
tendency the Baird Public Schools
have taken rank among the best in
West Texas, but & lack of funds,
heretofore, has prevented adding »
Department of Domestic Science, for
one thing, which Professor Boren is
anxious to secure, It will reqoire
about $3,000 to erect a building for
this branch of education, and we
should have it by all means, if we
have to vote a bonds to build it,

The best investment Bsird ever
made was in our Pablic Schools, and
we are proud of them, because it re-
quired such a long hard fight to se-
cure what the people of Baird so
badly needed ten years before they
got it, the new building and an in.
cresse in maintenance tax,

Baird never lost a dollar paid in
to help educate its children and the
school has grown in numbers and
importance continually, Baird bhas
poen fortunate in securing men as
trustees who had vision and the in-
terests of education for our children
at heart, and worked without hope
of fee or reward, oftimes bitterly
criticised; but they plugged along
and, 1o early days, under most dis-
conraging and disheartending condi-
tions. The editor of The Star knows,
because he served tor ten years or
more on the School Board, and stuck
to the job until the present school
building was erected in 1910, retir.
ing in 1911,

Due to L. L. Blackburn, for msny
years President of the Schoal Board
and the failhful trustees who have
worked with him, the schools have
progressed continually. Few people
in Baird realize what they owe to
the present and past school boards
as only, in late years, have the peo- | o
