One of the biggest problems
facing the barber profession in
Texas today is the vital matter of
making a living, according to
George J. Partain of Dallas, sec-
retary of the Texas State Associa-
tion of Journeymen Barbers.
“Over half of the barbers in Tex-
as get only $15 a week or less for
their work”, says Partain. “Are
you surprised, then, that a lot of
graduates of barber colleges, once
they get out and learn the true
conditions, go back to the farm or
other places from which to come?
For instance, today there are 75
barber shops in Oak Cliff alone
but there are only 125 barbers in
those 75 shops, there being 40 va-
cant chairs.

Texas Murderers

Get Off Easier

WASHINGTON, Jan. 8.—Mur-
derers get off easier in Texas than
in 13 other states surveyed by the
Census Bureau, that agency re-
ported today.

Studying cases of prisoners re-
leased in 1938, the bureau report-
ed that the median time served
by male felons imprisoned in Tex-
as for murder was 31.7 months
In California, the median time
was 152 months; in Arkansas, 53
months; in Oklahoma, 93 months;
in Illinois 137 months, and in
Ohio, 142 months.

(Median time does not mean
average time. The difference is
shown in this example: Suppose
five persons were imprisoned for
3,4,5,7 and 11 years respectively,
The average sentence would be 6
years; but the median sentence
would be 5 years.)

Considering all male prisoners
sent up for all felonies in 1938, the
median time served was 46.2
months in Illinois, but only 18.3 in
Texas.,

For robbery, males in Texas
served a median sentence of 41.3

months (greater than the median
time for murder), but they served |

Bill To Correct
Trucking Law

AUSTIN, January 10.—More
than 312,000 of the 334,000 trucks
in Texas, violate the laws when
their owners haul their own farm,
ranch and industrial products
over state highways in them, ac-
cording to Rep. John Bell of
Cuero who will introduce a bill to
legalize these import “out laws.”

Bell's measure would correct
the mistake made by the legisla-
ture when it included private
truck operation under the state’s
motor carrier act and made them
subject to regulation by the Texas
Railroad Commission. Because of
this legislative mistake, the
courts have ruled in the New Way
Lumber and other cases they are
contract carriers and must obtain
a permit to operate. At the same
time the railroad commission is
restrained by law from issuing
permits except on the basis of
convenience and necessity.

This situation, Rep. Bell points
out, leaves the 312,000 private
truck owners—the farmers, mer-
chants, ranchers, dairymen, whole
saler, distributor, manufacturer
and industralist—without legal
status and an “out law” on the
Texas highways.

“Until the condition is correct-
ed, this important army which
constitutes the backbone of Tex-
as business and agriculture can

increase of approximately nine'
percent in traffic deaths and of |
six percent in vehicular travel |
during 1940, bringing the total

mileage to approximately 16,200,-
000,000.

Accidents increased ruughl.\"f
four and one-half percent, only |
half the amount of increase in
deaths. But records showed an |
increase of 28 percent in drivers
involved in fatal collisions who
were driving at unsafe speeds.

Drinking drivers in fatal acci- |
dents increased 25 percent, and
deaths among drinking pedestri-
ans gained more than 35 percent.

The number of traffic law vio-
lations figuring in all type acci-
dents increased more than 20 per-
cent.

Increases were shown in fatal
collisions with pedestrians, be-
tween trains and motor vehicles,
between bicycles and motor ve-
hicles. Reductions occurred in col-
lisions between vehicles and fixed
objects. Little change was shown
in the number of fatalities result-
ing from overturning, running off
road, and other non-collision ac-
cidents.

Accidents increased in cities, on
highways and on roads, decreas-
ing slightly in towns of less than
2,500 population. Deaths, how-
ever, increased in all these brack-
ets, and the greatest increases
were on highways and roads.

Colonel Garrison pointed out
that the fatality increase was
“widespread and general, follow-
ing closely the ratios of popula-
tion density and vehicular trav-
el.”

“Selective enforcement has e-
liminated virtually all the state's
extreme danger spots, the so-call-
ed ‘death corridors,” and the prob-
lem now is one of preventing ac-
cidents under ‘normal’ condi-
tions,” Colonel Garrison said.

100,000 YEARS IN TEXAS

The oldest evidences of sculp-
ture known in the Western Hemi-
sphere, three crudely - carved
stone images the size jof pump-
kins, place man on this continent
100,000 years ago.

Discovery of the images and a
preliminary estimate of “consid-
erable age” was made before last
year’s meeting of the society in
Minneapolis. However, Dr. E. H.
Sellards, University of Texas geo-
logist who recovered the grotes-
que trio from an East Texas grav-
el pit over a 10 year period, re-
ported substantial proof this year
that the images were hand-carv-
ed in the Pleistocene Age—ap-
proximately 100,000 years ago.
Theory that man has existed on
this continent more than a few
thousand years at best has long
been disputed by one school of
geologic thought.

Weighing 62, 98 and 135 pounds
respectively, each sandstone im-
age bears rough chiselings for
eyes, a nose, ears, chin, mouth and
even teeth. Eyes are slanted, Sel-
lards pointed out. The images
were fashioned from concretion-
ary boulders common to the reg-
ion and period the veteran Texas
geologist reported.

Site of the University excava-
tion which recovered the last of
the trio and established satisfac-
tory proof of age is near the Trin-
ity River in Henderson County.
Age estimates were based on bor-
ings, excavations and a compara-
tive study of the nearby river
terraces.
