Ilstorical Skat
flon Presbyterian Chi

The following sketch, 
of the Presbyterian church at 
this place prepared by W. H. 
Cooke, was read to that body at 
its recent meeting:

In the month of May 1 H8t), the 
Rev. W. N. Dickey, at that time 
Evangelist for Dallas Presby­
tery, visited Clarendon, and so 
far as known to the writer, was 
the first Presbyterian Minister 
to visit and preach in this town. 
On this visit he visited some 
among the people and baptised 
Willie Cooke, but did no other 
services at that time.

Some time after his visit, in 
the year 1890, I think, the Rev. 
.1 no. S. Moore, D. D.,of Sherman 
Texas, at that time Chairman 
of the Home Missionary Com­
mittee of Dallas Presbytery, and 
the Rev. S E. Chandler, who 
afterwards filled a chair in 
Austin College, visited Claren­
don and held a series of meet­
ings in the Southern Methodist 
Church, which give birth to the 
First Presbyterian Church of 
Clarendon. During the series, 
Mrs. W. H. Cooke, Miss Edna 
Moore, Mrs. R. A. Morgan and 
W. H. Cooke, made public con­
fession of their Faith in Jesus 
Christ, and Mrs. Cooke, Miss 
More and Mrs. Morgan were 
baptized, and the Presbyterian 
church was organized with seven 
members as follows:

Very shortly after this Rev.
S. E. Chandler supplied the 
church for a short time, preach­
ing whenever he could get a 
pulpit in which to preach, but 
his health being very poor he 
soon left us without a Pastor.

In 1890 and 91, Rev. Jas. K. 
Heagen supplied this church, 
Amarillo and Childress, and was 
doing a good work and was 
greatly beloved by his people 
at all three of these points, but 
death in his family called him 
from us and he never returned. 
Bro. Heagen preached to us in 
the K. of P. Hall which was 
afterwards burned. We also 
had a small but interesting 
Sabbath School in this place.

After Bro. Heagen left, the 
church did not do much, but 
lost ground and only had 
preaching at intervals until 
about 1895 or (>. Rev. Smith 
who wTas supplying the Amarillo 
and Childress churches gave us 
a Sabbath occasionally and 
preached for us a short time in 
the Christian Church.

We also had a Sabbath School 
which met every Sabbath in the 
afternoon in the Christian 
church. The S. S. was kept up 
until the removal of the Supt. 
to the country in 1897 when it 
was disbanded. Nothing fur­
ther was done or no farther ef­
fort was made to keep up the 
work of the Church until March 
1899 when the Rev. J. P. 
Robertson, Evangelist for Dal­
las Presbytery, visited Claren­
don and held a series of meet­
ings from March 18th to March 
illith inclusive and reorganized! 
this church and the Sabbath

la y  1899 and held a series of £ it 
meetings in the M. E. Church. 
Three additions were made to 
the church at these meetings.

In April 1889, the Rev. R. 1). 
Campbell, pastor at Childress, 
was invited to preach to us and 
moderate a meeting of the con­
gregation, so on Sunday, Apri’
30, 1899, Bro. Campbell preach 
ed to us and a Congregational 
meeting was held, and Bro. Geo 
F. Morgan was elected a Ruling- 
Elder and Bros John Hotter and 
Win, Troup were elected deacons 
and were ordained and installed 
into the said offices.

On 23rd day of .Tune 1899, the 
Rev. W. P. Dickey, having 
previously been called by this 
church, entered upon his duties 
asjjour pastor.

Having called and secured a 
pastor, the next thing was a 
place in which to worship God.
So it was determined to circu­
late a subscription for the pur­
pose of raising funds to build a 
church, which subscription was 
circulated and met with a 
liberal response.

Rev. W. P. Dickey continued 
witli us until Sept. 1901, when 
on account of the continued bad 
health of Sister Dickey, he re­
signed to accept a call to Du­
rant I. T., hoping the change 
would benefit Mrs. Dickey. 
During Bro. D ickey’s pastorate 
this building was built. It was 
seated and furnished by the 
Ladies Aid Society of this 
church.

We now had a church, but as 
our subscription list only about 
half paid off the cost of it, we 
were heavily in debt. So we 
applied for a loan of S250 and 
a donation of #100 from the— - 
Moore fund.

We were now without a pas­
tor, but had a place to worship 
God, and we held to our Sunday 
school and prayer meeting and 
our members seemed to realize 
the importance of those and at­
tended both very well to the en­
couragement of the session. In 
the meantime the F. W. & D. C.
Ry. Co. moved their shops to 
Childress, and we lost a goodly 
number of our members, which 
greatly discouraged us, but 
thank God we still kept up the 
work. In the summer of 1902 
Bro. Dickey visited us and 
preached for us during the sum­
mer and was a blessing to us. 
May God bless that Godly man 
wherever he may be.

Dec. 20 1902, Rev. Edgar L. 
Story having been called by the 
church entered upon his duties 
as pastor of the church. In 
Feb. 1903, Bro. F. F. Charlton 
was invited to assist the pastor 
in a series of meetings. Bro. 
Charlton preached for us ten 
days and the church was spirit­
ually revived and 12 members 
were added to the church, all 
upon profession of their faith 
in the Lord Jesus Christ.
