Urinalysis screening
slated for schools

On November 17, 1980,
the National Kidney Founda-
tion of West Texas will
sponsor a urinalysis screen-
ing project in the Clarendon
Elementary Schools for
grades Kindergarten
through K-8th. This program
1s designed to detect kidney
disease early among school
age children at no charge to
the student or the school.

Kidney and urinary tract
diseases affect more than 13
million American men, wo-
men, and children and con-
tinues to be one of the major
causes of work loss and
school absenteeism. Of these
people, 43,000 need an
artificial kidney just to stay
alive, some of these are
children. The mortality rate
due to kidney disease is
54,000 annually, more people
than are killed in traffic

accidents each year. There
are currently more than 200
people in our area who must
sustain life on an artificial
kidney machine because of
renal failure. Dr. Miguel
Rios, Chief Nephrologist at
the Amarillo High Plains
Dialysis Center, and Presi-
dent of the National Kidney
Foundation of West Texas
Board of Directors, states
that fifty percent of all
patients presently on dialysis
could have avoided this
costly, time-consuming
treatment if they had been
diagnosed during childhood.
Some kidney diseases can be
present for 20 years before
any symptoms are present,
by then 85 to 90 percent of
the kidney functions can be
lost.

Mechanical methods

for fall, winter brush

control

Chaining, root plowing
and grubbing are all effective
mechanical methods for con-
trolling brush during fall and
winter months, says a range
brush and weed control
specialist.

Chaining involves using a
heavy anchor chain (weigh-
ing 40 to 90 pounds per foot)
150 to 300 feet long and
drawn between two crawler
type tractors, points out Dr.
Tommy Welch with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, Texas A&M Univer-
sity System. Chaining up-
roots or breaks off brush.
Chaining of live brush spec-
ies that have the capability of
sprouting from a bud zone
beneath the soil will provide
only temporary control.
However, chaining following
a herbicide treatment pro-
vides effective and economi-
cal brush control, particular-
ly of mesquite.

Chaining of mesquite is
most effective about three
years after a herbicide has
been used, says Welch.
Chaining during late fall and
winter is best because the
dormant and brittle mesquite
plants break up easily,
inflicting maximum damage.
Soil moisture should be high
so that the mesquite will be
uprooted, thus removing the
bud zone from the soil so that
the tree cannot resprout.

Chaining is effective on
areas supporting mesquite
trees 4 to S inches or more in
diameter. Chaining of spray-
ed areas uproots most large
trees, increasing the dura-
tion of control over that
obtained from herbicide con-
trol alone. Dead or partially
dead mesquite trees are
easier to uproot than un-
sprayed, live plants.

Root plowing is also effec-
tive in controlling brush but
it's expensive. Therefore,
it's best suited for sites with
high production potential,
points out Welch.

Root plows with fins usual-
ly provide best control, but
they also destroy existing
turf. If existing turf is to be
saved, a thin-bladed root
plow without fins will mini-
mize turf damage. Also, root
plowing during the winter
months causes less damage
to existing forage plants.
Seeding the root-plowed area
with desirable forage species
is often a wise step, suggests
the specialist.

Grubbing works well on
thin stands of brush and is
also useful as a maintenance
control measure. Use of a
small crawler tractor to grub
thin stands of small brush
species is a good practice,
believes Welch. Plans are
available from the Extension
Service for a grubber deve-
loped by the Texas Agricul-
tural Experiment Station for

use on small crawler tractors.

A grubbing unit may be
placed on rubber-tired farm
tractors and may be rear-
mounted or attached to a
front-end bucket loader. The
tractor should be equipped
with puncture resistant tires
such as steel-belted logging
tires, recapped aircraft tires,
or foam-filled tires.

Rubber-tired wheel load-
ers may also be equipped
with a grubbing unit, says
Welch. Rubber-tired vehicles
are useful for maintenance
control of small brush plants.
More small brush plants may
be missed when grubbing
during the winter because of
difficulty in seeing the leaf-
less plants.

Welch advises ranchers to
select the brush control
method that best fits their
operations and needs.

November 1

There have been many
comments this year on the
early opening of the quail
season. Specifically, some
folks are concerned that the
season was too early with too
many small birds turning up
in the hunter’s bag. Why was
the season set to open this
early by the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department?

For years hunters have
argued the question of when
to open the quail season.
Early, when there might be a
few young birds, or late,
after nature has had a chance
to reduce the population? In
the 1950's wildlife biologists
here in the panhandle began
gathering information to
answer this question.

Early investigations con-
ducted on the Gene Howe
Wildlife Management Area
near Canadian and the
Matador Area near Paducah
found that at 90 days of age a
quail is large enough to
satisfy 98% of the quail
hunters. The average weight
of a 90 day old bird is 5.5 oz
while an adult bird will
average 6.3 oz. Quail 100
days old are accepted as fully
grown by all hunters.

When does a quail reach
90 days of age? As most
hunters know, the age of a
quail can be determined by
inspecting the primary wing
feathers. During the years
1950 through 1959 wings
were collected from 33,724
Panhandle quail. Ages taken
from these wings showed
that by November 1, over
90% of the birds were over
90 days old and acceptable

to most hunters.

On the Gene Howe Area
quail hatching dates were
plotted for the years 1965
through 1977 to determine
the optimum dates for open-
ing the season. Over this 13
year period the dates when
90% of the birds reached 90
days of age varied from
October 26 for the earliest to
November 6 for the latest.
Quail trapped and aged on
the Matador Area yielded
virtually the same informa-
tion. Blue quail trapped
throughout the Panhandle in
1979 indicated that the
optimum date for the season
opening was October 21!

Every quail hunter knows
that a quail population be-
gins to decline the day they
are hatched. Quail cannot be
stockpiled for future use and,
hunted or not, at least 80%
of this year’'s birds will be
gone by next breeding sea-
son. The early season allows
the Texas hunter to harvest
the birds when their num-
bers are at their highest for
the rest of the year.

So, if a young covey should
happen to get up under your
gun, just pass them by.
There should be at least 9
other coveys out there that
are adult sized by the
opening of the quail season.

He has two English human
companions, Harry Sullivan
and Sarah Jane Smith. The
one very interesting thing
about Sarah Jane Smith is
that, while she can faint and
scream like any prefty wo-
man in any novel written by a
man, she is also capable of
leading rebellions, of finding
clues that save lives, of doing
heroic deeds the same as any
man, all with the lady-like
grace of a blue blooded
Englishwoman. It is refresh-
ing to find a woman heroine
that isn’t built like a man,
talk like a ruffian and dress
like a radical. It's nice to find
a woman who can act like a
woman and also have a
brain.

DRUG INTERACTIONS

When two or more medicines are taken at
the same time, the effect of any one medicine
may be changed. Although some of these
changes, termed drug interactions, may be
beneficial, many are potentially dangerous.
The interaction of diuretics (water pills) and
digoxin illustrates a situation that could
possibly result in death.

Diuretics cause the body to lose excess
water through the urine. The medicines are
frequently used in heart failure. Diuretics
may cause the body to lose an excessive
amount of the mineral potassium. When
potassium levels are low, people may have
muscle cramps or become fatigued.

Digoxin is also used in heart failure. It
causes the heart to pump blood in a more
efficient manner. When the body’s potas-
sium level is low, digoxin becomes very
poisonous. In this way, digoxin and diuretics

interact in a potentially lethal manner.
Postassium supplements (liquids, powders,
or tablets) can help avoid this serious
problem.

To help avoid dangerous drug interac-
tions, the physician and pharmacist should
be told of all medicines being taken before a
new medicine is prescribed or dispensed.
