Baltimore, May 23.—On the verge ol
the fruit movement to Northern mar
kets much interest is beiug manifosted
in the south in the establishment ol
canning factories. The success of those
already established in saving surplus
fruit to become a profitable article of
trade, has led to ptans for additions tc
this industry, This is but one of the
many manifestations hore and there of
the tendency in the south to diversifica.
tion of crops. An example of the oppor-
tunities opening for such diversification
is gwen in aletter from Jackson, Miss.,
in this week's Manufacturers’ Record.
It says:

i “Several years ago an enterprising
gentleman from Illinois, J. G. Toole,
came to Jadkson prospecting. He started
a wagon factory in a modest way, and
soon had an opportunity to dispose of it,

| which he did. Then, to the great sur

prise of all, he bought a tract of poor
land north of the city, some sixty or sev-
enty acres. It had been cultivated until
there was very little left in the soil ca-
pable of supporting a crop. Mr. Toole at
once erected some inexpensive buildings
and then prepared his land and put in a
crop of broom corn, which was a decid-
ed novelty in this section. In the fall
he got some machinery, and harvesting
his corn, began to turn out in small lots,
a very good, durable gquality of brooms.
He found a ready sale for all he could
make. He exhausted his home supply
of home grown corn, and was compellod
to buy in Illinois and Indiana.

“Last year he largely increased his
acreage of broom corn, increased his ca-
pacities and still could not supply the
demand for his brooms. Again he had
to go into northern markets and pay $90
a ton for the brush. This year he has
gotten more land, and in addition has
made contracts with a number of farm-
ers in the vicinity, so he will be inde-
pendent of the supply market, and he
says he has almost the entire output of
his factory for this year contracted for."

This example of the ability to make in
industry, if enterprise and capacity
seize the opportunity, is being duplicat-
ed in Mississippi nnder the spur of re-
cent liberal legislation. Within the
past few days charters have been filed
with the secretary of state for an oil and
fertilizer mill at Kosciusko, for lumber
and brick works at Norfield, for turpen-
tine, resin and naval stores plant at Tay-
lorsville, for oil mill, gin, :fertilizer
works and ice factory at Macon, for saw
and shingle mills at Glendora, for furni-
ture factory at Vicksburg, for turpenting
and naval stores plant at Hattiesburg,
and a book bindery at Yazoo City.

The same spirit is displayed in other
southern states. In addition to steady
development of mineral properties and
progress in the establishment of electric
plants here and there, the announce-
ments of the weck of plans for indus-
tries more or less advanced include the
following:

Alabama—A 40-ton oil mill at West
Huntsville, development of water power
for manufacturing purposes at Alexan-
der Qity, plow works and implemeﬁt
factory at Ensley City.

Arkansas— Lumber mill to develop
15,000 acres of hardwood timber, cooper-
age at Angusta, cotion mill at Helena,
brick works at Jonesboro,

Florida—HKorty ton cotton oil mill at
Tallahassee, ginnery to handle sea
island cotton and corn mill at Lake City,
shirt factory at Tampa.

Georgia—Tannery and cotton mill at
Wost Point; ice factory 50-ton capacity
at Atlanta; flonr mills at Greenbush,
Kensington and Lafayette; cotton mills
at LaGrange, Warrenton, Covington;
cannery at Augusta; ginnery and shoe
factory at Eatonton; kaolin plant at
Griswoldville.

Washington, May 20.—In the course
of a speech in favor of the adoption of &
resolution - tho senate'’s sym-
pathy for the Boers yesterday, Mr, Wol-
ington of Maryland referred to a secret
understanding existing between United
States and Great Britain.

RUBBER NAILS.

Thelr Advantageous Use In Some
Lines of Work,

A company of IHamburg, Germany,
has just begun to manufacture what
it calls hartgumml nagel (hard rubber
nails), made of a varfety of this sub-
stance named by the makers ‘“fer-
runite,” says The Literary Digest.
These are comparable In solidity to
metal nails and have the advantage
that they can be used In circumstances
where metal would be inconvenient or
would necessitate numerous precau-
tions. They ure not attacked by acids
or by alkalks, do not conduct elec-
tricity and resist all magnetic intiu-
ence. In the electric Industries they
are adapted for the assemblage of
cases containing storage batteries, for
example, and for their exterior cover-
ngs, for chemical apparatus, galvanie
piles, ete. The insulating coverings are
less exposed to deterioration, and
short clreuiting is completely avolded.
Finally the fact that these “hard rub-
ber nails” are bad conductors of elec-
tricity and that they are insensible to
r nmgnetle attraction makes them - val
uable in the construction of delicate
Jaboratory apparatus, measuring in-
struments, electric switchboards, ete.
No spark can result from contact be-
tween these nalls and a hammer or
other tool, so that their use Is special-
ly recommended in the manufacture of
exploglves and in all places wherve
these substances are handled.

Visible Speech,

Alexander Melville Bell explained his
system of visible speech to the New
York teachers of oratory and ‘their
friends in the assembly room of the
Berkeley school the other night. “Any
lingulstic sound,” he said, “can be
| written In the symbols of the scheme.
All that visible speech wants to be-
come popularized is age. It must come
(1076 gemerai use arter awhnile.”

In writing the symbols of Mr. Bell's
gystem vowels are represented by va-
riations of the straight line, which
typifies the voice, Consonants are de-
picted by variations of the curve, sym-
bolizing the tongue. Sounds, not words,
are recorded, so that men of a thou-
sand years hence will be able to ascer-
tain through this medium not only the
grammar of a language, but also the
intonation. The linguistic symbols ate
represented by figures on a chart, and
these figures can be used in sending
telegraphic messages.

In the alphabet that has beea com-
plled there are 36 vowels and 48 con-
sonauts. Iearning the system Is not
merely practicable, but simple, Mr,
Bell declares. The Invention of the al-
phabet was the result of many years
of study on the part of philologists and
scientists, International conventions
were held to discuss the subject of a
universal code of writing symbols, and
the last one, that of 1854, decided that
it was Impossible to find a distinctive
gign for every sound of speech.

Our Excessive Rainfall.

North Texas seldom holds up its
hands in protest against an exces-
sive supply of water. Now it does
We have bad rain enough. More
will be a superfluity. The rainfall
in April was 5.73 inches. So tar
it has been 7.24 for May, and the
month is not complete. These two
spring months have brovght ns 13.11
inches of rain,  Apparently (he end is
not yet, for the clouds still hover
over us and threaten us with still
further supplies of the stored-up
moisture,

The spring months bring us more
rain than other seasons of the year,
but usually this is done in modera-
tion. So far, we have not suffered,
and but for wheat harvest, now com-
ing on, there would be nothing to
fear now. Unless the showers come
al longer intevals, there is danger of
a serious loss of wheat, both in the
actual destruction of grain and de-
terioration of the quality. As it
ripens it must be cut, and when cut
it needs sunshine for immediate han-
dling.

Give us two or three weeks of fair
weather and we will harvest such a
crop of wheat as will tax the capac-
ity of every granary and elevator in
North and Northwest Texas;—but
the weather burcaun is hereby warned
that we will not be responsible for
results as long as these daily show-

ton, gluten meal $30.96 per ton and
ollmeal $33.60 per ton.
buy gluten meal for less than $20 per
ton, delivered at the railroad station
there, he decided on using that instead
of bran, and as it has twice s much
protein as the bran he substituled
three pounds of gluten for six pounds
2f bran, and thus his proteln cost him
less than 4 cents a pound.
