DUEL WITH KNIVES.

Two Negroes Have a Terrific Encoun:
ter in Chicago.

Chicago: A couple of colored men
fought a duel to death with knives
Saturday night at Twenty-second and
Dearborn streets, As they slashed
and plunged the weapons into each
other's bodies a crowd of more than
fifty persons formed a circle around
them and cheered combatants when
one or the other drove the knife to the
hilt.

After ten minutes of fierce fighting
Alexander Shirley staggered and fell,
with his adversary's weapon sticking
in his body. The long, keen-edged
blade had pierced his heart. He was
dead when the police arrived. His
slayer, Charles Thomas, was bleeding
from m wounds.
