City Charter Amendments

FlKlHl’.R DELAY in submission of pro

posed amendments to the city charter ol
Brownwood is in prospect, due to the con
templated addition of an amendment atlect
ing the levying of taxes to the tour or hive
heretofore included in the list of proposed
changes. The charter can be amended only
once in any

I'he pu)pﬂscd tax amendment, if submit
ted in its present form, will make possible
a maximum increase of hifteen the
total levy for schools and for mumapal pu
poses. Its principal provision is a separation
of the levies for sinking fund purposes fo
schools and for retirement of
indebtedness, so that the schools will have a
small margin available for financing any bond
issue which may become necessary to meet
an emergency need. At present the rate for re
urement of all bonded has a
maximum of forty-five cents, and municipal
bond retirement requires most of this. The
schools are automatically excluded from the
privilege of any additional sinking fund levy,
and if an emergency need should arise they
could not issue bonds, even with the people’s
endorsement, 1o finance a building or any
other need.

vent unnecessary delays. All should insist that
cases be heard when set for hearing, not only
to keep their dockets clear and reduce the
costs, but to prevent injustice to witnesses

Austin, Nov. 20.—A total of ¥i.
019,993 would be saved on the
Brown County voad indebteduess
under a statewide bond refunding
plan recommended last week to the
Texas Highwvay Comrission.

The plan entans issuance by the
State of 182,000,000 in three per
cent bonds, payable in 19 years, to
refinance all outstanding road debts.
It was proposed by Norman Taber
and Company, New York finance
experts hired by the commission,
and they claimed its adoption would
effect a saving for all the counties
of from $52,000,000 to $96,000,000
without levying a cent of new taxes
or increasing any of the present
tax.

The Taber recommendation is the
outgrowth of long years of protest
from counties and road districts at
their heavy burden of indebtedness,
incurred through the construction
of 170,000 miles of highways.

Inspired by the boom-days of the
1920's and the unparalleled growth
of commerce and trade, Texas citi-
zens voted millions of dollars worth
of bonds to build the vast network
of public roads. To pay off these)
debts, local governments had to
rely on property taxes, Then the
depression hit Texas, and property
values did a power-dive, farm
prices collapsed. and revenues of
local governments curved sharply
downward.

As a result, many local govern-
ments had to refinance their high-
way debts, extending their indebt-
edness many years into the future,
and adding an annual toll of mil-
lions of dollars in interest charges
to their already heavy debt.

By 1930, a strong movement was
under way in the Legzislature to
reimburse counties for part of the
money which they had spent on
public roads. Lawmakers turned
thumbs down on proposals to issue
state bonds for this purpose, but in
1932 they created the Board of
County and District Road Indebt-
edness to lighten the load of local

: Theft is a violation of one of the
jcardinal principles upon which

frauding the simple. The ever-pres-
ent and inherent tendency of men
to steal makes necessary the eighth

It is interesting to note that this
commandment, like those which
precede it, has broad implications
Not only is every person to be re-
strained from taking by stealth that
which is possessed by another. but
it is unlawful to injure another in
his possessions. Shakespeare gave
a thought-provoking suggestion in
the Jines, “He who steals my purse
steals trash; but he who filches
from me my good name robs me of
that which not only does not en-
rich him, but makes me poor in-
deed.”

No more
serious indictment of the prevalent
business methods of America need
be cited than the necessity which
in recent years has provoked the
Lenactment of a vast scheme of gov-
ernmental control, to prevent im-
ipoaitinn upon the helpless who sell
'thclr labor for hire, to restrain the
great business and industrial or-
[gamutlona from unfairness toward
their weaker competitors, and to
preserve the rights of the consum-
ing public against combinations
and trusts designed to create un-
fair trading conditions. It is quite
true that such legislation is re-
pugnant to the average man's in-
stinctive desire that he may be un-
restrained in his dealings with oth-
ers, but experience has proved that
business and industry, as a whole,
can not bhe trusted upon its own
responsibility so to conduct itself
a8 to warrant freedom from legal
restraint,

As in the case of all other re-
straining laws, the eighth com-
mandment places no handicap up-
on any man who desires to do right.
The Apostle Paul wrote that the
law hag no terror for those whose
works are good. Every Christian
who is observing the eleventh com-
mandment which was given by the
Lord Jesus Christ finds that it is
easy to refrain from theft of every
kind and character. We do not de-
sire to steal from those whom we
love: and the Lord Jesus said
“Love one another.” That is the
measure of a Christian’s fidelity to
God, and an evidence of the pres-
ence of God in his life. The spread
of genuine Christianity, therefore,
is the best protection any man can
have for his continued peaceable
possession of material things as
well as of those intangible values
which are so closely associated
with his life and happiness. As in
every other problem of life, it is
found here again that the Lord
Jesus Christ is the answer. '

Most distressing factor in the

whole picture, perhaps, is the high
rate of interest which the indebt-
edness carries. Of the $20.458.340
paid this year to retire the debt,
$10.064,169 or approximately 50 per
cent was for interest.

Rates of interest on the highway
bonds vary from three to seven per
cent, with five per cent being the
average. In view of present husi-
ness and financial conditions, a five
per cent interest rate is exception-
ally high, and, in the eyes of many,
exorbitant.

Under the Taber refunding pro-
gram, cost of servicing the bonds
would be $13,000,000 a year for 19
years. The money for the program
would come from two sources: (1)
from one-cent of the four-cent
gasoline tax, raising approximately
$10.800,000 annually, and (2) from
revenues coming from auto license
tags. Besides the approximately
$6.700,000 annually which the state
is receiving from auto license fees
under the present allocation, all
counties would be made to relin-
quish auto license fees up to four
per cent of their total debt, giving
the state an additional $3.800,000
per year, . ; j

Thus the state would have a total
of $21,300,000 a year pledged to re-
tire annual obligations of $13,000.-
000 under the refunding program.
