School Farm Shop 
Popular With 
Fanners i

The farm repair shop sponsored 
by the Clarendon Schools through 
the Vocational Agriculture De­
partment of the school is proving 
to be one of the most popular pro­
grams ever sponsored by the local 
school. The shop located in the 
south college building has been in 
operation for three weeks, and a 
large number of farmers have 
taken advantage of the additional 
facilities for farm ripair.

With all commercial shops be­
ing worked past the capacity, the 
school shop has provided and is 
providing many farmers facilities 
to get farm shop work done that 
otherwise would have to be de­
layed. Some farmers have mis­
understood the purpose of the 
shop. It is not a school or course 
of any kind; it is a fully equipped 
modem farm shop with an exper­
ienced welder and shop man in 
charge, where farmers may take 
their welding and repair work and 
secure the i*elp of the supervisor 
in doing their particular job. A 
well equipped forge, electric and 
acetylene welding machines, drill 
press, electric grinders, electric 
saws, and several hundred dollars 
worth of wrenches, pipe and tap 
and die sets, are available for the 
use of those wanting to make use 
of the service.

A. P. Thomason, a welder and 
shop man of over 20 years exper­
ience is in charge of the shop. One 
farmer was so well pleased with 
his work there this week that he 
is donating the use on an air com­
pressor to be used in painting ma­
chinery and repair work perform­
ed at the shop.

There is no charge for the use 
of the equipment or the services 
of the shop supervisor. All the 
farmer has to furnish is the ma­
terial to be worked on. These pro­
grams are a part of the vocational 
agriculture department of the lo­
cal public school and are being 
carried only in communities that 
have vocational agriculture de­

Sgt. Mont Wolford 
Writes of Saipan
EDITORS NOTE—The following 
letter was written by Mont Wol­
ford, who is in the Southwest 
Pacific, to his little son Monte Ray 
Wolford at Lelia Lake, concern­
ing the Island of Saipan. The let­
ter is of such an interesting nature 
that it is being published that 
others may know something of 
this island.

Saipan
9-8-44

Dear Folks:
Just a line to let you all know I 

am feeling fine and working hard.
Will try to tell you a little about 

the Island. It is about 25 miles 
long and 12 miles wide I think. 
Lots of trees and shrubbery, sugar 
cane, and all types of tropical 
fruits and nuts.

I was surprised to see how 
backward the Japs are and how 
little they have developed the 
island in the 20 years they have 
had it. Their hangars and all the 
buildings around the air port look 
as though some child built them.

The natives are Korean or at 
least they claim to be; actually 
they are Chamorros, a result of 
the,marriage between native wo­
men and Spaniards and Filipinos. 
There are some Chinese and lots 
of Japs.

The modern ChamoriDs are 
light brown in color, very ruund 
heads, flat noses and high cheek 
bones. Their hair is usually 
straight and black. Most of them 
are small. The men are about 
5 ft. 4 inches tall.

The health of the natives when 
the army came in was very poor, 
lots of disease, with sores all over 
their bodies. However the medies 
are cleaning them up pretty fast. 
I went by the camp where they 
keep the natives, and you could 
see large bunches of them sitting 
on the ground picking lice off of 
each other. I asked the fellow I 
was with what they were doing 
and he said, "O that is where they 
trade 2 blacks ones for one red 
one." (lice of bourse)

About the ontjfmissionary ac­
tivity they iv*ve ever had here 
was German and' Spaniard. As a 
result Roman Catholicism is well 
established. They have no respect 
for Protestants, and the Ameri­
cans and the U. S. is regarded as 
a Protestant country.

Their shacks or houses are al­
most ail made of grass, no furni­
ture of any kind, do their cooking 
on the ground out side what little 
they do.

The climate is warm, humid and 
wet. 80 degrees js the average 
temperature and Vkrdly ever var­
ies more than I to 2 degrees. Sai­
pan has an average yearly rain 
fall of 83.5 Inches. In contrast to 
Hawaii they have no irrigation 
system, however sugar cane is the 
principal industry. It takes about 
16 to 18 months to grow a crop of 
i t

I must close now as we have to 
go out now.

Hope you are all well and hap­
py. I love you all.

---------- CATTLE-GRUBS----------
Heel flies that chased your cat­

tle to brush last spring were lay­
ing eggs on heels of cattle. These 
maggots have worked their way 
through the tissues from heels to 
gullet. About this time of year 
they have worked to backs of cat­
tle. When in the back of cattle 
they bore air holes in hide to 
breathe. •

The most effective time to con­
trol heel flies and kill cattle grubs 
is to destroy or kill grubs while 
located in backs of cattle. Make 
first treatment when grubs are 
dark brown color.

