a and a grandson, Fred We-
swerka Jr. A brother, Jeff Martin
resideg at Rodeo, N. M. Mrs. John
Trainer of San Antonio is the only
sister living.

J. W. Martin, known as “Uncle
Johnnie"” to hundreds of friends in
the Panhandle, was born in San
Antonio in 1867. He came to the
JA ranch in 1887 working there
until Goodnight and Adair dis-
solved partnership.

When Goodnight established the
Cross J outfit on Salt Fork, John-
nie Martin became foreman of the
large ranch. About the same time,
or soon afterwards, he owned and
operated a ranch of his own on
McClellan creek.

In 1895, the Cross J and TA
cattle were sold, and Johnnie
Martin became a partner with
Goodnight in importing cattle from
old Mexico.

It was in 1895 that he married
Miss Viola McLaren, a niece of
Chas. Goodnight, taking his bride
to his Salt Fork ranch northwest
of Clarendon.

When the Goodnight-Thayer
rauch interests were sold to Bug-
bee and Knorpp in 1901, Martin
and his brother became partners
in a mercantile business in Good-
night. Four yearg later the busi-
ness was moved to Claude becom-
ing the Claude Mercantile com-
pany which Mr. Martin owned un-
til 1916.

Coming to Clarendon in 1916,
Mr. Martin formed a partnership
with J. T. Patman in operating the
Ford Motor company for several
years, during which time the large
building now occupied by the
Clarendon Motor company was
erected. G. G. Kemp and associates
purchased the Martin and Patman
interests in February, 1926.

Owning extensive property in-
terests here and elsewhere, Mr.
Martin gave up active business in-
terests to look after his property.
During this time he served Clar-
endon as city commissioner, as
mayor, and for many years was a
valued member of the school
board.

A born optimist, few men have
the varied assortment of talents
that were possessed by Uncle
Johnnie Martin, the small, friendly,
positive spoken fellow respected
and admired through all the years.

Successful ranch operator, he

was equally adept in performing
menial tasks on that ranch in the
capacity of blacksmith, windmiller,
fence builder or anything that had
to be done, and done right. He fit-
ted into the business world of mer-
cantile pursuits with equal facility.
There he performed every detail
involving method and extreme ac-
curacy,
+ "Uncle Johnny" was the tried
and trusted friend of many. He
met every situation calmly just as
he met death. Shortly before he
expired, he shaved himself, ate
supper and calmly laid down tc
rest.

Few men in passing through the
reconstruction period of the old
west will ever leave a more in-
delible impression on his people
and than that beloved
character, “Uncle Johnnie” Martin.

Under the compulsory old-age
benefit section of the Social Secur-
ity Act as passed by Congresg last
year employers and employees will
be taxed 1 per cent of their pay
rolls and earnings beginning Jan-
uary 1, 1937, with the tax rate
eventually rising to 3 per cent in
1949,

The only workers not required
to file the application are those
whose work falls in one of the fol-
lowing excepted classifications or
groups:

1—Self-employment;

2—Employes of the railroad in-
dustry who are subject to the Car-
rier's Taxing Act, approved Aug.
29, 1935;

3—Agricultural labor;

4—Domestic service in a private
home;

5-—Casual labor not in the course
of the employer's trade or busi-
ness;

6—8ervice performed as an of-
ficer or member of the crew of a
vessel documented under the laws
of the United States or any foreign
country;

7—Service performed in the em-
ploy of the United States Govern-

ment or of an instrumentality of

the United States.

~ 8—Service performed in the em-
. ploy of a State, a political subdi-
wvision thereof, or an instrumen-
tality of one or more States or

MORE THAN 500,000
DISASTER VICTIMS

Larqge Urban Areas Devastated
As Elements Hit 20 States
East of Mississippi

“The nuu.ber of disaster victims
arsisted by the Red Cross duriag
the fiscal year ended June 30 was
more than four times the number
alded iIn the previous twelve
menth period,” Admiral Cary T
Grayson, chairman, said In com-
menting on highlight, o. the an-
nual report just issued. *“Over

13 ,000 families wevce given food,
clothing, shelter and medical care,
and thousands of homes were re
built or repaired by the Red Cross
to enable them to carry on.”
Pointing to the many-sided prob-
lems created by the wide variety
0! types of disasters which oe
curred durng the year, Admiral
Grayson sald, “The Red Cross sent
cundreds of trained workers into
39 states to meet the many exi
gencies of catastrophes which in-
ciuded earthquake, epidemic, ex
plosion, fire. hurricane, Ice lock,
landslide, refugee relief, shipwreck,
tornado and typhoon., The Red
Cross took charge at the scenes of

