Then there is the fruit crop 
coming along nicely at this time.

Sheriff’s Force

“Now’ is the time to spray that 
orchard to control worms in the 
fruit,” said H. M. Breedlove, 
county agent. “ It takes about 
three sprayings to control fruit 
worms.’’ he continued. “5 percent 
DDT makes a good spray for 
apples, peaches and plum trees. 
We should spray now as soon as 
the blooms shed o ff the trees. 
The second spraying should be 
made when the fruit appears and 
the third spraying about the time 
the fruit is a- large as a marble.”  

Breedlove says that there are 
different kinds of sprays for dif­
ferent fruit trees and anyone 
needing information may call by 
his office.

“Spraying fruit makes sure of 
good fruit and trees must be 
sprayed after each rain,” the 
county agent emphasized.

How Many Farms 
In The Ocean?

Many years ago a wise Midwest 
farmer recognized what was hap­
pening to good farming land in 
America when he said, “The best 
of my farm is down below New 
Orleans.”

And this week Howard T. 
Kingsbery, Chairman of the Tex­
as PMA Committee, wonders if 
anyone has thought to count the 
number of farms which go under 
the bridge during a single flood 
season. He basis his figures on the 
fact that the deep accumulations 
of silt in the deltas of the great 
rivers of this country is primarily 
the top soil of farms carried by 
unchecked water.

Tests show, says the chairman, 
that around 400 million tons of 
top soil rolls down the Mississippi 
river each year. An inch of top­
soil from an acre of land weigh? 
between 140 and 150 tons. A t 150 
tons of topsoil per acre, this losf 
would mean the equivalent of an 
inch of topsoil from the surface 
of nearly 17,000 farms of 160 
acres each.

And even more serious, says 
the chairman, thr topsoil comes 
from the best lard on the farm— 
the land that is ip row crops or 
which is being worked most to 
produce the nations crops.

Says the chairman, “Like the 
sand in an hour-glass, the soil at 
the top is going down. But unlike 
the hour-glass the process cannot 
be reversed. The topsoil does not 
run back.

“From the limited amount of 
topsoil, which is getting less each 
year, must come the 435 million 
meals a dav for the 145 million 
people in this country. In addition 
tons and tons of food are needed 
to keep Europe from going under.

“And every farm that goes un­
der the bridge means just that 
much less land from which to 
grow the food we need—that 
much more of a burden on the 
land that is left.”

Mr. Kingsbery said that the 
primary objective of the Agricul­
tural Conservation Program is to 
reduce this loss. “Through this

WASHINGTON 
NEWS LETTER

By Cong. Eugene Worley

Here’s some good news for peo­
ple of the Panhandle and espec­
ially for veterans. The Veterans 
Administration at Washington 
has finally agreed to recommend 
enlargement of the Veterans Hos­
pital at Amarillo from its present 
186 beds to 500 beds. It has been 
an uphill struggle to secure this 
favorable action but it is well 
worth the time and effort spent. 
This is YOUR Hospital and the 
addition will greatly relieve the 
crowded conditions. In many 
cases, veterans from the Pan­
handle have been unable to se­
cure badly needed medical at­
tention at the Amarillo Hospital 
and have been compelled tb make 
long trips~to other Veterans Hos­
pitals.

I  would like to thank the A- 
merican Legion, Veterans of 
Foreign Wars and other groups 
over the Panhandle and neighbor­
ing states, together with a num­
ber of fine substantial individuals 
who have lent invaluable aid in 
our efforts to secure enlargement 
of this Hospital. The resolutions 
and letters have been most help­
ful to me in preparing data to 
support our contentions that the 
Hospital should be enlarged.

Last week I introduced legisla­
tion providing for 350 additional 
beds and other necessary build­
ings and equipment and authoriz­
ing an appropriation of $3,000,000 
for such construction. With an 
economy-minded Congress, the 
actual appropriation of the money 
for the construction of these ad 
ditions will probably be difficult 
but I expect to take this legisla 
tion directly to the Veterans Ad 
ministration, Bureau of the Bud 
get, and the President himself 
and make every effort to have it 
included in this year’s appropria­
tion. To anyone not familiar with 
legislative procedure, this is 
somewhat unusual but will be 
faster than the regular procedure. 
I feel the merits of our cause 
justify every effort and with the 
continued help and loyal coopera­
tion of the American Legion, 
Veterans of Foreign Wars and alL

other interested parties, I hope 
the addition w ill soon become a 
reality. -

Health Notes
AUSTIN — Pellagra, although 

not a communicable disease, is 
one of great concern to public 
health officials in Texas and oth­
er southern states. The disease is 
caused by the lack of ccitain es­
sential foods, and as it comes on 
slowly, it may not be recognized 
until the victim begins to hove 
the more serious symptoms,such 
as sore mouth, stomach trouble, 
and reddening and scaling of the 
skin.

