Phil R. Baskett's plan for success
with vpoultry raising as presented
to Lett M. Russell, was as follows:

First: Keep only pure-bred birds.
A pure-bred layer backed by years
of successful breeding is far superi-
or to a scrub-hen, the result of hap-
hazard crossing of all varieties,

Second: Weed out the slackers.
Keep only the producers. Approxi-
mately $230,000,000.00 are thrown

away by the farmers of the United
States every year in feeding culls.

Third: Give the birds a comfort-
able house. The following factors

are essential to a comfortable
house:
1—Good Location.

2—Plenty of room.

3—Well ventilated.

4—Dry and Sanitary.

5—Properlv equipped with mash
hoppers, water fountains and nests.

Fourth: Feeding a perfectly bal-
anced ration, ohe that supplies an
equal number of yolks and whites
above beodily maintenance.

Fifth: Keep records and feed
your flock the way that your rec-
ords prove makes you the most net
profit. :
