ment o f agriculture in their 
erosion demonstration projects in 
Donley County, can be observed 
by a visit to the G. W. Sexauer 
ranch near Hedley, according to 
a statement of ijeorge E. Hu'l, 
project superintendent, who was a 
visitor to Clarendon early this 
week.

Mr. Hull, accompanied by a 
member o f his organization as­
signed to handling the publicity 
for the projects, explained that 
on the Sexauer place, five cattle 
tanks have been constructed which 
the co-operator says arc worth a 
thousand dollars apiece to the 
value o f his property. Following 
the tank dam construction, the 
crews o f men will be moved to 
other locations where field terrac­
ing can be accomplished more ef­
ficiently because o f the water 
control near the source wh'ch these 
dams provide, he said.

All o f the work is being done 
by war veterans stationed in the 
CCC camn east o f Memphis, and 
is being directed by the engineer­
ing forces o f the soil conservation 
service. At present there are 
over 200 veterans engaged in the 
work, and progress is being made 
more rapidly than the original 
estimates called for, it was said.

The area o f Donley County 
which falls in the region to be 
worked, extends within about two 
mriles of Clarendon and includes 
some of the most valuable land 
of the section, Mr. Hull stated.
But failure o f anv single farmer 
or landowner to sign a co-opera­
tion agreement, will tend to nul­
lify the benefits which the entire 
country can derive, it was pointed 
out.

mind a story told by a business 
man in the old home town, which 
is illustrative o f the hough-and- 
ready characteristics o f that hardy 
organization in days gone by, 
back in the days when the Rang­
ers spent their time in rounding 
up desperate criminals, killers, 
robbers, etc., instead o f staging 
raids on the corner drug store and 
wrecking the nlace while confis­
cating a marble machine. Here’s 
the story:

This man was in business in a 
little East Texas town at the time 
o f  the incident, which was in the 
throes o f  an oil boom. Typical of 
the oil boom towns o f this time, 
shacks had sprung up all over 
town, and hundreds of strangers 
were moving into town. Among 
these, o f course, was a very rough 
and tough element, which con­
tinued to grow rougher and tough­
er until a state of almost complete 
lawlessness was reached.

Law abiding citizens, becoming 
highlv alarmed over the situation, 
hastily wired the governor that a 
riot was in progress, and urged 
that he rush a bunch o f Texa*.

1935 AAA COTTON PLANS

At the beginning of the AAA experiment in production 
control Secretary Wallace said: “ It is a contrivance as now 
in the field of social relations as the first gasoline engine 

• was in the field of mechanics-,—and may he correspondingly 
crude in its first design and performance.”

There have been imperfections, as Secretary Wallace 
predicted, hut The Progressive Farmer reflects general farm 
opinion when it says:—

"Enemies of production control are foolish when they 
propose to reject it because of incidental imperfections. 
Equally foolish are those advocates of production control 
who because they so heartily approve the general principle, 
refuse to admit that there are any indicental imperfections. 
The general plan is sound hut the details can and must he 
improved.

“ The AAA cannot long hold prices of American cotton 
much above the worl I price level and expect manufacturers 
to buv it. All talk about the processing tax and acreage 
control ruining our cotton export trade was absurd. But the 
12-cent loan did check exports. The government would not 
turn loose cotton at less than 12 cents, and buyers would 
not pay 12. So the new AAA proposal to lend only 9 cents 
but add enough extra payments to insure co-operating 
growers the full equivalent of last year’s 12-cent loan—this 
plan would have given the farmer just as good financial 
returns as a 12-cent loan while at the same time getting 
more American cotton sold and used—and thereby would 
nave reduced the still-too-enormous surplus or carry-over of 
American cotton. The ten cent loan policy we hope will 
accomplish practically the same result.”

WAR NEEDS OF PEACE

To the ultrapacifist, it does not occur that the business 
of the Chief of Staff of the American Army is peace. Yet 
it is. Still less is it apparent to the man, who frankly 
docs not want to fight and frequently nowadays says that 
he will not, that the average soldier joins him in opposition 
to war. Probably the soldier is more emphatic about it 
than the civilian pacifist, for his daily training teaches him 
the risks of war, which have become increasingly hig l. 
Malin Craig, the talented new Chief of Staff, puts the case 
squarely before his country in his Armistice address, a 
plea for an adequate navy and an adequate army.

