Powder burns were on 
the head and parts of the skull 
and brains were found for 50 
feet circling the corpse, which 
indicated the man was bending 
over when the charge struck his 
head. Further evidence was the 
amount o f blood at the spot, they 
added.

LIBRARY NOTES
(By Mrs. C. A. Burton)

Texas stands thirty-ninth in 
the nation in library facilities, 
according to a recent report. Sev­
en o f  thirty-six cities in Texas 
above 10,000 in population have 
no tax-supported public libraries, 
while nearly 8,000 rural communi­
ties are without library facilities.

Every thinking person realizes 
that this should not be so. The 
largest state in the Union with 
a population of over six million 
people with untold wealth in 
natural resources should not rank 
thirty-ninth in so important an 
educational feature as libraries. 
The trouble is with the state as 
a whole as it is with Clarendon 
and Donley county the people 
have not become library-minded 
as a whole. Many, many people 
do appreciate and enjoy the 
small beginning we have made 
in our library, but our people as 
a whole have not awakened to 
its importance. Many people do 
not realize what a cultural force 
it has been in our midst. How 
much it has been worth to the 
children and young people among 
us as well as to older people.

Yet gjfts of books do come to 
us occasionally. During this past 
week Mr. and Mrs. F. M. Barton 
came in from their ranch home 
and brought us a whole armful 
o f books. Among them were two 
splendid books for boys which 
were greatly needed, and some 
good fiction to replace some of 
our worn copies. And not long 
ago someone—and I have not 
been able to learn who it was— 
left such a splendid book on In­
dian life "Whh'Kon-Tah, The 
Osage and the White Man’s 
Road,”  by John Joseph Matthews. 
I want to tell you about the book 
soon.

Welfare Board To Absorb Old Age 
Assistance Commission To Be Studied

Austin, Tex., Sept. 16—A bill 
creating a State Board o f Pub­
lic Welfare which would absorb 
the Old Age Assistance Com­
mission, the Texas Relief Com­
mission and the Division o f Child 
Welfare of the Board of Control, 
will be studied by the Texas 
Planning Board In Austin on Fri­
day, Sept. 18. The bill and the 
recommendations o f the Board 
then will be forwarded to Gov. 
James V. Allred.

The bill, drafted by the Plan­
ning Board’s government and 
social aspects committee, pro­
vides for a board of nine mem­
bers, appointed by the Governor, 
to administer old age assistance, 
aid to dependent children, assis­
tance to the needy blind; gener­
al home or family relief; super­
vise all child welfare services: 
cooperate with the Federal Social 
Security Board, and fix the fees 
to be paid to ophthalmologists 
and eye specialists for the exam­

ination o f applicants for assis­
tance as needy blind persons.

To facilitate the work o f the 
Welfare Board, the bill provides 
for the creation in counties, or 
in districts, which may include 
two or more counties, local urits 
o f administration to serve as 
agents of the State Board. These 
county or district boards in turn 
would be served by local advisory 
units.

The county or district boards 
would be named from lists of 
representative citizens furnished 
to the State Board by the com­
missioners courts.

The State Board o f Public Wel­
fare also would have the power 
to supervise and license all pri­
vate institutions, boarding homes 
and agencies providing assistance, 
care or other direct services to 
dependent, neglected or delinquent 
children, the aged, blind, feeble­
minded and otherwise dependent 
persons.
