Football Prospects
The old football bug started bit­

ing pretty hard Tuesday after­
noon, and we ambled out to the 
gridiron and watched Coach Kerby 
put the Bronchs through their 
paces.

Weakest points at present seem 
to be lack of interference afforded 
ball carriers and an inclination on 
the part of the backs to fumble 
the ball. However, these points 
are being stressed by Coach 
Kerby and it appears that he is 
going to have a smooth function­
ing machine on the field when 
the starting whistle is blown at 
the initial game with the Claude 
High School Mustangs, which will 
be played here Friday afternoon, 
September 20, at 3:30 p. m.

Kerby is being assisted by A. 
C. Stults, new science instructor 
from Borger, who is taking over 
line coaching duties.

The Bronchs are going to have 
some very stiff opposition this 
season, but we’re predicting they 
will make a better showing than 
most of the fans are expecting.

We Got ’Em!—
Football fans of this section 

will witness night games at the 
local gridiron this season! In­
formation was given out this week 
that, although sufficient funds for 
the completion of the project had 
not been raised, enough had been 
pledged that the athletic associa­
tion was enabled to make ar­
rangements to order the lights. 
The order has been placed, and 
workmen have been busy this 
week digging holes for the poles. 
It is expected that the lights will 
be up not later than Septem­
ber 28.

More than $1,000 has been sub­
scribed, and those in charge of 
the financing of the project re­
port that they are still working 
and additional funds are being 
subscribed daily. It is hoped that 
the full amount will be available 
when needed.

All of which goes to show that 
the old town is beginning to come 
to life. It proves that we CAN 
do things here. And as long as 
a town is DOING things, it is 
progressing. When action stops, 
progress stops. Clarendon is be­
coming a more progressive town.

Henry Brown, negro of Ama­
rillo, found poverty not too excit­
ing so he obtained a blank check 
book, wrote hot checks for two 
cars, stole five suits of clothes, 
drove o ff from a filling station 
without paying for a tank l'uil of 
gasoline, all in Amarillo, headed 
his car for Clarendon Wednesday 
night and reported to Nightwatch- 
man Lane that he had been hi­
jacked, who in turn reported to 
the sheriff’s department, accord­
ing to reports.

Brown started his series of mis­
demeanors and escapades last 
week in Amarillo by writing a hot 
check for $365 for a car, it is al­
leged. But Brown, then an ama­
teur, had trouble with his con­
science so he left the car in Ama­
rillo and wrote another like check 
for $195 for a Model A 1930 Ford 
coupe. By this time. Brown had 
entered the ranks of the hardenel 
criminals for he stole five suits of 
clothes from an Amarillo store 
and with an air of nonchalance, 
drove out of a filling station 
without leaving compensation for 
car servicing, it is stated. Filling 
station operators, however, caught 
Brown and they in turn relieved 
him of his spare tire in exchange 
for the gasoline.

The world looked rosy for 
Brown as he headed the Model A 
toward Clarendon. But upon 
reaching this city, a tire blew out 
and poor Brown, by this time 
weary of writing hot checks, re­
ported to Nightwatchman Lane 
that he had been hijacked on 
Highway 5 west of Clarendon. 
Deputy Sheriff Quisenberry was 
called but by this time, Brown 
had thought of more plausable 
stories. After further investiga­
tions the next day Quisenberry 
and County Attorney R. Y. King 
found that the negro was wanted 
in Amarillo.

Brown is now lodged in the 
Amarillo jail to await trial.

Mrs. Acord estimated the out­
put of the cannery since open­
ing 11 days ago to be between 
3,000 and 3,500 cans.

Five persons are employed as 
a daily average, and an additional 
five persons work daily on shares, 
in order to care for overproduc­
tion of garden products.

Daring the past week, a va 
riety of vegetables and fruits have 
been canned in the modernly 
equipped cannery, namely butter 
beans, corn, peas, string beans, 
pears, and apples.

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WILL ROGERS AND THE MOVIES

The fact that a new Will Rogers movie is shortly to be 
released calls to mind what Rogers himself said when Marie 
Dressier died. Her death, he pointed out, didn’t have to 
mean that the movie public had quit loving her or enjoying 
her. A film is a fragile thing, but it is the means by which 
the screen favorites of one generaton can live on, almost 
as if in the flesh, for years and years. Those who see the 
two Rogers films .which had not been released when he died 
will gain a new and a poignant appreciation of him and his 
art.

His contribution to screen drama has been emphasized 
much less, since his death, than it deserved. With one ex 
ception, the productions in which he appeared were such 
that the whole family could see and enjoy without em­
barrassment. His own roles were always cleanly, whole­
some ones. When Hollywood reluctantly decided to go 
decent, that decision involved no overhauling of the Rogers 
productions. He helped greatly to teach Hollywood that 
smut is not a necessary ingredient; he taught it by helping 
to make cleanly pictures that were, at the same time, out­
standing as box office successes. In other words, as the 
St. Louis Dispatch points out, he proved that cleanliness 
could pay dividends. His contribution to greater whole­
someness in film productions was not the least valuable 
that he made to the culture of his day.—Wichita Daily 
Times.

