The September best sellers are 
given as “ Lucy Gayheart” by 
Willa Cather; “ Green Light” by 
Lloyd C. Douglas; “ Honey in the 
Horn” by H. L. Davis; “ Vein of 
Iron” by Ellen Glasgow; “ Europe” 
by Robert Briffault; “ Of Time 
and the River” by Thomas 
Wolfe; “Time Out of Mind” by 
Rachel Lield. In non-fiction the 
two leaders were Stefan Zweig’s 
“ Mary, Queen of Scotland and 
the Isles," and Anne Morrow 
Lindbergh’s “ North of the Orient.”

Among the October publica­
tions of especial interest are 
“ Spring Come On Forever” by 
Bess Streeter Aldrich, and “ Mark 
Twain’s Notebook,” edited by 
Albert Bigelow Paine. No books 
in our library have been read 
with greater pleasure than those 
of Bess Streeter Aldrich. It is 
said that this new story is also 
a pioneer story somewhat like 
her “ Lantern In Her Hand.”

The fact that thus is Mark 
Twain’s centenary gives special 
significance to the other book. It 
is spoken of as an outstanding 
literary event. In 1835, at Han­
nibal, Missouri, was born thus 
man who was both a humorist 
and a literary artist. Julian 
Hawthorne said of him, “ He had 
keener eyes, a more retentive 
memory and a finer brain than 
occur once in ten thousand 
times.” From the entries in his 
notebook it is clear that although 
“ he saw life at a quizzical slant, 
Mark Twain was not, first of all, 
a humorist. His phrase was 
likely to carry a laugh with it, 
but more often than not it car­
ried some deep revealment of 
human truth or human injustice.” 
This statement is verified by the 
following quotations from the 
book: “That government is not 
best which secures mere life and 
property; there is a more valu­
able thing — manhood.” “ Good 
breeding consists in concealing 
how much we think of ourselves 
and how little we think of the 
other person.” “ There are many 
scapegoats for our blunders but 
the most popular one is Provi­
dence.” “ The radical of one 
century becomes the conservative 
o f  the next.”

Another October literary offer­
ing is “ Mark Twain Wit and

Lower Rio Grande Valley coun­
ties have united in plans for a 
$50,000 exhibit at the Texas Cen­
tennial central exposition at Dal­
las next summer which will be 
representative of their rich agri­
culture region.

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DINOSAUR Stamps, made from 
original paintings, are put­

ting a new glint in the eyes of 
stamp collectors both young and 
old. Twenty-four stamps in all 
have been prepared and published. 
Eighteen show dinosaurs of vari­
ous kinds, and six show other im­
portant reptiles and strange birds 
that inhabited the prehistoric 
world.

I. Delight thyself in Jehovah.

II. “ He will give thee the de­
sire of thy heart.”  Is that too 
much to expect? The heart is 
crowded to bursting with desires. 
Desires not particularly wrong in 
themselves — indeed they seem 
quite commendable to shortened 
vision. But as we dissect and 
diagnose we are not altogether 
proud of those desres. Grievous 
as it is to confess, they are most­
ly selfish, something that would 
only benefit our own. They are a 
part of our pery being—yes. It 
would be like severing bone and 
sinew, to give them up. Life 
could not be satisfied without 
them.

III. But a great desire to know 
the Lord%ia His fullness will bring 
an open mind and receptive heart. 
Would not this mind and heart 
be renewed by the Spirit? “ The 
mind of Christ.” That explains 
it all. It is the desires that are 
changed. Delighting ourselves in 
Him has made the old man roll
