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1,936 Votes Cast In  
Saturday’s Election

A  total of 1,936 votes were cast 
in the first primary election held 
in Donley County last Saturday 
with only two local races which 
w ill have a run-off in the second 
prtmary. They are the offices for 
County Treasurer and Commis­
sioner of. Precinct 3. The two 
candidates entering the run-off 
for Treasurer are Mr« Tom Crab­
tree and Miss Jessie Cook. The 
two leading men in the Com­
missioners race are R. O. Kelley 
and J. A. Tollett.

In the race for U. S. Senator, 
Tom Connally received the ma­
jority of votes in the county with 
l total of 1,193. For Governor, the 
top leading candidates were 
Beauford Jester with 803; Homer 
P. Rainey with 289; John Lee 
Smith, 280 and Grover Sellers 
with 237. The remaining candi­
dates received very few votes.

For Lieutenant Governor Boyce 
House received 674, and Allan 
Shivers received 549. For Comp1- 
Iroller of Public Accounts George
H. Sheppard received 1,256 and 
Clifford E. Butler received 343. 
For State Treasurer Jesse James 
rectived 1,117 and Clarence W ill­
iams received 444. For Attorney 
General Pat M. Neff Jr. received 
i,023 and Price Daniel received 
621.

Congressman Eugene Worley 
received an overwhelming vote 
of confidence with 1,882 votes as 
did R. L. Templeton, unopposed 
candidate for Representative with
I. 906. For District Attorney^ Sam
J. Hamilton received 903 and 
Leonard King received 774.

Jn other unopposed races Clyde 
Slavin candidate for County 
Judge received 1,898; A. T. Cole 
for County Attorney received
I, 896 and Helen Wiedman receiv­
ed the largest vote of any candi­
date listed on the ballot in the 
county election with 1,928 votes. 
R. C. Weatherly for Justice of 
Peace, precinct No. 2 received 922 
votes.

Sheriff Guy Wright walked 
away with his,race with 1204 
votes; Carroll Lewis received 523 
and C. Huffman 187. In the coun­
ty Treasurer race Miss Jessie 
Cook received 826 votes; Mrs. 
Tom Crabtree 810 and Mrs. Flor­
ence Jones Hester 247,

For County Commissioner Pre­
cinct No. 1, L. P. White nosed out 
Floyd Crofford with 110 votes to 
109 for Crofford. J. R. Bulls won 
his re-election as Commissioner 
o f Precinct 2 over C. L. Thomas, 
632 to 269 for Thomas. Tom Rob­
erts received 685 votes to write-in 
candidate Erskine Butler’s 230 in 
the race for Constable of Precinct 
No. 2. For Commissioner of Pre­
cinct 3, R. O. Kelley received 239,
J. A. Tollett 193, Clyde Bridges 
150 and Winfred P. Doherty 54 
For Commissioner of Precinct No. 
4, Geo. Preston received 61 and 
Edd Mooring 40. Ed Dishman was 
re-elected as County Chairman.

Volunteers under this program may elect to serve tor an un­
limited length of time or for a twelve, eighteen, or twenty-four 
month period. The War Department recognising that such voluntser 
officers should have some degree oi assurance that their services 
will be utilised for the entire period for which they volunteer plane 
for this policy to remain In effect until the Army obtains a perma­
nent postwar status. At present, the War Department cannoj 
foresee any circumstances which would cause separation of 
olficers prior to the completion of their volunteer period.

Officers desiring to volunteer for return to active duty must 
apply in writing to The Adjutant General. War Department. Wash­
ington 25. D. C.. and must meet the physical standards lor over­
seas service. Application forms may be obtained at any Army 
installation. Army Rscruiting. Station, or Officers' Resem  Corps 
Headquarters. In the event an officer on inactive status, desiring 
active duty does not have a Reserve or National Guard Com­
mission. he may apply for active duty providing he has applied 
for a Reserve Commission. Qualified applicants may be recalled 
pending action on appointment in the Officers' Reservs Corps.

Wheat Crop Insurance
Federal Crop Insurance is again 

being offered to Donley County 
Wheat Producers. The flat rate 
for the county is 1.8 bushels per 
acre for 75% coverage that pro­
tects the producer from all natur­
al hazards and 1.0 bushels per

acre for 507c coverage. Vou may 
apply at the county office, or 
through any crop insurance 
agent, and there will be one or 
more agents in the county in the 
near future.

Wheat is insured under con­
tracts covering three consecutive 
crop years. Anyone may cancel 
his contract as it applies to the 
third year by giving written 
notice to the county committee on 
or before the closing date for the

second year. Insurance covers the 
crop from the time the wheat is 
seeded until it is threshed or re­
moved from the farm, but not 
later than October 31 of each 
year. The closing date for sub­
mitting applications for 1947 
wheat in Donley County is Aug­
ust 31st.

