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VETERANS URGED TO PLAN 
VOCATIONAL COURSES

Most veterans of World War II
plan at one time or another to 
take advantage of some of the 
benefits offered under the GI
Bill. The time limit on these 
benefits started recently with the 
declaring of the end of the emer­
gency by the president The Don­
ley County Vocational School of­
fers many of the benefits set up 
under the GI Bill. The school of­
fers the courses explained below 
in the veteran’s home commun­
ity. Any veteran who fulfills the 
requirements for the various 
courses may enroll.

It is exceedingly difficult to 
secure trained and qualified in­
structors and it is necessary that 
each veteran file notice of tys in­
tentions with the vocational 
school office for quite some per­
iod in advance of the time he 
wishes to enroll in order that the 
instructors may be secured. Every 
veteran who feels that he may 
care at any future date to take 
advantage of any of the courses 
offered by the local vocational 
school should contact the local 
office at his earliest convenience 
and fill out the necessary forms 
so that he may be qualified to 
start when he so desires. 
Agriculture:

Any veteran of World War II 
who is actively engaged in farm­
ing for himself, on land he owns, 
leases, rents, or be living with his 
parents, provided he has a defi­
nite agreement that shows he re­
ceives a certain amount of in­
come fro mthe agricultural enter­
prise, may enroll in the agricul­
tural school. This school meets 
two nights and one-half of one 
day per week, a total of 10V4 
hours per week or 42 hours per 
month. The veteran receives a 
subsistence of $85 per month for 
single men without dependents, 
$90 per month for a veteran with 
one or more dependents, and a 
larger subsistence is allowed dis­
abled veterans.
Distributive Education:

This course consists of sales­
manship, typing, bookkeeping, 
display work, supervising of var­
ious types of business establish­
ments, and other similar work. 
Any veteran who is employed by 
an individual who sells products 
or service either on a wholesale 
or retail basis is eligible to enroll 
in this course, as is any owner 
operator of a business. The sub­
sistence is the same as for agri­
culture or any other course. 
Trades and Industries:

This school shall consist of 
some particular industry such as 
welding, radio repair, cabinet 
making and carpentry, black- 
smithing, auto or tractor mechan­
ics, electric wiring and repairing, 
and any number of other courses 
provided a given number of vet­
erans desire any one particular 
line of training. A fully equipped 
modern shop, a qualified instruc­
tor, and other necessary facilities 
will be provided. Any veteran 
may enroll in this type of work 
regardless of kind of employment 
or as to whether or not he is em­
ployed. Full time shop courses re­
quire 25 hours per week attend­
ance and pays the veteran full 
subsistence. A part time shop 
course uses 12 Vk hours per week, 
uses up the veterans’ eligibility 
at the rate of only one week for 
each two weeks in the course and 
pays the veteran only one-half 
subsistence.

Any non-disabled veteran is 
entitled to training equal to one 
year plus the length of military 
service, provided a minimum of 
three months was served. Any 
disabled veteran is entitled to a 
minimum of 36 months of train­
ing.

The Donley County Vocational 
School is operated by the Donley 
County School Board as an 
agency of the State Board of Vo­
cational Education and is a pub­
lic institution set up to bring the 
veteran the advantages of the GI 
Bill to his own home and com­
munity.

“Don’t forget to let us know 
your plans and wishes concerning 
this program," stated J. R. Gill-

ham, Coordinator. “We have a 
few vacancies in a distributive 
education class at Clarendon, but 
all of the agricultural classes are 
full at this time, except wc could 
enroll approximately four dis­
abled veterans due to a priority 
rating ’’

BORGER WOMAN KILLED 
IN COLLISION NEAR 
GOODNIGHT SUNDAY

Mrs. Pearlie Mary Pattillo of 
Borger was killed and her three 
children narrowly escaped serious 
injury in an automobile collision 
about 1 o’clock Sunday morning 
about 4 miles east of Goodnight.

William Edwards of Puyallup, 
Washington and Otha Lee Dickie 
of Vernon suffered minor bruises 
and lacerations and were picked 
up at the Clarendon jail, where 
they were brought by Sheriff 
Wright, Sunday by Sheriff J. W. 
Moore and are being held at 
Claude in connection with the ac­
cident. Sheriff Wright staled that 
the Ford driven by Edwards was 
carrying intoxicants and was also 
a stolen vehicle.

Charges of murder without 
malice were filed at Claude Wed­
nesday against William Edwards, 
driver of the vehicle which 
crashed head-on into the car 
driven by Mrs. Pattillo. Lee 
Dickey, Edwards companion was 
fined $50 and court costs on a 
charge of driving while intoxi­
cated.

Mrs. Pattillo’s three children 
were released from the Groom 
hospital Sunday after emergency 
treatment for minor injuries.

Investigation o f f ic e r s  /'O f the 
highway patrol* vaid the accident 
occurred as Mrs. Pattillo’s car was 
traveling west when it encounter­
ed the 1935 Ford driven by Ed­
wards. From the position of the 
wrecked vehicles, officers said, 
the Edwards car apparently had 
swerved abruptly to the left side 
of the highway and met the 
Pattillo car “almost headon.”

Mrs. Pattillo and the children 
were rushed to the Groom hos­
pital by a Jtfurphy-Spicer-Buntin 
ambulance but hospital attend­
ants found Mrs. Pattillo dead on 
arrival.

