Millions of Christmas gifts will 
go overseas again this year to our 
armed forces. It will hr especially 
difficult to deliver these gift* 
safely and on time, the Army and 
Navj’, point out. unless families 
o f service men and women co­
operate in starting them off right 
The following rules are therefore 
suggested for mailing Christmas 
package* abroad.

1. If your soldier j* en route

don’t send him a Christmas pack •
age.

X Use his latest address and be 
sure it’s complete and accurate; 
name rank, aerial number, or­
ganisation and unit. APO, in care 
of Postmaster at port of embark­
ation. Address it—then check It

3. Mail Christmas gifu over­
seas from September IS to Oc­
tober IS. In the Army, this la the 
only tune you can mall a parcel 
overseas without a written re­
quest from your soldier But • -

4. If there'* reason to believe he 
may move to a new location, it's 
safer to wait Ull you can mail 
your gift to the new address 
even if this means asking him tar 
a letter requesting your gift so 
that you ran mail it after Oct IS

8. Use a heavy box and strong 
cord. (Government - approved 
overseas boxes can be bought at 
retail stores)

g. Send only usable gifts like 
tinned dried fruit, canned luxury 
foods, rasur. blades, fountain pens, 
wallets, watches, etc 
’  7 Don’t mail perishable foods, 
intoxicants, weapons, poisons, 
and all inflammablr materials. In­
cluding matches and lighter 
fluid*.

8  Your package must not 
weigh over S pounds. It must not 
be more than IS tnche* In length 
and girth combined.

Navy gifts should be *ent dur­
ing the same period—from Sept 
IS to October IS. However, gifts 
destined for Navy. Marine or 
Coast Guard personnel may be 
sent throughout the year without 
a written request.

Mail Christmas card* any time, 
but seal them and put on first 
class postage.

SAVE ROUGHAGE AND 
GROW PROTEIN

A good supply of stored rough i 
age and small grain pastures will j 
ease the feed situation for Texas 
dairymen this fall and winter. A 
forecast of late maturing crop* in 
the heavy-growing areas Is unr | 
urgent reason why dairy produc­
ers should have a good atdek of 
roughage on their places, says G 
G Gibson, dairy husbandman fur 
the AAM College Extension Ser­
vice.

Another cause for concern la 
the state of the nation’s corn crop, 
he says A good crop la indicated 
In parts Texas but the acreage 
Is small. In mid western state*, 
however, much of the corn will 
not mature unless the remainder 
of the growing season Is extreme­
ly favorable and fall frusta come 
late. Whether the grain sorghum 
crop cm the Texas plains "make*” 
depends upon the rain fall in the 
anrhedialt- future.

Gibson emphasises that with a 
•hart supply of concentrate feeds 
pusaible, the need for mare good 
roughage la greater than ever 
Analysis show* that good hay 
runs about fifty per cent digest­
ible nutrients which make up the 
lewd which the cows use to main­
tain their bodies and to produce 
milk

Although the season la late, 
Gibson says there still la time to 
moat parts of the stale to plant 
some of the sorghum* and get 
enough growth before frost. If the 
rainfall Is right, to make 
roughage. Should frost hit 
the feed matures enough to cut. it 
still can he saved as silage He 
urge* cutting and saving Johnson 
(rasa and other native hay crops.

The specialist also urges dairy 
men to plant small grains for fall 
and winter grazing. Oats at the 
beat stage for grating, he says, 
averages about twenty per cent 
protein cm a dried basis. This 
means that one hundred pounds 
at green oat* will furnish be­
tween four and five pounds of the 
highest quality protein which can 
be placed before a cow Putting 
it another way. fifty pounds of 
green oats, phi* necessary carbo­
hydrate feeds Will supply the 
protein requirements of an i 
age Jersey cow In producing 
thirty five pounds of milk along 
with her maintenance needs.

Chemists Puzzled 
By Gas Pipe 
Corrosion

Why do gasoline pipes in one 
field corrode, and remain perfect­
ly clear of any rust in an adjoin­
ing field?

Two University of Texas chem­
ists are trying to find the answer 
to this puts ling—and expensive— 
problem, through two different 
channels of research.

