WILL BE STRESSED

300 APPLICATIONS FOR 
LOANS; NONE MADE

More than 300 applications for 
home loans through the Home 
Owners Loan Corporation, a gov­
ernment agency designed to re­
lieve distressed home owners, have 
b‘*en made through the Brownwood 
office during the past four months. 
No loans have been made yet.

Three of the applications have 
been returned for appraisals, but 
no other applications have been 
acted upon to date, according to 
local information. I»ans must be 
approved, then an appraisal made, 
and if the appraisal shows that the 
loan Is justified, the loan then will 
be made through the governmental 
agency.

Loans are made direct to the 
home owner at 6 per cent, up to 40 
per cent of the appraised value of 
the home, and bonds of the corpor­
ation are Issued to the mortgage' 
holder up to 80 per cent of the val­
ue of the home, provided the lien 
holder will accept the bonds in lieu 
of his mortgage. In this case the 
borrower pays 3 per cent, and the 
bond holder receives 4 per cent. 
The interest on the bonds is guar­
anteed by the government, the 
principal secured by the assets of 
the corporation.

Ixx-nl officials of the corporation 
are Frank Sweet, attorney, and 
Chester Harrison, appraiser.

City Holding Out
The city council also has refus­

ed to join the county in the pur­
chase of right of way in the city 
limits, It was learned. In all other 
prnjerts. the right of way inside 
the city limits has been furnished 
by the city, and the county had 
anticipated no difficulty from this 
source. When it became apparent 
that the city could not secure the 
right of way without county aid, 
the commissioners court made an 
offer to the city to pay half the 
cost of the right of way within 
the city, hut this offer was not ac­
cepted by the city.

Total disbursement for relief and work relief for the month 
tf August—85271.511. Administration expense— $205.13.

Administration expense includes salaries, printing and sta­
tionery, office equipment and telephone, it will be seen that 
the administration is less than 1% of the amount disbursed.

Salary of the County Administrator. $100.00 per month. He 
furnishes his own car and Kr’ts no allowances of any sort for 
gasoline or for up-keep of the car.

The amount expended for direct relief during August was 
(398.72. This was disbttsed to 35 families representing 151 per- 
|ons. 25 of whom were transients.

During August 867 persons were given work relief. These 
•epresented 2,971 people.

Little more than half of this amount was work relief given 
nndes the direct supervision of the four County Commissioners.

Fire prevention week will be ob­
served in Brownwood October 8 to 
14. in accordance with plans of the 
National Fire Protection Associa­
tion’s program. Similar observa­
tions of the week will bp held In 
cities and towns throughout the 
United States.

The local work will be In charge 
of the Brownwood Volunteer Fire 
Department, with the city and the 
Brownwood chamber of commerce 
assisting

The need for fire prevention 
work in Brownwood was never 
greater. The city Is now assessed a 
15 per cent penalty for bad fire 
records of the past few years. This 
penalty, according to the estimates 
of fire insurance agents, is costing 
Brownwood property owers ap­
proximately $35,000 a year in in­
creased insurance premiums.

Prior to 1928. Brownwood had a 
good fire record, and was given a 
15 per cent credit. This credit was 
lost in 1930. and in 1931 a 9 per 
cent penalty for bad fire record wag 
assessed against the city. In 1932 
this penalty was increased to the 
maximum of 15 per cent, adding 
some $35,000 to local insurance 
premiums.

This $35,000 represents money 
that goes out of Brownwood and 
does no one any good. It le money 
that is needed here, and that can 
be saved for Brownwood business 
through a reduction In the fire 
losses during the coming veer. It 
takes a three-year good record to 
remove the penalty and secure the 
credit for a good record, and un- 
lees property owner* realize thl* 
and use every effort to prevent 
flree, the penalty will remain.

Details of Fire Prevention Week 
are being worked out. and will be 
announced next week.

Many inquiries 
have been received by the agent 
during the past few weeks, and a 
telegram from Chester C Davis, di­
rector. production division, De­
partment of Agriculture. Wash­
ington. explains that this acreage 
can be used "for grazing or for 
other purposes." but cannot be 
used for growing products for sale. 

Mr. Davis' telegram follows: 
“ Producers who sign the wheat 

contract can make unrestricted 
use of wheat acreage for grazing 
or for other purposes. Contract 
restrictiona as to use apply only 
to contracted acreage retired from 
wheat production.

'Wheat or other small grains or 
crops for sale cannot be planted 
on plowed up cotton land until af­
ter Jauary 1. 1934 Wheat for food 
for farm family or feeding live­
stock producing for farm family 
or work stock in accordance with 

I cotton contract can be planted on 
I plowed up cotto land."

AUSTIN—Legislation to bring 
the statutes of Texas in line with 
President Roosevelt’s NRA pro­
gram has occupied the center of 
the stage this week while hearings 
have been held before a committee 
of the whole in the senate. Re­
garded as the most delicate and 
intricate legal problem of the ses­
sion indications are that in prin­
ciple and wording the Woodward- 
Bradley bill will be finaly adopted | 
hy both houses.

Senator Walter C. Woodward of 
Coleman, a veteran Senate leader 
and chairman of the committee on 
Civil Jurisprudence is the author 
of the hill. By common consent the 
task was delegated to him in ad­
vance of the session because of his 
coinmiitee position and his record 
as a lawyer of distinguished abili­
ty.

The bill pays full loyalty to the 
brief of Texas that her present 
anti-trust laws are wise and right­
eous. It merely suspends from op­
erations the penalties for their vio­
lation whenever such violation can 
be shown to be in consequence of 
obedience to the federal laws un­
der the National Recovery pro­
gram. In other words the bill Is 
true to Texas principles but fully 
co-operative with the New Deal 
and the NRA.

Senator Woodward's sound hand­
ling of this difficult matter has 
served to call attention again to his 
legal ability and he is being daily j 
importuned to become s candidate 
for governor or for attorney gen­
eral. Thus far he has not reached 
a decision. However It is more 
than probable that when he has j 
protected live anti-trust principles 
of tbe state from injury and at the 
same time ln this bill, as passed, 
devised a way to enable the state 
to cooperate with President Roose­
velt. he will find a demand for his j 
candidacy for a higher office which 
he cannot reslat.
