Agricultural Work of 
The 54th Legislature

John Whit*. Commissioner 
Texas Dept, of Agriculture

This is the third session of the 
Legislature which I have observ­
ed in action as Commissioner 
of Agriculture. And in some 
ways, it is the most "unique and 
rewarding from my standpoint.

The session now in progress at 
Austin has been criticised for the 
slowness of its work. The critics 
base their opinion on the num­
ber of bills which have NOT been 
passed.

This is an extremely poor way 
to judge the work of any group. 
A lot of bills SHOULD NOT pass. 
It is the kind of bills, not the 
number, that will determine 
whether this Legislature is good 
or bad.

From my point of observation, 
this 54th session is the hardest 
working of the last three. The 
committees of both the House 
and Senate are receiving better 
attendance from its members. The 
legislators seem well informed on 
state problems and they ask godo 
questions.

I speak primarily for the House 
and Senate Agriculture commit­
tees. In my dealings with them 
this year, I have come in contact 
with some outstanding workers.

Rep. Elbert Reeves of Matador 
is chairman of the House Agri­
culture Committee. He shows ex­
cellent knowledge of farm prob­
lems and leads the group accord­
ingly. He is backed by such men 
as Harold Parish of Taft who is 
making a record for himself this 
session. Parish informs himself 
well on every bill, his questions 
indicate a great deal of interest 
and knowledge and his criticism 
is constructive. He has closed up 
several loopholes in bills that the

Wild animals, living creatures 1 second term man who is carrying 
that bring pleasure to us in one ! a heavy load and doing a good
form or another, cannot exist 
without suitable shelter, such as 
shrubs, hedges, and shelterbelts. 
Those plants used to prevent soil 
erosion can be beneficial to wild­
life as a means of food and shel­
ter; brown sedge, dewberries, and 
blackberries are such plants. Dur­
ing the winter wild game in the 
South has an abundance of food; 
however, wild game in the North 
is affected by deep snows which 
covers the food that is necessary 
for survival. When this happens, 
it is time for conservationists to 
provide food for the wild game.

Shocked corn is the most de­
sirable food that can held wild 
game to survive; it can be placed 
along the borders of cultivated 
fields, adjoining hedgerows, 
swales, or marshes. Other plants 
that provide natural food are 
wheat, rye, barley, sorghum, sun­
flowers, and soybeans. Feeding 
stations should also be placed 
throughout the fields so as to 
provide emergency food for wild 
game.

Remember, we are the sole pro­
tectors of wild game; it is our 
duty as conservationists to pro­
tect and conserve the wild game 
of our nation.

Notice To All 
Notary Public 
Aspirants

Secretary of State A. M. Mul- 
drow has announced that he will 
reappoint all persons who now 
hold Notary Public Commissions 
and that all such persons must 
qualify by filing ^an oath and 
bond with the County Clerk of 
their residence between June 1, 
1955 and June 10, 1955. The law 
specifically requires County 
Clerks to approve Notary bonds 
and individuals should not send 
money or requests for commiss­
ions direct to the Secretary of 
State. All Notary matters can 
only be received by the Secre­
tary of State after the County 
Clerk acts thereon.

Any person who has not here­
tofore been a Notary Public 
should apply to his County Clerk 
between May 1, 1955 and May 23, 
1955, if he desires to have this 
application given prompt atten­
tion in the State Department, as 
the rush of reappointing all old 
Notaries may slow up the ordi­
nary process of making new ap­
pointments and issuing com­
missions.

Secretary of State Muldrow 
said. “Each personjmplying for a 
commission as a Notary Public 
must be at least 21 years of age 
and a resident oif the County for 
which he is appointed; exact 
names and permanent addresses 
should be given to the County 
Clerk in applying for a com­
mission, as location of the Notary 
may be necessary long after he 
has notarized a particular in­
strument.”

Just because I mention only 
these few, I do not mean to mini­
mize the efforts of the other 
members—all of whom are doing 
extremely good work. Their 
working methods are a marked 
improvement over other years.

The members want to know 
what the bill does; what it means 
and who it affects.

Fate of Quail
AUSTIN—The Director of Wild­
life Restoration for the Texas 
Game and Fish Commission said 
the fate of bobwhite quail may 
rest on the outcome of this sum­
mer's weather plus efforts of 
landowners and hunters to begin 
growing food and cover.

He qualified his observation by 
noting that the outlook may not 
be as dark “as it sounds” since 
Commission technicians report 
that the quail population defi­
nitely increased in some areas of 
Texas last year.

The Director said that an act­
ual break in the severe dry 
weather pattern is absolutely 
necessary if quail populations are 
to  recover from  their present

The Director stressed that land- 
owners and hunters have created 
"considerable momentum” in re­
habilitating quail habitat, by get­
ting together on treatment of 
areas determined to be suitable 
for quail management.

