Wildlife
Conservation

By Donavon Houdashell

Drainage-Ditch
Banks

provide drainage for nearby
used to produce useful wildlife.
Those animals that benefit from
the good management of drainage
ditches are fur-bearing animals,
game birds, and insect-eating
songbirds. These drainage ditches
provide cover and water for wild-
life; wildlife, on the other hand,
gets its food from nearby fields.

The first aim in the good
management of drainage ditches
is to plant grasses and legumes
along the banks as this will pro-
vide excellent cover and food for
wildlife. Many drainage ditches
have willows, cottonwoods, and
other trees planted in them; this
will help wildlife, but it will not
provide proper drainage for the
fields. The best plan then is to
plant grasses and legumes.along
the banks. However, shrubs for
windbreaks provide cover for
wildlife and helps to keep soil
from sifting into the ditch. The
!shrubs most widely used in the
West are caragana, chokecherry,

Russian-olive, squawbush, and
wild plum.
After ground - nesting birds

have left the nest, it is then safe
to mow, graze, or spray the drain-
age-ditch banks.

Wildlife Show
Draws Crowds

AUSTIN — Attendance at the
Game and Fish Commission mo-
| bile wildlife exhibit has passed
{ the 1,500,000 mark, according to
| estimates reported to the Com-
| mission’s Executive Secretary.

The exhibit comprises scores of
éfi.sh and animal species from the
| Texas wilds and has been so im-
proved over the ten years it has
been operated that now Ray
Osborne, an official of the Dallas
News Sports and Vacation Show,
calls it, “the finest exhibit of its
kind anywhere.”

The wildlife exhibit is schedul-
ed for as many fairs, sports
shows, fat stock shows and the
like as is possible.

“The demand has become so
great that we could keep another
such outfit going full time,” said
the Executive Secretary.

He said the present project is
all that can be afforded but ex-
plained that by fall the Com-
mission’s own developed televis-
ion production will be available
to help keep Texans posted on
wildlife and the efforts being
made to preserve and restore it.

Dallas News Staffer Osborne
said the Commission exhibit has
been a key part of that news-
papers annual exposition in all
seven years it has been staged.
He pointed out the exhibit pro-
vides an attractive means of
familiarizing Texans with wild
animals. Proceeds of the Dallas
show finance local zoo operations
and recently have been used to
buy elephants, a giraffe, apygmy
hippo, electric eels and other
species. The 1955 Dallas News
show runs from April 15 through
April 24.

Establishment or improvement
of permanent pastures is promi-
nent in the better farming plans
of many farmers and ranchers
who are improving their farming
systems through Farmers Home
Administration soil and water
conservation loans, according to
James D. Gouldy, the agency’s
county supervisor whose offige is
located in Clarendon. ;

The loan funds are being used
to establish new pastures or to
improve those already establish-
ed. Some of the practices to de-
velop good pastures, and for
which soil and water conserva-
tion loan funds are being used,
include seeding with recommend-
ed grasses and legumes, proper
fertilizing and liming.

Brush removal is also a prac-
tice that may be necessary on
some farms.

Another use of the funds may
be for cross-fencing, for pasture
rotation of to prevent over-graz-
ing or damage to portions of the
pasture land not ready for graz-
ing.

Still another way in whcih soil
and water conservation loan
funds may be used in connection
with pasture improvement is

Income Tax

Depreciation

The law does not allow you to
deduct the full cost of your capi-
tal investment or improvements
in the year made in figuring your
profits from rents, royalties, busi-
nesses, and professions. For most
property with a life longer than
one year, with the exception of
land, the law provides for a de-
duction from gross income called
“depreciation,” as the method of
recovering your cost (less any

of the asset. The useful life of
any asset can be measured in
units of production or machine
hours (for machinery), in miles of |
operation (for automotive equip-'
ment), ete., but the ordinray prac-
tice is to measure useful life in
years.

Figuring the Depreciation De-
duction:

1. Straight-line method—This is

the most common method of fig-
uring depreciation. It allows for
the deduction of cost in equal an-
nual amounts over the useful life
of the asset, with only salvage
value remaining at the end of the
useful life. For example, if you
purchased a piece of equipment
for $10,000 which had an estimat-
ed salvage value of $1,000, the de-
preciable portion would be $9,000.
If the asset had had an estimated
useful life of ten years, then you
would charge off 1/10 or $900
each year.

Special Rules for New Assets
Acquired after December 31,
1953:

New assets acquired by the
taxpayer after 1953 and the por-
tion of the basis of property at-
tributable to construction by the
taxpayer after 1953 may be de-
preciated under methods proper
in the past or under additional
methods provided in the new 1954
law. These methods (which may
be employed only with respect to
physical assets having a useful
life of three years or more) are—

(a) Declining balance method:
The deduction is computed by
applying a uniform rate to the
cost or other basis of the asset re-
duced by depreciation previously
allowed or allowable. This rate
cannot exceed twice the straight

line rate computed without re-
gard to salvage value.

(b) Sum of the years-digits
method: The deduction is the cost
or other basis of the asset (re-
duced by estimated salvage
value) multiplied by the number
of years of useful life remaining
to it (including the year of the
deduction) divided by the sum of
all the digits corresponding to
the years of the assets’ estimated
useful life (in the case of a 5-year
life such sum would be 15, that
is 1,2 3, 48.

(c) Other consistent methods:
Other methods may be used pro-
vided the amount claimed during
the first 25 of the life of the asset
does not exceed the amount al-
lowable on the declining balance
method.

A taxpayer need not use the
same method for all of his de-
preciable property. He may use
different methods appropriate to
different classes of assets, but he
must be consistent with regard to
each class.
