Rains falling on this area the
past week end have been termed
by local farmers as the difference
between a get-by crop and a
money crop. It has increased crop
possibilities measureably and the
best money crop since 1949 is now
in prospect, baring insect infesta-
tion and other unforseen calami-
ties. ~Traveling people coming
through Clarendon make the re-
mark quite frequently that Don-
ley County is just like an Oasis,
that crops look better here than
any other dry-farming area
around in many miles.

The cotton crop has been less
worry as it can stand the heat
and drouth and still come through
with some kind of a crop. Right
now, numerous farmers report
one-half to a bale per acre in
prospect. The feed crop looks es-
pecially good to local farmers and |
ranchers as feed has been short|
for several years, and if every-
thing goes well, Donley County
will produce one of the largest
and best paying feed crops in
years. This will aid the stock rais-
ing business considerably.

Some parts of the County re-
ceived more rain than others but
all of the County received bene-
ficial amounts. The extreme west
side of the county received the
heaviest amount which totaled
out around five inches. Over two
inches was reported at Ben
Lovell's Station at Ashtola. Sam
Dale reported 1.85 at Goldston,
D. B. Koen reported 1.50 in the
Chamberlain-Hudgins area with
Willard Knox reporting the least
amount 1.05 for Lelia Lake. The
Lelia Lake area has caught the
short end of the moisture all
along. Here in town Joe Goldston
reported a total of 2.19, and the
Hedley area was reported to have
received around two inches also.

Another thing that makes this
moisture spell worth more is the
fact that it has rained over a
large territory including all ()fl
the eastern part of New Mexico, |
Elpaso to the southwest and the |
Oklahoma Panhandle to the]
north. Cool nights are hclping‘
conditions also. More moisture is |
forecast for the week end.

PIGEONS FOR BREAKFAST

As I was leaving the house for
work this morning I heard quite
a commotion and looked around
to see Jean and the children wav-
ing me to come back. I went back
in and was advised that we had
an uninvited guest for breakfast.
I went out at the breakfast table
and there sat a live pigeon in the
center of the table. Jean told me
that they were very peacefully
eating when the feathered per-
sonage descended and landed
smack in the center of the table.
No one seemed to know where he
came from or how. Time was too
short for me to cross examine any
of the children, but I hope to
have the mystery solved by the
time you get this letter. It some-
times takes quite a bit of dis-
cussion with the children to get
all the facts assembled and prop-
erly documented and coordinat-
ed, but we usually come up with
a pretty clear picture as an end
result. None of them have yet
pleaded the Fifth Amendment on
me.

WATER

The New Water Resources Sub-
committee of the House Interior
Committee commenced its work
We have had two meetings to
date. One of these was with the
representatives of the depart-
ments of the executive branch,
representatives of the Hoover
Commission, and the Army Engi-
neers. Everyone seems to under-
stand that we have water prob-
lems, but very little seems to
have been done about it. Few
people realize that the creation
and the use of mechanical devices
by man has brought about de-

at the turn of the century. For
instance, - industry 1ses more
water than agriculture. Estimates
are that in 1975 industry will
probably be using two-thirds of
all the sweet water available in
this country. The East is begin-
ning to realize this as it sees
many of its industries moving to
the South. Water can certainly be
counted as one of the determin-
ing factors in many of these
moves. We in the Panhandle of
Texas have long realized the need
for water for industrial uses. If
we could provide an ample water
supply in our section, the indus-
trial potentialities would be
limitless.

Dr. A. L. Miller, Chairman of
the Committee on Interior and
Insular Affairs, gave a statement
recently at one of our meetings,
pointing out the fact that the re-
fining of one barrel of oil re-
quires 770 gallons of water; 70,000
gallons of water is required for
one ton of sulphate pulp; 110,000
gallons of water is required to
produce one ton of rolled steel:
that 300 billion gallons of water
passes New Orleans in the Mis-
sissippi River every day; 319
million acre feet of stream run-
off occurs annually in the United
States. Somewhere between 15
and 20 percent, or 78 million acre
feet of this water is developed
and put to use. This means that
we are wasting approximately
85% of our greatest natural re-

Those not
presently detained or interned by
the enemy will have one year
from the date of enactment of
this law within which to file
their claim for benefits. If you
know of anyone who could qual-
ify under this law and who may
not know about it, please tell
them so that they will not run the
risk of losing their claims. These
claims should be filed as quickly
as possible because a large back-
log will soon accumulate, and the
earlier ones to be filed will of
course be the earlier ones to be
paid.

20d SOCIAL SECURITY

How much covered employ-
ment or self-emplyoment income
will YOU need in order to be
eligible for social security bene-
fits when you reach 65?

According to John R. Sander-
son, manager of the Amarillo
social security office, there is
better than an even chance that
your answer—if you have one—
will be wrong. Why? Mr. Sander-
son explains it this way: Since
thousands of older workers have
already qualified for benefits
with as little as a year and one-
half of covered earnings, many
people have assumed that any
person can do the same. Actually
that is true only where the in-
dividual was already 65 or at-
tained that age before July 1,
1954.

Anyone reaching 65 after June
30th of this year will need two
more quarters of covered em-
ployment or self-employment for
every additional year up to the
time he reaches 65. Thus, a person
who will be 65 three years from
now will need 6 more quarters
in addition to the 7 required now,
or a total of 13. The maximum
coverage requirement is 40 quar-
ters and the minimum is 6.

By a narrow margin the Senate
voted down the farm price sup-
port bill reported by the Agri-
culture Committee and instead
passed the “flexible” support bill
favored by the Administration.

The committee bill, which I
favored, would have maintained
price supports on basic crops at
90 per cent of parity. The Ad-
ministration proposal, which I
voted against, sets these supports
on a “sliding scale” of between
82% per cent and 90 per cent of
parity.

To my way of thinking, the
legislation simply means that
when the farmer does not need
help, he will be guaranteed 90

DANGEROUS THEORY:

There is a basic assumption