Packing companies in Texas 
state that an average 2 pounds of 
meat is trimmed off each grubby 
carcass, after trimming, the loins 
and ribs are docked 2 cents per 
pound. This trimming causes an 
annual loss of 1,680,000 pounds of 
Ti-xas beef. Cattle grubs cut holes 
through the thickest and best part 
of hide and is docked one cent per 
po ind. Grubs alone cause an 
av'rage loss of $3.84 per grubby 
animal in the packing plant. 
Thereafter grubby cattle are 
docked from %c to lVic per 
pound. The producer pays the bill

With 840,000 grubby cattle 
slaughtered in Texas each year, 
sufficient leather is lost to pro­
vide shoes for 1,000,000 soldiers a 
year. 1,680,000 pounds of beef 
would feed 4,600 soldiers for one 
year. Milk production of dairy 
cattle can be reduced as much as 
26%. The total loss to cattle pro­
ducers in Texas is estimated at 
$9,000,000 every year.

The control of cattle grubs is 
simple, safe, inexpensive and safe. 
Mix equal parts of sulfur and der- 
ris or cube containing 5% rote- 
none. Apply to backs of cattle 
with quart fruit jar having about 
29 holes of V* inch punched from 
inside of lid. One pound of mix­
ture will treat 15 head of cattle. 
Make first treatment when first 
grubs are mature and turning 
brown in color. Repeat applica­
tion every 30 days as long as 
grubs are present. Usually three 
applications are required. Practi­
cal for any size herd. *

Where dipipng vats or power 
spraying machines are available, 
five pounds of 5% rotenone and 
10 pounds of wettable sulfur to 
100 gallons of water can be used. 
Repeat application every 30 days.

Cotton Pulling Situation 
Cotton is open in like amounts 

throughout the entire central, 
north and northwest Texas area 
including the Black land, low roll­
ing plains, and South Plains. The 
Blackland.has 100 acres of cotton 
open for every available picker. 
Yield is tt bale to acre. West Tex­
as will have to depend on migra­
tory labor of less numbers as com­
pared to previous years.

Everything possible is being 
done through the migratory labor 
set up to get an equitable distri­
bution of labor as soon as possible. 
Migratory labor seeks out good 
cotton first. There is not sufficient 
migratory labor to harvest both 
good and bad crops at same time. 
All counties in this area report 
need of cotton pullers.

Grain Sorghum 
‘ Grain sorghum harvest is about 
25% complete in area. There will 
not be any great increase in rate 
of harvesting until after frost. 
Area office has applications on 
file requesting 418 farm hands and 
100 tractor drivers. Feed shockers 
are urgently needed in many 
Plains counties.

Food Distribution Program 
Prices of grain sorghums are

somewhat stronger with most 
elevators having rail cars to make 
quick movement of grain to coun­
ties in deficient feed areas. Prices 
paid farmers range from $1.35 to 
$1.45. Elevators are quoting car 
load lots delivered to Texas com­
mon points at $1.87 to $1.90 per 
cwt. The quality is good and mois­
ture content is 14% or less. Pur­
chasers Bhuuld mntoet elevators, 
for confirmation of prices.

Downs Jap Zero

A 7th AAF HEAVY BOMBER

ficial credit for shooting down a 
Japanese fighter plane during a 
7th AAF bombing mission against 
Iwo Jima, Jap Island less than 650 
miles from Tokyo, has been re­
ceived by Staff Sergeant Mont B. 
Wolford of Lelia Lake, ball turret 
gunner of the Liberator bomber, 
"That She Blows II."

Sgt. Wolford, son of Mr. and 
Mrs. B. F. Wolford of Lelia Lake, 
shot down the enemy fighter, a 
"Zeke” type Zero, September 10. 
It was his second confirmed "kill,” 
as he shot dowrr another Zeke in 
a mission over Truk last June 28.

"We were hopped by eight 
Zeros over the target," the 37- 
year-old gunner related. "One 
dived down behind our plane and 
I picked him! up just as he passed 
the tail. I firtd a long burst as he 
went down and suddenly he burst 
apart

“The flaming fuselage crashed 
into the ocean.”

Sgt. Wolford, who joined the 
7th AAF in the Central Pacific 
area last October, was formerly 
employed as production superin­
tendent of the Troy Laundry Co., 
of Amarillo.