105 domestic disasters ¢’ major se
verity.”
The report emphasized the

marked value of Government-Red
Cross cooperation when disaster
strikes giving as example the flight
of Army bombing planes which
dropped Red Cross food to ma
rooned refugees at Renovo, Penn-
sylvania, during the Spring floods.
More than 10,000 persons were res
cued from the second floors of
homes In Wilkes-Barre and King-
ston through Coast Guard- Red
Cross cooperation at the height of
these same floods,

“Government agencies and re
liet groups were of invaluable as
sistance to Red Cross relief forces
at all times,” Admiral Grayson
slated.

The complete resources of Red
Cross leadership, training and dis
aster experience were brought into
play by the Spring floods and torna-
does which took so heavy a toll of
life and property in eastern and
southern stotes this year, the an
nual report reveals. The Red Cross
alded 77,000 families in 14 flooded
states east of the Mississippl and
6,000 families in 6 tornado hit
states south of the Mason-Dixon
lin' in this one operation.

“Never before have as many met
repolitan centers horne the brunt
of attack by wind and water within
a single year, challenging Red
Cross preparedness and efliclency
by so wide a variety of pressing
human problems,” Chairman Gray
son said.

n its work of reliet to disaster
sufferers the Red Cross expended
In excess of $5,200,000 for the year
The report points out that this fig-
ure does not include assistance
given in 27 lesser disasters with »
total of 2,000 persons alded, and
adds that additional millions will
be used to “clean up” Spring floods
and tornadoes.

Membership In the American Red
Cross last year showed an Increase
of 202,695. A total of 4,137,636 men
and women enrolled, their dollare
enabling the expanding Red Cross
program of service to be carried
torward at full strength.

CARPENTER BEGINS
NEW INVESTIGATION
TEXAS PENSIONERS

Austin, Nov, 9..—Orville 8. Car-
penter, acting state director of
old-age assistance, announced to-
day that re-investigation of each
recipient whose eligibility under
the new law was doubtful already
had begun.

The new law, approved at the
recent called session of the legis-
lature, made need the only basis of
eligibility, removing property and
cash ownership and income quali-
fications.

“At present we are busy segre-
gating cases in which recipients
show no cash in the bank, no pro-
perty owned and no other income
except that from the commission,”
Carpenter said.

“These cases will not be re-in-
vestigated until later because the
old people would evidently be in
need if they were off the rolls.”

Of the cases being re-investiga-
ted it must be determined if the
old person in question is in neces-
sitous circumstances, Carpenter
declared.

The new pension law has no eli-
gibility, loopholes, he pointed out.
November's 87,000 pension checks
will be mailed about Nov. 20, when
the new assistance statute prob-
ably will have been approved by
the federal social security board

The new statute may hold eli-
gibles to an estimated 80,000 maxi-
mum, with a $640,000 monthly ex-
pense to the state.

MANY PROBLEMS

Look for agitation in next Con-
gress to eliminate the capital gains
and loss provisions of income tax
law. Law taxing undistributed cor-
poration earnings will stay on sta-
tute books.

Look for a major assault on Con-

For use in planning ahead, busi-
ness men should consider the fol-
lowing predictions, representing
composite judgement of govern-
ment economists:

First, that business in 1937 will
be about 10 per cent better than in
1936.

Second, that this improvement
will carry over into first half of
1938.

Third, that much of this increase
in activity will be felt by industries
providing durable goods such as
building materials, steel, machin-
ery, industrial equipment and con-
struction.

Fourth , that general trade and
business of non-durable goods will
not change materially in next year.

Fifth, that there will be more
rapid turnover of bank deposits to
finance the larger volume of busi-
ness.

Sixth, that increasing demands
for gods, other than farm products,
will force a small increase in the
general price level.

Seventh, that the volume of pro-
duction to fill demands for goods
will tax the productive capacity of
many industries

Eight, that improvement in ec-
onomic conditions within the Unit
ed States also can be expected to
find reflection in other countries

with consequent prospects for some
pick-up in world trade. h

RED CROSS HIGHWAY
POSTS AID INJURED

1,000 Functlon At Key Points
To Give Emergency Care
To Traffic Hurt

Highway first aid stations, set up
by the Red Cross to give cmergency
care to victims of traflic accidents,
are saving lives, according to James
L. Fieser, vice-chairman in charge
of domestic operations.