“ When these symptoms appear, 
the disease has been present for 
some time,” states Dr. Geo. W. 
Cox, State Health Officer. “The 
longer an individual has pellagra 
the harder it is to cure. It is ad- 

-fMsable. therefore, to'watch for 
the early symptoms such as ner­
vousness, indigestion, and burn­
ing of the hands and feet, and if 
these symptoms appear, treat­
ment should be instituted at once. 
In its advanced stages pellagra 
may become so severe as to not 
only cause physical suffering but 
seriously affect the mind.”

Pellagra is not contagious and 
it can be prevented entirely by 
including the rfght kinds of foods 
in the daily diet. TheSe Essential 
foods are milk, fresh meat, whoie 
wheat products, brewer’s yeast, 
and salmon, as well a& tomatoes 
and other fresh fruits and vege­
tables. Including these foods in 
the daily diet will prevent pellag-, 
ra, and as in the case of any dis­
ease, it is much belt#* to prevent 
it than tg cure it.

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Qualified Teachers
For Texas Schools 
Hard To Get

AUSTIN, April 6— Texas will 
continue to have difficulty ob­
taining the qualified teachers it 
needs despite salary increases 
granted by the last legislature, it 
was predicted here recently.

“The high cost of living has 
more than offset the raises in 
pay,” Miss Emma Mae Brotze of

Marshall, president of the Texas 
State Teachers Association, de­
clared.

“We are grateful because the 
legislature provided a minimum 
salary scale of $2,000 annually for 
teachers with degrees. That has 
made the average salary of our 
teachers $2,500.

“The fact remains, however, 
that Texas is still under the aver­
age pay for teachers in the United 
States and that increasing cost of 
living is forcing many people to

for their livelihood.

“Obtaining a degree which 
qualifies a person to teach in 
Texas schools is a costly process. 
It is quite likely that the fact that 
teachers receive 12 per cent less 
than the average pay for all em­
ployed persons in the United 
States, including laborers, is little 
inducement for persons to train 
for and enter the teaching pro­
fession.”

Miss Brotze pointed out that 
conservative figures of the United 
States Bureau of Labor Statistics 
reveal that the cost of living has 
increased 63.8 per cent since be­
fore the war.

“The average salary of Texas 
teachers, $2,500, is equal to a pay 
check of $1,526 in the 1935-39 per­
iod,” the state teachers president 
said.

“ In purchasing power, that 
means the dollar will now buy 
only what 61 cents would before 
the war.

“Take home pay of teachers has 
also decreased due to the fact that 
federal income tax is now levied 
on their salaries. That was not 
done prior to 1936.

“With income tax reductions, 
the average salary of Texas 
teachers is equivalent to $1,306 
before the war.

“So long as high prices con­
tinue; so long as the federal gov­
ernment pays larger salaries for 
persons requiring college degrees, 
and teachers get less pay than 
semi-skilled workmen, I do not 
believe the profession will appeal 
to the type of person we want to 
teach our children.” Miss Brotze 
pointed out that teachers’ pay has 
never been comparable to others 
and that increases have not kept 
pace.

“Labor Bureau statistics reveal 
that teachers throughout the 
United States received pay in­
creases totaling 65.5 per cent from 
1939 through 1947,” she said.

“That may, at frist glance, ap­
pear large.

“Consider, howevpr, the in­
creased cost of living and the pay 
increases granted in other lines of 
work to meet the rising prices

same period, had increases total­
ing 101.7 per cent, wage earners 
in manufacturing 111.3 per cent 
and persons engaged in agricul­
ture 304.3 per cent.

“Figures for present day in­
come are not available, but the 
attraction other professions hold 
is shown by the 1939 average in­
come of several groups. Lawyers 
averaged $4,391, physicians, $4,- 
229, veterinarians $2,240 and 
teachers $1,400.”

The federal government’s low­
est grade of pay in the profession­
al field is $2,691, Miss Brotze de­
clared.

“Compare that with the $2,000 
minimum in Texas and one can 
readily see why the federal gov­
ernment attracts more people 
than does the school room.

“ Federal salaries in the pro­
fessional class are as high as 
$10,000 a year. I know of no posi­
tion in the Texas public schools 
which pays anything comparable 
to that.”

“The expenditure for education 
throughout the United States is 
only two per cent of ihe national 
income, as compared with as 
much as six per cent in some 
other countries.