The only difference between the pacifist and the Gen­
eral is that the one is an idealist and the other practical. 
The first dreams that by saying there shall be no war, there
will be no war. The soldier knows that war has not been 
obviated by any pacifist mechanism utilized by so-called 
civilization todav. He knows that the only assurance anv 
nation has of peace is to be powerful enough to enforce it. 
He recalls the destruction of China’s vast ancient pacific 
civilization by a small horde of hardy and conscienceless 
Mongols. He looks at a China today overlorded by a much 
smallei’ but trained and armed island nation. He knows 
what happens to the othei-cheek-turning school in inter
rational affairs.

Malin Cr?.;fc no more wants to make war than does 
his country. In all probability there is no land on the globe 
thats wants continued peace more earnestly than the United 
States. You can have peace, says Malin Craig, if your 
navy is as strong as the best and your land forces ef­
ficient enough and large enough to train the civilian army 
that we would have to produce in the event of war. This 
is all very tragic and very costly and very true.— Dallas 
News.

It is impossible to drive anywhere in America today 
without encountering a patient droop-shouldered chap who 
stands by the roadside and continuously jerks his thumb 
across his chest.

He is the hitch-hiker, one of the strangest products of 
the auto age, and he is getting to be a prominent part of 
the American landscape. lie is also getting to be an intense 
pain in the neck.

Just why it should be considered proper for a man to 
stand by the roadside and beg free transportation from total 
strangers is something of a mystery. If he should amble 
up to a pedestrian and say, “ I ,want to take the next train 
to Bingville—would you mind slipping me three ninety- 
five?” the pedestrian would lose no time in telling him 
where to go, but put the pedestrian behind the wheel of 
a ear and let the hitch-hiker make a request which amounts 
to precisely the same thing, and neither party sees anything 
especially odd about it.

Rut the hitch-hiker is something more than a nuisance. 
America is full of nuisances, anyway, and one more or 
less hardlv makes enough difference to he worth talking 
about. There are times and places when the hitch-hiker is 
an actual menace to the public safety.

For instance, the police at Wichita, Kansas, got curious 
recently and took all the hitch-hikers they could find down 
to headquarters to be finger printed. They found that two 
of every five had criminal records.

For another instance: Murders of motorists bv hitch­
hikers have been recorded recently in Oregon. Virginia, 
Nebraska. New Mexico and Oklahoma. Oklahoma, as a 
matter of fact, ascribes more than a dozen recent killings 
to hitch-hikers, while Oregon has had three.

It might also be remembered that when Pretty Roy 
Floyd was finally hunted down and killed in Ohio he was 
in the process of hitch-hiking across the country.

The ordinary American is a prettv good-natured sort 
of person, and it is this fact that the hitch-hiker trades on. 
He collects a good deal of free transportation, promotes the 
existence of a vagabond class which does the countrv no 
good, and creates n fine opening for a lot of old-fashioned 
highway robbery.

As an individual, the hitch-hiker mnv he a likable chan. 
As an institution, he is getting to he prettv trving. One 
wonders how rmrh longer the American motorist will put up 
with him.—Del Rio Evening News.

THE PENSION BILL

The pension bill which the Texas legislature has placed 
on the governor’s desk is a compromise between the desire 
to pension everybody who had reached the age of 65 and 
the feeling on the part of some members that the benefi s 
should be administered on a pauper basis. It lacks very 
much of being an ideal pension measure, but it is a far 
more satisfactory one than seemed likely, earlier in the 
session, to be brought to passage.

The most satisfactory feature of it is that it adopts 
what is called the “ needs standard”  as a basis for payments. 
In a state with so many negroes and Mexicans, the failure to 
provide a means for taking the standards of living of these 
pensioners into ccount would have been a very seriom 
blunder.

The most unsatisfactory feature of it is that the wav 
is left open for making the pension question a political 
plaything in 1936. We shall probably see many candidates 
for legislative and state offices appealing for votes by 
promising pension systems much more liberal than that
provided. ,

There are many who will criticise the bill for its omis­
sion of specific provisions for raising the revenue to pay 
for its operation. That is a defect, but it is not as serious 
as some commentators regard it. If the legislature were 
to adjourn without enacting a revenue bill, it would virtual­
ly nullify the pension measure, but there is no reason to 
beieve this error will be made.

The legislature has acted wisely in making a conserva­
tive approach to old age pensions. There are problems in 
this connection that can be solved only by the trial and error 
method. It is much easier to have reasonable limiiations 
at the stirt. and liberalize the pension plan later, than to