MARK TWAIN AND THE SPIDER

At the time when Mark Twain was editing a Western 
newspaper a merchant in the town wrote him asking 
whether a spider in his morning paper was an omen of 
good or ill fortune. The reply, one of the bits in “Marie 
Twain Wit and Wisdom,”  was characteristic:

"Finding a spider in your paper did not mean either 
good luck or bad for you. He was merely looking to see 
which merchants advertised, so that he could go to the store 
of one who did not do so, build his web over the door, and 
remain the rest of his days.”

PREPARDNESS FOR DEPRESSION

There have been many comments on the record of sta­
bility and safety made by the life insurance industry during 
depression.

What should be realized is that this was not the result 
of doing a good job during five years of stress—it was the 
result of doing a goed job many years previous. It fol­
lowed a long period of undeviatingly careful, wise and fore- 
sighted administration.

The condition of life insurance ledgers during recent 
years is indicative of the success achieved by management 
in investing funds. At the end of 1930, the assets of a 
group of companies representing over 90 per cent of the 
assets of all the companies in this country, had a value of 
$17,304,000,000. At the close of 1931, this had increased to 
$18,577,000,000. At the dose of 1933, the figure was $19,- 
246,000,000 and it has climbed since. Life insurance grew 
safer during the depression. These values are not ficti­
tious—bonds must be reported at a book value which makes 
use of a process whereby the securities are adjusted yearly 
to bring the value to par at maturity. The small percent­
age of bonds which are in default or insecure must be re­
ported, in accord with the regulations laid down by the In­
surance Commissions of the states.

Long before the great depression arrived, most life in­
surance companies were preparing for just such an even­
tuality. They knew it must come some time. Safety was 
held to be superior to profit—stability to speculation. The 
results show how wise that policy is.

KEEP THEM IN SCHOOL

In many families at this time of the year the question 
of further schooling for son or daughter is a compelling 
one. If the boy or girl is past the compulsory school age, 
and has developed some earning ability that lessens the 
strain on the family budget, the temptation may be strong 
to keep him or her out of school. It is a temptation which 
should be resisted earnestly. The economic way is already 
difficult for the untrained person. There is every reason 
to believe it will become still more difficult. The training 
which a high school diploma represents may make a very 
great difference. It provides a foundation on which earn­
ing power may be built up.

Every effort should be exerted to keep young men and 
women in school until the high school course is completed. 
In the days when there is still so much adult unemployment, 
the youth who is not in school is not only competing with 
heads of families for work, but he is putting himself under 
a handicap that will be harder and harder to overcome, 
with each year that passes.—Wichita Daily Times.

A “ HIDDEN” CAUSE OF ACCIDENTS

The more traffic experts study the accident toll, the 
more they become convinced that there is an important 
“ hidden” cause of many automobile accidents. This lurk­
ing agent of death and injury is carbon monoxide poisoning.

Carbon monoxide gas develops when any fuel—coal, 
wood, gasoline, or illuminiating gas—does not burn proper­
ly or completely. It cannot be seen, smelled or tasted. Its 
only warnings are headache a .1 drowsiness. Yet it is in the 
air wherever there is motor traffic. The exhaust of a car, 
even one in good running condition, contains a concentra­
tion of fifteen per cent of it. As little as two per cent 
in the air will poison, and four percent will kill.

Statistics show, according to the National Bureau of 
Casualty and Surety Underwriters, that carbon monoxide 
from auto exhaust gasses is the direct cause given in at 
least 700 deaths annually. No one knows nor can guess 
how many lives are lost indirectly through its influence. 
For example, there is no telling how often that common 
driving occurrence, “ sleep at the wheel,” has been induced 
by carbon monoxide.

All motorists are familiar with the headache and lass­
itude which often come upon them while driving. These 
signs, coupled with the odors of exhaust fumes in a moving 
vehicle, are final warnings that carbon monoxide is present 
in lethal quantities. That shoull be more than sufficient 
notice to take the necessary measures against carbon 
monoxide poisoning. This means regular checking of the 
exhaust mechanism and the carburetor action, keeping the 
vehicle well ventilated when driving, eliminating any leaks 
or holes which allow seepage from the motor or exhaust to 
the body of the car.

Householders should also consider that carbon monoxide 
poisoning is a possibility whenever fuel is burned in the 
home. Coal, gas, stove, furnace and oil burner companies 
can give advice on precautions that will afford safety from 
this invisible death.

Washington, D. C., Sept. 4.— 
The volume of business done by 
financial institutions throughout 
the country in August, in modern­
ization and repair notes insured 
and in home mortgages selected 
for appraisal totaled $56,313,984, 
according to Assistant Federal 
Housing Administrator Stewart 
McDonald. This is $2,516,650 
larger than the total for July, 
the previous greatest monthly vol­
ume, this gain being registered 
in a month which usually shows 
the beginning of a seasonal de­
cline.