Performance Reports
August 15 is a general closing 

date for most of the farm prac­
tices to be carried out this year. 
Producers were issued Prior Ap­
provals for tht* practices they 
mean to cany out under this 
year's Program and those Prior 
Approvals are also the Perform­
ance Reports. A ll Forms ”30’’ that 
show August 15 as a date for re­
porting to the county Office 
should be brought or mailed in 
on or before that dale. Contour 
farming, Strip cropping. Summer 
fallow and other practices should 
be reported.

7c a Pound for Alfalfa
Again there is a desperate need 

for legume seed. The following 
special payment will be made to 
farmers for harvesting and mar­
keting Alfalfa seed: 7c per pound. 
This is a new practice that has 
just been added to the Texas 
Handbook for 1946. Payment will 
be computed on the number of 
pounds of seed (clean basis) har­
vested in 1946 and sold into com­
mercial channels before January 
1, 1947. Producers must submit 
satisfactory proof to the county 
committee of the number of 
pounds of seed (clean basis) sold.

No prior approval of the county 
committee will be necessary.

WASHINGTON 
NEWS LETTER

By Cong. Eugene Worley

Late in June Congress passed 
a Resolution providing for official 
representatives of that body to 
participate along with representa­
tives of other nations of the world 
in ceremonies attending the in­
dependence of the Philippine 
Islands.' Pursuant to that Resolu­
tion, an official Committee, in­
cluding mysclt, was appuinted to 
represent the Congress of the 
United States.

In the belief the more you and I 
can know as to what goes on in 
other parts of the world the more 
intelligent .action we can take, I 
am preparing a series of weekly 
reports covering this trip which I 
hope you as a reader of this news­
paper and as an American citizen 
who has a tremendous stake in 
our relations with foreign coun­
tries will find informative. If 
these reports appear in your 
newspaper, it is through the kind­
ness and cooperation of your 
editor.

I might say in the beginning 
that while all of the trip was most 
interesting and informative, the 
highlights were the Bikini A- 
tomic Bomb explosion, the cere­
monies attending the granting of 
independence to the Philippines, 
conferences with General Mar­
shall in China, General MacAr- 
thur in Japan and other military 
and State Department officials.

The Committee traveled be­
tween twenty and twenty five 
thousand miles fn a period of two 
weeks. More time of course would 
have been desirable but the press 
of legislative duties in Washing­
ton demanded our early return. 
A ll of this travel was done by air.

The Congressional Delegation 
left Washington late on June 25 
flying overnight to the West 
Coast, a distance of approximate­
ly 2400 miles. After conferring 
with State Department and mili­
tary officials in San Francisco, 
we left the Coast about ten 
o’clock the following night by a 
C-54 plane. From San Francisco 
to Hickam Field, Honolulu, is ap­
proximately 2400 miles, which 
was made in about twelve hours. 
Since there were only_four bunks 
aboard the plane and since the

House Members felt the Senators 
were entitled to consideration 
mainly on account of their ages, 
most of us slept sitting up, on the 
floor, or anywhere we could. We 
arrived at Hickam Field the next 
morning which is the same Field 
the Japs virtually ripped apart on 
that black day of December 7, 
1941, but today practically all 
evidence of their attack has dis­
appeared. Again there were con­
ferences with State Department 
and War and Navy officials and 
local citizens interested in state­
hood.

Quite a change had come over 
the Island since I was stationed 
there in 1942. At that time, a 
strict curfew was in order, m ili­
tary law reigned supreme, glass 
windows were taped with adhes­
ive for fear of breakage from 
bomb concussion, all Japanese, 
which represents a considerable 
portion of the Hawaiian popula­
tion, were off the streets before 
dark, no one was allowed on the 
streets after ten o’clock without a 
pass, and the blackout was strict­
ly enforced. A ll of these precau- 
tio/is were taken because an at­
tack and invasion was expected 
to be launched by the enemy at 
any time. These expectations 
were confirmed when the Japan­

ese sent the mightesfcjnaval ar­
mada they had ever laiinched to 
take Midway, but where they 
were successfully turned back
with heavy losses.

But now the Hawaiian Islands 
are back to normal and most peo­
ple there are clamoring for ad­
mission as the 49th State of the 
Union, which proposition is now 
under# consideration in Congress.

Pearl Harbor itself presents 
quite a different picture from the 
first time I saw it. A t that time 
our ships were still sunk and des­
perate efforts were being made to 
raise them and get them back in­
to operation because they were 
sorely needed. Just a short dist­
ance from the submarine base is a 
neat and well kept American 
cemetery where lie the bodies of 
nearly all men who were killed 
when the Japs attacked that fate­
ful Sunday.