Besides the three young child­
ren, survivors include another son 
and two daughters.

Burial was at Wilson, Okla. 
with Murphy-Spicer-Buntin Fun­
eral Home in charge of funeral 
arrangements.

DDT SPRAYING OF CATTLE 
SHOWING GOOD RESULTS

Good results from the spraying 
of cattle with DDT has been re­
ported by all farmers and rnch- 
ers in Donley county. H. M. 
Breedlove, local county agent, has 
sprayed over ten thousand head 
of cattle since his office has had 
the use of a big pqwer spray. 
There are fifteen poWer
sprays in the county to our 
knowledge and several ranchers 
have been trying to buy one as 
they become available.

Reports from ranchers show 
that after spraying the cattle arc 
free from flies for five or six 
weeks. It seems that the hot sun­
shine will weaken the DDT more 
than rain that falls on the cattle.

The sprayer in the county 
agent’s office is also used for 
spraying bind weed and over fifty 
acres have been sprayed. The re­
sults are good and it takes about 
three applications to get the bind 
weed under control, this depend­
ing a great deal on the weather 
and also whether they have gone 
to seed. Spraying has become a 
big demonstration in Donley 
county and it has be$n proved by 
the ranchers and dairymen of the 
county that their cattle put on 
more pounds and the dairy cattle 
gave more milk when free from 
flies.

COTTON LICE REPORTED 
IN SOME FIELDS

Several farmers in the county 
have reported to county agent 
H. M. Breedlove that aphids or 
cotton lice have been hurting 
their cotton. Several surveys have 
been made by Breedlove and lice 
were found on some of the cotton 
fields in the county. The cotton 
leaves will curl up and during 
the heat of the day the lice are 
found on the under side of the 
leaves. Honey dew will be found 
on the leaves which is also a sign 
of lice. Cool weather is a help to 
the lice but hot winds and rain 
will tend to retard the lice.

Treatment for controlling cot­
ton lice is to use six pounds of 
commercial, nicotine sulphate to 
100 pounds of calcium arsenate. 
This mixture should be dusted 
on the cotton at the rate of seven 
pounds pe$ acre. Breedlove sug­
gested that anyone dusting cotton 
for lice to also add four pounds of 
dusting sulphur to the above mix­
ture and control cotton flea hop­
pers with the same application. 
Breedlove asks that everyone 
wishing additional information 
on this subject to cal! by his of­
fice.

AUSTIN—The Texas Veterans’ 
Land Program, authorized by a 
constitutional amendment adopt­
ed by the people last November, 
has been delayed two years thru 
failure of enabling legislation to 
receive Senate floor recognition, 
some 10,000 veteran applicants 
were advised today by Bascom 
Giles, Commissioner of the Gen­
eral Land Office of Texas. The 
same information was given to ail 
American Legion and VFW posts.

Giles explained that he is noti­
fying the veterans of the status 
of the bill because he is continu­
ing to receive a large volume of 
mail daily from veterans lauding 
the program as one of the best of­
fered in the nation and express­
ing a desire to participate.
I  “ Many of them apparently be­
lieved the amendment adopted by 
the voters last November was 
self-enacting and cannot under­
stand why they have not already 
been permitted to buy a small 
farm or ranch home from the 
State,*’ he said.

“I am explaining to them that 
while the necessary enabling 
legislation was passed in the 
House by a vote of 124 to 9, it 
failed to receive recognition for 
Senate consideration. Despite 
every effort to get it up for pas­
sage in the Senate, where we.had 
been assured of a majuntyf fav­
orable vote, its supporters were 
unable to do so, even with the in­
tercession of the largest veterans’ 
organizations in its behalf.’’

As written, the bill would have 
permitted any World War II vet­
eran to select his own land for 
purchase by the Veterans’ Land 
Board and resale to him with ten 
per cent down and the balance to 
be paid in forty years at four per 
cent interest.

COLLEGE STATION — The Pro­
duction of synthetic fibers, as op­
posed to the “natural” fibers—cot­
ton, wool, mohair, silk, and flax—is 
showing a big increase.

Up until around 1935, according to 
the USDA Southern Regional Re­
search Laboratory at New Orleans, 
rayon was the only manufactured 
fiber in commercial production in 
the UnitedStates. It is made of cel­
lulose. After a couple of false starts 
rayon production got under way in 
1911 and has Increased so rapidly 
that today it runs second only to 
cotton as a textile fiber. Production 
hi still climbing: 482 million pounds 
in 1940 to 875 mllttOC In 1946.

Before 1940 the conumption of 
synthetic fibers other than rayon 
was very small, and even in 1940 
totaled only 4.5 million pounds; by 
1946 the figure had Increased to 53.3 
million pounds and outranked silk 
and flax.

Some of the man-made fibers that 
are commlng up fast in the synthe­
tic- field are:

Glass fiber; commercial product­
ion began in 1936 but the output 
was very limited dourlng the first 
three or four years.

Vinyon, a fiber made of synthetic 
resin, firs made in 1938. Production 
is very small. ,

Nylon; commercial production 
began in 1939, after a short period 
of experimental operations.

Aralac and .saran, casein fibers 
were interoduced commercially a- 
round 1940.

And a synthetic fiber made of soy- 
deans is comming up.