Dr. Norman Hackermnn, assist­
ant professor of chemistry, is 
studying the “ films" which form 
in the pipes, und Dr. H T Lochte, 
research chemist with the Uni­
versity's Biuchemicsl Institute, is 
studying the orgsntc acid* found 
in the pipes Both are working on 
research grunts from the Nutural 
Gasoline Association of America

Dr Hackertnan's study Involv­
es this procedure: He hangs thin 
strip* of metal (of the same ma- 
teriul a* the gas pipelines), inside

the pipe* in wells where corrod­
ing is known to occur, so that ho 
cun analyse the films.

He then testa the films by their 
reaction to different chemicals, 
und he will use the University's 
electron microscope to photo­
graph specimens of films.

Dr. Lochte's approach is to 
analyze the waters from high 
pressure gas wells to discover the 
acids causing the corrosion.

For Reconversion

The Japanese surrender has 
brought an end to a number of 
wartime restrictions on the civil­
ian economy But it still leaves 
problems of keeping prices stable, 
conservation of scarce consumer 
goods, and other basic matters in­
volved in reconversion from war 
to peace, according to report* 
from the Office of War Mobilisa­
tion and Reconversion. WPB. 
OPA and other Government 
agencies responsible fur an order­
ly transition to a peace economy

The report of the Office of War 
Mobilisation and Reconversion, 
submitted by John W Snyder. 
Director, and entitled “Prom War 
To Peace—A Challenge” , stress­
es that the goal of our peacetime 
economy ia a vastly expanded 
production which will make pos­
sible the attainment of the four 
m*|ur economic objectives which 
face us in the months ahead They 
we:

Jobs for all those willing and 
able to work, a steadily ruing 
Standard of living; stabilisation ot 
our economy to avoid disastrous 
inflation or deflation knd incrviu 
ed opportunities for farmers and 
businessmen

Navy reduction* w ill 
be smaller and more gradual.

1 D* mobilizalion-'rDcmobiliza- 
turn from the armed services will 
retuni from at least 7.000.000 men 
to civilian life within the next 
year. At present, the Atmy is dt- 
mobiluing at the rate of 170.000 
per month Within several months 
the rate u expected to reach 500,- 
000 The Army will dt-mobiliz-- on 
the same haul* as formerly, re­
leasing first those- men with long­
est combat service and greate-st 
number of dcpe-ndcnla The Navy 
plans to demobilize some of its 
penuStiu-l. almost immediately.

3. Unemployment und Man­
power—All controls over man­
power an- to be- removed and the 
compulsory 48-hour work end'd 
at once. The U S. Employment 
Service will devote Its best efforts 
to finding jobs for displaced 
workers and veterans and assist­
ing 'latmant* for une-mployment 
compensation.

Unemployment currentty u 
estimat'd at 1.100,000 persons 
This represents the total without 
lobs on a given day. many of 
them being persona "between 
lobs” . Tins total of unemploy­
ment is expected to rise to 5.000,- 
000 or more within three months; 
perhaps to 8.000.000 before next 
spring, as those releas'd from 
ear jobs are join'd by large 
number* of men discharged from 
the armed services Many of the 
unemployed will find new jobs 
within a few weeks—-others will 
face extend'd periods without 
jobs.

4 Production and Distribution 
Controls—Many production and 
distribution controls will be re­
moved at once Only those will 
remain in force which are essent­
ia! fur expediting production, 
breaking bottlenecks, preventing 
inventory hoarding, and assuring 
economic stabluallon.

Thcrt will be more demand for 
many kinds of goods and services 
than business can supply As long 
as some materials and products 
remain seriously short, price ceil­
ings on those- materials and pro­
ducts must be- maintained as a 
barTier against inflation. Rent 
controls also musl continue. 
While- price and rent ceilings re­
main in force, wage stabilization 
must be- continued. Wherever 
price ceilings will not be endang­
ered, collective bargaining will be- 
rvstored. Wage and price- in­
crease* will be- allowed to correct 
substandard pay scales, to relieve 
hardships of individual workers 
and e-nterpriae-s and. where- neces­
sary. to stimulate: increas'd pro­
duction,

0 legislative Program—In or­
der to spend reconversion und to 
mitigute the extremes of . hard­
ship during the truiudtlon period, 
a number of legislative enact­
ments are trend'd These include 
—Increased unemployment com­
pensation benefits; revision of the 
Fair Labor Standard* Act to In­
crease: minimum wages; tax pro­
gram to stimulate production and 
to maintain markets; appropria­
tions for the planning and execu­
tion of public works; adequate 
appropriation for Ihe United Stat­
es Employment Service and rv- 
tcntion of this service under Fed- 
eral control during the interim of