He pointed out, however, that 
favorable weather would be 
necessary to produce ample 
growth of food and cover plants 
which are essential to good quail 
habitat and high population 
levels.

Look Out For 
’Hopper* Warns 
County Agent

Now is the time to be on the 
look out for those small grass­
hoppers says county agent H. M. 
Breedlove. Some farmers have 
already reported hatches along 
the fence rows and in low places. 
Where there is any foliage for the 
small hoppers to feed on, they 
should be poisoned at once before 
they get big enough to migrate.

Toxaphene and chlodorane, al- 
drin are all good poisons to use 
on green foliage as a spray for 
control of the hoppers.

Breedlove adds that if there is 
no green foliage then bran mixed 
with the above poisons with 
water added is sure a good poi­
son. The main idea is to get the 
hoppers while they are small and 
bunched on the hatch ground be­
fore they become large enough to 
migrate.

The department of entomology 
has advised us that we could 
have a severe outbreak of grass­
hoppers this spring if everything 
works out right for the eggs to 
hatch. Breedlove says that the 
egg survey in the Panhandle 
showed that several counties Mn 
this vicinity will have to keep a 
close watch on the hoppers. The 
county agent urges any 6ne who 
needs additional help to call on 
him and he will be glad to give 
them assistance.

Livestock Market 
Projects Threatened

John White, Commissioner 
Texas Dept, of Agriculture

The Texas livestock industry is 
faced with the prospect of losing 
three important market informa­
tion centers because the Texas 
Department of Agriculture may 
not have adequate funds to main­
tain them next year.

Market news services at Ama­
rillo, Houston and San Antonio 
are the critical points. They rep­
resent three points which service 
at least three-fifths of the state.

The TDA requested an ap­
propriation of $15,000 from the 
Legislature to maintain a price 
reporting system in these cities. 
The federal government consid­
ered the projects of such im­
portance that it was willing to 
contribute an equal amount an­
nually provided Texas furnished 
the initial funds. After first con­
sideration by the Legislature, the 
appropriation was defeated and 
only a slim possibility remains 
that the money will be reinstated 
in a subsequent bill.

This means that cattlemen 
bringing their livestock to any of 
the three cities for sale may not 
have adequate information on

the worth of their stock. The mar­
ket reporting system, which pre­
viously recorded daily transac­
tions and furnished up-to-the- 
minute national prices, might be 
a thing of the past by Sept. 1st.

The loss will be keenly felt in 
the industry. The volume of live­
stock moving through the Ama­
rillo auction in the past five years 
has increased to the extent that 
it has attracted nation-wide at­
tention. In Houston, the amount 
of calves going through the mar­
ket makes it the fourth largest 
calf market center in the nation. 
San Antonio has been a trade 
center for South, Central and 
West Texas cattle for many years.

Marketing information is aim­
ed at attracting new business 
and assuring the cattlema.i of a 
good basis for trade. The seller 
needs to know what his cattle 
is worth that day. He is seriously 
handicapped fi he has to use 
guesswork.

It is hoped that the Legislature 
will see fit to restore these funds 
before the present session is 
ended.

DEMOCRACY.
WHERE ART THOU?

In a newsletter sometime ago 
I pointed out in some detail the 
reasons why a democratic govern­
ment did not just happen, but 
was the result of long and tire­
less effort and planning in the 
establishment of basic principles, 
the violation of which could de­
stroy the very thing sought to be 
attained. One of the basic prin­
ciples upon which a democratic 
government must rest is the sep­
aration of powers between the

three branches of government, to- 
wit, the legislative, the executive 
and the judicial. These three 
branches form, the tripod upon 
which a government by the peo­
ple must depend in its original 
formation and in its continued 
existence. If at any time the peo­
ple permit two of these legs of 
the tripod to become joined to­
gether, the balance provided by 
the tripod is lost. Once that bal­
ance is lost, the democratic form 
of government has fallen. This 
can happen without violence and 
without the people even realizing 
the transition that takes place un­
til there has been a complete 
change. The awakening is then 
very sad, because it comes in the 
form of a realization by the peo­
ple that their voice in govern­
ment affairs, if heard, is not

heeded. I call this to your atten­
tion because of the alarm with 
which I view the legal gymnastics 
of the Supreme Court in the 
segregation cases now being con­
sidered. You will recall that the 
Supreme Court formerly held 
that laws providing for separate 
educational facilities for negroes 
and whites were unconstitutional, 
but withheld any formal declara­
tion in the form of a judgment 
until arguments could be heard 
on behalf of a plan of integration 
to be announced by the Supreme 
Court. The procedure that has 
been followed by the Supreme 
Court in this instance is a classic 
example of the fusing of two legs 
of the government tripod and the 
probability of fusing these two 
with the third. This would mean 
that the separation of powers and 
the independence of the three 
brances of government became a