“More than 1,000 of our emergen-
cy posts are already operating 1.
47 states and thousands of others
will soon be established at key
points along America’s highways,”
Mr. Fieser stated

The Red Cross highway posts are
concentrated at danger spots in
rural areas where medical ald is not

1ily available, The importance
of this coverage of the open road,
the Red Cross holds, is given sharp-
er emphasis by the fact that there
has been a 150 per cent increase in

rural traffic fatalities during the
past twelve years.
The project was initiated last

year on a national scale as a prac-
tical approach to the highway acci-
dent problem. The Red Cross felt
that it could best apply its strength
by succoring those who continue to
be injured pending a reduction in
the highway accident rate through
legislation and safety education.

“Our program brings first aid
skill to the scene of accident in an
effort to reduce the number of per-
sons killed and maimed in auto-
mobile mishaps,” Mr. Fieser said.
“Our highway first aiders are not
medical men in any sense, but it is
their job to turn the injured over
to the medical profession in the
best shape possible.”

The Red Cross highway posts are
established at gasoline service sta-
tions, tourist homes, rural police
and fire departments. The person-
nel of the posts are trained by the
Red Cross in first aid, standard first
aid equipment is installed at each
station, and identifying signs for
the benefit of motorists are erected
beside the highway at both ap-
proaches to the station.

The attendants of these roadside
units who qualify as first aiders
volunteer their services through
the Red Cross and may under no
circumstances accept pay for caring
for the injured.

To complement the highway first
aid stations, the Red Cross has an-

nounced formation of mobile units.
Several thousand trucks which
regularly ply the highway in the
course of routine work will be
equipped with first aid kits, Drivers
and crews will take courses in both
standard .and advanced first aid,
and each truck will be identified as
a Red Cross mobile unit. More than
a hundred trucks are already oper-
ating.

“The highway police of eight
states who have finished first aid
training will join this army mobil-
ized to cut accident fatalities and
prevent complication of minor in-
juries through mishandling at the
scene of accident,” Mr, Fieser said.

“We receive reports from our first
aid stations daily, telling of essen-
tial care given to traffic casualties
on the spot and of lives actually
saved.”

This and many other Red Cross
programs of equal value are sup-
ported by the people of America
during the annual Roll Call for
members. This year the Roll Call
will be held from November 11 to
26,

Red Cross Potential Life
Savers Number Nearly
2,000,000

First aid and life saving cer-
tificates issued by the American
Red Cross since the start of the
service 26 years ago now num-
ber 1,888,702. During the past
year the Red Cross qualified 222-
693 persons in first aild and
taught water safety and rescue
methods to 80,961,

This army of First Aiders and
Life Savers is one of the great
safety factors in the nation.
They are trained to give imme-
diate first aid at the scene of
accident, thus saving many lives
and preventing permanent in-
Jury. Red Cross training includes
skill in treating for shock, splint-
ing fractures, checking arterial
bleeding, applying artificial res-
piration, towing drowning per-
sons to safety, and in the safe
handling of boat and canoe.

Last year the Red Cross reached
10,000,000 homes with check lists
of accident hazards in a pation-wide
program to reduce the incidence of
home and farm accidents. This year
home accident fatalities were cut
by several thousand according to
statisticians. A similar campaign
has been launched this year
through Red Cross chapters,

Texas Centennial
To Opfli__ Next June

Bigger and Better in 1937
Is Announcement

Dallas, Texas, Nov. 10.—Reopen-
ing of the Texas Centennial Exposi-
tion for a five month's period in
1937 was assured today. The Ex-
position, through its president,
Fred F. Florence, served formal
notice on the City of Dallas it
would exercise it's option for the
use of the Exposition grounds dur-
ing the coming year.

Tentative plans for the 1837
World's Fair are for its opening
June 12 with closing set for Octo-
ber 31.

The decision of the Board of
Directors of the Texas Centennial
Exposition to reopen next year is
the result of a general demand by
the business interests of Dallas and
Texas that the Exposition should
carry on during 1937,

It is the plan of the Exposition
management to make many drastic
changes at the Exposition grounds.

Only in it's general layout will
the 1937 World's Fair resemble
that of 1936. Thefe will be new
shows, new concessions, new exhl-
bits and new buildings. A majority
of the large exhibitors are anxious
to continue through the coming
year. They point out that
the year 1937 there will not be any

during |

major Exposition in the United
States with the exception of the
Exposition at Dallas.