"I am firmly convinced that if 
we are to staff our classrooms 
with persons properly trained to 
teach our children that it will be 
necessary to provide better salar­
ies for our teachers.”

At the baseball game, you can’t 

tell the players without a score- 
card, and behind the wheel, you 
can’t drive safely without know­
ing traffic laws and obeying 
them, according to W. J. Elliott, 
Chief of the Texas Highway Pa­
trol.

“ It’s as simple as that,” he said. 
“You can’t be a safe driver un­
less you are a smart driver—and 
you are not smart unless you 
know and obey traffic rules.”

Captain Polk Ivy of the Ama­
rillo District said that accident 
reports indicated left turns at in­
tersections as one of the common 
situations which cause trouble be­
cause drivers do not know the 
rules. As part of the nationwide 
“Know and Obey Traffic Laws” 
program in which the Texas 
Highway Patrol is participating, 
he listed the following things a 
driver should remember about 
right-of-way on left turns.

1. When you are turning left, 
you must give the right-of-way 
to a car in the intersection or ap­
proaching closely.

2. When you are approaching 
the intersection and a car which 
has been waiting in the intersec­

tion to turn left (then starts to 
make the turn) you must allow it 
to make the turn in front of you.

3. When you turn left, be sure 
you are in the correct lane and 
that you give a signal.

4. Don’t insist on your right-of- 
way at the risk of an accident.

1947 Conservation 
Payments

You the farmers of Donley 
County have done a good job the 
past year in improving your land 
and conserving the soil.

According to A A A  reports there 
was a total of $73,435.10 earned in 
ACP payments by the farmers in 
this county in 1947. The number 
of farmers who carried out ACP 
Payment practices in 1947 totals 
472.

85 of these 472 farmers con­
structed nearly 1 Va million feet or 
about 285 miles of large ridge 
terraces to avoid having their 
land washed away and to keep 
the needed water on the soil.

56 farmers constructed 119,382 
cubic yards of diversion terraces 
to keep millions of gallons of 
water off their cultivated soil.

The one practice carried out by 
the greatest number of farmers 
was that of leaving stalk and 
stubble on the land. 249 farmers 
carried out this practice on 13,- 
590.5 acres as insurance against 
wind erosion.

There were 3,969 acres of pas­
ture land seeded with adapted 
grasses. Some of these acres were 
old pasture being improved, some 
were new pasture land. The 
range land in Donley County has 
also been improved to a large ex­
tent by 120,521 cubic yards of 
earthen dams for stock water

• Some of you farmers earned 
large payments, some very small 
depending on the size of your 
farm and the practices carried 
out. The largest payment to any 
one person in 1947 was to Mr. E. 
L. Sitter of McLean for $3,122.24.

000.00 or over which went to W.

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1947 Conservation 
Payments

You the farmers of Donley 
County have done a good Job the 
past year in improving your land 
and conserving the soil.

According to A A A  reports there 
was a total of $73,435.10 earned in 
ACP payments by the farmers in 
this county in 1947. The number 
of farmers who carried out ACP 
Payment practices in 1947 totals 
472.

85 of these 472 farmers con­
structed nearly 1 Va million feet or 
about 285 miles of large ridge 
terraces to avoid having their 
land washed away and to keep 
the needed water on the soil.

56 fanners constructed 119.382 
cubic yards of diversion terraces 
to keep millions of gallons of 
water off their cultivated soil.

The one practice carried out by 
the greatest number of farmers 
was that of leaving stalk and 
stubble on the land. 249 farmers 
carried out this practice on 19,- 
590.5 acres as insurance against 
wind erosion.

There were 3,969 acres of pas­
ture land seeded with adapted 
grasses. Some of these acres were 
old pasture being improved, some 
were new pasture land. The 
range land in Donley County has 
also been improved to a large ex­
tent by 120,521 cubic yards of 
earthen dams for stock water 
purposes.

Some of you farmers earned 
large payments, some very small 
depending on the size of your 
farm and the practices carried 
out. The largest payment to any 
one person in 1947 was to Mr. E. 
L. Sitter of McLean for $.” .122.24. 
T. L. Roach and Son of Amarillo 
received $2,247.80 for the second 
largest payment earned. There 
were several payments of $1,- 
000.00 or over which went to W. 
J. Lewis, C. T. McMurtry, J. L. 
McMurtry, and Bill Cooke.

1947 can be considered a suc­
cessful year by you farmers in 
more ways than one, but especial­
ly in soil building and protection. 
The County Committee and the 
A A A  office staff are grateful for 
your splendid cooperation and for 
a job well done.