The grand total up to and in­
cluding August 31, is 359,466 mod­
ernization and repair notes in­
sured for *137,311,677, and 39,- 
397 mortgages valued at *154,- 
592,560, selected with fees paid 
for appraisal. This makes the 
total volume of business since the 
beginning of operations *291,904,- 
237.

Modernization and repair notes 
insured and reported in August 
totaled 71,297 for a face value of 
*24,240,035. This exceeded the 
previous largest total of July, by 
*3,155,470. This figure also in­
cludes notes in excess of $2,000 
as authorized by the recent 
amendment to the National Hous 
ing Act.

A total of 8,376 home mortgag­
es valued at *32,073,949 were se­
lected with fees paid in August. 
This is $638,820 less than the 
dollar volume for the best pre­
vious month, July.

Already figures for insured 
modernization and repair notes 
for July and August are greater 
than those for any previous 
quarter, 134,713 notes having been 
insured for a total of *45,324,600 
in July and August, as against 
a total of 105,913 notes for *41,- 
870,214 during April, May and 
June.

A total of 16,981 mortgages for 
t face amount of *63,786,718 was 
selected with fees paid for ap­
praisal in July and August, as 
compared with th e  previous 
quarter, showing the largest total 
produced for any two months 
since the start of operations.

Austin, Texas, Sept. 11.—Re­
ports from 1,475 Texas establish­
ments gave a total of 70,644 em 
ployee® during the week ended 
August 17, an increase of eight- 
tenths of one per cent over the 
corresponding period of the pre­
vious month and a decline of two- 
tenths of one per cent from that 
of the week in August, 1934, ac­
cording to the University of Bu­
reau of Business Researcr.

Payrolls during the week of the 
current month totaled $1,608,000, 
up 1.2 per cent from the previous 
month and 6.3 per cent over a 
year ago.

O f Texas History

For The Texas Centennial 
Celebration of 1936

“ I cannot walk another step,” 
the Mexican prisoner staggered in 
the roadway. "Shoot me if you 
must. I cannot go farther.”

James A. Sylvester, sergeant in 
Wood's Company, looked at the 
prisoner in disgust.

“ Pot. him back of you, Robin­
son,”  he said.

Joel W. Robinson helped the 
prisoner on his horse, then they 
all proceeded once more to the 
Texan camp. Robinson and Syl­
vester had been out scouting for 
Mexican prisoners. Toward Vince’s 
Bridge, they had come upon thi3 
prisoner hiding in the grass.
Dressed in common clothes, but
wearing a fine linen shirt, the
prisoner looked like one in dis­
guise, but the two Texans were 
not sure of his identity. They

made him walk toward the camp, 
until he became so weary that 
even prodding guns could not 
move him.

General Houston was lying 
under the trees in the big live 
oak clump. His ankle had been 
shattered by a ball in the battle 
the preceding day, and after a 
painful night, he had at last 
managed to get arranged in a 
comfortable position. General 
Rusk paused in his conversation 
with Houston as they noticed the 
men bringing the prisoner.

Mexican prisoners to the right 
of the Generals, with startled 
faces, saluted as the prisoner 
passed. “ El Presidente,” and 
“ Santa Anna”  rippled through 
the group. Sylvester heard the 
words and looked sharply at his 
prisoner. Did he have the power­
ful Santa Anna captured?

The prisoner dismounted when 
the party stopped before Rusk 
and Houston, and with great 
dignity and calm, announced that 
he was Santa Anna, leader of the 
Mexican army, and asked that 
he be treated as a prisoner of 
war. Moses Austin Bryan, a very 
young man, performed the most 
thrilling duty of his life when he

group where the Mexican prisoner 
was standing. Then they recog­
nized the man. Santa Anna! 
Captured! In his excitement Moses 
Bryan was faltering over the 
Spanish words; so Zavala began 
interpreting.

Aimonte, Mexican leader, was 
sent for, and he continued the 
interpreting. After the first con­
versation, between Houston and 
Santa Anna, General Rusk was

spokesman for the Texans. Sant* 
Anna denied having had tha 
Goliad prisoners put to death by 
his orders, but he said nothing 
of Urrea’s agreement with Fan­
nin. He had washed his hands 
of the matter.

Refusing to order all Mexicans 
to surrender, he (Santa Anna) 
did write an order to Filisola to 
take his army and retire to San 
Antonio; Gaona was to retreat to 
San Antonio, and Urrea was to go 
to Victoria. No more hostilities 
were to take place.

Santa Anna was given the 
opium he asked for. Perhaps it 
would quiet his nerves. The two 
hour conference had ended with 
the Texans, and he was placed 
with the other prisoners.

Thus was captured the man to 
whose intolerance largely was due 
the revolution resulting in the 
achievement of that independence, 
Texas will commemorate by its 
Centennial edebration of 1936.