myth and the Supreme Court 
stepped in as an all-powerful 
tribunal. Whether you believe in 
segregation or integration is not 
the question. The question is 
democratic government. If the 
laws under consideration by the : 
Supreme Court were unconstitu-: 
tional when written, they were j 
unconstitutional when the Su- j 
preme Court so declared them, j 
and are for all purposes null and 
void. I disagree with the Supreme 
Court as to the constitutionality 
of these laws, but I do not have 
the same power of enforcement 
of my opinion as does the Su­
preme Court. When the Supreme 
Court stated in effect that these 
unconstitutional laws will be held 
in abeyance until a social pro­
gram could be worked out for 
integration, in my opinion they 
committed an act as unconstitu­
tional as they declared the segre­
gation law to be. They invaded 
the legislative branch of the gov­
ernment, and if they continue to 
follow this procedure, must of 
necessity violate the powers of 
the executive branch. They also 
invaded the rights of the states

players and a less taut rein, how­
ever, promised an ultimate tax 
bill. Members have been talking 
about “$100 million new taxes", 
and that was just about what the 
new compromise plan embraced. 
It would involve face saving all 
around.

The four-point plan included:
Acceptance of the Stone cut 

of the gasoline tax to one cent, 
from two, as originally asked by 
Governor Allan Shivers. At the 
same time, one-fourth of its reve- 
nuee— ight million a year—would 
be given to cities and counties to 
buy rights-of-way.

One-cent increase on cigarette 
tax was kept.

Cut-down levies on beer deal­
ers’ licenses voted by the House 
was accepted, but, in deference to 
strong group demands, $1 a bar­
rel tax on beer was added.

Natural gas production tax 
would be frozen at its present 
9-cent level. By present law, it 
would drop to 8 cents in Septem­
ber and 7 cents after Sept. 1, 
1956.

As the bill stood when the 
House refused passage, it would 
raise forty and one-half million 
dollars a year. Various changes 
proposed in the second compro­
mise would push it up to $50 mill­
ion a year, thus reaching the "100 
million” about which, members 
talked.

While the House walked a- 

round the tax issue, a number of 
non-controversial bills were 
passed.

Voted by the House was con­
currence in Senate amendments 
to a bill banning “lewd and de­
praved” comic books.

Also voted was a Senate a- 
mendment shortening the “cool­
ing off" period in divorce cases. 
The House has passed a bill set­
ting the time at 90 days. The Sen­
ate made it 60.

Two Senate bills calling for 
mandatory joil sentences in sex 
offense convictions involving 
children were approved by the 
House.

Final passage was gvien a bill 
increasing the length limit of 
trucks from 45 to 50 feet.

In the Senate, 43 local and un­
contested bills were passed.

Probe To Continue
Veterans land investigations 

will proceed in the Senate, de­
spite bitter objection of some 
members.

Senate Jimmy Phillips said it 
would be wrong to stop it because 
“all parties responsible for the 
gigantic fraud have not been ex­
posed and named.”

Senators Dorsey B. Hardeman 
and Rudolph A. Weinert contend­
ed that the probe has established 
the pattern of fraud and the time 
has come for trial of persons in­
dicted.

Voting was 19 to 12 to carry the 
inquiry through May 10.

Last week was the first in a 
long time when no new criminal 
charges or indictments or civil 
forfeiture suits were filed, in­
volving veterans land.

bonds has been voted by the 
Veterans Land Board two-to-one 
with Attorney General John Ben 
Shepperd voting no. Hearing has 
been posted in the Senate on Sen.

Water Bill Passes
Finally passed by the House 

was a measure creating the Trin­
ity River Authority.

Water conservation, flood con­
trol, and irrigation projects are 
authorized by the bill which 
specifically forbids construction 
of a barge canal between the 
Gulf of Mexico and the Fort- 
Worth-Dallas area.

Failure was the destiny in the 
House of a proposed constitution­
al amendment to finance dams 
and other water projects.

Voting favored the resolution 
78 to 61, but 100 votes are re­
quired to submit a constitutional 
amendment.

Under the defeated proposal, a 
State Water Commission, with 
increased authority, would sup­
plant the State Board of Water 
Engineers.

Tidelands Again
More trouble looms between 

the federal government and Tex­
as over the tidelands.

Attorney General Shepperd 
said he had discovered that the 
U. S. Interior Department and 
the Department of Justice will 
oppose Texas’ sale of tidelands oil 
and gas leases May 3.

Congress restored ownership of 
the tidelands, out to the 10

mile limit, after the submerged 
areas had been claimed by the 
federal government.

Only three miles of the off­
shore lands were returned to 
other states.