“We are going to reopen in 1937
with a better and more extensive
World's Fair,” said Director Gen-
eral, Harry Olmsted. “It will be an
entirely new show, better and more
smoothly run by virtue of exper-
ience gained through the operation
of 1936. Immediately after the
close of the Texas Centennial Ex-
position November 29 full plans for
the 1937 World's Fair will be an-
nounced.”

A preliminary report filed with
the Texas Planning Board by the

experts who are surveying the
wool scouring industry of the na-
tion indicates that wool scouring is
feasible in Texas and that it can
be made a paying venture.

More than 100 non-metallic min-
erals have been tentatively located
by the Texas Planning Board's
mineral resources committee and
efforts now are being made to de-
termine the size and value of the
larger deposits.

PLAN ANNOUNCED

of loans on farm-stored seed corn
(1) a loan of $: 75 a bushel on field
selected corn which meets proper
germination and storage require-
ments, and (2) a loan of 55 cents &
bushel on good quality cribbed corn
which can be sorted for seed at &
later date. Each loan agreement car-
ries with it an option of right of pur-

chase by the Government at a rate
considerably above the loan value
rate.

Though the 55-cent Joan is designed
as an emergency drought mehsure, it
will be conducted in much the same
manner as the corn loan programs of
the past three years which provided
low-cost credit to thousands of farm-
ers throughout the Middlewest
Though a number of States had ware-
house laws and the means for financ-
ing commodity loans prior to 1933, it
was not until the advent of the Roose-
velt administration that farmers were
provided with the use of these facil-
ities.

Provides Low-Cost Credit

Farmers long held that they could
market their crops more effectively,
could iron out to some extent the
wide fluctuations in price and could
more adequately protect the country
against shortage, if adequate low-cost
credit were available on their com-
modities in storage at or near the
farm. It was not until 1933, however
that the commodity loan was initi-
ated by the Government when loans
were made on warehoused cotton at
10 cents a pound and on farm-stored
corn at the rate of 45 cents a bushel.
If similar facilities had been provided
a few years earlier, thousands of
farmers would not have been forced
by low prices to burn their corn and
wheat as fuel.

Loans to corn farmers on their 1933
crop totalled about $120,500,000. It is
estimated that producers taking ad-
vantage of this loan on 267,540,000
bushels of corn realized a net gain of
nearly $82,000,000 over the value of
their corn and the costs of the loan.
The amount placed under seal, ap-
proximating one-tenth of the average
annual corn crop, made it possible for
farmers to carry their corn through
to the 1934-35 feeding season when it
was greatly needed as a result of the
unprecedented drought in 1934,

A 55-cent a bushel loan on the 1934
crop totalled $11,041,500. The 213.000
farmers taking advantage of these
two loans have repaid them in full.

The Government loans to produec-
ers on their 1935 crop amounted to
nearly $15500,C2° Practically all of
these loans have now been paid
Though they matured on July 1, 1836,
liquidation was not pushed after the
drought developed, thus enabling
farmers to dispose of their supplies in
orderly fashion. Some farmers had
to release their corn prior to this date
because of the need for feed and
financial assistance or because their
stored corn had been damaged or was
threatened by damage as a result of
high moisture content.

Farm to Market Road
Program Goes Ahead

Greater progress has been made In
the construction of farm to market
roads since the beginning of the
Roosevelt Administratior than ever
before. In the last three and a half
years, under the supervision of the
Bureau of Public Roads, of the United
States Department of Agriculture,
18,078 miles of secondary or feeder
roads have been completed; 4,616
miles are under construction, and
projects for the construction of 866
miles have been approved, making a
total of 23,560 miles. Congress has au-
thorized the expenditure of $25,000,-
000 for each of the fiscal years, 1938
and 1039, to carry on the work, Fed-
eral expenditures to be matched by
the States.

In June of 1933, an appropriation
of $400,000,000 was provided by Con-
gress for a highway-construction pro-
gram, and the Hayden-Cartwright Act
of 1934 supplied another $200,000,000
One-fourth of both approprhdons
was apportioned for farm to market
roads. Ron are in addition to roads
built under supervision of the Bu-
reau of Public ds.

Construction of farm to market
roads under these appropriations is
under the supervision of the Works
Progress Administration. When com-
pleted, more than 130,000 miles of all-
weather rurai roads will have been
buiit. if added to this, roads con-
structed by the Federal Emergency
Relief Administration and the Civil
Works Mnlnlltrluon the grand total
